BACKGROUND
1. PSNS & IMF requires a Diesel Generator (DG) for providing primary power and/or standby backup power. Run time for this specific DG is expected to be less than 20 hours for the entire rental period.

3. WORK REQUIREMENTS: The contractor shall provide one (1EA) DG and support for that DG as follows.

3.1 Electrical requirements. The DG shall be rated at 1000KW (minimum), 480VAC, 3 phase, 60 Hz, wye connected with the neutral isolated from ground.  The DG shall be listed/labeled by a Nationally Recognized Testing Laboratory (NRTL), e.g. UL listed.

3.2 Output. DG shall be equipped with main output breaker capable of carrying a continuous 1200A load (minimum) and shall provide suitable short circuit protection for the DG.  The output breaker shall feed output bus bars that are capable of accommodating either 3 ea 500 kcmil type W cables with lugs (single hole, ½ inch hardware) or 2ea 800 kcmil type W cables with lugs (double holes spaced 1.75” apart, ½ inch hardware) per phase.

3.3 Startup. The DG shall provide a local electrical starting means and a remote electrical starting means. Remote means shall be provided in the form of two contacts that, when electrically connected via a 2-wire remote starting cable, will initiate DG startup. The DG shall be capable of assuming load within 10 seconds of startup.

3.4 Enclosure. The DG and all associated equipment shall be housed in a NEMA 3R ISO enclosure. The enclosure will provide suitable lift points for movement by crane; a minimum of 4 lift points are required where any 2 of the lift points are capable of supporting the full weight of the enclosure. The enclosure shall ensure secondary containment for all fluids (e.g. antifreeze, oil). A double wall fuel tank satisfies the secondary containment requirement for fuel only.

3.5 Auxiliary equipment. The DG shall include a maintenance charger for starting batteries fed from an external 120VAC, 1 phase power source. The battery charger shall be designed such that it will not be harmed by remaining physically connected while the DG is running. If required to ensure the DG can assume load within 10 seconds of startup, the DG shall include engine block heater(s) fed from an external 120VAC, 1 phase power source. The DG shall include a non-resettable hour meter that can be read by the operator.

3.6 Fuel. The DG fuel tank shall be of double wall construction. The DG shall be capable of running at full load for a minimum of 8 hours without refueling, and shall be capable of being refueled safely while in operation.

3.7 Pre-delivery checks. The contractor shall ensure the following prior to delivery:


3.7.1 Provide reliable starting batteries (new condition or equivalent performance).


3.7.2 Replace all fuel filters.

3.7.3 Inspect all hoses and belts for cracks, wear, etc. and replace items that are expected to fail within a year.
