STATEMENT OF WORK
Re. Inport Cabin, Chapel, Library, Conference Room

1. INPORT CABIN

1.1 OFFICE DESK WORKSTATION AND DESK RETURN

Provide all labor and material to fabricate and install four new pedestal bases to repair the GFM Historic desk and raise desk height 1 ½”, fabricate one new workstation to best match the décor and color of GFM Historic desk, and fabricate one desk return to best match the décor and color of GFM Historic desk.  

The scope of this line item will be as follows:  

a) Fabricate four new pedestal bases for GFM Historic desk that raise desk height 1 ½”.

b) Fabricate one new workstation to best match the décor and color of GFM Historic desk.

a. Workstation will be approximately 70” long X 24” deep X 30” high.

b. Workstation needs to provide ample space for 2 CPU work units, 2 printers and other misc. office components.  

i. Each Printer unit dimensions are: 19” long X 17” wide X 17” high

ii. Each CPU unit dimensions are: 16” long X 5” Wide X 14” high

1. CPU units required to be 21” apart.

c. The workstation top will be fabricated to best match the GFM desk.  The new desk top will be covered with black felt and topped with a glass overlay to best match the GFM Historic desk.  

c) Fabricate one new workstation return to best match the décor and color of GFM Historic desk.

a. Return dimension will be approximately 50” long X 30” deep X 30” high.

b. The workstation return top will be fabricated to best match the Admirals desk.  The new desk top will be covered with black felt and topped with a glass overlay to best match the GFM Historic desk.  

Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard decorative laminate, desk pulls/knobs/handles and positive latches for their approval.  The contractor will supply the ship with CAD drawings of the workstation and return for their approval prior to fabrication.  The furniture will be fabricated from aluminum construction finish IAW MIL-PRF 32038 and meet the fire requirements of MIL-STD-1623E. High pressure plastic laminate shall be IAW MIL-P-17171, Type IV.

1.2 CABINETRY
Provide all labor and material to fabricate and install approx. 14 feet of office cabinetry to support day-to-day work.  The new cabinetry will be comprised of two 4-foot bookcases, and one approximately 6-foot file cabinet assembly.  The new cabinetry will be behind the workstation desk with the file cabinet assembly between the two bookcases.

The scope of this line item will be as follows:

a) Fabricate two bookcases 

a. Each bookcase shall be approximately: 48” long X 88” high X 16” deep

b. Each bookcase will have a lower cabinet section that will contain 2 file cabinets and 2 door hidden shelves.  The upper section will be standard bookshelves that will support space for office binders, publications, and other book shelf stowage items.

c. Each bookcase should be laminated inside and out and will require pull knobs/handles and positive latches for lower cabinet section drawers and cabinets.

b) Fabricate one file cabinet assembly 

a. The file cabinet shall be approximately: 75” long X 30” high X 16” deep

b. The file cabinet assembly will have 6 file cabinet drawers and 2 door enclosed shelves.

c. The assembly will have pull knobs/handles for all drawers and cabinets.

Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard decorative laminate, cabinetry pulls/knobs/handles and positive latches for their approval.  The contractor will supply the ship with CAD drawings and photos of the cabinetry for their approval prior to fabrication.  The cabinetry will be fabricated from aluminum construction finish IAW MIL-PRF 32038 and meet the fire requirements of MIL-STD-1623E. High pressure plastic laminate shall be IAW MIL-P-17171, Type IV.

2. OVERHEAD, CHAPEL AND LIBRARY
2.1 CHAPEL SUSPENDED OVERHEAD:  APPROX 375 SFT

Provide all labor and material to remove the existing suspended overhead tiles and grid system and install a new architectural metal suspended overhead.

The scope of this line item will be as follows:  

a) Remove any and all existing overhead interferences. Prep and preserve to like new conditions; i.e. vent diffusers and return grilles. Reinstall interferences as required. 

b) Remove the existing grid system and ceiling tiles. 

c) Remove all overhead wire supports and replace with new all thread and beam clamps. Install overhead support members in areas where there are not any overhead beams to support the new grid system. 

d) Install new 2ft x 2ft insulated architectural/mechanical panels all edges of the 1” thick insulation edges shall be sealed.

Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard decorative ceiling tile for their approval. All exterior surfaces will have a wood grained laminate finish.

Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard decorative laminate, logo design, and fabric samples for their approval. The contractor will supply the ship with CAD drawings of the chairs for their approval prior to fabrication.  The chairs will be fabricated IAW MIL-PRF 32038 and meet the fire requirements of MIL-STD-1623E. High pressure plastic laminate shall be IAW MIL-P-17171, Type IV.

4. CHAIRS, CONFERENCE ROOM

4.1 CONFERENCE ROOM CHAIRS:  16 EA

Provide all labor and material to fabricate and install 16 customized conference room chairs.  The chair seats and backs will be covered in fabric. The chair frames will be fabricated with 3/16” thick 6061 T6 aluminum, and have non-marring leg glides.  Each chair will have a double sided finished aluminum panel with a USS NIMITZ logo engraved.  All exterior surfaces will have a wood grained laminate finish.

Contractor will provide the ships representative approved shipboard decorative laminate, logo design, and fabric samples for their approval. The contractor will supply the ship with CAD drawings of the chairs for their approval prior to fabrication.  The chairs will be fabricated IAW MIL-PRF 32038 and meet the fire requirements of MIL-STD-1623E. High pressure plastic laminate shall be IAW MIL-P-17171, Type IV.

4. Aircraft Public and Passenger Liability:  When aircraft are used in connection with performance of this contract public and passenger liability insurance will be at least $200,000 per person and $500,000 per occurrence for bodily injury, other than passenger liability, and $200,000 per occurrence for property damage.  Coverage for passenger liability bodily injury shall be at least $200,000 multiplied by the number of seats or passengers, whichever is greater.

STANDARD WARRANTY

The Contractor shall extend to the Government the full coverage of any standard warranty normally offered in a similar sale, provided such warranty is available at no additional cost to the Government.  Acceptance of the standard warranty does not waive the Government's rights under any "Inspection" clause that may be in the contract nor does it limit the Government's rights with regard to the other terms and conditions of this contract.  In the event of a conflict, the terms and conditions of the contract shall take precedence over the standard warranty.  The standard warranty period shall begin upon final acceptance of the applicable material and/or services listed in the Schedule.

MATERIAL CERTIFICATION 

1.   Material certification shall be provided for the material specified. 1)   Award under this procurement will be made to the technically acceptable quote/offer which is most advantageous to the Government, price and past performance considered.

The offer must be determined to be technically acceptable before further consideration.
