DoD item unique identification means a system of marking items delivered to DoD with unique item identifiers that have machine-readable data elements to distinguish an item from all other like and unlike items.  For items that are serialized within the enterprise identifier, the unique item identifier shall include the data elements of the enterprise identifier and a unique serial number.  For items that are serialized within the part, lot, or batch number within the enterprise identifier, the unique item identifier shall include the data elements of the enterprise identifier; the original part, lot, or batch number; and the serial number.

Enterprise means the entity (e.g., a manufacturer or vendor) responsible for assigning unique item identifiers to items.

Issuing agency code means a code that designates the registration (or controlling) authority for the enterprise identifier.
Item means a single hardware article or a single unit formed by a grouping of subassemblies, components, or constituent parts.

Lot or batch number means an identifying number assigned by the enterprise to a designated group of items, usually referred to as either a lot or a batch, all of which were manufactured under identical conditions.

Machine-readable means an automatic identification technology media, such as bar codes, contact memory buttons, radio frequency identification, or optical memory cards.

Original part number means a combination of numbers or letters assigned by the enterprise at item creation to a class of items with the same form, fit, function, and interface.

Parent item means the item assembly, intermediate component, or subassembly that has an embedded item with a unique item identifier or DoD recognized unique identification equivalent.

Serial number within the enterprise identifier means a combination of numbers, letters, or symbols assigned by the enterprise to an item that provides for the differentiation of that item from any other like and unlike item and is never used again within the enterprise.

Serial number within the part, lot, or batch number means a combination of numbers or letters assigned by the enterprise to an item that provides for the differentiation of that item from any other like item within a part, lot, or batch number assignment.

Serialization within the enterprise identifier means each item produced is assigned a serial number that is unique among all the tangible items produced by the enterprise and is never used again. The enterprise is responsible for ensuring unique serialization within the enterprise identifier.

Serialization within the part, lot, or batch number means each item of a particular part, lot, or batch number is assigned a unique serial number within that part, lot, or batch number assignment. The enterprise is responsible for ensuring unique serialization within the part, lot, or batch number within the enterprise identifier.

Type designation means a combination of letters and numerals assigned by the Government to a major end item, assembly or subassembly, as appropriate, to provide a convenient means of differentiating between items having the same basic name and to indicate modifications and changes thereto.

Unique item identifier means a set of data elements marked on items that is globally unique and unambiguous. The term includes a concatenated unique item identifier or a DoD recognized unique identification equivalent.

Unique item identifier type means a designator to indicate which method of uniquely identifying a part has been used. The current list of accepted unique item identifier types is maintained at http://www.acq.osd.mil/dpap/pdi/uid/uii_types.html.

II. SCOPE OF THE WORK TASKS 1 THROUGH 5

Task 1, Apply new bottom paint system to hulls and Hamilton Jet Drives (BASE YEAR ONLY)
Current Condition: Vessels are moored in Hood Canal year round.  Paint system currently on the vessel is E-Paint EP-1000 (primer) and E-Paint SN-1 (anti-fouling paint).  See Enclosures 6 through 10 for paint system specifications.  ISEA requires removal of the existing paint system every 5-7 years to near-white metal and application of a new bottom paint system. 
Paint to be applied as per Enclosures 6 through 10 and good marine paint application practices. A written inspection report of the hull condition is required for each vessel, prior to preliminary work or painting. 
Incidental repairs cannot be accomplished under this contract, except as stated within this task. 
The Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) will be presented to the Port Ops TPOC and SWFPAC SO/COR for the paint batch with manufacturer’s application procedures for the coating system.

1. Haul the vessel out of the water.
Inspection Point: Contact Port Ops TPOC and SWFPAC SO/COR to inspect hull.
2. Block up the vessel to prep for painting. Set blocks as to distribute the weight evenly. 
3. Mask off all areas not to be painted, including the underwater hull openings, jet drive assemblies (impellers, shaft and hydraulic cylinder), and all the exposed hull appendages by using plastic or like material. 

4. Remove residual sea growth and all antifoul paint by blasting/sanding as needed and by hand tooling around tight areas not easily accessed by the sanding. All antifoul paint must be removed to bring hull to near white metal. 
5. Inspect entire for corrosion and pitting.  

NOTE: Transom area corrosion has been found in this class of boat. Task 1.1. 

Inspection Point: Contact Port Ops TPOC and  SWFPAC SO/COR to inspect hull preparation and  condition.
6. Provide services and materials to crop out, remove and replace up to twenty five (25) square feet of transom, as needed, to preserve vessel seaworthiness.  

Note: All welding should be done IAW ABS standards and good marine repair practices. All repairs are to be template from the boat as required including but not limited to material thicknesses, frame cutouts and weld size / arrangement.   

Note: All aluminum plate is to be 5086-H116/7 ASTM B928. Aluminum shapes are to be grade 6061-T6.

7. Prime hull IAW enclosures 1-5.
8. Prior to start of painting contractor shall confirm application standards, mil thicknesses, and paint color application with SO and or COR. This is to ensure paint is applied in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions as well as ABS paint application standards and good marine practices.
9. Paint the entire underwater hull to 1” above upper boat top line including shafts, struts rudders, and removed Hamilton jet drives according to the manufacturer’s instructions. Use E-paint SN-1 paint system as specified in Enclosure 6 through 10.  Where new paint is to be merged into the existing paint system, provide a 3 inch wide, smoothly tapered boundary from the existing paint to the prepared metal surface. The surface temperature and humidity must be at proper temperature before paint application, as per manufacturer paint requirements.  

10. Shift/bump the blocks to clean and paint under the blocked areas, as necessary, in accordance with steps 6-9 above. 
11. Allow the paint in the blocked areas to properly dry/cure. NBK Port Operations will re-install the jet drive buckets and install new zinc anodes per para. IV.

12. Remove all the plastic/masking materials when paint is completely cured, to prep for inspection and launching.

Inspection Point: Contact Port Ops TPOC and SWFPAC SO/COR to inspect hull and oversee photography of finished paint system.

Task 2, Bottom Paint system restoration of hulls and Hamilton Jet Drives (OPTION YEARS)
Current Condition: Vessels are moored in Hood Canal year round.  Paint system currently on the vessel is E-Paint EP-1000 (primer) and E-Paint SN-1 (anti-fouling paint).  See Enclosures 6 through 10 for paint system specifications.  

Paint to be applied as per Enclosures 6 through 10 and good marine paint application practices. A written inspection report of the hull condition is required for each vessel, prior to preliminary work or painting. Incidental repairs cannot be accomplished under this contract. The Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) will be presented to the Port Ops TPOC and SWFPAC SO/COR for the paint batch with manufacturer’s application procedures for the coating system.

1. Haul the vessel out of the water.
Inspection Point: Contact Port Ops TPOC and SWFPAC SO/COR to inspect hull and oversee photography of paint system.
2. Identify areas of sea growth on transom and underbody on underwater paint system. Take close up photos no more than 5 feet from area. Provide 3 examples if possible. Hold ruler in the photo from an identifiable point on hull for duplication of area in following photos.  
3. NBK Port Operations will remove jet drive buckets and remove zinc anodes per para. IV.

4. Pressure wash the hull with fresh water to remove all the sea growth and foreign material.

Inspection Point: Contact Port Ops TPOC and SWFPAC SO/COR to inspect hull and oversee photography of inner paint system.
5. Retake photos at same area at same approximate distance after pressure washing. If other sample areas of sacrificial top coat were removed during pressure washing, take photos of these sample areas with ruler from known point on hull for future duplication after top coat is restored.

6. Block up the vessel to prep for painting. Set blocks as to distribute the weight evenly. 
7. Mask off all areas not to be painted, including the underwater hull openings, jet drive assemblies (impellers, shaft and hydraulic cylinder), and all the exposed hull appendages by using plastic or like material. 

8. Remove residual sea growth and residual antifoul by sanding as needed and by hand tooling around tight areas not easily accessed by the sanding. Prime areas as required. This sanding and subsequent priming is required only on areas where significant existing bottom paint degradation is uncovered by the pressure washing and as needed to acquire an adequate profile for paint adherence. Estimated area is approximately 15 square feet.

9. Prior to start of painting contractor shall confirm application standards, mil thicknesses, and paint color application with SO and or COR. This is to ensure paint is applied in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions as well as ABS paint application standards and good marine practices.

10. Paint the entire underwater hull to 1” above upper boat top line including shafts, struts rudders, and removed Hamilton jet drives according to the manufacturer’s instructions. Use E-paint SN-1 paint system as specified in Enclosures 6 through 10.  
Where new paint is to be merged into the existing paint system, provide a 3 inch wide, smoothly tapered boundary from the existing paint to the prepared metal surface. The surface temperature and humidity must be at proper temperature before paint application, as per manufacturer paint requirements.  

11. Shift/bump the blocks to clean and paint under the blocked areas, as necessary, in accordance with steps 6-9 above. 
12. Allow the paint in the blocked areas to properly dry/cure. 
13. NBK Port Operations will re-install the jet drive buckets and install new zinc anodes per para. IV.

14. Remove all the plastic/masking materials when paint is completely cured, to prep for inspection and launching.

Inspection Point: Contact Port Ops TPOC and SWFPAC SO/COR to inspect hull and oversee photography of finished paint system.

Task 3, Topside paint system restoration

Docking Services:

1. Haul out and block vessel as previously directed in Task 1.  

Preparation and Painting for Surfaces above Waterline:

2. Provide services and material to prepare and paint ten (10) different above-waterline surface areas, approximately 6 in x 6 in each, IAW manufacturer’s instructions contained in Enclosures 1 through 5.  Color shall match surrounding area.  Ten (10) areas to be painted will be identified by TPOC/SO/COR upon delivery of vessel.  

3. Surfaces to be painted include freeboard areas above the waterline, deck, cabin and cabin top.  This will not include non-skid deck and roof areas.  All collars, foam, and air bladders associated with the sponson system will not be removed.  

4. Ensure any identification placards are protected.

5. Clean all topside surfaces IAW Enclosure 1 to remove all grease or oils.  Take photographs of the ten (10) identified areas and send to TPOC/SO/COR.      

Inspection Point:  Contact Port Ops TPOC and SWFPAC SO/COR to inspect surface preparations

6. Apply Wash Primer CF IAW Enclosure 2 to affected areas.  

7. Apply Anti-Corrosive Epoxy Primer IAW Enclosure 3.  

8. Apply topcoats of AWLGRIP Haze Grey H-1305 TC IAW Enclosure 4 over the newly primed areas and entire topside painted area, except for areas covered with non-skid.

9. Retake photos at same areas and at same approximate distances as the photos in Step 5 after painting is complete.   

Preparation and Painting for all Surfaces above Waterline:

Provide services and material to prepare and paint all above-waterline surfaces IAW the process steps below and Enclosures 1, 2, 3, and 4.  Color shall match surrounding area.

10.
Identify and template and/or take pictures of non-skid areas and any topside pilot house hull or deck identification numbers or letters for duplication after top coat is applied.
11.
Ensure any identification placards are protected prior to paint system removal.

12.
Clean all aluminum surfaces IAW Enclosure 1 to remove all grease or oils.  Use two-step process with wipe down solvent IAW page 3 of Enclosure 1.

13.
Prepare surfaces IAW Enclosure 2 and 3 for application of Wash Primer CF.  Soda or Garnet blast to 2-3 mil (50-75 microns) clean white color.

Inspection Point:  Contact COR and TPOC to inspect surface preparations

14.
Apply Wash Primer CF IAW Enclosure 2.  Allow minimum one (1) hour drying time before next step.

15.
Apply Anti-Corrosive Epoxy Primer IAW Enclosure 3.  Three coats are recommended to achieve wet film thickness with a minimum of one (1) hour drying time between each coat. 

16.
Allow 12 hours drying time before next step.

17.
Apply topcoats of AWLGRIP Haze Grey H-1305 TC IAW Enclosure 4.  Three (3) or four (4) coats will be necessary to achieve wet film thickness and should be applied over one (1) to four (4) hours.

Allow three (3) days for top coat of paint to cure prior to application of non-skid in Steps 16 through 18 below.

Use templates and/or pictures from Step 6 to duplicate pilot house identification system.

Inspection Point:  Contact COR and TPOC to inspect paint system application
Preparation and Painting for Main Deck Non-Skid:

20.
After curing of top coat in Step 18 use templates and/or pictures from Step 9 to tape off areas for application of non-skid to disturbed or new areas IAW with Enclosures 4 and 5.

21.
Apply Grip-Tex to wet coat of Haze Grey top coat.  Ensure even distribution across all areas applied.
22.
After non-skid has cured IAW Enclosures 4 and 5, apply one last top coat of AWLGRIP Dark Grey G-1344 TC to non-skid areas and remove tape after last top coat is cured.
Inspection Point:  Contact COR and TPOC to inspect main deck non-skid application
Task 4, Replace Inflatable Boat Collar System (Wing Inflatables)

An inflatable collar (Wing Inflatables, model 16159), gray foam and air-filled hybrid collar,  20-inches (51-cm) wide and 36-feet (10.97-m) long is mounted along around the perimeter of the boat at the shear is mechanically fastened to the hull by means of aluminum tracks which secure the upper and lower sides of the

collar. There are two collar air fill valves and air relief valves located in recesses on the aft outboard sides of

the collar. The valves are accessed through 4 1/2-inch (114-mm) removable inspection plates installed in the

collar.

Replace Boat Collar System on two (2) security boats.  Hull numbers of the vessels are:

Contractor will remove and replace boat collar system per manufacturer’s recommendations (Enclosure 11, Tech Manual dated 2003).  Work to include removal of the boat collar system, installation of the new boat collar and inflation.  Boat Collar kits will be Government furnished.  

1. Provide services and materials to remove existing boat collar and associated hardware.

2. Provide services to dispose of removed boat collar system and any associated hardware that cannot be reused.   

3. Reinstall new boat collar system.  Contractor will be responsible for providing new hardware.  Inflate system to manufacturer’s specifications.  

Inspection Point:  Contact SO and TPOC to inspect installation and inflation of the new boat collar system.

Task 5, Cleaning of Vessel and Vessel Bilge Areas:
Upon completion of all blasting and painting, Contractor shall clean Crews Berthing, Crews Galley, Engine Room and Jet Room bilges IAW process steps noted below. 
1. Haul vessel out of the water and block if not done on a prior task. Set blocks as to distribute the weight evenly.

2. Match mark deck plates and remove as necessary to gain access to bilges.

3. Provide services and material to clean each bilge free of trash, debris, grease, oily liquids and other liquid contaminants. Also, bilges should be free of water and cleaning solution after completion of work. (NOTE: The engine compartment shall receive low pressure wash with particular care to avoid water spray to electrical components.)

4. Wipe down all bilge surfaces with heavy duty cleaning agent that is compatible with 5086 marine grade aluminum.

5. Wash down all bilge surfaces with clean potable water.

6. Wipe out excess water that did not drain from pockets after wash down.  Contractor shall ensure that bilges are free of water and cleaning solution after completion of work.

7.  Ensure all blasting media is removed from bilges, voids, battery spaces, and electrical panels.

Inspection Point: Contact Port Ops TPOC or SWFPAC SO/COR to inspect condition and cleanliness of bilges.
8. Reinstall all deck plates that were removed to facilitate bilge cleaning.

Upon completion of Tasks 1 - 5, contact the Port Ops TPOC and SWFPAC SO/COR to coordinate delivery of next boat.

VIII.  THREADED FASTENERS:  Provide threaded fasteners in accordance with ASTM standards except as otherwise specified herein or on the drawings. Use coarse thread series unless the component’s design indicates a necessity to use fine thread series. Do not exceed the hole diameters produced using standard size drill bits for mounting bolts. Brass and cadmium plated fasteners are prohibited.  All Fasteners will conform to the term “marine” or “marine quality” which means an item constructed of materials unaffected by moisture, sea spray extremes in temperature or other hazards of the marine environment, and is designed and constructed to perform its intended functions under marine operating conditions.

HEALTH & WELFARE: $4.27 per hour or $170.80 per week or $740.13 per month

VACATION: 2 weeks paid vacation after 1 year of service with a contractor or

successor; 3 weeks after 5 years, and 4 weeks after 15 years.  Length of service

includes the whole span of continuous service with the present contractor or

successor, wherever employed, and with the predecessor contractors in the

performance of similar work at the same Federal facility.  (Reg. 29 CFR 4.173)

HOLIDAYS: A minimum of ten paid holidays per year, New Year's Day, Martin Luther

King Jr's Birthday, Washington's Birthday, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor

Day, Columbus Day, Veterans' Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.  (A

contractor may substitute for any of the named holidays another day off with pay in

accordance with a plan communicated to the employees involved.)  (See 29 CFR 4174)

THE OCCUPATIONS WHICH HAVE NUMBERED FOOTNOTES IN PARENTHESES RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING:

1)  COMPUTER EMPLOYEES:  Under the SCA at section 8(b), this wage determination does

not apply to any employee who individually qualifies as a bona fide executive,

administrative, or professional employee as defined in 29 C.F.R. Part 541.  Because

most Computer System Analysts and Computer Programmers who are compensated at a rate

not less than $27.63 (or on a salary or fee basis at a rate not less than $455 per

week) an hour would likely qualify as exempt computer professionals, (29 C.F.R. 541.

400) wage rates may not be listed on this wage determination for all occupations

within those job families.  In addition, because this wage determination may not

list a wage rate for some or all occupations within those job families if the survey

data indicates that the prevailing wage rate for the occupation equals or exceeds

$27.63 per hour conformances may be necessary for certain nonexempt employees.  For

example, if an individual employee is nonexempt but nevertheless performs duties

within the scope of one of the Computer Systems Analyst or Computer Programmer

occupations for which this wage determination does not specify an SCA wage rate,

then the wage rate for that employee must be conformed in accordance with the

conformance procedures described in the conformance note included on this wage

determination.

    (3) The design, documentation, testing, creation or modification of computer

programs related to machine operating systems; or

    (4) A combination of the aforementioned duties, the performance of which

requires the same level of skills.  (29 C.F.R. 541.400).

2)  AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you

work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential

and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.

 If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your

regularly scheduled workweek, you are paid at your rate of basic pay plus a Sunday

premium of 25% of your basic rate for each hour of Sunday work which is not overtime

(i.e. occasional work on Sunday outside the normal tour of duty is considered

overtime work).

HAZARDOUS PAY DIFFERENTIAL: An 8 percent differential is applicable to employees

employed in a position that represents a high degree of hazard when working with or

in close proximity to ordinance, explosives, and incendiary materials.  This

includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive

ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder

and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or explosives.

  Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance operations

on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All operations

involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges.

A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that

represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to

ordance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials

which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the

employee engaged in the operation,  irritation of the skin, minor burns and the

like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used.

All operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and

incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials

are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for

ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract

(either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or

local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by

laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an

employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage

determination. The Department of Labor will accept payment in accordance with the

following standards as compliance:

The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all employees with an

adequate number of uniforms without cost or to reimburse employees for the actual

cost of the uniforms.  In addition, where uniform cleaning and maintenance is made

the responsibility of the employee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to

this wage determination shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining

agreement providing for a different amount, or the furnishing of contrary

affirmative proof as to the actual cost), reimburse all employees for such cleaning

and maintenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or $.67 cents per day).  However, in

those instances where the uniforms furnished are made of "wash and wear"

materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal garments, and do

not require any special treatment such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or commercial

laundering in order to meet the cleanliness or appearance standards set by the terms

of the Government contract, by the contractor, by law, or by the nature of the work,

there is no requirement that employees be reimbursed for uniform maintenance costs.

                         ** NOTES APPLYING TO THIS WAGE DETERMINATION **

Under the policy and guidance contained in All Agency Memorandum No. 159, the Wage

and Hour Division does not recognize, for section 4(c) purposes, prospective wage

rates and fringe benefit provisions that are effective only upon such contingencies

as "approval of Wage and Hour, issuance of a wage determination, incorporation of

the wage determination in the contract, adjusting the contract price, etc."  (The

relevant CBA section) in the collective bargaining agreement between (the parties)

contains contingency language that Wage and Hour does not recognize as reflecting

"arm's length negotiation" under section 4(c) of the Act and 29 C.F.R. 5.11(a)

of the regulations.  This wage determination therefore reflects the actual CBA wage

rates and fringe benefits paid under the predecessor contract.

REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form

1444 (SF 1444)}

Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is

not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to

be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage

determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable

relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted

classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such

conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the

fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by

the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)

of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall

be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}

When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444

should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be

conformed.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed

occupation(s) and computes a proposed rate(s).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order

proposed classification title(s), a Federal grade equivalency (FGE) for each

proposed classification(s), job description(s), and rationale for proposed wage

rate(s), including information regarding the agreement or disagreement of the

authorized representative of the employees involved, or where there is no authorized

representative, the employees themselves.  This report should be submitted to the

contracting officer no later than 30 days after such unlisted class(es) of employees

performs any contract work.

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report

of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent

information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage

and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,

for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or

disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or

notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process

the request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of

Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure

that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the

wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that

determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination.

Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide

classifications listed in the wage determination.
