General Scope.  The Contractor must:

1.1
Provide sufficient quantities of safe, clean, and comfortable intercity passenger shuttle bus transportation of USS GRIDLEY personnel between Naval Station in Everett WA, and Vigor Shipyard in Seattle WA.  The Contractor is responsible for all labor, fuel, management, supervision, vehicles, remedial/preventive maintenance, insurance, and liability for personal injury and property damage.

1.2
Ensure all runs allow sufficient time for security sweeps of the interior and exterior areas of each bus at the gates entering Naval Station Everett.  It is estimated that typical security sweeps at the gates will take no more than 10 minutes per bus.  The Contractor shall allot sufficient time for security sweeps so as to avoid any delay in the scheduled departures.

1.2.2
Enter Naval Station Everett only through the North Gate, 18th Street entrance off West Marine View Drive.  Do not attempt bus entry to Naval Station Everett via the Main Gate due to restricted maneuvering room for large vehicles.

Ensure all runs allow sufficient time for a Government quality assurance and vehicle inspection of the interior and exterior areas of the bus before USS GRIDLEY personnel to be transported can board.  It is anticipated that quality assurance and vehicle inspections will take no more than 10 minutes per bus and will be conducted by a trained ship’s force representative.

Provide and prominently display in the bus windshield a sign identifying the bus as part of the USS GRIDLEY transportation group. Period of Performance.  Bus service is expected to commence on the afternoon of 9 November 2016 at Vigor Shipyard, and continue through the morning of 05 April 2017.  Due to the nature of the work, these dates are subject to change.  Contractor will be given at least One day’s prior notice of date changes for the first and last days.  The departure times on the first day and the last day of the contract are subject to change.  These times are dependent on evolutions at Vigor Shipyard.  Contractor will be given at least 3 hours notification as to the time of required service on the first day and last day of service only.

SCHEDULE MODIFICATIONS

PARKING.  The Contractor is permitted to park buses used in the performance of this contract at the following location, entirely at its own risk.  The Government assumes no liability for theft or damage of Contractor's buses parked on Government property.

Naval Station Everett.  If necessary in performance of the contract, overnight parking will be permitted in parking Lot A, within and away from the fenced perimeter, as designated by the SUPERVISOR.  This area is inside the guarded compound on Government property.  The Contractor shall park in a manner that allows sufficient space for a Government patrol vehicle to transit unimpeded between the line of buses and the fenced perimeter.

5.
CONTRACTOR QUALIFICATION.  In accordance with Defense Transportation Regulation (DTR) 4500.9-R, Part I, Passenger Movement, Chapter 104 Buses, only carriers approved by the Defense Travel Management Office (DTMO), as shown on the list of Approved DoD Bus, Van and Limo Carriers at https://www.defensetravel.dod.mil/site/bus.cfm, are eligible for award of a contract resulting from this solicitation.  The carrier must be an approved carrier for the entire duration of the contract.  Failure to maintain the DTMO-approved status for the entire period of performance is a violation of the contract terms, and may result in contract termination for cause.

VEHICLES.

In accordance with 10 USC 2534, multi-passenger motor vehicles used in performance of this contract must be manufactured in the United States or Canada.

All buses will be the intercity touring type equipped with high-back reclining seats, restroom, and air-conditioning.  Seats will be supported and padded to optimize rider comfort.  Smoking shall not be permitted on the vehicles at any time.

All vehicles will have radios permitting communication with other vehicles used in performance of this contract.

Prior to departure of vehicles from the Contractor's facility, buses will be serviced so as to be in proper operating condition.  The interiors and exteriors must be thoroughly cleaned.

SAFETY AND QUALITY ASSURANCE.

The Contractor will comply with generally accepted commercial standards for bus operation and maintenance practices.  As a minimum, the Contractor shall comply with all provisions of applicable statutes and agreements that may affect safety, and with all Department of Transportation and Washington State regulations, directives, orders, rules and standards.  Compliance with published standards may not, standing alone, constitute compliance with generally accepted commercial standards of operation, driver training, passenger comfort, and maintenance.

The Contractor will comply with all safety and security requirements imposed by Puget Sound Naval Shipyard and Naval Station Everett.

CONTINGENCY FOR VEHICLE BREAKDOWN DURING OPERATION. The Contractor shall not disclose to the public the names and extent of injury or death of passengers, pending notification of the next of kin by the Government.  The Contractor may make announcements about its own employees at the Contractor’s discretion.

Driver Vehicle Inspection Report(s).  The Contractor shall submit copies of the driver’s daily vehicle inspection report for each vehicle used in the performance of this contract and developed as a result of the requirements of 49 CFR 396.11 to the COR on a weekly basis.  The weekly reports shall be submitted to the COR by close of business on the following Monday.  For example, copies of Week One’s reports will be submitted on the Monday of Week 2.  If Monday is on a holiday, the Contractor shall submit the weekly report on the next workday following the holiday.
