(July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Contractor employee whose work is unclassified and non-sensitive (e.g., performing certain duties such as lawn maintenance, vendor services, etc ...) and who require physical access to publicly accessible areas to perform those duties shall meet the following minimum requirements: 

· Must be either a US citizen or a US permanent resident with a minimum of 3 years legal residency in the United States (as required by The Deputy Secretary of Defense DTM 08-006 or its subsequent DoD instruction) and 

· Must have a favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) including a FBI fingerprint check prior to installation access.  

To be considered for a favorable trustworthiness determination, the Contractor’s Security Representative must submit for all employees each of the following: 

· SF-85 Questionnaire for Non-Sensitive Positions

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)
· Original Signed Release Statements

The contractor shall ensure each individual employee has a current favorably completed National Agency Check with Written Inquiries (NACI) or ensure successful FBI fingerprint results have been gained and investigation has been processed with OPM 

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.  

* Consult with your Command Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager for local policy when IT-III (non-sensitive) access is required for non-US citizens outside the United States.

LIABILITY FOR GOVERNMENT PROPERTY UNDERGOING SERVICES, REPAIRS OR MODIFICATION

As to Government property delivered to or picked up by the Contractor for servicing, repairs, modification, or for services preliminary thereto, the Contractor shall be fully liable as an insurer for any loss of or damage to such equipment or property while in its care, custody, or control arising from any cause whatsoever, and agrees to reimburse the Government in full for its account.  Unless otherwise specified in the contract schedule, the Government retains title to any and all scraps, salvage, or other residual materials originating from said equipment or property.

SECURITY REQUIREMENTS FOR CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL

a.   Permission to visit.  Whenever Contractor personnel are required to perform work aboard a ship of U.S. Navy or associated Shore Facility, the Contractor shall submit a written request to visit that ship/facility to the facility or ship Security Officer and to Code 413 .


(1)   For classified visits, the visit request shall include all information required by Chapter 6 of DoD 5220.22-M “National Industrial Security Program Operating Manual (NISPOM)”.

b.   Citizenship.  No employee or representative of the Contractor shall be admitted to any facility or ship of the U.S. Navy unless satisfactory proof of citizenship of the United States has been furnished.

c.   Access Badge.  Each contractor/subcontractor employee must obtain an access badge prior to visiting or performing work on a Government installation.  Two pieces of identification and a completed copy of the Department of Homeland Security Form I-9 “Employment Eligibility Verification” are required prior to issuance or reissuance of an access badge. 1.  BACKGROUND:   USS SEAWOLF (SSN 21) requires cleaning six ships ventilation systems.  Puget Sound Naval Shipyard and Intermediate Maintenance Facility (PSNS&IMF) management of planned overhaul and maintenance requirements requires that work be performed by specialized skilled personnel having knowledge, expertise and specialized equipment to efficiently accomplish work on ships systems.  The Planning and Engineering Department of PSNS&IMF has determined that to meet the Department of Navy Shipyard manning and equipment availability, it is in the Government’s best interest to have this work performed by outside personnel.

3.   SCOPE:  Contractor Shall:
3.1.   One week prior to starting cleaning of USS Seawolf, (SSN-21) Ships ventilation system, provide a detailed production schedule to the Government Surveillance Officer (GSO) for review.  Systems shall be cleaned to an acceptable level of “Clean” in accordance with Reference (2.1, page B-3). 

      3.2.    Prior to starting any work, contractor shall accomplish the following:

3.2.1. As derived from ref. (2.2) NAVSEA Standard Item 009-109 contractor shall ensure:

3.2.1.1.    All personnel shall have direct knowledge of work control procedures, be able to recognize and initiate alarms, be familiar with actions to be taken to evacuate the vessel, and reporting submerged safety draft marks. 

3.2.1.2.    Accomplish a joint on-site brief and walkthrough of the work site with the SUPERVISOR and the Commanding Officer's designated representative prior to start of work

3.2.1.3.    Include identification of SUBSAFE components and/or systems located in the area of work, components and/or systems which may be affected by the work, and lessons learned from previous or similar work. Include identification of Unrestricted Operations (URO) Maintenance Requirement (MRC)-related equipment located in the area of work.

3.2.1.4.    Ensure that URO MRC-measured parameter is not violated.

3.2.1.5.    Maintain approved written instructions for accomplishing on-SUBSAFE work on the work site at all times.

3.2.1.6.    Do not accomplish work or disturb any system or component without specific approved written instructions for accomplishing non-SUBSAFE work.

3.2.1.7.    Prohibit the following items from being brought onboard any nuclear-powered vessel or nuclear support vessel:

3.2.1.8.    Any mercury bearing equipment such as mercury thermometers, portable fluorescent lights, black lights or any other items containing mercury.

3.2.1.9.    Nickel-Cadmium fasteners.

3.2.1.10.    Any device that contains a source of radioactivity.

3.2.1.11.    Bright yellow tools, bags, or equipment.

3.2.2. As derived from ref. (2.3) NAVSEA Standard Item 009-
110 contractor shall:

3.2.2.1. Accomplish a joint on-site brief and walkthrough of the work site with the SUPERVISOR and the Commanding Officer's designated representative prior to start of work.

3.2.2.2. Include identification of all nuclear equipment including nuclear temporary/support systems and radiological containment materials located in the area of work, components and/or systems which may be affected by the work, and lessons learned from previously accomplished or similar work.

3.2.2.3. Evaluate services/temporary systems to be installed by the contractor that run through spaces containing nuclear equipment for possible leakage/spray protection.

3.2.2.4. The contractor shall identify all possible contact with nuclear equipment or nuclear temporary/support system 
identified in the space prior to start of work.

3.2.2.5. Evaluate the rigging path for potential collateral damage to nuclear components/piping. All inadvertent contact with nuclear equipment or nuclear temporary/support system in the work area during the work shall be brought immediately to the attention of the SUPERVISOR.

3.2.2.6. Maintain approved written instructions for accomplishing non-nuclear work on the work site at all times.

3.2.2.7. Do not accomplish work or disturb any system or component without specific approved written instructions for accomplishing work on nuclear vessels.

3.2.2.8. Material (permanent or temporary) shall not contact nuclear piping/components unless specifically authorized by the SUPERVISOR. Some examples are cleaning fluid sprays, dripping grease or liquids, inadvertent paint splatter, attaching rope or strings, wood, tape, plastic bags, temporary contractor’s services that contact hot or cold nuclear piping and components.

3.2.2.9. Report immediately inadvertent contact with or damage to nuclear equipment regardless of how minor (e.g., gouges, scratches, dents, slag, carbon arc, corrosion) to the SUPERVISOR.  

3.3.   Provide all necessary materials, travel, and services to clean ventilation systems using references (2.1 and 2.4) as guidance. Vent systems are identified by reference (2.4) Scope of work includes vent ducting for six systems to include fans, and cooling coil units and all system ducting.  The two systems located in the electrical enclosure; system numbers 24, 34; systems 15, 22, 32 and removed sections from system 13.  The associated fan for system 22 does not require cleaning. 

3.3.1. Contractor shall plan on cleaning 25% ventilation system ducting off hull.  

3.4. Contractor shall comply the requirements of reference (2.5 and 2.10).  

3.5. Ensure the isolation, de-energization, drainage of the isolated area, and 
depressurization of mechanical, electrical, electronics, and pressure system has been accomplished.

3.6.   Contractor shall coordinate with PSNS&IMF Code 260 to identify work boundaries to ensure entire work site is isolated.

3.7. Contractor shall review WAF(s) with PSNS&IMF Code 246 to ensure understanding of authorized work areas prior to starting work.

3.8. Contractor shall provide PSNS&IMF Code 246 and Code 260 five days’ notice to changes work boundary isolations.

3.9. Contractor shall maintain a copy of the authorized WAF at the worksite during 
production work.  Contractor shall notify PSNS&IMF Code 246 when work is complete and sign for work completion to allow for clearance of work site isolations.

3.10. Perform all necessary actions to disassemble, inspect, test, clean, restore, and certify the work.  If any part of the System(s) requires disassembly, removal or adjustment by the contractor to accomplish the scope of the work, the contractor shall clean all interior surfaces of the Ventilation discharge. At no time shall any of the contractor’s methods of cleaning result in forcing contaminants into equipment and /or damaging any part of the Ventilation System.

3.10.1. Submit Condition Found Report (CFR) documenting any new deficiencies found that are beyond the scope of this Statement of work (SOW) to the 
Government Surveillance Officer, within two business days after condition found.  Report shall contain the following information:

3.10.1.1.   A description of the deficient condition found with supporting data. Include annotated sketches, and drawings when necessary to make understandable to the GSO. 

3.11. To prevent possible contamination of the work environment and damage to other equipment or components while performing tasks under this contract, the contractor shall take all necessary protective actions in the course of accessing, disassembling, or removing ventilation components/ equipment.  

3.12. Submit a weekly progress report, to the GSO, starting one week after awarding of contract, with a Work Break-Down structure (WBS) to include:



3.12.1.   Weekly progress report number.

3.12.2.   Contract number.

3.12.3.   Completed percentage of each Ventilation System Cleaning.

3.12.4.   Anticipated completion date for each remaining Ventilation System Cleaning.
3.12.5.   Report any damages and document repairs made to correct damage.

3.13.   After all work is accomplished and prior to reassembly, The Contractor shall schedule, (with a minimum 24 hours advance notice), a joint inspection with the GSO. The GSO will accept the work accomplished, in accordance with Reference (2.1, Appendix B) or note any areas requiring further cleaning by the Contractor to meet the acceptable level of cleanliness. Final acceptance by the GSO will allow the contractor to proceed with reassembly. Contractor shall maintain a record of joint inspections. 

3.13.1 Submit to the GSO the results of the Joint Inspection Report.

3.14.   After full restoration of the Ship’s Ventilation System, The contractor shall coordinate with the GSO and Ship’s Force to independently test each system fan motor for proper operation. Energizing and operating equipment is the sole responsibility of Ships Force and at no time shall the contractor operate the ventilation system. All safety precautions shall be observed during the operational test. The contractor shall ensure that during initial startup, personnel are protected from possible harm that may result from loose objects, debris or waste dislodging and becoming a hazard to personnel near supply vents. 

3.15. Contractor will not be responsible for post installation testing of ventilation systems that were disassembled by other contractors and/or the government.

3.16. Contact GSO and PSNS&IMF Code 106.3 for a worksite post inspection to ensure that the area is free from environmental discrepancies. All associated discrepancies are to be resolved to the satisfaction of Code 106.3. 

3.17. Submit a completion report identifying conditions found and actions completed on supply systems, recirculation systems and exhaust systems.

6.   GOVERNMENT FURNISHED MATERIAL:  GENERAL: The government shall not provide any equipment or services except as outlined below: Utilities: The government shall provide any necessary utilities (i.e. electricity, water, air) to allow the Contractor to operate Contractor equipment.
