“Place of manufacture” means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

“Restricted business operations” means business operations in Sudan that include power production activities, mineral extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of military equipment, as those terms are defined in the Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007 (Pub. 5252.204-9400 Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information 

(July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position.  The NACLC consists of a standard NAC and a FBI fingerprint check plus law enforcement checks and credit check.  Each contractor employee filling a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position is required to complete:

· SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO OR PERFORMING NON-SENSITIVE DUTIES

b.   Citizenship.  No employee or representative of the Contractor shall be admitted to any facility or ship of the U.S. Navy unless satisfactory proof of citizenship of the United States has been furnished.

c.   Access Badge.  Each contractor/subcontractor employee must obtain an access badge prior to visiting or performing work on a Government installation. LEGALMAN PARALEGAL EDUCATION PROGRAM (LPEP)

1.0 Purpose 
1.1. As part of the Navy's Judge Advocate General’s (JAG) Corps requirement to satisfy paralegal rating requirements as mandated by OPNAVINST 1500.81 to include a paralegal degree (Associates in Science), the Navy, through the Naval Justice School (NJS), has implemented a Legalman Paralegal Education Program (LPEP) for enlisted members serving in the Legalman (LN) rating. 

1.2 This initiative supports the Navy Judge Advocate General’s (JAG) strategic vision (NAVY JAG 2020.1) of “a highly-educated, well-trained community of legal professionals,” including educated paralegals.

2.0 Background

2.1 The Navy JAG seeks to improve professional excellence and integrity by ensuring that every member of the JAG Corps will meet the highest standards of professionalism, and all members will receive the career-long legal and professional military education (PME) and training necessary to best serve naval, joint, and combined force needs.  For LNs this journey begins at Accessions school located at NJS in Newport, RI.

2.2 In support of Navy JAG goals, enlisted members designated as LNs must take educational courses that satisfy required competencies.

3.0 Scope

3.1 In support of the Navy JAG requirement, the service provider shall be one who offers an ABA-approved paralegal education program which leads to an Associate's Degree in Paralegal Studies (PLS). The service provider shall work with the accredited Navy LN Accessions curriculum and training to accept an extra 10 PLS credits during Accessions training, which is delivered twice a year to approximately 70 students at NJS. The service provider shall register NJS as a satellite instructional location in accordance with ABA approval guidelines.  Following LN accessions training, the service provider shall provide 15 credits of course work for up to 70 students twice a year, in-class, onboard NJS. This semester of follow on training must be delivered at the NJS location and be comprised of PLS courses needed for an Associate's degree in person by service provider professors, remotely through an acceptable form of internet teleconferencing technology, or by a mixture of both.  The service provider shall also provide the remainder of classes needed for a degree to be taught through online education by service provider professors.

4.0 ABA Approval

4.1 The service provider shall maintain ABA approval for existing paralegal education programs, including distance learning programs.  To this end, the service provider shall ensure, in coordination with NJS that at least 10 semester credits of legal specialty courses are provided through traditional classroom instruction either in person by service provider professors or remotely through an acceptable form of internet teleconferencing technology.

4.2 The service provider shall make timely application for ABA approval to modify existing paralegal programs, or add new paralegal education programs, as necessary to accommodate emerging requirements for LN education.

4.3 The service provider shall maintain a strategy for developing and updating required paralegal courses to ensure continued ABA approval of a Paralegal Studies program leading to an Associate’s Degree in Paralegal Studies.  If the Navy JAG Corps identifies new needs, then the service provider shall develop a strategy to update or create ABA-approved paralegal courses to meet those new competencies.

4.4 NJS will assist the service provider by providing faculty resumes and other data regarding numbers of LN Accessions students to maintain alternate teaching site approval with the ABA. 

5.0 Degree Requirements

5.1 The service provider shall provide a standardized degree plan so individual LNs may assess their existing credits and future course requirements upon enrollment.

5.2 To the greatest extent possible, the service provider must maximize acceptance of CLEP /DSST exam credits, AP credits, accept credits for military training from the Joint Services Transcript (JST), and make every effort to accept credits for courses taken from other accredited academic institutions towards satisfactory completion of the established degree requirements.  The service provider shall accept course credits from Navy LNs who took an accredited college course aboard his/her ship or unit but may not have the time or ability to route a pre-approval form if the course meets established degree requirements. 

5.3 Transitional students.  A college or university’s degree plan is usually followed by a student from inception to graduation.  However, if service providers change with the commencement of a new service contract, the progression of student’s currently enrolled in the program must not be disrupted.  A reasonable transition plan must be proposed for accepting up to 85 students and absorbing the previous school’s ABA-approved PLS courses.  

5.4 The service provider shall have an unambiguous location where official transcripts from other academic institutions are accepted.  The service provider shall work with the student to solve any problems if an official transcript has been verified to have been sent by another institution and is not received by the service provider.  

5.5 Students shall be permitted to carry up to 15 credits during a semester.

5.6 Withdrawal of Students.  The Government may, at its option and at any time, request the withdrawal of any student from the program.  If the Government requests a student be withdrawn from a course due to work requirements, deployments, illness, or other circumstances, the service provider shall prepare an academic standards petition per the service provider’s standard procedures to drop the course and credit the Government with any charges eligible for refund.  The service provider may request withdrawal by the Government of any student for academic or disciplinary reasons. 

5.6.1 When a same or similar legitimate need occurs and is communicated to the service provider, the service provider must allow students to drop a class and automatically receive a grade of incomplete, even if requested after the normal add/drop period.  The student will then be allowed to manually re-enroll in the class within two semesters to complete the work.  The service provider shall also have a process in place to accommodate giving an incomplete grade to a student who, due to operational needs, cannot complete the course at no additional cost.  

6.0 Periodic Reports

6.1 The service provider shall prepare an annual report for NJS within 30 days of the end of the spring semester summarizing student participation and detailing the successes, weaknesses, and outcomes of the program with recommendations for process improvements.

6.2 The service provider shall participate in progress meetings with NJS and give the semester’s progress reports to NJS.

6.3 The service provider shall forward an official transcript for each student upon completion of the degree requirements to:

7.0 Books and Materials

7.1 The service provider shall provide NJS an accurate official book list for each Paralegal Studies course within thirty 30 days after contract award.  Books specific to Paralegal Studies elective courses shall be used for at least 3 years.  NJS will be notified no less than 45 days prior to the start of each semester when a new textbook is required for any course.  Paralegal Studies core course textbooks change notifications must be made 90 days prior to the start of the semester.  Textbooks shall not be changed based solely on the preferences of the professor but will be based on accreditation and ABA substantive updates.

7.2 The service provider shall make physical or electronic library resources required by the ABA for Paralegal Education programs available to students.

8.0 Specific Tasks  
8.1 The Naval Justice School will serve as lead, providing project direction, coordination and administration, and also serve as the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR).

8.2 The service provider shall develop an end-to-end solution for learning delivery to legal service personnel to include classroom delivery at NJS on board Naval Station Newport and at designated NJS satellite locations to be determined by mutual agreement, as well as additional online content delivery.

8.3 The service provider shall recognize and award, at a minimum, 10 ABA paralegal semester credits of legal specialty courses to students who successfully complete the LN Accessions Basic Course.  The legal specialty courses satisfying this requirement will be selected by mutual agreement of NJS and the service provider.  These courses may be taught by NJS instructors.  The service provider is responsible for identifying the required texts and designing lesson plans and learning assessments.   

8.4 Five additional core courses totaling 15 ABA semester credits shall be offered on board Naval Station Newport through traditional classroom instruction or online or a hybrid.  The courses satisfying this requirement will be selected by mutual agreement of NJS and the service provider.  These courses will be taught by the service provider.

8.5 In addition to the major course requirements above, other online courses on each student’s degree plan may be ordered under this contract according to the service provider’s distance-learning course offerings for the academic year at the rate established in the schedule for each credit hour provided that each individual’s degree plan still meets the ABA’s minimum requirements for traditional classroom instruction.

8.6 The service provider shall waive student application, semester fees, and official transcript fees for all enrolled LN students.

9.0 Academic and Personal Conduct

9.1 The service provider’s Paralegal Studies Program Director shall notify the NJS Professional Development Department Head and Operations Officer by phone or e-mail within 24 hours of any suspected violations of academic integrity or rules of conduct.

9.2 The service provider shall keep students informed of their progress in each class via whatever service provider communication system.  The service provider shall respond to student’s request for progress status within one week of the request.

10.0 Deliverables

10.1 Progress Reports.  Within two weeks of the middle of each term, or within one week upon request from NJS, the service provider shall provide the NJS Professional Development Department Head and Operations Officer via e-mail a list of those students who: (a) have not maintained a ’c’ or greater on any one assignment; and (b) have fallen below a 2.0 grade-point average at the mid-term of the class, or have failed to complete any assignments.

10.1.1 Communication.  The service provider shall respond to all questions asked by the NJS LPEP staff regarding LPEP students within three days or give a reasonable timeframe as to when the question can be answered.  The service provider shall also allow communication directly between the Academic Advisor and the student’s Navy Professional Development Officer (PDO) in the fleet.

10.1.2 Technological Access.  The service provider shall offer administrative access to the NJS LPEP staff and nine Navy PDOs for any distance education application in which LPEP students are enrolled in online courses and have grades reported.  The administrative access shall include the ability to see student progress and grades in courses.  

10.1.3 Degree Plans. The service provider shall update degree plans every semester and deliver them to NJS LPEP coordinator via email two weeks after final grade submission.

10.1.4 Online Orientation. During Accessions training the service provider shall provide LPEP students with an online orientation to educate students on policies, procedures, and resources available prior to students leaving NJS.

10.2 Degree Plans and Course Credits

10.2.1 The service provider shall develop standardized degree plans for A.S. in Paralegal Studies students who are LNs in the Navy and have entered LPEP. 

10.2.2 The service provider’s Paralegal Studies Program Director shall evaluate student JSTs prior to enrollment and/or the beginning of each NJS LN Accession Course for purposes of degree planning.  The service provider shall make every effort to accept accredited military training to satisfy general electives in the degree plan.  Students will forward official JST transcripts, official transcripts from other schools where courses were taken, and/or official CLEP/DSST/AP transcripts to the service provider.  A report will be provided to the NJS LPEP Coordinator of official transcripts that have been received by the service provider for new students every semester  

10.2.3 The service provider will provide individual academic counseling/mentoring services for resident and online students.

10.3 Annual Report.  The service provider shall deliver an annual report to the COR within 30 days of the end of the spring semester, summarizing student participation, and detailing the successes, weaknesses, and outcomes of the program, and making recommendations for process improvements.  The report shall include, at a minimum, the following information:

a. Activities of the Past Semester: a summary of actions taken with students regarding enrollment, problems, or academic issues to include number and description of courses, by student, and any withdrawals or incomplete classes;

b. Total number of credit hours expended during the semester and cumulative total expended to date; and

c. A description of any process improvements attempted or completed.

10.4 Final programmatic decisions and determinations regarding Navy policy are reserved for Government program officials.  The service provider shall prepare all reports, documents or briefings required for performance per DOD/DON and local guidance.  All reports should be delivered in Microsoft Word and submitted electronically to the COR for review and acceptance within the time frames identified by specific project assignments.  The service provider shall provide a Word compatible electronic copy with all hard copies.

10.5 Except as noted, the Government will have seven calendar days to review deliverables.  The COR will have the right to reject or require correction of any deficiencies found in the deliverables that do not conform to Government requirements.  In the event of rejection of a deliverable, the service provider will be notified in writing by the COR of the specific reasons why the deliverable is being rejected.  The service provider will meet with the COR to discuss/review if necessary.  The service provider shall have seven calendar days to correct the rejected deliverable and return it to the COR.

11.0 Travel
No travel cost shall be covered under this contract.  Travel costs incurred by any professor to/from Naval Station Newport by service provider personnel to teach courses shall be covered by the service provider.  
12.0 Place of Performance

Resident courses shall be taught at the Naval Justice School on board Naval Station Newport, RI.  For courses requiring the use of a law library, the place of performance will be a law library provided by the service provider within 20 miles of Naval Station Newport or an acceptable electronic law library.

13.0 Security

The services to be performed under this Performance Work Statement are UNCLASSIFIED.

14.0 Government Furnished Information (GFI) and Materials
14.1 The Government will provide access to information as necessary.  The service provider personnel shall sign a non-disclosure agreement prior to obtaining access to business-sensitive information.

14.2 Other GFI.  The Government, no later than 30 days after identification, will provide GFI identified at any time during the period of performance.  GFI shall be returned to the Government on or about 30 days after acceptance of any deliverables requiring GFI.

14.3 This effort and all materials provided to the service provider by the Government and their results, conclusions, and recommendations obtained should be considered for official use only, treated with care in accordance with applicable Government regulations, and treated with the same level of care that the service provider treats its own proprietary or official business information.  The information shall not be disclosed, copied, modified, used (except in completion of this project) or otherwise disseminated to any third party at any time to include, but not limited to, inclusion in any database external to the Government without the Government’s express consent.

15.0 Privacy Act

The service provider shall comply with Privacy Act and DOD Privacy Act Program for protecting unauthorized disclosure of personal information.  The service provider must adhere to the Privacy Act, Title 5 of the U.S. Code, Section 552a and applicable agency rules and regulations referenced at http://privacy.navy.mil/.  The service provider shall ensure that employees assigned to this effort understand and adhere to the Privacy Act regulations.  The service provider shall identify and safeguard reports and data accordingly.  The service provider shall comply with Privacy Act requirements for protecting unauthorized disclosure of student data.

16.0 Guidelines
16.1 Copyright.  It is the responsibility of the service provider to ensure that no copyright laws have been violated in the preparation of the deliverables.  When required, the service provider shall follow the provisions of SECNAVINST 5870.4A of 16 Aug 2005 to request the use of copyrighted material.

16.2 Public Affairs Office (PAO) Coordination.  The service provider shall comply with NETCINST 5720.1D on Navy guidelines for appropriate marketing of training to news media and other outlets.  Marketing shall be coordinated through the Office of the Judge Advocate General (OJAG) PAO, which will verify all parties involved are relaying the same information regarding training initiatives.  Requests for interviews or comments from military members attending training through contracted facilities or support will be coordinated through the contracting officer and approved by the OJAG PAO prior to the event.  Military personnel attending training through a contracted facility or organization must follow the same guidelines regarding news media as those attending training on a military installation.

17.0 Non-Personal Service Statement

The service provider employees performing services under this order will be controlled, directed, and supervised at all times by management personnel of the service provider.  Service provider management will ensure that employees properly comply with the performance work standards outlined in the Performance Work Statement.  Service provider employees will perform their duties independently of, and without the supervision of, any Government official.  The tasks, duties, and responsibilities set forth in the task order may not be interpreted or implemented in any manner that results in any service provider employee creating or modifying Federal policy, obligating the appropriated funds of the United States Government, overseeing the work of Federal employees, providing direct personal services to any Federal employee, or otherwise violating the prohibitions set forth in parts 7.5 and 37.1 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR).  The Government will control access to the facility and will perform the inspection and acceptance of the completed work.

18.0 Ordering Procedures

The Government will request educational services for each semester under this contract by a Delivery Order.  The Delivery Order will be based on the total credit hours required for each semester at the fixed rate identified in the schedule.  The Delivery Order will be issued within 30 days prior to the start of each semester term and will include a list of individual courses for each student.  The ordering offices for Navy Students enrolled under this agreement shall be as identified on the Contract Administration Plan. 

19.0 Payment Procedures

The service provider will invoice electronically via the Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF) and the applicable invoice clauses included in this contract.  The service provider shall apply any credits resulting from withdrawal of students, or from any other cause under its standard procedures, to subsequent invoices submitted under this contract.  Credits should appear on the first invoice submitted after the action resulting in the credits.  The service provider shall identify the reason for the credit and the applicable term dates in all cases.

20.0 Transition Plan

Change of Contract vehicle (Order) and Change of Service Provider: The DON defines Transition as moving from an existing contract to a new contract without a break in service and moving from existing contractor to a new contractor without a break in service.  The transition shall allow services under existing educational services contract to transfer services to a new contract - based on award of the new base year plus 4 option years Educational Services Contract for Naval justice School (NJS) Legalman Paralegal Education Program (LPEP). The Contractor awardee, if other than the incumbent, is responsible for ensuring customers are transitioned from the incumbent contractor via a seamless process.  Contractor shall provide support and appropriate technology to enable the transition of customers from existing contracts and Task Orders to the awarded contract resulting from this solicitation.  Transition period shall begin upon award of the contract and shall be complete within 30 days.

21.0 QUALITY

a. Critical to the performance of the educational support services for the Navy is the timely, accurate and thorough completion of all contract/task order requirements.

b. The actual delivery dates and accomplishment of the schedule will be assessed against the performance time frames established in the Performance Work Statement and the contractor’s approved implementation plan.

c. The deliverables required to be submitted will be assessed against the specifications for the deliverables detailed in the contract/task order(s) and the Quality Control Plan (QCP), if required by the contract, for the required content, quality, timeliness, and accuracy.

d. In addition to any schedule, deliverables, and cost aspects of performance discussed above, pursuant to FAR 42.15, the Government will assess the contractor’s record of conforming to contract requirements and to standards of good workmanship.  In addition, the Government will assess the contractor’s adherence to contract schedules including the administrative aspects of performance, the contractor’s history of reasonable and cooperative behavior, commitment to customer satisfaction and the contractor’s business-like concern for the interest of the customer.

e. The primary methods of surveillance used to monitor performance of this contract will include, but not be limited to, random or planned sampling, inspection, and validated customer complaints.

f. All services shall be performed by individuals fully qualified and licensed in their relevant area.
