3.2.1

Main Conference Room (MCR):  




This room shall be used for General Sessions of the Conference.




a. Minimum room size 2,000 square feet for up to 40 participants.




b. Close proximity to SCR room.




c. Exclusive access per “TABLE A”.  Note: Early access to allow 2 days for wiring and then testing of simultaneous interpretation equipment.  Also 3 hours required for breakdown.

The inability to isolate the facility for any reason would deem the facility as indefensible and unacceptable as a conference venue.

Physical Security requirements:  Due to the high profile nature of the Conference, the following physical conditions shall be present for both lodging and conference venues:


a. The facility has a 24 hour-a-day security staff.  Trained security personnel available at all times with specific training in the special security conditions that exist for high level multi-national participants and conference security considerations for delegations.


b. The Security Room shall be in direct radio communication with the hotel security staff via radio or other secured method.  The Contractor staff shall have the means of contacting Police/Fire/Medical assistance as required.


c. Closed Circuit Television (CCTV) throughout the property with 24/7 security monitoring and observation by dedicated Contractor security staff. 


d. Conference participants are housed in the same hotel building; and the same wing is preferred.  The compact location preferred provides better group control in the event of an emergency or the need to secure the perimeter.


e. Alternate entry and exit avenues are not constricted by one way streets.


f. The facility is located off main thoroughfares and free public access to facilities is restricted.


g. The facility has protected access from street – as defined, the Contractor’s facility is set back from any major roadways and that access points can be used as chokepoints if required by security personnel.  The facility physically has installed barriers that would prevent vehicles from directly entering the lobby.


h. Motorcade staging area does not impede normal traffic, and a lane is available that can be removed from normal traffic flow or a parking lot with contiguous space for delegate’s vehicles.  The staging point is convenient to the point where those traveling in the motorcade leave the building.


i. The upgraded/suite floor(s) shall be controlled/secured by the Contractor reconfiguring fire escape doors for “exit only” operation during the period TBD. (See also paragraph 3.3.1.2.a).
