NAVY PORTABLE TOILET SERVICE
1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1
This Performance Work Statement (PWS) describes tasks to be performed by the Contractor in support of Pearl Harbor Naval Shipyard (PHNSY) & IMF; Halawa Firing Range; and Base X, Joint Base Pearl Harbor Hickam (JBPHH).
2.0 OBJECTIVE/SCOPE
2.1
This contract encompasses the leasing and servicing of portable toilets at various JBPHH locations.  The Government seeks a qualified Contractor to provide portable toilets and cleaning services to support various activities at PHNSY & IMF, Halawa Firing Range, and JBPHH .

2.1.1 PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

Base year – 25 September 2015 – 24 September 2016


Option Year 1 - 25 September 2016 – 24 September 2017
3.0 PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS
3.1
The Contractor shall provide the following:

3.1.1 Lease and service of three (3) portable toilets.  The portable toilets shall be serviced two (2) times a week and shall include cleaning of the entire interior of the portable toilets.  The contractor shall provide an ample stock of toilet paper to last until the next scheduled service.   Location:  Halawa Firing Range, Halawa Industrial Park

3.1.2 Lease and service of one (1) portable toilet.  The unit shall be serviced two (2) times a week and shall include cleaning of the entire interior of the portable toilet.  The contractor shall provide an ample stock of toilet paper to last until the next scheduled service.  Location:  Halawa Gate, JBPHH  

3.1.3 Lease and service of one (1) portable toilet.  The unit shall be serviced one (1) time a week and shall include cleaning of the entire interior of the portable toilet.  The contractor shall provide an ample stock of toilet paper to last until the next scheduled service.  Location:  Victor Pier 5, PHNSY
3.1.4 Service of two (2) portable toilets.  The units are government-owned and shall be serviced two (2) times a month, which shall include cleaning of the entire interior of the portable toilets.  The contractor shall provide an ample stock of toilet paper to last until the next scheduled service.  Location:  Base X, JBPHH 

3.2
Definitions and Conditions

3.2.1 Secondary Containment – All portable toilets used in the shipyard to include the dry docks shall be placed in a secondary containment to prevent any sewage leaks or cleaning/disinfecting solutions from entering the dry dock drains/harbor in compliance with the NAVSHIPYD&IMFPEARLINST 5090.5 A-Dry Dock Pollution Control Plan. 
3.2.2 Servicing – all work required to maintain sanitation and operational conditions of the lavatory units.  All servicing shall include chemicals, cleaning, emptying and restocking of portable flushing toilets. Operational items such as ventilation vents, doors, hinges, lathes, toilet seats, toilet mechanisms or other parts incidental to the operation, sanitation standards and privacy of the lavatory units shall be regularly maintained and repaired. 
3.2.3 Spills – Spills of any kind, including waste and blue chemical, will be cleaned immediately. There shall be no trace of waste or blue chemicals on or around the area of the portable toilets.
3.2.4 Location of Toilets – Portable toilets shall be located as specified in Section 3.1 of the PWS. All portable toilets shall be placed not closer than five (5) feet of storm drains.
3.2.5 Service Days – Portable toilets shall be serviced as specified in Section 3.1 of the PWS.  Services provided twice a week shall occur on Tuesdays and Fridays.  Should a holiday fall on either a Tuesday or Friday, the contractor shall perform the services on the Monday or Thursday preceding the holiday.

HOURS AND DAYS FOR SERVICING OF PORTABLE FLUSHING TOILETS
Servicing hours shall be between the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  Service days shall be Tuesdays and Fridays, excluding Federal holidays. Occasional situations require contacting on weekends and after normal working hours.  
3.4
WASTEWATER DISCHARGE PERMIT

3.4.1 The contractor shall obtain an Industrial Wastewater Pre-Treatment Permit (OPC6R) from NAVFAC HI, (phone 808-448-5372, 808- 448-5373, 808-448-5375 or fax 808-448-1513), prior to the effective date of the contract. This permit is required prior to discharging wastewater into the Navy wastewater treatment system. Failure to obtain the permit prior to the required start date may result in the contract being terminated in accordance with FAR 52.212-4. 

3.4.2 The wastewater discharge log shall be submitted to OPC6R within 5 days after the 15th and the last day of each month.  The point of contact for submission of the log will be provided at the time of award.
3.5
The Contractor shall be responsible for transportation, set-up, servicing and removal of all equipment provided. The contractor is required to remove all equipment within 5 business days after expiration of the contract.

4.0 GOVERNMENT FURNISHED PROPERTY AND SERVICES

MATERIALS & EQUIPMENT. There are (2) Government owned portable toilets at Base X, JBPHH that require the service listed above.  However, the toilets will not be turned over as GFE.
4.2      GENERAL SERVICES. The Government will not provide any general services.

FACILITIES & UTILITIES. The Government will not provide any facilities.
5.0 CONTRACTOR QUALIFICATIONS/REQUIREMENTS

5.1
Performance of all work under this contract is restricted to US citizens and US nationals only. All work performed shall be in accordance with Federal, State of Hawaii, CNRH and local laws, regulations and procedures. 
5.2
Security Requirements: This contract does not require a security clearance level and clearance granted by the

Defense Security Service (DSS).  Contractor will comply with Security requirements specified in Enclosure (1) of Attachment A. 

5.2.1 Base Access: Commander, Navy Installations Command (CNIC), has established the Navy Commercial Access Control System (NCACS), a standardized process for granting unescorted access privileges to vendors, contractors, suppliers and service providers not otherwise entitled to the issuance of a Common Access Card (CAC) who seek access to and can provide justification to enter Navy installations and facilities. Visiting vendors may obtain daily passes directly from the individual Navy Installations by submitting identification credentials for verification and undergoing a criminal screening/ background check. Alternatively, if the vendor so chooses, it may voluntarily elect to obtain long-term credentials through enrollment, registration, background vetting, screening, issuance of credentials, and electronic validation of credentials at its own cost through a designated independent contractor NCACS service provider. Credentials will be issued every five years and access privileges will be reviewed / renewed on an annual basis. The costs incurred to obtain Navy Installation access of any kind are not reimbursable, and the price(s) paid for obtaining long-term NCACS credentials will not be approved as a direct cost of this contract. 6.0 CONTRACTOR PERSONNEL

6.1  
The Contractor shall furnish sufficient personnel to perform all work specified within this contract. Services shall be provided during the business workday except Federal holidays or when the Government facility is closed due to local or national emergencies, administrative closings, or similar Government directed facility closings. The Contractor must at all times maintain an adequate work force for the uninterrupted performance of all tasks defined within this PWS when the Government facility is not closed for the above reasons.

Normal business workday consists of 8 hours between the hours of 7:00-15:00, Monday through Friday, except for federal holidays.

6.3.1 If the federal holiday falls on a Saturday, the holiday is observed on the proceeding Friday.  If the federal holiday falls on a Sunday, the holiday is observed on the following Monday.

When performing work associated with this PWS, the Contractor shall make clear to all individuals they deal with that they are Contractor employees and not DOD personnel when working in any situation where their contractor status is not obvious to third parties. Contractor employees shall clearly identify themselves as a Contractor (i.e. company shirt, pin, visible company identification, etc.) in a visible location as to who their employer is, to avoid creating an impression that they are government personnel. 
6.4.1 Contractor personnel shall not manage, supervise, direct, or task US military, DOD civilians or other personnel not associated with the Contractor while performing the tasks within this PWS.

6.4.2 Contractor personnel shall not make any commitment which commits the expenditure of US Government resources.

6.4.3 The Contractor performing services shall be required to comply with all US Navy rules, regulations, and training that is applicable to conduct, safety, security, and procedures governing site entry and exit.

6.4.4 Contractor personnel shall not establish an employee-employer relationship with CNRH under this PWS.

6.4.5 The Contractor shall not provide personal services CNRH. If Contractor employees are directed by any government employee at any time to perform services not covered under this contract, the Contractor shall immediately notify the TPOC.
