INTRODUCTION


The Navy Geothermal Program Office (GPO) requires services as described below.  Item 1 (below) provides an overview and background to the Performance Work Statement (PWS) and other terms and conditions that follow. The instructions for submittal of proposal, the basis for evaluation of proposals, and other information regarding source selection may be found in Items 7.0 through 8.0, below. 

This RFP is a competitive solicitation to award a Firm Fixed Price contract to a small business to provide a commercial item (services). The required services are to be provided during a base year, starting the effective date of contract award, and additionally, during any and all option years as exercised by the Government, at the sole discretion of the Government. The exercise of an option requires a determination by the Contracting Officer.  

NOTE: Proposals are due no later than 1600 hours (4:00 PM) Pacific Standard Time, 05 February 2016.


PERFORMANCE WORK STATEMENT

1.0   Overview

This one-year contract with options requires the Contractor to perform in the following areas: updating the fluid-geochemistry database, performing field health and fluid augmentation monitoring and analysis, and providing recommendations for geochemical sampling techniques and process at the Coso geothermal field located at Naval Air Weapons Station (NAWS), China Lake, California. The purpose of this effort is to provide a geochemical expertise that the Navy does not possess internally, expertise that is a critical component of the GPO’s program to protect the Navy’s equity in the Coso geothermal resource. The Contractor shall provide findings and recommendations in a detailed report to the Government for each year of the contract. Refer to Attachment A, Contract Data Requirements List (CDRL).  

2.0   Scope of Work

Under this contract the Contractor is responsible for completion of all requirements identified as a. through d. below, and each associated deliverable. 
a. Update fluid-geochemistry database


The Contractor shall update the established Coso geothermal field fluid-geochemistry database (Microsoft  Access-based) of all geochemical analyses from brine and gas samples. The Contractor shall both compile and evaluate the quality of the new data using established Quality Assurance/Quality Control (QA/QC) protocols, or equivalent with prior Navy approval.  The first period will include two years of data (calendar year (CY) 2014 and CY 2015).  Each option year will be a single year’s data.  The existing protocols are detailed in Item 5.0, Applicable Documents.  The Contractor shall recommend and establish (with Government approval) additional QA/QC protocols for new analyses as they are added to the GPO’s Coso database.  The geothermal database includes analytical results such as major constituents, minor and trace element constituents, gaseous species and isotopes, and standard chemical measurements such as Eh, pH, and TDS, and shall be obtained from the GPO. The database is to be submitted in both Microsoft (MS) Access and Excel formats. The Contractor shall recommend modifications or updates to the current sampling and analytical methods as appropriate to ensure the program is maintained at or above geothermal industry standards for a geothermal resource of this type and magnitude.  

b. Perform Geothermal field health and fluid augmentation monitoring

The Contractor shall continue the established time-trend analysis of indictor constituents, detailed in Section 5.0 Applicable Documents, to include, but is not limited to, chloride, boron, enthalpy, and appropriate geothermometers. This shall be done in order to track the maturity and overall health of the Coso geothermal field. (For example, since a change in the chemical composition of the produced fluids often proceeds the cooling of a geothermal field, monitoring these chemical parameters provides an “early warning” of a potential reservoir crisis.)  The Contractor shall conduct enthalpy mapping and through that, assess injection efficiencies in the geothermal field. The Contractor shall conduct enthalpy monitoring of the reservoir geochemistry with changes in fluid flow characteristics and wellhead and subsurface pressure/temperature data (in the form of an analysis) provided by the GPO. Such monitoring shall be conducted on both a field-wide and individual well basis. The Contractor shall use geochemical data to examine and predict reservoir effects of various injection fluids, such as: cold water augmentation, hot production fluids, cool/cold production fluids, cool steam condensate, concentrated brine, brackish local groundwater, and low TDS groundwater. The Contractor shall also determine any effects of variation in amount of injection fluid. A significant component of the work shall focus on the chemical and isotopic characteristics of the Coso geothermal fluids through the utilization of a variety of noble gas and stable isotopes, plus gas isotope geothermometers (see paragraph above). Data for this component will also be provided to the Contractor by the GPO. 

c. Provide Recommendations 

The Contractor shall investigate and recommend new techniques and processes, which will contribute to the Navy’s basic understanding of the geochemistry of the Coso geothermal system, particularly the relationship of reservoir injected fluids to host rock, source rock, heat source, reservoir conduits (plumbing), water augmentation, other physical parameters, and time. 
d. Onsite Meetings 

Onsite meetings are required as follows: The Contractor shall attend meetings as follows, during the contract term. For the base year: an initial meeting to discuss geochemistry within the Coso geothermal field will be held (one-time only) to kick off the contract. A second meeting will be held during the base year, where the Contractor shall present results of geochemistry analysis after the final summary report. In subsequent option years, one meeting during each 12-month period will be held for the Contractor to present results to the GPO, using PowerPoint or another mutually agreed upon presentation medium. The GPO will host all meetings at China Lake, California. 
3.0   Deliverables

a.            The Contractor shall deliver an updated geochemistry database of all the geochemical analyses from brine to gas samples. The database shall be submitted in both MS Excel and Access formats.  The updated database shall be submitted nine months after award. See Attachment A (CDRL), item A001. In subsequent option years (to the extent options are exercised by the Government), similar deliverables B001, C001, D001 and E001 are required in accordance with Attachment A. 

b.
The Contractor shall deliver the half-year summary report four months after award, detailing the data quality and an overview of any observation and analysis made.  See Attachment A (CDRL), item A002. In subsequent option years (to the extent options are exercised by the Government), similar deliverables B002, C002, D002 and E002 are required in accordance with Attachment A. 

c.
The Contractor shall deliver the final summary report nine months after award (Refer to 5.0 Applicable Documents for example of what should be included). The first period's report shall include two years of data, for both calendar year (CY) 2014 and CY 2015. See Attachment A (CDRL), item A003. In subsequent reporting periods, during option years (to the extent options are exercised by the Government), the Contractor shall provide the required report using data for a single CY, as follows: CY 2016 data corresponding to Option Year 1, CY 2017 data corresponding to Option Year 2, CY 2018 data corresponding to Option year 3, and CY 2019 data corresponding to Option Year 4. See items B003, C003, D003, and E003 in Attachment A.

4.0   Government Furnished Property (GFP) required for scope of work: 

The analysis (and any releated data) required as a starting point for the scope of work, above, will be provided to the Contractor by the GPO. No other material, equipment, or property will be furnished by the Government for use in conjunction with this contract. In accordance with NAVFAC Acquisition Supplement (NFAS) 5252.245-9300 Government-Furnished Property, Materials and Services, The use of Government-furnished property for other purposes is prohibited.

6.0   Special Considerations

Quality Assurance: While quality control is the Contractor’s responsibility, the GPO has a quality assurance surveillance plan (QASP) for use throughout the term of contract: Attachment B. 

Electronic Delivery:  All schedules, reports and other information pertinent to the services rendered shall be delivered to the GPO electronically, by Email, rather than with packaging and marking.  

SOURCE SELECTION
7.0   Instruction to offerors: preparing and submitting a proposal 

a. The provisions of FAR 52.212.1, Instructions to offerors, apply to this procurement, as noted in block 27.a. of the standard form 1449 (the first page of the solicitation). Additionally, the instructions herein, a. through e., apply and are provided as addendum to the referenced 52.212.1.All proposals shall include content as identified below. All proposals shall be submitted by Email to: dulce.setterfield@navy.mil by the closing date and time: 1600 hours (4:00 PM) Pacific Standard Time, 05 February 2016. The Government does not allow for the receipt of zip files at this time.
Volume I (technical) shall use MS WORD or an Adobe PDF file. Volume II shall use MS EXCEL.  

b. The price offered shall be for the sum total of each priced CLIN, inclusive of all five (5) CLINS: 0001, 0002, 0003, 0004, 0005. The price offered in the proposal shall be clearly indicated. A price volume, marked as Volume II, shall be submitted as a separate file from the technical volume, marked as Volume I and described below. No pricing shall be indicated within the technical volume.  

c. Project Example form: The technical volume shall include the Project Example form, provided with this solicitation as Attachment C.

d. Cover Letter: A cover letter, signed and dated, is required. The technical volume may include the cover letter or it may be submitted as a separate file. The letter may indicate a specific contact person, with an Email address and telephone number, if an individual other than the person submitting the proposal via Email is designated as the Offeror’s ongoing, primary point of contact for the Government, following proposal submittal. The current CAGE code for the company submitting a proposal shall be indicated in the cover letter, on the same page that displays the signature and date.

8.0   Evaluation procedure to be used by the Government: 


An Offeror must be found to be responsible in accordance with the Contracting Officer’s requisite responsibility determination, in order to receive the contract award. The Government will evaluate proposals and select on the basis of Lowest Price Technically Acceptable (LPTA), as described in FAR 15.101-2. The non-price evaluation factors are as follows: 

Technical acceptability will be determined by evaluating the following two (2) non-price factors. 

Factor 1: Experience

The Offeror shall submit one project, performed as prime or subcontractor, which best describes experience on relevant projects that are similar in scope to the work described in the solicitation. Project is defined as a complete effort performed under a single task order or contract/subcontract. See 7.d. above regarding the Project Example form, which shall be used for this submittal requirement, as a part of the overall proposal.  For the proposal to be determined technically acceptable with regard to Factor 1, the Project Example  must (a): demonstrate a focus on geochemical work with a fluid dominated geothermal production field, and (b) directly relate to geothermal resource management, with the relationship of the work described in the PWS explicitly stated within the Project Example. 

Factor 2: Key Personnel

The Offeror shall identify key personnel to perform the work such as a Principal Investigator. For the proposal to be determined technically acceptable with regard to Factor 2, the Offeror shall demonstrate that (a) key personnel shall have experience with analyzing and interpreting geochemical characteristics of a fluid dominated geothermal production field and reporting results, and (b) key personnel have the capability to manage work and to meet the requirements specified in the solicitation; both (a) and (b) shall be evident in a current resume included in Volume I of the proposal. This information shall be provided by submitting a current resume. Content of resume is subject to substantiation at the discretion of the Contracting Officer. 
Price will be evaluated in addition to the non-price factors above. 


Factor 3: Price 

Award will be made on the basis of the lowest evaluated price (Factor 3) of proposals meeting or exceeding the acceptability standards for non-price factors (Factors 1 and 2). Price will be evaluated for reasonableness. The Government will use Volume II to evaluate the offer for award purposes. The summation of pricing for CLINs 0001, 0002, 0003, 0004, and 0005 should equal the amount stated by the Offeror as the proposed price; this total of all five (5) CLINs is the amount the Government will evaluate for Factor 3. The Government may determine that the offer is unacceptable if the option pricing is significantly unbalanced, compared to the base year. 

9.0   Notice of award and acceptance of offer

The Successful Offeror will receive a contract for bilateral execution, requiring signature on the form 1449, unless the Government awards at the price proposed without discussion, in which case the Contracting Officer could award unilaterally (without requiring bilateral signatures). 

10.0  Notification to unsuccessful offerors

Unsuccessful offerors will be promptly notified via Email upon award to the Successful Offeror.
