MOTB Trunk Cable

1.0 OBJECTIVE
The objective of this contract is to procure dual conductor subsea telecommunications cable for the Maritime

Surveillance Systems Offshore Test Bed (MOTB) System in Southern California.

2.0 INTRODUCTION
EXWC is developing and installing the undersea cable network for the MOTB System. The MOTB will be the

backbone system used to test and evaluate next generation undersea sensors and systems. This contract is for
acquisition of 308.047 km of dual conductor undersea fiber optic telecommunication cable for use as the backbone
trunk cable in the MOTB System. The detailed requirements for the MOTB trunk cable can be found in Appendix
A.

3.0 TASKS

3.1 Manufacture Trunk Cable

The Contractor shall manufacture 302.9 km of dual conductor trunk cable that meets the cable specifications
described in Appendix A. The trunk cable string shall be built to the straight line diagram (SLD) shown in
Figure 1, with a total assembled length of no less than 275.365 km (note that “protected cable” is listed as “DCC
SPA” in the SLD). Table 1 provides the assembled trunk cable build in tabular form and includes spare cable
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amounts for each cable type (totaling 32.682 km of spare cable). Spare cable shall be provided to the

Government in complete segments according to cable type.

The Contractor shall provide the Government with an agreed upon pricing of the dual conductor subsea
telecommunications cable in a dollar amount per kilometer format in the event that minor adjustment to the SLD
is required following the marine survey. If adjustment to the SLD is required following the survey, the intent is
to maintain the contract ceiling amount upon contract award by adjusting the cable type amounts for the
assembled trunk cable and/or the spare cable.

1 SCOPE

1.1 This document defines the requirements and terms of supply for the trunk cable for the Maritime
Surveillance Systems Offshore Test Bed (MOTB) System.

1.2 The cables required for this application are commercially available submarine telecommunication cables
with a proven service history.

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GENERAL CABLE REQUIREMENTS

3.1 The cables shall be a central strength member design, with the deep water, Lightweight (LW) cable
providing the core for the protected and armored cables as shown in Figure 1. Note that Figure 1 does
not depict the second conductor, but illustrates the central strength member and LW core design
philosphy.

The cable design shall contain two concentric copper conductors with a sufficient insulating layer between the
conductors for two independent electrical paths.

3.2 The Lightweight cable shall have a nominal diameter of 21mm.

3.3 Materials used in the manufacturing of the cables shall be new and free from defects, imperfections, or
contamination which would adversely affect the cable performance or service life.

3.4 The cable design offered shall have a record of successful use.

3.5 The cable design shall have manufacturer qualified joints.

3.6 The cables shall be installable and recoverable from the ocean surface to the seafloor at the depths listed in
Table 2 using standard telecommunication cable installation equipment (i.e. linear cable engine, cable

drum, etc.).

3.7 Transitions between armored and LW or Protected cables shall be made during the armoring process, with
the length of the transition being sufficient to avoid cable twist issues during deployment or recovery.

3.8 The armored cables shall be capable of being buried in the seabed using a conventional cable plow, jetting
tools, or other trenching machines, and shall also be capable of being extracted from the seabed in a
useable condition in the event of cable recovery.

3.9 Only full qualified fiber tube joints, fiber splices, insulation repairs, jacket repairs, steel tape repairs, armor
wire welds, or factory joints shall be permitted in the delivered cable length(s).

3.10 The cables shall allow the use of industry standard stoppers such as pre-formed stoppers (e.g. PMI
Stoppers), Chinese fingers (e.g. Kellems Grip), and Kevlar stoppers (e.g. Yale Grip) without damaging
the cable. The Contractor’s recommended cable grips will be or have been tested or field proven to not
negatively impact the performance of the cable.

3.11 The cables shall have a minimum bend diameter no larger than 3m when under tensile load.
3.12  The length of the cable sections by cable type shall have a length tolerance of -0/+2 %.

3.13 Adhesive marker bands shall be applied to the cable at 1 km intervals and shall bear the running
kilometer mark from the start of the cable section.

3.14 Cable joint locations shall be signaled on each side of the housing by applying adhesive warning
marker bands to the cable, utilizing a color different thank the 1 km markers, with the following
schedule:

4 markers at 10 m from housing
3 markers at 50 m from housing
2 markers at 100 m form housing
1 marker at 500 m from housing

3.15 The completed cable sections shall be capable of loading onto a cable ship.
4  ELECTRICAL REQUIREMENTS

The electrical performance specified shall be met under all mechanical and environmental conditions detailed within
this specification

4.1 The minimum continuous operating voltage on the inner or outer conductor shall be + or — 12.5 kV DC.
The minimum potential differential between the inner and outer conductor shall be at least 15 kV DC.

4.2 The cable shall be rated for a minimum continuous line current of 1.6 Amps DC.
4.3 The power conductor resistance on the inner conductor shall be less than 1.1 ohm/km when corrected to

20°C and the power conductor resistance on the outer conductor shall be < 1.5 ohm/km when corrected
to 20°C.
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4.4 The insulation resistance shall be > 1.5 TQ-km.

4.5 The cables shall be capable of transmitting a low frequency AC toning signal to aid fault location during
service.

5  OPTICAL REQUIREMENTS

The optical performance specified shall be met under all mechanical and environmental conditions detailed within
this specification

5.1 The fiber tube shall be capable of containing up to 24 fibers.

5.210 fibers shall be single mode, large effective area fibers, meeting ITU-T G.654D specifications.
Acceptable fibers include Sumitomo Z+130ULL, Corning EX3000, and OFS TW SCUBA fibers. The
Government retains the right to approve the manufacturer’s fiber selection.

5.314 fibers shall be single mode, meeting ITU-T G.652D specifications. Acceptable fibers include
Sumitomo Pureband, Corning SMF28, and OFS Allwave fibers. Purchaser retains right to approve
manufacturer’s recommended fiber selection.

5.4 The average optical attenuation of any of the 24 cabled fibers over the constructed cable shall not be
greater than 0.015dB/km over the fiber supplier specification for each incorporated fiber, including all
factory splices and cable to cable joints.

5.5 Each of the 24 fibers shall be uniquely color coded and/or marked following the manufacturers standard
coloring scheme.

5.6 The fibers shall be proof tested by the fiber supplier at 200 kpsi.
5.7 Any fiber splices within the cable sheath shall be proof tested to 200 kpsi.

5.8 Any fiber splices within cable to cable joints shall be proof tested in accordance with the manufacturer’s
approved and controlled cable to cable joint process.
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ENVIRONMENTAL PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS
6.1 The cable shall be capable to operate for a 20-year life while constantly submerged in seawater.
6.2 The operating, storage, deployment and recovery temperature range for the cables shall be -10°C to 50°C.

6.3 The water ingress rate shall be less than 250m per 2 weeks for depths < 1,000 m depth, and less than 1,000
m per 2 weeks for depths > 1,000 m for any cable segment severed during operation.

6.4 The optical attenuation increment from hydrogen induced aging shall be < 0.003 dB/km at 1550 nm over
the system life.

6.5 The cable shall be designed to meet all of the performance requirements of this specification under an
external hydrostatic pressure equivalent to the maximum water depths as listed in Table 2.

7.2 Protected Cable

The inner power conductor shall be a copper jacket applied over the steel wires to
maintain mechanical stability, provide the required electrical resistance, and provide
a barrier to hydrogen ingress to the fibers.

The axial weld in the inner power conductor copper tube shall be subject to ‘weld
integrity checking’ throughout the power conductor manufacturing process.

The interlayer adhesion between the copper jacket and inner strength member steel
wires shall prevent cable damage when transferring load from the cable during
marine operations (e.g. cable stoppering).

The outer conductor shall be a concentric copper conductor laminate tape applied,
with overlapped edges, on top of a high voltage insulating layer (Insulation
requirements described in 7.1.3) creating a second independent power path.

The inner and outer power conductors shall be insulated with medium-density
polyethylene.

The insulation shall be bonded to the copper jackets to ensure a high shear transfer
rate across the interface between the copper and insulation.

The insulation shall be subject to spark testing during the insulation extrusion
process.

The contractor shall use their standard measurement and verification process to
measure wall thickness of the inner and outer insulation.

The contractor shall use their standard manufacturing and quality processes to ensure
that there are no voids or inclusions within the insulation.

7.2.1  The lightweight cable shall form the core of the Protected Cable.

7.2.2 A laminate steel tape (e.g. Zetabon tape) shall be formed around the lightweight core.

7.2.3 A black high density polyethylene shall be extruded over the laminate steel tape.

7.2.4  The jacket shall be subject to spark testing during the jacket extrusion process.

7.3 Armored Cables

7.3.1  The Lightweight cable shall form the core of the armored cables.

7.3.2  The armor layers shall have a left hand lay.

7.3.3  The armor layers shall be flooded with a slushing compound such as bitumen or natural asphalt to

minimize corrosion of the wires during service.
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7.3.4  The armor wire material shall be galvanized improved plow steel.

7.3.5  The outside of the armored cables shall be finished with two contra-laid servings impregnated

with slushing compound.

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ACCEPTANCE TESTING

9.1 General

9.1.1  The Contractor shall submit, in Contractor Format, a listing of all in process manufacturing tests
and verifications including, but not limited to dimensional verification and checks, electrical
testing and checks, and optical testing and checks.
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The Contractor shall submit, in Contractor Format, a Factory Acceptance Test (FAT) plan at least
4 weeks prior to the final acceptance testing being conducted.

The COR shall be given notice of at least 4 weeks prior to the final acceptance testing being
conducted.

The Contractor shall furnish at their expense all spares and consumables for the testing of the
cables. Rectifying any defects revealed by such tests shall be at the Contractor’s expense.

All production verifications shall be performed at room temperature of 22°+5°C.

9.2 Final Verification Tests

The Contractor shall submit, in contractor format, a Production Verification Report. The following

tests for each cable segment, the fully constructed cable, and cable spare segments shall be included as

part of the test program:

Bi-directional OTDR testing at 1550nm. Traces shall be saved in electronic form for later
viewing or analysis.

Bulk Optical Loss data of the completed cable based on a 1550nm Optical Source and Power
Meter Measurement for each fiber.

Location and the magnitude of optical splice attenuation, and a record of the optical length for
each fiber. Other than fiber splices, there shall be no point losses > 0.1 dB at any point along any
fiber.

Polarization mode dispersion (certified data provided by fiber manufacturer may be used).
Chromatic dispersion (certified data provided by fiber manufacturer may be used).
Inspection of end samples for diameter conformance and correct location of strand wires.
Copper to steel adhesion measurement on end samples taken from completed the cables.

The outer diameter of the armored cables shall be measured at four locations spaced not less than
1 meter apart at both cable ends.

For both the inner and outer conductor members, the dc conductor resistance per unit length of
each cable length shall be measured, recorded, and corrected to 20°C. Before measurement, the
cable shall have been thermally stabilized with the surrounding environment for a minimum of 4-
hours.

Each cable length shall be subjected to a 45 kV high voltage test applied between the conductor
and an external wet ground for a period of 5 minutes. Tests shall be carried out for both the inner
and outer conductor.

Place of manufacture means the place where an end product is assembled out of components, or otherwise made or

processed from raw materials into the finished product that is to be provided to the Government. If a product is

disassembled and reassembled, the place of reassembly is not the place of manufacture.

Predecessor means an entity that is replaced by a successor and includes any predecessors of the predecessor.
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Restricted business operations means business operations in Sudan that include power production activities, mineral
extraction activities, oil-related activities, or the production of military equipment, as those terms are defined in the
Sudan Accountability and Divestment Act of 2007 (Pub. L. 110-174). Restricted business operations do not include
business operations that the person (as that term is defined in Section 2 of the Sudan Accountability and Divestment

Successor means an entity that has replaced a predecessor by acquiring the assets and carrying out the affairs of the
predecessor under a new name (often through acquisition or merger). The term

“successor” does not include new offices/divisions of the same company or a company that only changes its name.
The extent of the responsibility of the successor for the liabilities of the predecessor may vary, depending on State
law and specific circumstances.

Veteran-owned small business concern means a small business concern--

The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have
been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or
reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance
will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate
consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-
acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and
(2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the
item.
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(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of
performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending
agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes
payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to
receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the
parties.

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71, Contract Disputes", as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613).
Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or
action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at
FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with
performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract.

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference.

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence
beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the
public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics,
quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers.

The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for
use for the particular purpose described in this contract.

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to
the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items.
