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RFI Questions and Responses

QUESTION 1:  Please confirm the official work hours for this project are to be conducted AFTER normal business hours from 5PM to 1AM. This is to limit the disruption to the building occupants. Pg. 10 under General Description references after hours and Pg. 13 under General Conditions references business hours.
RESPONSE 1:  Work is to be performed during normal business hours.  An escort is required. (This is a revision to the scope)
QUESTION 2:  Are panels with installed receptacle boxes required for the space to connect to existing electrical connections beneath the floor?   If so how many?
RESPONSE 2:  Provide (12) 24X24 panels that include UL listed 2 gang box with plates for 2 standard receptacles to tie into existing electrical.

QUESTION 3:  There are existing electrical/data receptacles/outlets in the walls that are marked to be demolished?   How are these to be dealt with?
RESPONSE 3: (CLARIFICATION) Cap all electrical to nearest junction/behind wall.  Roll up exposed data above ceiling.
QUESTION 4:  It may be necessary to modify ceiling grid when existing walls are demolished, how do we want to deal with this?
RESPONSE 4: (CLARIFICATION)  After walls are demolished, if there is a gap left in ceiling, modify grid to create a clean break across ceiling where walls were removed  and add new ceiling tiles  (or portions of tiles matching existing tiles) as required to  finish ceiling.
QUESTION 5:  How to organize existing cables on subfloor after existing Access Floor is demolished?
RESPONSE 5: (CLARIFICATION)  Try to not disturb cables during demolition.  When new floor is installed, cables should be bundled neatly with ties and should lay in approximately same position as before demolition.
