
This work effort is being solicited for all certified small business contractors under NAICS code 238220 with a size standard of $15.0M.  The Naval Facilities Engineering Command, Mid-Atlantic is seeking all eligible service disabled veteran owned small business firms capable of completing the required fabrication and installation of removable piping insulation in Building 633 at the Philadelphia Naval Business Center, Philadelphia, Pa.; RFP# N40085-15-Q-7505. Estimated contract value: Between $25,000 and $100,000. The successful Contractor may be required to submit the appropriate bonding information at time of award. The acquisition will be processed using procedures in accordance with FAR part 13. 

Description of Work: 
The project objective is to install new insulation pads and all associated components located in Building 633 as described in Section 2. All work shall be performed in accordance with EM 385-1-1. Contractor shall comply with USACE EM385-1-1 and all federal, state and local regulations. Refer to Section 2 for detailed description of work to be performed.
