The proposed task order will be awarded to the responsible offeror offering the LOWEST PRICE to the Government. The Government shall evaluate each offeror on the following criteria:


PRICE

1. Price Submission:

Offeror shall submit one (1) original, marked “Original”, and one (1) copy, marked “Copy”, containing the ”Bid Schedule” and the Bid Bond. 

2. Basis of Evaluation

To make a determination of the lowest price, the Government shall evaluate each offeror on the following criteria:

The Government will evaluate price based on the total price.  Analysis will be performed by one or more of the following techniques to ensure a fair and reasonable price:

(i) Comparison of proposed prices received in response to the RFP.
(ii) Comparison of proposed prices with the IGCE.
(iii) Comparison of proposed prices with available historical information
(iv) Comparison of market survey results.


EVALUATION

Under the NCACS program, no
commercial vehicle inspection is required, other than for Random Anti-Terrorism Measures

Contractors should be aware that the costs incurred to obtain NCACS credentials, or costs related to any means of access to a Navy Installation, are not reimbursable. b. One-Day Passes: Participation in the NCACS is not mandatory, and if the Contractor chooses to not participate, the Contractor's personnel will have to obtain daily passes, be subject to daily
mandatory vehicle inspection, and will have limited access to the installation. The Government
will not be responsible for any cost or lost time associated with obtaining daily passes or added
vehicle inspections incurred by non-participants in the NCACS.

c. The Contractor shall obtain the required employee badges and vehicle passes from the
Government at his own expense, or daily passes at no additional cost.
