Title: Improve Efficiency, Boiler Plant, Building 7

Location of the work: Naval Station Newport, Newport RI.

Set-Aside: This Project is Set Aside for NAVFAC MID-ATLANTIC'S Small Business (SB) Multiple Award Construction Contract (MACC) Holders,  for Design Build (DB) and Design Bid Build (DBB) projects in the Northeast Area Of Responsibility (AOR); Contract Numbers: N40085-14-D-5245, N40085-14-D-5250, N40085-14-D-5249, N40085-14-D-5247, N40085-14-D-5248, and N40085-14-D-5246.

Estimated Cost Range:  The estimated cost range for this procurement is between $100,000 and $450,000.

Description of the work:  This contract will be awarded for the improvement of the efficiency of the boiler plant building 7.

Wage Determination: Wage Decision No.: RI150001 10/09/2015 (attached)

Liquidated Damages:   $200/ calendar day

Utilities:  The Government is responsible for providing all utilities at no cost to the contractor.

Record Shop Drawings: Record drawings are required.

Basis for Award: Best Value - Low Price/Technically Acceptable

Bid Guarantee: A Bid Bond in the amount of 20% of the bid price not to exceed $3,000,000.00 is required.  Performance and Payment Bonds in the amount of 100% of the contract price will be required by the contract awardee.

Proposal Acceptance Period:  120 Days from receipt of offers.

EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

The proposed task order will be awarded to the responsible offeror  that represents the Best Value to the government with the Lowest Price/Technically Acceptable proposal. The Government shall evaluate each offeror on the following criteria:

The proposal shall consist of two parts:

(1) Technical Approach

(2) Price 

Each offeror shall submit an electronic version of the following: 

 Part 1: Technical Approach - Offerors shall describe their approach in performing the tasking listed in the specifications (attachment 4) and demonstrate their ability to provide the required Boiler Plan Efficiency Plan (Design Build). The total page limit on the technical approach submission is 15 pages. The Government will conduct source selection in accordance with Lowest Price Technically Acceptable (LPTA) techniques. 

The technical approach shall include a description of the approach to performing the tasking as outlined in the specifications (attachment 4).
 
Part 2: Price - Offerors shall submit one original signed copy of the completed Price Proposal Form, signed acknowledgement of any amendments and executed Representations and Certifications, unless otherwise completed in System for Award Management (SAM).  

The prices proposal shall be in accordance with the Schedule for construction contained in the Request for Proposal (RFP).  

No price information shall be submitted in the Technical section of the proposal. Price proposals shall be held firm for sixty (60) days. 

EVALUATION

The Government will conduct source selection in accordance with Lowest Price Technically Acceptable (LPTA) techniques. This process was determined the most appropriate method of attaining the best value for the Government through the selection of the technically acceptable proposals with the lowest evaluated price. In order to be considered awardable, there must be an “Acceptable” rating in every non-price factor. LPTA non-price factor for this requirement will consist of Technical Approach. Tradeoffs will not be used during the source selection process. Proposals will be evaluated for acceptability.  

Accordingly, the following factors shall be used to evaluate proposals:  

· Technical Approach (Acceptable/Unacceptable)
· Price

The technical approach will be evaluated on the offeror’s ability to demonstrate and understanding of the RFP, and how its approach will successfully accomplish the requirements of the RFP. The technical proposals will be rated acceptable or unacceptable using the ratings and descriptions outlined in the table below. All unacceptable technical proposals will not be evaluated and will no longer be considered for further evaluation.  The total page limit on the technical approach submission is 15 pages. 

In order to be considered Acceptable, offerors must receive an acceptable rating for the technical proposal in its entirety. The offeror must address each of the areas in sufficient detail so that the Government can reasonably determine that the offeror possesses the requisite ability to deliver on the contract.  Such detail should take the form of an explanation of the offeror’s structure, and processes that reflect its capabilities.  Offerors that simply reiterate the requirements and state that they possess the capability to deliver will be considered Unacceptable.  

The Government will evaluate the offeror’s technical based on the information received in the offeror’s written proposal. The Government will evaluate each offeror’s technical acceptability in accordance with the following ratings table:

Price: The offeror’s proposed price will be evaluated on the basis of price reasonableness. The evaluation may include, but is not limited to the following: 

(A) Price comparison with other offerors;
(B) Completeness: a complete “Price Proposal Form” 
Pricing information as it directly relates to what is requested in the solicitation;
(C) Comparison with independent cost estimates.

Offerors responding to this solicitation are advised that, prior to award, the government may request offerors to submit information/data to support price reasonableness such as copies of paid invoices for the same or similar items, sales history for the same or similar items, price list with effective date and/or copies of catalog pages along with any applicable discounts. Failure to submit the requested information may result in disqualification of the submitted proposal.  

Selection: The Government will select the offeror whose proposal is most advantageous to the Government, considering price and technical when compared to other proposals. The Government reserves the right to issue a contract to other than the lowest priced offeror, issue a contract without discussions, or issue a contract after discussions, whichever is in the best interest of the Government. The Government also reserves the right to not issue an award if it is not in the best interest of the Government.  The Government reserves the right to award on initial proposals. Therefore, the offeror’s initial proposal should contain the offeror’s best terms from a technical and price standpoint.  

Written Notice:  A written notice of award or acceptance of a proposal e-mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the proposal shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the proposals specified expiration time, the Government may accept a proposal (or part of a proposal), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.

Step 1: 
Rank by Initially Proposed Total Price.  The Government intends to initially rank all proposals by the initially proposed total price, from lowest to highest.  Evaluation and determination of the proposed Total Overall Evaluated Price as fair, reasonable and balanced will occur as specified in Step 2 below.  Those outside the initial evaluation pools will not be evaluated unless necessary to obtain efficient competition.  The evaluation pools are as follows: 
Step 2: 
Factor Evaluations.  The Government will evaluate each factor simultaneously, as follows:
Technical Evaluation.  The Government will evaluate the technical proposals of offerors as specified in the Evaluation Factors for Award.  If any of the proposals receives any "Unacceptable" ratings, as described in, Evaluation Factors for Award, and these proposal(s) are not determined to be easily correctable, the Government reserves the right to pull in the next lowest priced proposals(s) to ensure effective competition, or until all proposals are evaluated.   
Price Evaluation.  The Government will evaluate the price proposals of offerors as specified in the Evaluation Factors for Award.   
NCACS:

Commander, Navy Installations Command (CNIC), has established the Navy Commercial Access Control System (NCACS), a standardized process for granting unescorted access privileges to offerors, contractors, suppliers and service providers not otherwise entitled to the issuance of a Common Access Card (CAC) who seek access to and can provide justification to enter Navy installations and facilities. Visiting offerors may obtain daily passes directly from the individual Navy installations by submitting identification credentials for verification and undergoing a criminal screening/ background check.
Alternatively, if the offeror so chooses, it may voluntarily elect to obtain long-term credentials through enrollment, registration, background vetting, screening, issuance of credentials, and electronic validation of credentials at its own cost through a designated independent contractor NCACS service provider.
Credentials will be issued every five years and access privileges will be reviewed/renewed on an annual basis. The costs incurred to obtain Navy installation access of any kind are not reimbursable, and the price(s) paid for obtaining long-term NCACS credentials will not be approved as a direct cost of this contract.

Application for and use of badges will be as directed. Obtain access to the installation by participating in the Navy Commercial Access Control System (NCACS), or by obtaining passes each day from the Base Pass and Identification Office. Costs for obtaining passes through the NCACS are the responsibility of the Contractor. One-day passes, issued through the Base Pass and Identification Office, will be furnished without charge. Furnish a completed EMPLOYMENT ELIGIBILITY VERIFICATION (DHS FORM I-9) form for all personnel requesting badges. This form is available at http://www.uscis.gov/portal/site/uscis by searching or selecting Employment Verification (Form I-9).
Allow 7 to 10 days for processing applications for badges. Immediately report instances of lost or stolen badges to the Contracting Officer.

NCACS Program: NCACS is a voluntary program in which Contractor personnel who enroll, and are approved, are subsequently granted access to the installation for a period up to one year, or the length of the contract, whichever is less, and are not required to obtain a new pass from the Base Pass and Identification Office for each visit. The Government performs background screening and credentialing. Throughout the year the Contractor employee must continue to meet background screening standards. Periodic background screenings are conducted to verify continued NCACS participation and installation access privileges. Under the NCACS program, no commercial vehicle inspection is required, other than for Random Anti-Terrorism Measures (RAM) or in the case of an elevation of Force Protection Conditions (FPCON). Information on costs and requirements to participate and enroll in NCACS is available at http://www.rapidgate.com/offerors/how-to-enroll or by calling 1-877-727-4342. Contractors should be aware that the costs incurred to obtain NCACS credentials, or costs related to any means of access to a Navy Installation, are not reimbursable. Any time invested, or price(s) paid, for obtaining NCACS credentials will not be compensated in any way or approved as a direct cost of any contract with the Department of the Navy.

One-Day Passes: Participation in the NCACS is not mandatory, and if the Contractor chooses to not participate, the Contractor's personnel will have to obtain daily passes, be subject to daily mandatory vehicle inspection, and will have limited access to the installation. The Government will not be responsible for any cost or lost time associated with obtaining daily passes or added vehicle inspections incurred by non-participants in the NCACS.

The Contractor shall obtain the required employee badges and vehicle passes from the Government at his own expense, or daily passes at no additional cost. Each employee shall wear the Government issued badge over the front of the outer clothing. When an employee leaves the Contractor's service, the employee's Passes and Badges shall be returned within 5 calendar days
