1. PROJECT TITLE: Repairs to the HVAC system of Building 23
PROJECT LOCATION: Repairs to the HVAC system of Building 23, Naval Station Newport, RI
2. PROJECT SCOPING AND GENERAL INFORMATION:
Building 23 Naval Health Care New England HVAC Repairs project includes the following within the base bid:
• Existing HVAC system in the Central Sterilization Room and adjacent Decontamination Room is to be revised to better control temperature, humidity, and pressurization by removing them from the main HVAC system and providing their own AHU.
• Existing AHU-4/5 are to be replaced. AHU-4 is located within the attic space of the exterior ambulance port/canopy. AHU-5 is located within a second floor Mechanical Room.
• Existing baseboard radiators throughout B23 require replacement (approximately 1,000 LF).
• Two existing ceiling-mounted split DX units in Laboratory are to be replaced with in-kind units.
2.B. SCOPE OF WORK:
In addition, the following items are included in scope as bid options and are numbered as such in the contract documents:
1. Bid Option #1: Existing isolation valves serving chilled/heating water systems as well as domestic hot/cold water systems are to be replaced.
2. Bid Option #2: Existing supply/return fan motors on AHU-1/2/3 within the Penthouse of B23 are to be replaced.
[bookmark: _GoBack]3. Bid Option #3: Three existing precast decorative concrete fascia panels around the base of the cooling tower have shifted and require restoration to their original location.
The contractor will be limited to work on Sundays or overnight and be required to move furniture and equipment as well as ensure the work area is returned to service the next morning. The contractor will be allowed to shut down the Central Sterilization Room and Decontamination Room for four continuous days after scheduling the shutdown with the building users. A Dust Control and Infection Control Program will also be required of the contractor. (Drawing & door schedule are attached for reference).
2.C. PROVISIONS:

Work hours: All work shall be accomplished during the following:
Weekdays from 7:00 AM. to 5:00 PM. Required to commence work under the contract within [15] calendar days of award. Complete the entire project by 30 August 2017.
Partial Payment:
Partial payment for work accomplished under this contract will not be made. Payment will only be made when the work is (100 percent) complete and accepted by the Government.
CONTRACTOR SHALL:
a. Furnish all labor, transportation, equipment, materials, supplies and supervision to thoroughly complete requested project, and must verify the Statement of Work, (Field measurements) with an on- site visit, prior to bid quote. Once the contract is signed the contractor will be responsible for completing the job in full. 
b. Be responsible for the protection of all existing structures, equipment, finishes, etc. not to be removed as part of this project from damage during construction. Any items not included in the SOW that are damaged or altered during construction shall be restored to their pre-construction condition at the contractor’s expense and verified as such by the Contract Inspector.
c: Be responsible for the removal of all construction debris generated on site. This debris will be removed from Government property in a safe and proper manner to no cost to the Government. The job site will be cleaned on a daily basis. Contact Naval Station Newport’s Environmental Division for specific direction if necessary. 401-841-7561.
d: Strictly adhere to all safety and environmental regulations. EPA, OSHA, EM-385-1-1 as well as all applicable state and local requirements.
