1. The project is called out to be performed on second shift.  Given that the occupancy is listed as office and no work is shown within the occupied areas, can the storm window and related work be performed between 7AM and 5PM?
RESPONSE:  Yes, work related to B44 can be performed between 7AM-5PM.
2. The project is called out to be performed on second shift.  Given that the occupancy is listed as office and no work is shown within the occupied areas, can the site work be performed between 7AM and 5PM?
RESPONSE:  Yes, work related to B44 can be performed between 7AM-5PM.
3. Will disposal and replacement of the top 2 feet of excavated soil at the pipe trench be required in conformance with the soil management plan or has this soil already been replaced?
RESPONSE:  Yes, disposal and replacement of the top soil will be required on this project per the drawings and specs.
4. What is the existing pipe inverts at the manholes?
RESPONSE:  Contractor to determine inverts of existing manholes through use of survey in accordance with General Note 1 on Sheet C-101.
5. Will bypass pumping be required when the pipe is being replaced?
RESPONSE:  Bypass pumping shall be required if work is not complete within a 24-hour period in accordance with General Note 8 on Sheet C-101. Bypass for sewage is required anytime the normal system is down during any
building operating hours.
6. Can the parking lot be cordoned off when work is occurring in the parking lot?
RESPONSE:  Yes, parking areas and loading dock access may be blocked off for work, with 15 days notification.  
7. The basement was noted to not have a sump pump/pit in the basement, and the building user indicated a desire for one.  Is a sump pump and pit to be included as part of the project? 
RESPONSE:  No Required.
8. Specification 01 35 26 calls for the SSHO and QC responsibilities to be performed by separate individuals on site.  Given the size of the project can the SSHO, QC, and Superintendent positions be fulfilled by one qualified individual?
RESPONSE:  Yes, the SSHO, QC and Superintendent can be one qualified individual.
9. Is the EIFS currently under warranty, and if so, who is the warranty through?
RESPONSE:  EIFS is not under warranty.
10. On Sheet A103, the window schedule has a note calling for window type W2A to be single hung while the elevation shows double hung and W2B shows single hung.  Are the elevations for W2A and W2B to be reversed?
RESPONSE:  W2A are single hung windows (single hung windows have a fixed top sash, while the lower sash is operable while double hung windows both upper and lower sash are operable).  W2B are fixed windows.  Information on Sheet A103 are correct as shown.
11. [bookmark: _GoBack]Drawing A-103 calls for 72 W2b on sheets A-101 and A-102 the count appears to be 48 Type W2b which is correct?
RESPONSE:  48 is the correct quantity for 2nd and 3rd floor windows.
12. Section 08 51 69 page (1) AAMA 2603 is a painted finish 
Page 3.2.3.1 is calling for an anodized finish 
Page 2.3.2 is calling for a painted finish
If the existing prime windows are painted to match that color in anodized is not possible we can provide an anodized window however it will not match the existing color the colors are either clear Aluminum or bronze. What anodized color is preferred ? 
RESPONSE:  The existing windows are white.  If you cannot match white, then prefer bronze.
13. Can all work be performed off hours so as to provide better safety for the occupants?

RESPONSE: This project was written up for after hours, and the RFPs asked if it could be     worked during regular hours.  All work can be after hours. The only work that has to be after hours or Saturday is the floor cutting in the basement, due to potential noise.
