This document serves as Amendment  001 to the RFQ.  You are requested to amend your proposal to reflect the following changes:
1. In Statement Of Work For Construction Solicitation, Item 3: Add location Building #23 BUMED Campus – Main Patient Entrance, NAVSTA Newport, RI.

2. In Statement Of Work For Construction Solicitation, Item 5: Change Work Hours to read: “shall only be performed on Saturdays at B1173 from 0700-1700; and Saturdays after 1200 or Sundays from 0700-1700 at B23.”  
3. In Statement Of Work For Construction Solicitation, Item 8, Part II: for doors at B1173, include: “contractor shall remove, store and re-install existing knox box, contractor shall remove and turn over to BUMED existing bar code stickers and “black biscuits” of each existing door; contractor shall remove and turn over to BUMED existing door eye sensors; contractor shall provide all Handicapped required door signage (stickers) for each door; contractor shall provide all electrical services required to support installation of new door; contractor shall complete all work no later than 15 December 2016, Priority of work is at B23.”

4. In Statement Of Work For Construction Solicitation, Item 8, Part II: Add location Building #23 BUMED Campus – Main Patient Entrance, NAVSTA Newport, RI.
5.  In Statement Of Work For Construction Solicitation, Item 8, Part II: Add the following to the scope of work at Building #23 BUMED Campus – Main Patient Entrance, NAVSTA Newport, RI.:

1 ea. HURRICANE IMPACT SLIDING AUTOMATIC DOOR SYSTEM, or similar, that includes:

-Micro-processor control logic with automatic self tuning.

-Electro-mechanical belt drive operator.

-Motion sensor activation.

-Threshold safety presence sensor.

-Doorway holding beam safety.

-Standard hookbolt locking with keyed cylinder on exterior and thumbturn on interior.

-Door will be hurricane impact rated prepped with 9/16" impact rated glass.
-Exterior bipart door will be hurricane impact rated prepped with 9/16"

impact rated glass.

-Painted finish to match existing.

-Door package dimensions to be 135" wide x 94 1/2" high, including metal frame header with attached sensor eye (scope of work does include glazed transom above)
-120 volts AC to inside auto door header 5 amp min.
Scope of work includes:
- an adjustable motion sensor.

- an on-off switch at each set of doors.

- a cylinder and (2) keys for manual locking that match existing key (Bldg 1173 and Bldg 23 exterior doors only).
- a sound-dampening track at each door set.

- weather-stripping/thresholds.
-all Handicapped required door signage (stickers)

-all electrical services required to support installation of new door

-work at B23 shall conducted after 1200 on Saturdays, or Sundays only

-work shall be completed no later than 15 December 2016

-Priority of work is at B23 
Additional work shall include any/and all existing wall and floor patching and wall/ceiling

Painting to match existing, for both Building 23 and Building 1173.
