52.209-9
UPDATES OF PUBLICLY AVAILABLE INFORMATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (JUL 2013)


(a) The Contractor shall update the information in the Federal Awardee Performance and Integrity Information System (FAPIIS) on a semi-annual basis, throughout the life of the contract, by posting the required information in the System for Award Management database at https://www.acquisition.gov .


(b) As required by section 3010 of the Supplemental Appropriations Act, 2010 (Pub.L. 111-212), all information posted in FAPIIS on or after April 15, 2011, except past performance reviews, will be publicly available. FAPIIS consists of two segments-- 



(1) The non-public segment, into which Government officials and the Contractor post information, which can only be viewed by--




(i) Government personnel and authorized users performing business on behalf of the Government; or 




(ii) The Contractor, when viewing data on itself; and 



(2) The publicly-available segment, to which all data in the non-public segment of FAPIIS is automatically transferred after a waiting period of 14 calendar days, except for--




(i) Past performance reviews required by subpart 42.15; 




(ii) Information that was entered prior to April 15, 2011; or 




(iii) Information that is withdrawn during the 14-calendar-day waiting period by the Government official who posted it in accordance with paragraph (c)(1) of this clause.


(c) The Contractor will receive notification when the Government posts new information to the Contractor's record. 



(1) If the Contractor asserts in writing within 7 calendar days, to the Government official who posted the information, that some of the information posted to the non-public segment of FAPIIS is covered by a disclosure exemption under the Freedom of Information Act, the Government official who posted the information must within 7 calendar days remove the posting from FAPIIS and resolve the issue in accordance with agency Freedom of Information procedures, prior to reposting the releasable information. The contractor must cite 52.209-9 and request removal within 7 calendar days of the posting to FAPIIS. 



(2) The Contractor will also have an opportunity to post comments regarding information that has been posted by the Government. The comments will be retained as long as the associated information is retained, i.e., for a total period of 6 years. Contractor comments will remain a part of the record unless the Contractor revises them. 



(3) As required by section 3010 of Pub/ L 111-212, all information posted in FAPIIS on or after April 15, 2011, except past performance reviews, will be publicly available.


(d) Public requests for system information posted prior to April 15, 2011, will be handled under Freedom of Information Act procedures, including, where appropriate, procedures promulgated under E.O. 12600.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-4
CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS -- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAY 2014)


(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights --



(1) Within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and



(2) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item.


(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C.3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Government wide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.


(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties.


(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to the 41 U.S.C. 7109. Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract.


(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference.


(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.


(g) Invoice.



(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include --




(i) Name and address of the Contractor;




(ii) Invoice date and number;




(iii) Contract number, contract line item number and, if applicable, the order number;




(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;




(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;




(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;




(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;




(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and




(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.




(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.





(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.





(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision, contract clause (e.g.,52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer-System for Award Management, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer-Other Than System for Award Management), or applicable agency procedures.





(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by EFT.



(2) Invoices will be handled in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and Office of Management and Budget (OMB) prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.


(h) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings.


(i) Payment.--(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.



(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.



(3) Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT). If the Government makes payment by EFT, see 52.212-5(b) for the appropriate EFT clause.



(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. For the purpose of computing the discount earned, payment shall be considered to have been made on the date which appears on the payment check or the specified payment date if an electronic funds transfer payment is made.



(5) Overpayments. If the Contractor becomes aware of a duplicate contract financing or invoice payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment, the Contractor shall--




(i) Remit the overpayment amount to the payment office cited in the contract along with a description of the overpayment including the--





(A) Circumstances of the overpayment (e.g., duplicate payment, erroneous payment, liquidation errors, date(s) of overpayment);





(B) Affected contract number and delivery order number, if applicable;





(C) Affected contract line item or subline item, if applicable; and





(D) Contractor point of contact.




(ii) Provide a copy of the remittance and supporting documentation to the Contracting Officer.



(6) Interest. (i) All amounts that become payable by the Contractor to the Government under this contract shall bear simple interest from the date due until paid unless paid within 30 days of becoming due. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided 41 U.S.C. 7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.




(ii) The Government may issue a demand for payment to the Contractor upon finding a debt is due under the contract.




(iii) Final decisions. The Contracting Officer will issue a final decision as required by 33.211 if--





(A) The Contracting Officer and the Contractor are unable to reach agreement on the existence or amount of a debt within 30 days;





(B) The Contractor fails to liquidate a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer within the timeline specified in the demand for payment unless the amounts were not repaid because the Contractor has requested an installment payment agreement; or





(C) The Contractor requests a deferment of collection on a debt previously demanded by the Contracting Officer (see 32.607-2).




(iv) If a demand for payment was previously issued for the debt, the demand for payment included in the final decision shall identify the same due date as the original demand for payment.




(v) Amounts shall be due at the earliest of the following dates:





(A) The date fixed under this contract.





(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.




(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--





(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;





(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or





(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.




(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.


(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon:



(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or



(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination.


(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties.


(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work. Subject to the terms of this contract, the Contractor shall be paid a percentage of the contract price reflecting the percentage of the work performed prior to the notice of termination, plus reasonable charges the Contractor can demonstrate to the satisfaction of the Government using its standard record keeping system, have resulted from the termination. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided.


(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience.


(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession.


(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract.


(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items.


(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract.


(r)  Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. 37, Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards; 41 U.S.C. chapter 87, Kickbacks; 41 U.S.C. 4712 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. chapter 21 relating to procurement integrity.


(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order:



(1) The schedule of supplies/services.



(2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause.



(3) The clause at 52.212-5.



(4) Addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software.



(5) Solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation.



(6) Other paragraphs of this clause.



(7) The Standard Form 1449.



(8) Other documents, exhibits, and attachments.



(9) The specification.


(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the SAM database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the SAM database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the SAM does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.



(2)(i) If a Contractor has legally changed its business name, “doing business as” name, or division name (whichever is shown on the contract), or has transferred the assets used in performing the contract, but has not completed the necessary requirements regarding novation and change-of-name agreements in FAR subpart 42.12, the Contractor shall provide the responsible Contracting Officer a minimum of one business day's written notification of its intention to (A) change the name in the SAM database; (B) comply with the requirements of subpart 42.12; and (C) agree in writing to the timeline and procedures specified by the responsible Contracting Officer. The Contractor must provide with the notification sufficient documentation to support the legally changed name.




(ii) If the Contractor fails to comply with the requirements of paragraph (t)(2)(i) of this clause, or fails to perform the agreement at paragraph (t)(2)(i)(C) of this clause, and, in the absence of a properly executed novation or change-of-name agreement, the SAM information that shows the Contractor to be other than the Contractor indicated in the contract will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of Payment” paragraph of the electronic funds transfer (EFT) clause of this contract.



(3) The Contractor shall not change the name or address for EFT payments or manual payments, as appropriate, in the SAM record to reflect an assignee for the purpose of assignment of claims (see Subpart 32.8, Assignment of Claims). Assignees shall be separately registered in the SAM database. Information provided to the Contractor's SAM record that indicates payments, including those made by EFT, to an ultimate recipient other than that Contractor will be considered to be incorrect information within the meaning of the “Suspension of payment” paragraph of the EFT clause of this contract.

(u) Unauthorized Obligations. (1) Except as stated in paragraph (u)(2) of this clause, when any supply or service acquired under this contract is subject to any End User License Agreement (EULA), Terms of Service (TOS), or similar legal instrument or agreement, that includes any clause requiring the Government to indemnify the Contractor or any person or entity for damages, costs, fees, or any other loss or liability that would create an Anti-Deficiency Act violation (31 U.S.C. 1341), the following shall govern: 




(i) Any such clause is unenforceable against the Government. 

 


(ii) Neither the Government nor any Government authorized end user shall be deemed to have agreed to such clause by virtue of it appearing in the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement. If the  EULA. TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement is invoked through an "I agree" click box or other comparable mechanism (e.g., "click-wrap" or "browse-wrap" agreements), execution does not bind the Government or any Government authorized end user to such clause. 




(iii) Any such clause is deemed to be stricken from the EULA, TOS, or similar legal instrument or agreement.

“Commercial item” means a product or service that satisfies the definition of commercial item in section 2.101 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation.


“Commercial plan” means a subcontracting plan (including goals) that covers the offeror's fiscal year and that applies to the entire production of commercial items sold by either the entire company or a portion thereof (e.g., division, plant, or product line).

“Electronic Subcontracting Reporting System (eSRS)” means the Governmentwide, electronic, web-based system for small business subcontracting program reporting. The eSRS is located at http://www.esrs.gov .


“Indian tribe” means any Indian tribe, band, group, pueblo, or community, including native villages and native groups (including corporations organized by Kenai, Juneau, Sitka, and Kodiak) as defined in the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act (43 U.S.C.A. 1601 et seq.), that is recognized by the Federal Government as eligible for services from the Bureau of Indian Affairs in accordance with 25 U.S.C. 1452(c). This definition also includes Indian-owned economic enterprises that meet the requirements of 25 U.S.C. 1452(e).


“Individual contract plan” means a subcontracting plan that covers the entire contract period (including option periods), applies to a specific contract, and has goals that are based on the offeror's planned subcontracting in support of the specific contract except that indirect costs incurred for common or joint purposes may be allocated on a prorated basis to the contract.

If the offeror is submitting an individual contract plan, the plan must separately address subcontracting with small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns with a separate part for the basic contract and separate parts for each option (if any). The plan shall be included in and made a part of the resultant contract. The subcontracting plan shall be negotiated within the time specified by the Contracting Officer. Failure to submit and negotiate the subcontracting plan shall make the offeror ineligible for award of a contract.


(d) The offeror's subcontracting plan shall include the following:



(1) Goals, expressed in terms of percentages of total planned subcontracting dollars, for the use of small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns as subcontractors. The offeror shall include all subcontracts that contribute to contract performance, and may include a proportionate share of products and services that are normally allocated as indirect costs. In accordance with 43 U.S.C. 1626:




(i) Subcontracts awarded to an ANC or Indian tribe shall be counted towards the subcontracting goals for small business and small disadvantaged business (SDB) concerns, regardless of the size or Small Business Administration certification status of the ANC or Indian tribe.




(ii) Where one or more subcontractors are in the subcontract tier between the prime contractor and the ANC or Indian tribe, the ANC or Indian tribe shall designate the appropriate contractor(s) to count the subcontract towards its small business and small disadvantaged business subcontracting goals.

(D) If the Contracting Officer does not receive a copy of the ANC's or the Indian tribe's written designation within 30 days of the subcontract award, the Contractor that awarded the subcontract to the ANC or Indian tribe will be considered the designated Contractor.



(2) A statement of --




(i) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted for an individual contract plan; or the offeror's total projected sales, expressed in dollars, and the total value of projected subcontracts to support the sales for a commercial plan;




(ii) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to small business concerns (including ANC and Indian tribes);



(iii) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to veteran-owned small business concerns;




(iv) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to service-disabled veteran-owned small business;




(v) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to HUBZone small business concerns;




(vi) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to small disadvantaged business concerns (including ANCs and Indian tribes); and




(vii) Total dollars planned to be subcontracted to women-owned small business concerns.



(3) A description of the principal types of supplies and services to be subcontracted, and an identification of the types planned for subcontracting to --




(i) Small business concerns,




(ii) Veteran-owned small business concerns;




(iii) Service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns;




(iv) HUBZone small business concerns;




(v) Small disadvantaged business concerns, and




(vi) Women-owned small business concerns.



(4) A description of the method used to develop the subcontracting goals in paragraph (d)(1) of this clause.



(5) A description of the method used to identify potential sources for solicitation purposes (e.g., existing company source lists, the System for Award Management database (SAM), veterans service organizations, the National Minority Purchasing Council Vendor Information Service, the Research and Information Division of the Minority Business Development Agency in the Department of Commerce, or small, HUBZone, small disadvantaged, and women-owned small business trade associations). A firm may rely on the information contained in SAM as an accurate representation of a concern's size and ownership characteristics for the purposes of maintaining a small, veteran-owned small, service-disabled veteran-owned small, HUBZone small, small disadvantaged, and women-owned small business source list. Use of SAM as its source list does not relieve a firm of its responsibilities (e.g., outreach, assistance, counseling, or publicizing subcontracting opportunities) in this clause.



(6) A statement as to whether or not the offeror included indirect costs in establishing subcontracting goals, and a description of the method used to determine the proportionate share of indirect costs to be incurred with --




(i) Small business concerns (including ANC and Indian tribes);




(ii) Veteran-owned small business concerns;




(iii) Service-disabled veteran-owned small business concerns;




(iv) HUBZone small business concerns;




(v) Small disadvantaged business concerns (including ANC and Indian tribes); and




(vi) Women-owned small business concerns.



(7) The name of the individual employed by the offeror who will administer the offeror's subcontracting program, and a description of the duties of the individual.



(8) A description of the efforts the offeror will make to assure that small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns have an equitable opportunity to compete for subcontracts.



(9) Assurances that the offeror will include the clause of this contract entitled "Utilization of Small Business Concerns" in all subcontracts that offer further subcontracting opportunities, and that the offeror will require all subcontractors (except small business concerns) that receive subcontracts in excess of $650,000 ($1,500,000 for construction of any public facility with further subcontracting possibilities) to adopt a plan similar to the plan that complies with the requirements of this clause.



(10) Assurances that the offeror will --




(i) Cooperate in any studies or surveys as may be required;




(ii) Submit periodic reports so that the Government can determine the extent of compliance by the offeror with the subcontracting plan;

Reporting shall be in accordance with this clause, or as provided in agency regulations;




(iv) Ensure that its subcontractors with subcontracting plans agree to submit the ISR and/or the SSR using eSRS;




(v) Provide its prime contract number, its DUNS number, and the e-mail address of the offeror's official responsible for acknowledging receipt of or rejecting the ISRs, to all first-tier subcontractors with subcontracting plans so they can enter this information into the eSRS when submitting their ISRs; and




(vi) Require that each subcontractor with a subcontracting plan provide the prime contract number, its own DUNS number, and the e-mail address of the subcontractor's official responsible for acknowledging receipt of or rejecting the ISRs, to its subcontractors with subcontracting plans.

(A) Trade associations;





(B) Business development organizations;





(C) Conferences and trade fairs to locate small, HUBZone small, small disadvantaged, and women-owned small business sources; and





(D) Veterans service organizations.




(v) Records of internal guidance and encouragement provided to buyers through --





(A) Workshops, seminars, training, etc., and





(B) Monitoring performance to evaluate compliance with the program's requirements.




(vi) On a contract-by-contract basis, records to support award data submitted by the offeror to the Government, including the name, address, and business size of each subcontractor. Contractors having commercial plans need not comply with this requirement.


(e) In order to effectively implement this plan to the extent consistent with efficient contract performance, the Contractor shall perform the following functions:



(1) Assist small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business,     HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns by arranging solicitations, time for the preparation of bids, quantities, specifications, and delivery schedules so as to facilitate the participation by such concerns. Where the Contractor's lists of potential small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business subcontractors are excessively long, reasonable effort shall be made to give all such small business concerns an opportunity to compete over a period of time.



(2) Provide adequate and timely consideration of the potentialities of small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns in all "make-or-buy" decisions.



(3) Counsel and discuss subcontracting opportunities with representatives of small business, veteran-owned small business, service-disabled veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business firms.



(4) Confirm that a subcontractor representing itself as a HUBZone small business concern is identified as a certified HUBZone small business concern by accessing the System for Award Management (SAM) database or by contacting SBA.



(5) Provide notice to subcontractors concerning penalties and remedies for misrepresentations of business status as small, veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small, small disadvantaged or women-owned small business for the purpose of obtaining a subcontract that is to be included as part or all of a goal contained in the Contractor's subcontracting plan.



(6) For all competitive subcontracts over the simplified acquisition threshold in which a small business concern received a small business preference, upon determination of the successful subcontract offeror, the Contractor must inform each unsuccessful small business subcontract offeror in writing of the name and location of the apparent successful offeror prior to award of the contract.


(f) A master plan on a plant or division-wide basis that contains all the elements required by paragraph (d) of this clause, except goals, may be incorporated by reference as a part of the subcontracting plan required of the offeror by this clause; provided --

C.2 - WORK STATEMENT
(a) 
GENERAL SCOPE: The objective of this document is to specify requirements to contract C-37B Pilot Training (a Navy configured Gulfstream G-550), C-37B Maintenance Training, C-37B Crew Chief training, C-37B Flight Attendant/Emergency training, and Pilot International Procedures (non-aircraft specific) training. Attachment 1 is a description of the C-37B configuration and emergency equipment. The following individual non-aircraft specific training courses are required: Pilot Initial International Procedures Training, Pilot Recurrent International Procedures Training, and Emergency Vision Assurances System (EVAS) Training course.  The following C-37B specific individual courses are required: C-37A/B (G-V/G-550) Differences Training, C-37B (G-550) Pilot Initial Training, C-37B (G-550) Pilot Recurrent Training, C-37B (G-550) Maintenance Initial Training, C-37B (G-550) Crew Chief Recurrent Training, Flight Attendant/Emergency Initial Training, and Flight Attendant/Emergency Recurrent Training. The C-37B courses must be presented at a Title 14 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 142 certified training center for the Gulfstream G-550 aircraft at time of training.  For all courses, the contractor shall provide: all the necessary facilities, certified instructors, management personnel, scheduling/ administrative personnel; materials; rights for use of materials for this contracted training, training devices, simulators; and courseware/materials needed for each course.  Pilot Initial course attendees will be designated Military Aviators.  C-37B Pilot Recurrent course attendees will be qualified C-37 Pilot-in-Command or Second Pilot military aviators that will have normally completed the C-37A/B Pilot Initial Course.  Courses are stand-alone in that no contractor, pre-arrival training requirements of the trainee will be allowed.  Courses may be existing, commercial-off-the-shelf (COTS) training courses modified to meet specific requirements delineated herein.  All training courses shall be taught in compliance with the C-37 Model Manager Approved Training Syllabi (ATS) (refer to Section C, (c)(2)(iv)).

REQUIREMENTS:

(1)  
COURSES:  The following courses shall be provided:

(i)
C-37B (G-550) Pilot Initial Training Course:  The C-37B (G-550) Pilot Initial Training course shall be conducted for each trainee in accordance with the ATS.  Training will be performed at a contractor provided facility within a continuous period not to exceed 27 consecutive days (24 training days).  The Pilot Initial course shall consist of, at a minimum, administration/check-in and lessons in general aircraft systems which include:

(A) General Aircraft/Preflight 

(B) Air, Environmental, Pneumatic, Pressurization, and Oxygen Systems 

(C) Anti-Ice, De-ice and Foul Weather Procedures

(D) Automatic Flight Systems

(E) Communications

(F) Electrical System

(G) Engines, APU, Thrust Reversers

(H) Fire Protection/Overheat Detection/Suppression

(I) Flight Controls

(J) Avionics; Flight Instrument Systems, Displays, Flight Management, Navigation

(K) Fuel System

(L) Hydraulic Systems

(M) Landing Gear and Brakes System

(N) Warning (Fire/Master) Systems

(O) Lighting Systems

(P) Aircraft Performance/Computations/Checklists

(Q) Flight Planning/Weight and Balance Computations

(R) Crew Resource Management (CRM)

(S) Emergency Procedures, Emergency Equipment, Air stairs, Doors, Windows

The C-37B (G-550) Pilot Initial Training course shall also include Category II approach and Enhanced Visual System (EVS) academic training; cockpit familiarization training; part task trainer (PTT) sessions; simulator sessions; course exam and completion of a course evaluation.  The C-37B (G-550) Pilot Initial course shall minimally include eight (8) 6.0-hour simulator periods (48.0 hours), each consisting of a 1.0 hour pre-brief, 4.0 hours flight simulator time divided equally between the right and left seat (2.0-hours each seat), and a 1.0-hour debrief.  Heads-up Guidance System (HGS) /Heads-Up-Display (HUD) training should be provided throughout all simulator training periods or in at least one dedicated simulator period.  EVS and Category II approach training shall be conducted during at least one simulator sessions.  In addition to these simulator periods, each crew of two pilots shall jointly receive a minimum of 4.0-hours (divided equally between right/Pilot Flying (PF) and left/Pilot Non-Flying (PNF) seat) in a PTT or higher-level training device (i.e., simulator) to address specific aircraft systems (e.g., avionics, FMS).  Pilots completing the proficiency training/course shall have reviewed and practiced all areas and maneuvers as defined under 14 CFR Part 61 for Pilot-in-Command/Second-in-Command for a FAA Type Rating. Receipt of a FAA type or ATP rating or FAA check flight certificate is not a course requirement.  

(ii)
 C-37A/B (G-V/G-550) Differences Training.   The C-37A/B (G-V/G-550) Differences Training course shall be conducted for each trainee in accordance with the ATS.  Training will be performed at a contractor provided facility within a continuous period not to exceed 1.0 consecutive day (1.0 training day).  Training shall emphasize the differences (cockpit, avionics, flight characteristics and procedures, etc.) between the C-37A (G-V) and the C-37B (G-550). Pilots transitioning from the C-37A (G-V)  to the C-37B shall have completed C-37A (G-V) Initial Pilot Training prior to attending C-37B (G-550) Differences Training.  Those pilots transitioning from the C-37B (G-550) to the C-37A (G-V) shall have completed C-37B (G-550) Initial Pilot Training. Pilots attending C-37A/B (G-V/G-550) Differences Training shall  attend, in conjunction, the applicable C-37A/B (G-V/G-550) Pilot Recurrent Training Course. 

(iii)  C-37B (G-550) Pilot / Crew Chief Recurrent Training Course:  The C-37B (G-550) Pilot/Crew Chief Recurrent Training course shall be conducted for each trainee in accordance with the ATS.  Training will be performed at a contractor provided facility within a continuous period not to exceed 5.0 consecutive days (5.0 training days).  The C-37B (G-550) Pilot/Crew Chief Recurrent Training course shall minimally be 32.0 training hours in length consisting of: administration /check-in, lessons in general aircraft systems review (refer to paragraph (b)(1)(i)) and aircraft updates/lessons learned, RVSM, simulator sessions to include EVS and Category II  approach review and practice, and a course completion evaluation.  The C-37B (G-550) Pilot Recurrent course shall minimally include three (3) 6.0-hour simulator periods (18.0 hours), each consisting of a 1.0-hour pre-brief, 4.0- hours flight simulator time divided equally between the right and left seat (2.0-hours each seat), and a 1.0-hour debrief.  At least one simulator period shall include Category II approach training with a minimum of 2.0-hour pre-brief in order to conduct Category II recurrent ground training.  Pilots completing this proficiency training/course shall have reviewed FAA requirements under 14 CFR Part 61 for Pilot-in-Command and Second-in-Command for an FAA Type Rating.  Receipt of an FAA type or ATP rating or FAA check flight certificate is not a course requirement.  Crew Chiefs, when scheduled, must attend training concurrently with a pilot.  Crew Chiefs will sit behind the pilot during simulator periods and perform duties per the C-37A/B NATOPS.  Simulator training will minimally include training in applicable checklists, ground procedures, Visual Flight and Instrument Flight Rules procedures and events, Category II approaches, balanced/unbalanced flight, emergency procedures, and Crew Resource Management.  A NATOPS qualified Instructor/Evaluator will be provided for those pilots requiring a NATOPS check ride.

(iv)  C-37B (G-550) Maintenance Initial Training Course:  The C-37B (G-550) Maintenance Initial Training Course shall be conducted for each trainee in accordance with the ATS.  Training will be performed at a contractor provided facility not to exceed 20 training days.  The C-37B (G-550) Maintenance Initial Training Course shall minimally be 140 hours in length consisting of:  administration/check-in; classroom and practical training and repair applications on C-37B (G-550) aircraft systems with focus on aircraft systems, trouble shooting, problem solving, and functional check procedures per Air Transport Association (ATA)-100 and Gulfstream Aerospace G-550 Maintenance Publications/Maintenance Plans; Part Task Trainer or simulator training; and cockpit familiarization (using a Cockpit Familiarization Trainer) applicable to maintenance and ground handling.  Hands-on aircraft parts/systems shall be used when possible.  The course shall minimally include 4.0 hours instruction in a Part Task Trainer or simulator (i.e., 1.0 hour pre/post brief and 3.0 hours of training device/simulator time) time to include training in systems checks and maintenance-required levels of operation.  The PTT/simulator training shall minimally include:  Pre-start/Ground Checks Lists; Normal start/shutdown; normal ground run; start malfunctions; crank cycles; engine fires; Reverse Check; and miscellaneous system malfunctions.  Trainees must pass a final exam.  The C-37B (G-550) Maintenance Initial Training Course shall be capable of meeting ATA 104 Level III or higher criteria.  Aircraft systems shall minimally include:

(v)  Pilot Initial International Procedures Course:  The non-aircraft specific Pilot Initial International Procedures course shall be conducted for each trainee in accordance with the ATS. Training shall be performed at a contractor provided facility within a continuous period not to exceed 3.0 consecutive days (a maximum of 3.0 training days). The Pilot Initial International Procedures course shall minimally be 17.0 training hours in length and will include training in International and Special Use Airspace procedures as specified in the current FAA Order 8900.1, Flight Standards Information Management System (FSIMS). Training shall include, but not limited too: International Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) rules, regulations and standards, flight planning, customs and entry requirements, navigation, oceanic flight procedures, communication, emergency procedures, terminal procedures, RVSM, Minimum Navigation Performance Specification (MNPS) and Required Navigation Performance (RNP) 5 & 10 airspaces.
(vi)  Pilot Recurrent International Procedures Course:  The non-aircraft specific Pilot Recurrent International Procedures training shall be a one (1) day course conducted at a contractor provided facility. The Pilot Refresher course shall minimally be 7.0 training hours in length and include a review of International and Special Use Airspace procedures as specified in the current FAA Order 8900.1, Flight Standards Information Management System (FSIMS). Training shall include, but not limited to: review of basic and updated International Operations and emergency procedures, regulatory and technological changes, oceanic flight, navigation, flight planning, equipment requirements, communications procedures, customs, RVSM, MNPS, and RNP-5 & 10 airspaces.
(vii)  Flight Attendant/Emergency Initial Training course:  The C-37B Flight Attendant/Emergency 

Initial Training course shall be conducted for each trainee in accordance with the ATS.   Training shall 

consist of a core curriculum of a commercial FAA course approved under 14 CFR Part 135 and/or 14 CFR 

Part 91.  All course requirements must be completed to successfully complete the course Training shall consist of classroom training, cabin trainer training, and in-pool water survival training.  The contractor shall provide all equipment, training materials, training devices/simulators, training aids, pool facilities, scheduling, administration, supervision, instructors, facilities and other items and services for the training of the C-37B aircrew flight attendants.  The training shall not exceed a total of five (5) consecutive days of training and shall minimally consist of 32 hours of training time.  The course shall minimally include the following as they apply to the C-37B:
(A)  Abnormal situations (ground and in-flight, unplanned/planned, landing/ditching)

(B) Evacuation/emergency exits (requires a training device that simulates a medium size cabin aircraft with  

      sound, motion and smoke simulation capability). 

(C)  Sea survival and emergency/flotation equipment use/familiarization /hypothermia

(D)  HAZMAT materials/cargo

(E)  First Aid/illness/injury/exposure

(F)  Aircraft emergency equipment application and utilization (emergency radios, emergency oxygen, 

        breathing equipment, extinguishers, fire suppression)

(G) Aircraft cabin controls Flight Attendant Duties and Responsibilities including serving 

       etiquette/protocol/menu training 

(I)   Crew Coordination and communications

(J)   Passenger safety briefings

(K)  C-37B (Gulfstream 550) standard equipment

(L)  Applicable Federal Aviation Administration regulations

 (viii)  Flight Attendant/Emergency Recurrent Training:  The C-37B Flight Attendant/Emergency Recurrent course shall be conducted for each trainee in accordance with the ATS.  The recurrent course shall address all areas required, except where noted, in a 14 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 135 course as described in the Air Transportation Safety Inspector’s Handbook 8400.10.  The recurrent training shall consist of a core curriculum of a commercial FAA course approved under 14 CFR Part 135.  Training shall consist of a review of emergency situations, cabin trainer training, and in-pool water survival training.  The contractor shall provide all equipment, training materials, training devices/simulators, training aids, pool facilities, scheduling, administration, supervision, instructors, facilities and other items and services for the training of the C-37B flight attendants.  The training shall not exceed three (3) days of training and shall minimally consist of 24 hours of training time.  

           (ix)   Simulator Periods:  Additional simulator periods shall be used as required to perform additional 

Training proficiency examinations, pilot upgrades, or NATOPS qualifying simulator checks.  FAA check  

flights are not authorized and no additional costs above and beyond normal simulator periods shall be 

incurred. 

(x)  Emergency Vision Assurances System (EVAS) Training:  The Emergency Vision Assurances System (EVAS) Initial Pilot Training course shall be conducted for each trainee in accordance with the ATS. Training shall be performed at a contractor provided facility within a continuous period not to exceed 2.5 hours. The EVAS Initial Pilot Training shall consist of: administration/check-in, and lessons in EVAS systems overview including; components, controls, indicators and limitations, and a demonstration of operation in both normal and abnormal/emergency situations.  The EVAS Initial Pilot Course shall minimally include one (1) 1.25 hour simulator period consisting of .25 hour brief/debrief and 1.0 hours of  flight simulator time divided equally between the right and left seat (.5 hours each seat).  The flight simulator period shall minimally include the use of EVAS during an emergency, donning of the equipment, aircraft emergency checklist, flight procedures utilizing EVAS, deflation and stowing of the EVAS components. EVAS training is not aircraft specific and may be conducted in any available flight simulator.   

(2)  
OTHER REQUIREMENTS:

(i)
Daily Training Schedule and Crew Rest: The normal length of a training day is 10.5 hours including lunch.  It may be increased up to 1.5 additional hours for a total of 12.0 hours with the trainee’s written consent and the telephone/telefax consent of the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) or C-37 Model Manager. No training shall be conducted between the period of 2:00AM and 5:00AM.   The contractor shall insure the daily schedule allows for sufficient trainee rest, and provides for maintenance of trainee's circadian rhythms (a minimum of 9.0 consecutive hours of rest each day).  No more than a maximum of six (6.0) consecutive training days will occur without a minimum of 24.0 continuous hours’ time off to allow for absorption of material and rest. 

Note:  For the C-37B Maintenance Initial Training Course the daily training day length may be extended to 12.0 hours for up to two (2) days (contractor’s choice) in order to conduct ground school and simulator training.  Should these extended days be determined by the COR to be an issue with effective training, the contractor agrees to revise the curriculum daily schedule so all training days remain within the 10.5 hours/day parameter.

(ii)  All maneuvers/procedures shall be in accordance with the FAA approved Gulfstream G-550 OEM's AOM; however, the C-37B NATOPS manual, checklist, and/or Navy Standard Operating /Supplemental Procedures (provided by the Government) shall take precedence over the AOM.  Navy manuals, procedures and checklists shall take precedence over the OEM's AOM.  The C-37 Model Manager shall provide the contractor 4 copies (or one electronic copy) and subsequent updates for the Navy C-37B documents when available.  Trainees will bring their own copy of Navy manuals (NATOPS/Supplements) to C-37B pilot classes.   All C-37B pilot courses shall use and train on both DOD Approach Plates (Government furnished) and Jeppessen (Contractor furnished).  The Government C-37 Model Manager will provide a set of DOD approach plates to the contractor (out of date approach plates are allowed).

(iii)  Trainee Course Evaluation:  Each trainee will complete a course evaluation form at the end of each course (before leaving the training facility).  Evaluation form format and content shall be approved by the COR.  It will become part of the End-of-Course deliverable submission. Refer to paragraph (c)(2)(iii).

(iv)  Course Exams: For courses where a course exam is delineated the minimum passing score shall be 70% out of a possible 100% total.

(v)  Course Trainee Manuals: Each trainee shall receive a trainee Course Manual to keep after the course is completed.  The course student manual shall be included in the ATS.  Refer to paragraph (c)(2)(iv).

(vi)  Location:  Training sites must be within 30 minutes of commercial lodging and eating establishments and readily accessible to a commercial airport.  Training shall take place in an environmentally conducive, contractor facility for training.

(vii)  Trainee performance during training shall be evaluated and documented by the contractor and submitted with required end-of-course submissions.  Refer to paragraph (c)(2)(iii).

(viii) C-37B pilot simulator periods shall minimally include all maneuvers and procedures required by 14 CFR Part 142, Air Transport Pilot Practical Test Standards (FAA-S-8081-5), and by 14 CFR Part 61 for Pilot-in-Command and Second-in-Command for a Type Rating/ATP FAA certification with the exception of a check-flight.  Normal and abnormal, VFR and IFR, ground and in-flight, dual and single engine, and emergency maneuvers and procedures shall be covered in the simulator periods. 

(ix)  C-37B Trainee Simulator Flight Performance Criteria:  Simulator flight performance standards shall minimally be at the Commercial pilot level for the C-37B Pilot Initial Training course and the Type Rating/Air Transport Pilot (ATP) level for the C-37B Pilot Recurrent Training course.  NATOPS flight evaluation criteria shall be used for those pilot trainees requiring a NATOPS flight evaluation. 

(x) 
Major equipment required for C-37B Pilot training are:

(A) CFT:  The contractor shall provide for all pilot courses a Cockpit Familiarization Trainer/(CFT-low-cost mockup) or equivalent higher order training device (e.g., simulator) depicting cockpit equipment controls for trainee’s to practice equipment identification, procedures and checklists.  The CFT shall be of a size to accurately/realistically depict the aircraft cockpit.  

(B)  PTT:  The contractor shall provide a Part Task Trainer (PTT) or higher order training device/simulator in courses where a requirement is delineated, that depicts an applicable cockpit system(s) (e.g., avionics, FMS, electronics) and has student input and trainer system indications/responses (action-reactions capability).

(C)  Flight Simulator:  For C-37B Pilot Initial and Pilot/Crew Chief Recurrent Training courses, the contractor shall provide for courses, where identified, the applicable Gulfstream G-550 flight simulator whose performance capabilities minimally meets all training and flight requirements defined in 14 CFR Part 121 and 61.  The simulators shall be certified Level “D” or higher under Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Advisory Circular 120-40 and/or 14 CFR Part 60.  All required capabilities of 14 CFR Part 121 and 61, and FAA Advisory Circular 120-40 and/or 14 CFR Part 60 shall remain in full force and effect for the duration of the contract period of performance.  The contractor is required to advise the C-37 Model Manager, Commander Naval Air Reserve Force Program Manager, and COR in writing of any changes in FAA simulator certifications/re-certifications, upgrades, modifications, or changes that may impact on simulator capabilities.  Each simulator shall have freeze/reset capability.  The contractor shall be responsible for providing simulator maintenance to insure device availability.  

(D)  The contractor shall provide all C-37B (Gulfstream G-550) emergency and water survival equipment to complete the Flight Attendant Initial and Recurrent Training courses, which shall minimally include:

(1) Cabin Training Device/Simulator:  The contractor shall provide a corporate jet cabin (with fidelity to a Gulfstream G-550) training device/simulator that will be used for aircraft emergencies, evacuation and fire drills.  The cabin training device/simulator shall have motion, sound and smoke capability.  It shall have video debrief capability.  

(2) The contractor shall provide an environmentally conducive swimming pool for water survival and equipment drills.  Drills shall minimally include deployment and use of water survival equipment.

(xi)  Although some Computer Based Training (CBT) is acceptable, the majority of classroom and practical application training shall be interactive and instructor led.

(xii) All courses shall be presented as delineated in the ATS.  Should training be required prior to final approval of the training syllabus, the syllabus proposed will be acceptable for that training (at no additional charge).

 ADMINISTRATION AND DELIVERABLES:

(1) 
 ADMINISTRATION:  

(i) 
Scheduling:  At least 60 days prior to the beginning of each government fiscal year (October through September), the COR shall provide the contractor an annual estimated quota requirement for the upcoming government fiscal year.

At least 90 days prior to the beginning of each quarter, the Contractor shall provide class availability dates to the Government scheduling POCs and accept draft schedules from them.  The names and contact information of the Government scheduling POCs will be provided to the contractor by the COR/ACOR.  Draft schedules shall be completed through the Government scheduling POCs and contractor.  The draft schedules are non-binding.

At least 45 days prior to the quarter, the contractor shall send the negotiated draft schedule to the COR/ACOR who will then assign CTN numbers and send the completed schedule back to the contractor and the Government scheduling POCs for confirmation.  After assignment of CTNs and confirmation, all schedules become binding.  Any changes made to the schedule after confirmation by both the contractor and the Government scheduling POC’s must be in writing (email/telefax) and approved by the COR/ACOR.

(ii)  The purchase unit for all training courses will be per individual "person" (student trainee) for all courses. The Government will strive to send full crews (two pilots) to the C-37B Pilot Initial and full crews (two pilots and one Crew Chief) to the C-37B Pilot/Crew Chief Recurrent Training course classes.  In the event there is a lone/non-paired Military pilot, pairing with another military or civilian student (when available) is acceptable to allow for both PF and PNF PTT and simulator training.  In this pairing instance, the lone/non-paired pilot shall receive both the PF and PNF portions of the PTT and simulator training.   When this pairing is done, the checklist applicable to the PF will be used.  If there are no military or civilian students available to pair with the lone pilot, the Government will send a Qualified Pilot (at no additional charge) to sit in the right seat/PNF portion of PTT and simulator training.  The lone pilot shall receive left seat/PF only portions of PTT and simulator training.  Crew Chief training shall not be conducted in the case of a lone/non-paired pilot unless the C-37 Military pilot can be paired with another military pilot who agrees to the Crew Chief training.  The Government will provide a NATOPS qualified Instructor/Evaluator for those pilots that require a NATOPS check ride. 

(iii)  Class periodicity shall be scheduled to allow for year-round availability that meets maximum trainee throughput rates delineated in paragraph (d) with allowances for surges in quarterly average (possible higher throughput during summer months).  

(iv)  Cancellation of Quotas:  The Government may unilaterally cancel any scheduled trainee quota up to 30 calendar days (or less as proposed by offeror) prior to the scheduled start date of a class at no cost to the Government.  If the Government quota cancellation is made 29 days or less prior to the start of the training, the contractor shall be paid the unit price for that particular class, provided the contractor is unable to fill the canceled quota from another source (e.g. military or civilian), and further provided that this unfilled quota is substantiated in the supporting documentation (i.e. "Contractor Certificate Letter of Training") attached to the invoice.  In the case of an emergency (i.e. death, injury, illness, mission essential task, or any emergency which requires the scheduled training to be cancelled in the best interest of the Government), the Government will not be liable for payment.   The "NO SHOWS", or cancelled quotas that could not be filled, shall be noted in the "Contractor Certificate Letter of Training."

(v)  If the contractor determines that a trainee is failing or experiencing serious difficulties, the contractor shall

immediately advise the COR.  In the event the contractor feels the student should be removed from training, the contractor shall submit a written (email/facsimile) request for removal, specifying the basis, to the COR for approval.  If the request for removal is approved by the COR, the Government will make full payment to the contractor for said training as if the removed student had completed the training.  However, the contractor is obligated to complete the training for the remaining crew member(s) attending the course.

 (vi)   Quality Assurance Surveillance Plan  (QASP) - Quality Assurance shall be performed per the QASP, attached hereto.

(2)  
DELIVERABLES:  The contractor shall provide:

(i)   Course availability dates and quota scheduling information as required to the COR and/or COR designated scheduling POCs and/or government designated source.  This shall include, but not be restricted to, periodic class quota assignment status reports with course dates when requested by the COR.

(ii)   Class Roster:  A class roster shall be provided to the COR no more than three hours after each course start time via facsimile (FAX) or email.  “No Shows” or unfulfilled assigned CTN’s should be noted and brought to the COR’s attention as soon as possible.    The roster shall minimally include the following information: contractor name/training site location/contractor point-of-contact, course title, course start/end date, trainee/student's name & rank, CTN, student's military command and student’s name/address/phone number. 

(iii)   End-of-Course Package:  A full End-of-Course package shall be mailed or emailed to the COR and C-37B aircraft Model Manager no later than 15 working days after the final day of the course training.  Refer to Section F, paragraph (a)(4) for addresses.  The Government shall have 15 working days from receipt to review and accept/reject the packages.  Each trainee shall receive an abbreviated End-of-Course package no later than 15 working days after the final day of the course training.  This shall consist of the trainee’s original Diploma/Certificate of Course Completion and the trainee’s Training Performance Summary (for their military training record).  Trainee addresses are available on the class roster.   The full End-of-Course packages shall consist of the following:

(A)   Contractor Certification Letter of Training: Upon completion of each course, the contractor shall prepare a “Contractor Certification Letter of Training.”  This company letterhead certification letter shall include the following minimum information and certifications:  Name, rank, and command of each Trainee/student; course title, location of training; start/end dates, CTN, Trainee status (completed, dropped, no show, chargeable cancellation, or non-chargeable cancellation), contract/delivery order number; title/signature of the contractor’s site manager; a statement certifying that all aspects of the training were in conformance with the contract requirements, the quantity of students trained; and any other information relevant to the contractor's or trainee’s performance for that course under the contract.  

(B)  A Diploma/Certificate of Completion shall be prepared for each Trainee who has satisfactorily completed all of the course’s objectives that minimally includes trainee’s name, course title, contractor’s name, date of training completions, and signature of contractor manager with title. 

(C)  A Training Performance Summary shall be prepared for each Trainee that has completed any of the course’s objectives.  The following shall be included for pilot training: course name and length, description/list/ number of significant training events/subject areas completed, IFR/VFR events, simulator/flight time/landing/approaches performance, and successful completion of International Procedures training if applicable. 

(D)  Trainee Course Evaluation (original copy goes to the COR).  The contractor shall provide each student with a Course Evaluation Form to complete at the end of each class.  The format shall be approved by the COR.  No Diploma/Certificate of Training or Training Performance Summary will be given until the trainee/student has completed and returned the Course Critique Form.

(iv)  Approved Training Syllabi (ATS).  The contractor shall maintain and provide an ATS for each course.   The C-37 Model Manager will use the ATS as a baseline to monitor training.  Modifications to the ATS shall be submitted to the C-37 Model Manager via the COR when required.   The contractor shall insure the ATS reflects the latest modifications as identified in FAA requirements, aircraft manufacturer guidance/manual and as directed by the Navy C-37 Model Manager for Navy specific requirements.  The contractor shall submit to the COR and C-37 Model Manager for approval an initial submission of the Training Syllabi for each course 15 working days after contract award.  The Government shall have 15 working days from date of receipt to review submissions and provide any amendments to the contractor.  The final Approved Training Syllabus (subsequent submission) shall be provided with any amendments to COR and C-37 Model Manager 15 working days after receipt or the signed/amended Preliminary Training Syllabus. Each course Training Syllabi submitted shall include:  

(1)   Course training objective 

(2)   Length of course and lessons

(3)   Course daily event/lesson hourly break-out

(4)   Course lessons/event/simulator period training subject outlines that demonstrates scope of each subject lesson content and procedures/maneuvers for each training event (ground school events, simulator period events)

(5)  Trainee/Course Student Manual (minimally consisting of a course schedule, course lesson/training event/simulator period outlines, list of references and supplemental amplifying materials (Each trainee shall receive a Course Student Manual to keep)

(6)  Course completion/ performance standards

(7)  List of course training aids/devices

(8)  Course simulator FAA certifications/level ( for courses involving simulator training)

(9)  Training Center 14 CFR Part 142 certification.  

(v) 
 The Contractor shall provide each pilot trainee in the C-37B Pilot Initial and Recurrent courses a current copy of the OEM's Gulfstream G-550 AOM (Vol. 1 Operation Manuals, Vol. 2 Operation Manuals, Quick Reference Handbook, and Flight Crew Training Manual) to use only during course training. 

(vi) A joint Government/Contractor post-award meeting may be conducted at the Contractor’s facility upon the Government’s election.  This will usually be done approximately 2 weeks after contract award. The Contractor shall be responsible for developing and submitting minutes of the meeting to the COR (due 7 working days after completion of the meeting).
