General description: The C-37B is a military version of the Gulfstream V (G-550). It is a two engine, swept wing, long range, high altitude, high-speed, special mission aircraft. The normal crew consists of two pilots, crew chief and flight attendant, and is capable of carrying 14 passengers.

Engines: The aircraft is powered by two FADEC controlled turbofan BMW/Rolls-Royce BR710C1-11 engines, each equipped with thrust reversers. Engine instrumentation includes EPR, TGT, HP, LP, FF, Oil pressure and temperature indicators, and fuel tank and fuel temperature indicators.

Electrical: Two engine driven Integrated Drive Generators (IDG) and one APU driven IDG. Each IDG provides 40 KVA three phase power at 115 volts, 400 HZ.  The DC power is developed by two 24 VDC, 53 amp hour 21 cell NICAD batteries.
