Notwithstanding paragraph 3.1.15.11.3 of PRF 140035, and unless previously agreed to and set forth in DFARS clause 252.227-7017 which is part of this Delivery Order, all non-commercial computer software and technical data developed under this delivery order shall be delivered with Unlimited Rights as defined by DFARS clauses 252.227-7013 and 252.227-7014 of the basic contract.
With respect to non-commercial computer software and technical data delivered under this Delivery Order to which the Government may not have Unlimited Rights under DFARS Clauses 252.227-7013 and 252.227-7014 because the computer software or technical data was developed with mixed funding rather than exclusively at private expense, the Government shall have at least “Government Purpose Rights” as defined in DFARS clause 252.227-7013 and DFARS clause 252.227-7014.  Such non-commercial computer software and technical data include the following:  
1.	Host computational subsystem computer software that controls the motion and behavior of simulation players, and associated technical data;
2.	Simulated training weapon computer software, and associated technical data;
3.	Flight control computer software, and associated technical data; and
4.	Other non-commercial computer software and technical data that are part of the host computational subsystem software baseline.

This volume shall not contain any reference to cost or price aspects of the offer.  
The offeror shall provide information to address the elements below.  Any data provided or analysis conducted by the offeror, its subcontractors, or vendors to support specific calculations or design approaches shall be described and included with the offeror’s proposed approach.
Reference to any of the plans attached to the TSC III multiple-award contract is not permitted because those plans will not be evaluated as part of this delivery order evaluation.  Reference to the plans attached to the basic contract also will exceed the technical proposal page limitation for this delivery order evaluation. 

1.1 Program Planning.   
a. Provide a program Work Plan Gantt Chart, using a monthly scale, applicable to the specific proposed approach that lists the following:
i. Depict the proposed program critical path.
ii. Depict when System Engineering Technical Reviews (SETR) are planned to be conducted.
iii. Depict overall duration (Gantt Bar Chart) of planned in-plant activities and the duration of planned on-site (planned delivery site) activities for each MCAT.  The offeror shall include proposed delivery dates of each MCAT, and also identify locations of in-plant and on-site activity.
iv. Depict the durations of each of the following activities:

[bookmark: PD000085]SECTION M – EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD
PART A:  GENERAL INFORMATION
1.0 	Basis for Award
The government intends to award a delivery order to the responsible offeror whose proposal conforms to the solicitation’s requirements and is the most advantageous to the government based upon an integrated assessment of the evaluation factors described below.  Although the government may waive informalities and minor irregularities in proposals received, the failure to comply with the terms and conditions of the solicitation may adversely impact the offeror’s evaluation results, and could result in the offeror being removed from consideration for award.  Although the government does not evaluate every requirement of the solicitation under Section M of the RFP, the awarded contractor is required to comply with all requirements of the awarded delivery order.
2.0	Offeror’s Responsibility to Submit a Clear Proposal
It is the offeror’s responsibility to draft a logical, understandable proposal in accordance with the information specified and required to be presented as detailed in Section L and that the offeror’s proposal contains all pertinent information in sufficient detail so that the government is able to meaningfully evaluate the offeror’s proposed approach and price.  An offeror’s proposal must clearly present valid and practical solutions in the offeror’s proposed design approach, and convincingly demonstrate that the offeror understands the requirements.
Offeror’s should note that any general statement, or statements, that the offeror will satisfy a requirement, provide a particular feature, or address a training objective without providing a valid and practical solution or sufficient supporting rationale thereby explaining how the requirement, feature, or training objective will be met or implemented are generally viewed as inadequate and may impact the government’s ability to assess such unsupported claims or statements and as a result may adversely impact the assessment of the offeror’s proposal, and could result in the offeror being removed from consideration for award.  Unsupported claims or statements that the offeror understands the requirements and risks, unsupported claims or statements that the offeror can or will comply with requirements, and unsupported statements that merely paraphrase the requirements are generally inadequate and may impact the government’s ability to assess such statements and as a result may adversely impact the assessment of offeror’s proposal.  Unsupported claims or statements such as “best commercial practices will be used,” “standard procedures will be used,” or “well-known techniques will be employed” are generally inadequate and may impact the government’s ability to assess such statements and may adversely impact the assessment of the offeror’s proposal if those statements are used without adequate definition, explanation, or supporting rationale.
3.0	Formal Source Selection Procedures Do Not Apply
Companies have informed NAWCTSD at regularly-held local industry meetings that they want NAWCTSD to reduce the bid and proposal dollars they spend to respond to NAWCTSD’s solicitations.  NAWCTSD does not want to waste its industry partners’ bid and proposal dollars or NAWCTSD’s resources.  As a result, this task or delivery order evaluation and award is a streamlined evaluation and award conducted pursuant to FAR § 16.505.  This streamlined evaluation and award contains fewer proposal submission requirements, a reduced page limitation, and is not being conducted using the formal source selection procedures of FAR Subpart 15.3.  
Because this streamlined evaluation and award is not using the formal source selection procedures of FAR Subpart 15.3, procedures such as a competitive range determination, pre-award notifications to offerors excluded from a competitive range, pre-award debriefings, oral or written discussions with all offerors within a competitive range, and requesting final proposal revisions from all offerors included within a competitive range are not required.  The identification of deficiencies and weaknesses, the government’s questions and comments, and the offeror’s answers and responses do not constitute discussions, clarifications, communications, or exchanges as used in FAR Subpart 15.3.
Under FAR § 16.505, the government is required to afford all offerors under the multiple-award contract a fair opportunity to submit an offer and have that offer fairly considered.  Accordingly, the government will evaluate each offeror’s proposal fairly, similarly, and in accordance with the solicitation’s evaluation criteria.  If the government does not award on initial proposals, however, the government will not establish a competitive range comprised of all of the most highly rated proposals.  Accordingly, the offeror’s initial proposal must contain the offeror’s best terms, conditions, and prices.  Pre-award debriefings and pre-award notifications of exclusion prior to award are not required under FAR Subpart 16.5, and the government will not provide them.  
After the government has afforded all offerors under the multiple-award contract a fair opportunity to submit an offer and have that offer fairly considered, the government’s selection official may take or direct any one or more of the following actions:
(1)	award to the offeror whose proposal conforms to the solicitation’s requirements and is the most advantageous to the government based upon an assessment of Section M’s evaluation Factors; 
(2)	obtain written resolutions or proposal revisions from the offeror whose initial proposal is the most advantageous to the government, based upon an assessment of the Section M evaluation Factors, and would be awardable under the solicitation’s evaluation criteria but for one or two easily-resolvable deficiencies, weaknesses, or clarifications.  The offeror’s resolution of the easily-resolvable deficiencies, weaknesses, or clarifications must not remove an evaluated strength or increase the offeror’s proposed total evaluated price set forth in Section B of the task or delivery order.  If resolution removes a strength or increases the apparent successful offeror’s proposed price, the government will follow action number 3, below.
(3)	further consider only the two or three offerors who are most likely to provide the most advantageous written resolutions or revised proposals to participate in one-on-one negotiations and submit proposed resolutions and/or revised proposals; or 

(4)	not award to any offeror.

4.0	An Offeror’s Evaluated Strengths 
An offeror may propose features that the government wants to write directly into the task or delivery order via the Statement of Work, Specification, or other section of the task or delivery order.  Exchanges with an offeror regarding proposed features do not constitute “discussions” as that term is used at FAR Subpart 15.3, because FAR Subpart 15.3 does not apply to this task or delivery order competition conducted under FAR Subpart 16.5.  
If the selection official has selected an apparent successful offeror, and the apparent successful offeror does not agree to include one of the offeror’s proposed features directly into the Statement of Work, Specification, or other section of the task or delivery order prior to award, the government will revise its evaluation record for the selection official, which may or may not change the task or delivery order selection decision, depending upon the proposed feature’s benefit or benefits to which the apparent successful offeror does not agree.

1. PRICE

Technical is more important than price.  Elements within the Technical Factor are not rated subfactors and are not weighted.  
Because Technical qualities are more important than the amount of the price, the selection official is permitted to select an offeror that has proposed a higher price, within any stated budget in the RFP, if the technical superiority of that offeror’s proposal is worth the price premium.  Thus, the selection official will perform a tradeoff between offerors’ evaluated prices and their evaluated Technical Factor strengths, weaknesses, and deficiencies.  
As required by FAR § 16.505, the task or delivery order selection official will document his or her basis for award.  Upon written request to the Contracting Officer, unsuccessful offerors will receive a copy of the selection official’s decision document, redacted to remove other offerors’ confidential commercial or financial information.
Because a successful offeror’s evaluated strengths and weaknesses are generally exempt from release under the Freedom of Information Act, 5 U.S.C. § 552 — but so that unsuccessful offerors might have some idea of where they stood in the evaluation compared to the successful offeror — the government will assign one of the Technical Factor ratings below.  The selection official, however, will not base his or her decision on those ratings because ratings are merely guides to intelligent decision making.  PART B:  SPECIFIC INFORMATION
1. TECHNICAL FACTOR
The government will evaluate the information provided by the offeror for the elements described below. As part of the government’s evaluation, the government will evaluate the viability of the offeror’s proposed approach, including proposed calculations or design approaches, and the risk inherent in the offeror’s proposed approach.
1.1 Program Planning
a.   The government will assess the feasibility of the offeror’s proposed program work plan. As part of the evaluation, the government will assess how well the offeror understands the program’s requirements, whether the offeror’s proposed program critical path is likely to lead to on-time deliveries, and whether the timing and duration of the offeror’s activities, proposed reviews and other events are feasible given the offeror’s proposed critical path.  The government is not interested in proposed early deliveries. As a result, an offeror is not likely to receive an evaluated strength for proposing early deliveries.
b.   The government will assess the feasibility of the offeror’s proposed resource scheduling approach.  As part of the evaluation, the government will assess how well personnel resources will be utilized and implemented to meet in-plant and on-site installation, testing, and acceptance activities.  

1.2 Visual System (VS)
a.   Overall VS Approach.  The government will evaluate the viability of the offeror’s overall approach for the VS. As part of the evaluation, the government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed image generator, display units (projectors and monitors), manufacturers’ published specification sheets, functional block diagrams, subsystem hardware, allocated software functionality, and interfaces to assess whether the offeror’s calculations and design approach provide a viable overall VS solution.
b.   Distance and Depth Perception Cues for Low Altitude Operations.  The government will evaluate the functionality, hardware, software, and interfaces the offeror proposes to meet the distance and depth perception cues required for low altitude operations. As part of the government’s evaluation, the government will evaluate VS parameters that will be monitored and the VS parameters that will be calculated and modified automatically by the system during training device operation.
c.    Night Systems (NS) Training.  The government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed solution to provide visual cues for NS training under twilight and nighttime scene illumination for both naked eye viewing and assisted viewing with Night Vision Goggles (NVG). For both naked eye and NVG viewing, the government will assess the viability of the proposed functionality and its allocation to hardware and software configuration items and the relevant VS parameters identified to be exchanged across the proposed interfaces to meet NS training requirements. 
d.   Out-the-Window (OTW) Display System.  The government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed solution to meet or exceed requirements for each of the following performance parameters for each of the required OTW viewpoints, within the constraints of the specified viewing volumes and available facility and container space:  
i. Geometric accuracy,
ii. Field of view,
iii. Resolution,
iv. Luminance, and 
v. Luminance uniformity
As part of the government’s evaluation, the government will assess the viability of the offeror’s proposed projection system layout (geometry and dimensions) and proposed approach to meet display system requirements.  In addition, the government will assess the proposed functionality to meet the specified requirements, the offeror’s proposed allocation of this functionality to hardware and software configuration items, and the specific VS parameter data that will be exchanged across the proposed interfaces.	
In addition, the government will evaluate the offeror’s supporting rationale, data, assumptions, and formulas with calculations presented to support the offeror’s conclusion that the proposed visual system approach will deliver the offeror’s proposed performance for average luminance and average resolution.

1.3 Training Weapons
The government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed training weapons and manufacturers’ published specification sheets to ensure the proposed weapons fit within the offeror’s proposed trainers given the ranges of motion of the weapons. Any strengths, weaknesses, or deficiencies duplicated in Element 1.8, below, will be set forth in only Element 1.8 rather than duplicated in two separate Elements. As part of the government’s evaluation, the government also will assess the offeror’s approach to match the characteristics and fidelity of the actual weapons; how the offeror proposes to integrate government-furnished equipment weapon mounts with the proposed simulation weapons; and how the offeror proposes to meet or exceed the solicitation’s reliability requirements for simulation weapons.  Finally, the government will assess whether the offeror’s candidate weapons are consistent with the offeror’s proposed approach.
1.4 Computational System and Subsystems
The government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed functional block diagram, associated interfaces, software configuration management tools, software development folders, and Integrated Development Environment to assess how well the offeror’s proposed software computation system reflects an accurate understanding of the program’s requirements.  As part of the government’s evaluation, the government will assess the impact to the government of an offeror’s proprietary tools, and whether the offeror’s proposed computer operating systems and architecture are feasible across the offeror’s proposed subsystems.
1.5 USMC Tactical Environment (TEn) Integration
The government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed functional block diagram and narrative description to assess the offeror’s understanding of requirements and whether the offeror’s proposed approach to integrate the TEn subsystem into MCAT presents a viable solution.
1.6 Flight Models
a. The government will evaluate the offeror’s proposed sources for flight models and the likelihood that the proposed flight models are representative of each type, model, and series.

b. The government will evaluate the feasibility of the offeror’s proposed approach to provide in-cabin and at the IOS ownship and formation aircraft flight controls, as well as the method the user will use to manipulate controls.

c. The government will assess whether the offeror’s proposed approach is likely to provide a realistic response to the control cues and result in accurate ownship response to the user’s input within the allowed delay.
1.7 Instructional System Development	
a. The government will assess the viability of the offeror’s approach to perform the Training and Readiness (T&R) task analysis and task decomposition.

b. The government will assess the viability of the offeror’s approach to utilize the results of the T&R task analysis and task decomposition to complete the requirements analysis and derive MCAT functional requirements.

1.8 System Integration

a. The government will evaluate the offeror’s MCAT layout of the visual system components, airframe exterior features, instructor operator station, brief/debrief station, computer racks, storage area, cabin, cabin floor openings, weapon systems, entrances, and exits.  The government will assess the dimensions of the training areas within the cabin for each Type, Model, and Series aircraft configurations, walkways within the enclosure, and usable work space for the instructor operator station and after-action review workstation operators and observers, entrances, and exits.  The government will assess whether the proposed layouts are feasible, provide sufficient room for the offeror’s proposed equipment, reflect the configuration of the actual aircraft, and provide sufficient room to train personnel.

b. The government will evaluate the floor to ceiling side views for both the containerized MCAT and the MCAT that is to be installed in the government’s building.  The government will assess the exterior dimensions from wall to the exterior cabin surface, cabin openings, and interior cabin dimensions for each Type, Model, and Series aircraft configuration.  The government will assess whether the proposed layouts are feasible, provide sufficient room for the offeror’s proposed equipment, reflect the configuration of the actual aircrafts, and provide sufficient room to train personnel.

c. The government will evaluate the offeror’s front side, left side, and right side view diagrams that depict specific equipment used in the MV-22B cockpit representation in relationship to the MV-22B cabin configuration and other visual system components.  As part of the evaluation, the government will evaluate the offeror’s top view of the cockpit equipment and surrounding area, as well as the offeror’s narrative that describes its proposed technical solution for the MV-22B cockpit representation.  The government will assess whether the proposed layouts are feasible, provide sufficient room for the offeror’s proposed equipment, reflect the configuration of the actual aircraft, and provide sufficient room to train personnel.

d. The government will evaluate the viability of the proposed layout and dimensions of each configuration to support external load operations for the corresponding T/M/S.  The government will assess whether the proposed layouts are feasible, provide sufficient room for the proposed equipment and personnel, and reflect the configuration of the corresponding aircraft.

e. The government will evaluate the offeror's pictorial representation and narrative description that describes the offeror's proposed solution for supporting each T/M/S external load operations.  The government will assess whether the pictorial representation and narrative depict and describe a viable solution for conducting external load operations for each T/M/S and supporting the reconfiguration of systems and components used in external load operations within the maximum allowed time.

1.9 Parts Management

a. The government will assess the feasibility of the offeror's proposed approach to select, manage and maintain hardware commonality across the planned production schedule for commercial items such that all delivered devices exclude obsolete parts while maintaining commonality across all devices.

b. The government will assess the feasibility of the offeror's proposed approach to select, manage and maintain hardware commonality across the planned production schedule for non-commercial items such that all delivered devices exclude obsolete parts while maintaining commonality across all devices.

1.10  Technical Data Package

a. The Government will assess the viability of the offeror's approach to develop the initial baseline set and subsequent revisions of xml technical documentation. 

b. The government will assess the viability of the offeror’s approach to revise follow-on deliveries and how the offeror proposes to identify, manage, and incorporate any site specific deviations and hardware variations into the technical documentation. (E001, E003 and E005 CDRLs only)

1.11  TECHNICAL ANNEX: Small Business Participation (all offerors) and Individual Subcontracting Plan Goals (Large Businesses only). 

In assessing the delivery order Small Business Participation strategy, the Government will evaluate the complexity of work scope anticipated to be performed by Small Business and the extent of commitment to utilize Small Business.  The magnitude of Small Business Participation will also be evaluated through an assessment of the proposed Small Business and its socio-economic categories goals.  Offerors are advised the Government may find greater favor towards high levels of complexity anticipated to be performed by Small Business, the more certain the commitment to use Small Business to perform work, and the greater the magnitude of Small Business anticipated to perform work.  In addition, and for large business offerors only, the strategy will be evaluated to determine whether it is consistent with the proposed Individual Subcontracting Plan Goals (with the recognition the percentages will differ due to differing denominators; i.e. Small Business Participation percentages are based on total contract value while subcontracting plan percentages are based on total planned subcontracted dollars).  If an offeror proposes a Small Business Participation strategy Small Business goal less than the Government stated goal of no less than 15% of total contract value (inclusive of options), the Government will evaluate the Offeror’s rationale as to why the goal cannot be met.  Offerors are advised that a proposed Small Business goal less than the government established goal without sufficient rationale may unfavorably impact the evaluation of the Technical Factor.  

2.0	PRICE
The government will evaluate the offeror’s Price Volume for its proposed total price; price reasonableness; whether the total price for select CLINs are within the anticipated budget; whether the offeror’s proposed CLIN prices are balanced; and whether the offeror completed the information requested in Section L.
a.	Total Price:  The total evaluated price will be the sum of CLINs 0001, 0003, 1001, 1003, 2001, 2003, 3001, 3003, 4001 and 4003.  The evaluation will not bind the government to purchase any of the options.  CLINs 0004, 1004, 2004, 3004 and 4004 are not separately priced.  CLINs 0002, 1002, 2002, 3002 and 4002 are for Provisioned Item Orders and will be priced after award.  Therefore, the not separately priced and Provisioned Item Order CLINs will not be part of the total evaluated price.
b.	Price Reasonableness.  Normally, competition establishes price reasonableness.  It is expected that a delivery order award decision will include a determination that there is adequate price competition and that the proposed prices are reasonable.  In limited situations, additional analysis will be required by the government to determine reasonableness.  If, after receipt of a proposal, the Procuring Contracting Officer determines that adequate price competition does not exist and a determination is made that none of the exceptions in FAR § 15.403-1(b) apply, the offeror may be requested to provide certified cost and pricing data in accordance with FAR § 15.403-4.
c.	Anticipated Budget:  The anticipated budget for the total of CLINs 0001, 1001, 2001, 3001 and 4001, when summed together, is $54,070,000.  Should an offeror submit a total proposed price for CLINs 0001, 1001, 2001, 3001 and 4001 that exceeds $54,070,000, the proposal shall be unacceptable for award.  No other CLINs will be included in the total anticipated budget.
 d.	Unbalanced Pricing:  The government may determine that a proposal is unacceptable if the prices proposed are materially unbalanced between line items.  Unbalanced pricing exists when, despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more contract line items is significantly overstated or understated as indicated by the application of cost or price analysis techniques.  A proposal may be rejected if the Contracting Officer determines that the lack of balance poses an unacceptable risk to the government. 

e.	Administrative Completeness:  Each offeror’s proposal will be evaluated to determine whether the offeror completed the following information requested in Section L:
1. Signed Standard Form 33 for basic solicitation and each amendment.
2. Statement regarding Assumptions, Conditions, Exceptions, Deviations or Waivers.
3. Information to populate Section G clause 5252.201-9502.
4. Completed Section K.
5. A statement identifying the proposal expiration period.  The proposal expiration period shall be no less than 270 days after proposal submission.
6. A statement certifying that the offeror has complied with the terms of the provision established under clause H.16 of the Basic Training Systems Contract (TSC) III.  
7. The offeror shall provide the mailing address, telephone, fax numbers, and facility codes for the Offeror’s local DCMA, DCAA, and Government Paying Office.  The offeror shall also provide its TIN, DUNS and CAGE code.

8. The offeror shall indicate the most recent date on which its Accounting, Purchasing, Government Property, and Estimating Systems were determined adequate and shall identify the verifying Government agency.  Negative responses required.   Note:  In order for an offeror to receive progress payment they must have an adequate accounting system.  In the event the successful offeror does not have an adequate accounting system, the offeror may need to propose performance based payments (PBP) after contract award that will be analyzed as stated within the guidelines at the following site:

However, it should be noted that it is not the Government’s intent to negotiate PBPs.

9. A statement certifying that the offeror has complied with the terms in clause H.1 of the delivery order.  Any assertions listed in the proposal in response to DFARS 252.227-7017 and 252.227-7028 shall be in compliance with clause H.1 of the delivery order.  The government may determine that a proposal is unacceptable for award if an offeror is not in compliance with clause H.1 of the delivery order.
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
