“Type designation” means a combination of letters and numerals assigned by the Government to a major end item, assembly or subassembly, as appropriate, to provide a convenient means of differentiating between items having the same basic name and to indicate modifications and changes thereto. 


“Unique item identifier” means a set of data elements marked on items that is globally unique and unambiguous. The term includes a concatenated unique item identifier or a DoD recognized unique identification equivalent.


“Unique item identifier type” means a designator to indicate which method of uniquely identifying a part has been used. The current list of accepted unique item identifier types is maintained at http://www.acq.osd.mil/dpap/pdi/uid/uii_types.html.

"Best value" means the expected outcome of an acquisition that, in the Government's estimation, provides the greatest overall benefit(s) in response to the requirement.  Offerors are advised that best value will result from the selection of the technically acceptable proposal with the lowest evaluated price in accordance with FAR 15.101-2.  By submission of its offer, the Offeror accepts all solicitation requirements, including terms and conditions, representations and certifications, and technical requirements.  Failure to meet a requirement may result in an offer being determined technically unacceptable.  Offerors must identify any exception to the solicitation terms and conditions and provide complete and clear supporting rationale.
1.2. The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors.  Therefore, each initial offer should contain the offeror’s best terms from a technical and price standpoint.

2. BASIS FOR AWARD

2.1. Award will be made to the technically acceptable Offeror with the lowest total evaluated price, inclusive of options in accordance with FAR 52.217-5 Evaluation of Options, which is deemed responsible in accordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), and which has submitted a proposal conforming to the solicitation requirements.
2.2. Proposal will be evaluated in accordance with the evaluation factors for award in paragraph 4 below and in accordance with the evaluation process in paragraph 3 below.  To be technically acceptable, the proposal shall meet the minimum requirements as defined within the solicitation.
2.3. Technical tradeoffs will not be made and additional consideration will not be given for exceeding acceptability.  Proposals will be evaluated for technical acceptability or unacceptability only and will not be ranked. The Government anticipates that award will be based upon an initial offer. If award cannot be made based upon an initial offer after all Offerors’ proposals have been evaluated in their entirety, the Government reserves the right to hold discussions.
3. EVALUATION PROCESS

3.1. The evaluation commences serially with the lowest total evaluated priced proposal and concludes with the first proposal found to be technically acceptable.  Each acceptability determination made for a non-price factor depends upon the determination(s) made for each element (as used in Section L, Part B, paragraph 2) evaluated under that factor.  Consequently, an unacceptable rating for any element evaluated under the technical factor results in a corresponding unacceptable rating for the factor itself, rendering the Offeror ineligible for award. Consequently, the evaluation may result in one or more proposals not being evaluated.  However, where an evaluation has commenced for a proposal, it will be completed in its entirety for that proposal.  RFP Attachment 14, Lowest Price Technically Acceptable Evaluation Worksheet, will be used to document each evaluation performed.
3.2. If deemed appropriate by the Government, proposal information provided for one factor may be used to assess other factors. In addition, the Offeror’s technical proposal will be reviewed to determine if it is consistent with the price proposal and reflects a clear understanding of the scope of work necessary to meet the solicitation requirements.
4. EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD
4.1   Administrative.  The evaluators will assess the completeness of the offeror’s Volume I and the offeror’s response to Section K of the solicitation.  Administrative will be assigned a Rating based on the descriptions provided in Table M - 1 below.  

4.2   Technical.  This Technical Rating (1) reflects the acceptability of a proposal meeting the minimum requirements of this solicitation and (2) wholly depends on the rating assigned to each element which falls under the Technical factor.  As a result, an Unacceptable rating for any element or portion of an element, will cause the Technical Factor to also be rated Unacceptable.  The proposal will be evaluated to determine whether it demonstrates a thorough understanding of and a technical capability to satisfy requirements of the solicitation, and applies corporate processes, procedures and tools to successfully execute all tasks outlined in the PWS.  Additionally, the government will evaluate how the offeror intends to staff the VISS project in order to meet all of requirements contained in the PWS.  The evaluation will be conducted using the following elements:

4.2.1 Element I - Technical Approach – will evaluate the offeror’s response to determine the depth of the knowledge and understanding, and to determine the potential benefit of such knowledge and understanding to accomplish the requirements.  The offeror’s ability to deliver the quality service and maintain equipment operations IAW the attached PWS will be evaluated as evidenced by the offeror’s understanding and approach in the development of the technical written proposal.  The proposed technical approach will be evaluated to ensure it is realistic.  The technical approach and methods proposed to perform PWS Part 5.0 – Performance Requirements/Overarching Strategy will be evaluated for effectiveness and attainability impacting the VISS deliverables.  The appropriateness of the approach will be evaluated to ensure they satisfy the requirements stipulated in the PWS Part 3 - Government Furnished Property, Equipment and Services; PWS paragraph 1.5, Personnel, and PWS part 5.1, Audio, Video and Photography Technologies; PWS part 5.2 – Graphic/Illustration.

4.2.2 Element II - Personnel Mix/Staffing - will evaluate the (1) required experience and qualifications of the Proposed Site Manager, and (2) the staffing matrix to include the number of proposed personnel, Service Contract Act occupation category and capability of the personnel mix that the offeror proposes as the workforce and organization for meeting the requirements in accordance with the PWS.  Particular attention will be paid to the offeror's staffing and organizational approaches.  If less than the government estimates, explain how personnel will be used to meet the requirements of the PWS.
4.2.3 Element III - Transition Plans and Quality Control Plan – will evaluate the feasibility of the Transition Plans with respect to the attainment of logistical competence.  The evaluators will assess the proposed Phase-In approach for hiring and training offeror's personnel that shall perform associated tasks as identified in the PWS.  The Phase out plan shall describe how operations will be phased down at the end of the contract period and do they provide for transition to the succeeding contractor. The evaluation will also consider the offeror's proposed Quality Control Plan methods to be used to monitor the offeror's performance and mitigate risk. 

4.2.4 Element IV - Management and Corporate Experience – will evaluate the offeror’s management and administration plan to include: Team organization, structure and communication.  The evaluation will also consider the offeror’s management team’s general ability to implement and execute the PWS requirements.  The Technical Factor will be assigned a Technical Rating based on the descriptions provided in Table M - 1 below.
4.3   Price.  The Price Proposals will be evaluated for total price, reasonableness, unbalanced pricing for the basic quantities and option quantities, and completeness.  The data provided in Attachment 9 is for information purposes only and shall in no way bind the Government to meet the numbers provided in this attachment or prevent the Government from exceeding them.
4.3.1 Total Price.  Section B requirements and pricing will be used to determine the "evaluated price.”  The total evaluated price will be the sum of all extended prices for all CLINs in Section B.  The extended price for a CLIN is the Price multiplied by the Quantity.  The offeror’s response to Section B of this solicitation will be evaluated in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, Instructions to Offerors – Competitive Acquisition.  FFP – The price of the FFP line items will be based on the prices offered in Section B.  The price of all line items will be totaled to determine a total price for evaluation consideration.  The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price of the base period of performance.  Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

4.3.2 Reasonableness.  Normally, competition establishes price reasonableness.  In limited situations, additional analysis will be required by the Government to determine reasonableness.  If, after receipt of a proposal, the PCO determines that adequate price competition does not exist and a determination is made that none of the exceptions in FAR 15.403-1(b) apply; other proposal analysis techniques will be used in accordance with FAR 15.404-1.


4.3.3 Unbalanced Pricing.  Proposals will be analyzed to determine if the prices are materially unbalanced.  Unbalanced pricing exists when despite an acceptable total evaluated price, the price of one or more contract line item and/or option is significantly over or understated as indicated by the application of price analysis techniques.  An unbalanced offer may pose an unacceptable risk to the Government and may be rejected.

4.3.4 Completeness.  Completeness will be determined based on the information requested in Section L, Part B.  Failure to submit completed items listed in Section L may make the offer unacceptable.  Additionally, the Offeror’s compliance with FAR clause 52.219-14 Limitation on Subcontracting will be evaluated.

4.4   Exceptions, Deviations and Waivers:  The evaluators will assess the Offeror’s statement containing all exceptions, deviations, and waivers that the Offeror takes from the provisions of the solicitation and its applicable documents.  If there are no exceptions, deviations or waivers, the Offeror shall provide a statement in the Administrative Volume stating so.  Exceptions, Deviations and Waivers will be assigned a Rating based on the descriptions provided in Table M - 1 below.    Offerors are strongly cautioned that any exceptions, deviations or waivers taken may make the offer unacceptable.
PART B:  EVALUATION RATING DEFINITIONS

1.0. ADMINISTRATIVE, TECHNICAL AND EXCEPTIONS, DEVIATIONS AND WAIVERS RATINGS

The below Rating (1) reflects the acceptability of a proposal meeting the minimum requirements of this solicitation and (2) wholly depends on the rating assigned to each element which falls under each factor.  As a result, an Unacceptable rating for any element or portion of an element, will cause the factor (Administrative, Technical, Exceptions, Deviations and Waivers) to also be rated Unacceptable.
