· Specifications for the item to be acquired apply to CLIN 0001:

1. PERFORMANCE REQUIREMENTS:  The Offeror shall provide NAWCTSD workforce with daily access to a fitness facility for  up to 100 civilian employees during normal operating hours

2. MEMBERSHIP REQUIREMENTS:  The Offeror shall provide facility for a workforce of 1,000 employees where up to 100 may use the facility at any given time during the daily facility operating hours. There will not be a named membership card, but a daily “right to access” to the fitness facility for the first 100 NAWCTSD employees.

3. OPERATING HOURS:  The fitness facility shall have operating hours that allow members to access the facility seven days a week except for scheduled holidays.  Specifically, the facility shall provide access starting at 6:00 a.m., or earlier, and ending at 9:00 p.m. or later, Monday through Friday.  Saturday and Sunday hours may be reduced.

4. FACILITY AMENITIES:  The fitness facility shall provide a full range of fitness services to include separate male and female locker rooms with clean, well-ventilated operating shower areas.  The facility shall provide cardiovascular fitness equipment, upper and lower body weight machines and free weights for use.  The facility may provide an instructed group/aerobic program consisting of both low and high impact aerobic periods of instruction at no additional cost. Lastly, the facility may provide preventive health and wellness program services and activities such as wellness orientations at no additional cost.  

5. LOCATION: The Offeror may provide more than one fitness facility. One of the facilities must be within a ten-mile radius of 12211 Science Drive, Orlando, FL. 32826.
