If the COR concurs that the Contractor performed the number of instruction hours specified on the DD Form 250, the COR will sign the DD Form 250 and keep a copy in the COR files.  The COR will return the original DD Form 250 to the Contractor for distribution and payment.  If the COR does not concur, the COR will return the DD Form 250 to the Contractor for resubmission.

(e)  The PCO may at any time unilaterally obligate or de-obligate funds placed against the Additional Instruction line items by issuing a TO modification. Additionally, if the type of funds used for Additional Instruction require that new line items be established, the PCO may unilaterally issue a TO modification.  The PCO will telephonically notify the COR when urgent obligations or de-obligations are to be made to an Additional Instruction line item.

G.5 ACCESS CONTROL PREMIUM TIME – CONTRACTOR OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE SERVICES (COMS)

(a) Access Control Premium Time is time required by the Government to provide support at Access Control points or to escort personnel, as defined in the TO PWS.  Access Control Premium Time may be conducted outside the work schedule defined in the TO PWS for tasks such as to provide access or security for additional training time or for Government directed modifications and/or inspections.  Other Access Control Premium Time tasking may occur within the work schedule defined in the TO PWS, such as escorting of subcontractors without proper-level clearances in secure areas.  Reimbursement to the Contractor for Access Control Premium Time will be made at the hourly Access Control Premium Time rate specified in Section B of  this TO.  An Access Control Premium Time hour equates to an additional work-hour of effort and is a composite rate, which does not reflect the rate of any one labor category; therefore, the rates will not be subject to the adjustment provided for under FAR 52.222-43.

(b) The COR will inform the Contractor, at least 24 hours in advance, when the Government needs the Contractor to perform Access Control Premium Time.  THE COR WILL NOT, UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES, AUTHORIZE OR HAVE THE AUTHORITY TO AUTHORIZE THE CONTRACTOR TO WORK Access CONTROL PREMIUM TIME IF SUFFICIENT FUNDS HAVE NOT BEEN OBLIGATED ON THE TO.  The COR will specify a not-to-exceed (NTE) limit on the number of man-hours the Contractor may expend on providing Access Control Premium Time services.  Each time the COR specifies a NTE, the COR will establish a sequence number for that effort on the attached Access Control Premium Time Hours Log (Attachment 9).  At the same time, the COR will ensure that the top portion of the attached Access Control Premium Time Request/Authorization/Completed Services Form section completed to show: 
(i) which Government representative, other than the COR, established the requirement for which Access Control Premium Time was necessary (e.g., training officer), 
(ii) the purpose of the Access Control Premium Time effort, 
(iii) when the effort was to occur, and 
(iv) the number of NTE hours required. The COR will complete the Access Control Premium Time Log of the attachment to ensure that the COR does not authorize more hours than there are funds available.	

(d)  Upon completion of the Access Control Premium Time services, the Contractor shall complete the bottom portion of the Access Control Premium Time Request/Authorization/Completed Services form and submit the form to the COR within one working day.  Upon receipt, the COR will complete the actual hours, actual dollars and final remaining balance portions of the Access Control Premium Time Log of the attachment for each sequence number.

(d)  No more than once a month, the Contractor may submit a DD Form 250 to the COR for acceptance of Access Control Premium Time services performed.  The DD Form 250 shall specify the total actual number of Access Control Premium Time hours expended and when the hours were expended.  If the COR concurs that the Contractor expended the number of hours specified on the DD Form 250, the COR will sign the DD Form 250 and keep a copy in the COR files.  The COR will return the original DD Form 250 to the Contractor for distribution and payment.  If the COR does not concur, the COR will return the DD Form 250 to the Contractor for resubmission.

 (e)  The PCO may at any time unilaterally obligate or de-obligate funds placed against the Access Control Premium Time line items by issuing a TO modification.  Additionally, if the type of funds used for Access Control Premium Time requires that new line items be established, the PCO may unilaterally issue a TO modification.  The PCO will telephonically notify the COR when urgent obligations or de-obligations are to be made to an Access Control Premium Time line item.


G.6 WAGE DETERMINATION PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

(a) As referenced in Section I, FAR Clauses 52.222-41 (Service Contract Labor Standards) and 52.222-43 (Fair Labor Standards Act and Service Contract Act – Price Adjustment (Multiple Year and Option Contracts)) price adjustments apply to this TO.  Applicable Wage Determinations and/or Collective Bargaining Agreements (CBA) are found at Attachment 4.  
(b) For SCA price adjustments paid under FAR 52.222-43, the Government will use the forecasting method to price the SCA Price Adjustment based on the contractor’s SCA price adjustment impact proposal submitted per contract clause 52.222-43.
(c) The contractor shall submit the payroll records of actual hours worked during the previous 6 months by the 30th day of November.  The Government will use this data to forecast the new fiscal year. Price adjustments will be submitted by the contractor using the Price Adjustment Calculation Tool (PACT) found at Attachment PACT.

G.7  NOTICE OF EXISTING COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENTS (CBAS)

Reference is made to the Service Contract Act (SCA), 41 U.S.C. §§ 351-358, and Title 29 Code of Federal Regulations, Part 4, “Labor Standards for Federal Service Contracts.”

Section 4 (c) of the Act provides that a successor Contractor must pay wages and fringe benefits (including accrued wages and benefits and prospective increases) to service employees at least equal to those agreed upon by a predecessor contractor under a Collective Bargaining Agreement (CBA).  This requirement remains in effect from start of the Mobilization Period, 01 Jul 16, through FY17 which ends 30 Sep 2017.   See Attachment (4) for the current Collective Bargaining Agreements (CBAs).

The obligation of the successor contractor (except the incumbent contractor who is a signatory to incorporated CBAs) is limited to the wage and fringe benefit requirements of the predecessor's collective bargaining agreement and does not extend to other items such as seniority, grievance procedures, work rules, overtime, etc.

G.8  TECHNICAL DATA VERIFICATION (TDV)
(a)  In Section B of this TO, the Contractor shall provide a price per page for TDV based upon the Government-provided  estimated of page count per year.
(b)  The Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) will provide to the Contractor the TDV documents/material.  The Contractor will have 6 months to complete TDV of each document/material, unless otherwise specified in the TO.  Only one (1) copy of the document will be provided.  The COR will sign acceptance of the completed document/material only--not acceptance of individual pages independent of the document.
(c)  TDV will be tasked using the TDV Authorization/Completed Service Form found at Attachment (11).   Upon completion of the tasking, the Contractor shall complete the bottom portion of the Form and submit to the COR within one working day.   

G.9 CENTER FOR NAVAL AVIATION MAINTENANCE TRAINING SYSTEMS (CNATT) 
EMERGENT REPAIRS

(a) The CNATT Emergent Repairs rates established herein are fixed unit price.  Although taskings for emergent repairs of CNATT devices as described below will utilize a limited not-to-exceed construct, it is the Government that controls the hours and repairs of devices, and is case-by-case dependent.  The fixed unit price rate is for the time required by the Government to accomplish CNATT Emergent Repairs.  CNATT Emergent Repairs requirements are described in SOW Appendix COMS – Emergent Repair – All Sites.  Reimbursement to the contractor for CNATT Emergent Repairs will be made at the hourly CNATT Emergent Repairs rate specified in Section B of the TO (CLINS X610).  The Emergent Repairs rate equates to a work-hour of effort and is a composite rate, which does not reflect the rate of any one-labor category; therefore, the rates will not be subject to the adjustment provided for under FAR 22.10.  The CNATT Emergent Repairs rate contained within the Price Breakdown Worksheet (PBW) is at the man-hour level.  Actual CNATT Emergent Repair funding and hours utilized may vary.

(b)  The procedure for use of the emergent repair CLINs:   The CNATT COR will task the contractor with emergent repairs utilizing the CNATT Emergent Repairs Authorization/Completion Form found within the CNATT Emergent Repair SOW Appendix.  At the same time, the COR will log the tasking into the CNATT Emergent Repair Log also found in the Appendix.  THE COR WILL NOT, UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES, AUTHORIZE THE CONTRACTOR TO PERFORM EMERGENT REPAIRS IF SUFFICIENT FUNDS HAVE NOT BEEN OBLIGATED ON THIS TO.  Once the COR has approved initial troubleshooting/repair, the contractor shall perform repair on a not-to-exceed (NTE) limit of six (6) hours labor and $750.00 in consumables for each Emergent Repairs occurrence approved (Level 1) as defined in Appendix COMS – CNATT Emergent Repairs - All Sites.  The COR may authorize one (1) additional NTE limit of six (6) hours labor and $750.00 in consumables for each Emergent Repairs occurrence approved as a Level 1.  For Emergent Repairs occurrences that are not Level 1, the contractor shall submit a firm-fixed price proposal to the NAWCTSD PCO via the COR as defined in Appendix COMS – CNATT Emergent Repairs - All Sites.  This is defined as a Level 2 and requires formal modification of the TO before proceeding.  The contractor shall not proceed with any emergent repair unless authorized by the COR.    

(c) For each COR-authorize Level 1 emergent repair, the COR will establish a sequence number using the format CER[FY]-XXX on the Emergent Repairs CNATT Log.  At the same time, the COR will ensure that the attached CNATT Emergent Repairs Authorization/Completed Services Form (Attachment 10) is completed to show: (i) The purpose of the Emergent Repairs effort; (ii) when the effort is to occur; and (iii) the NTE dollar amount.  Each Emergent Repair occurrence requires an approved authorization form.  The COR will transfer the information provided on the CNATT Emergent Repairs Request/Authorization/Completed Services Form onto the Emergent Repairs Log.  Completing the Emergent Repairs Log will help ensure that the COR does not authorize more hours or consumable funds than are available.

(d)  Upon completion of the Level 1 Emergent Repair, the contractor shall complete the bottom portion of the CNATT Emergent Repairs Authorization/Completed Services Form and submit the form to the COR within one (1) working day.  The contractor shall provide receipts (attached to completed form) for all costs claimed, and must demonstrate how costs are fair and reasonable to the Government.

All applicable clauses under the basic FTSS III Contract Section H are hereby incorporated with the same force and effect as if they were provided in full text.  NAVAIR Clause 5252.237-9503 Ordering Procedures for Navy Marine Corporate Internet (NMCI) Services (Sep 2000) is not applicable as contractors can no longer purchase through NMCI via Government contracts. The Government shall provide IT requirements formerlly purchased via contractors via NMCI.  Clauses that appear herein are either additional in nature, contain Task Order (TO) level information or supersede clauses in the basic contract.  

H.2 AWARDING/EXERCISING TASK ORDER OPTION LINE ITEMS

THIS CLAUSE TAKES PRECEDENCE OVER  THE BASIC CONTRACT CLAUSE  H.10 FOR THIS TASK ORDER PER H.1 OF THIS TASK ORDER.

(a)  In accordance with FAR 52.217-9 the Government may unilaterally exercise its option for any TO CLIN(s) or Task(s) designated as an option in Section B, to include selecting the Task level for items with optional levels of support (stepladders).  Such option may be exercised at any time by issuing a TO modification not later than the last day of the then current performance period.  The Government may exercise an option for any TO CLIN(s) or Task(s) not withstanding that the specific CLIN(s) or Task(s) was not exercised in the prior option period. CLIN(s) or Task(s) not exercised in one performance period are not considered permanently deleted unless the TO Modification exercising an option also cites clause H.2 of this TO as its authority for permanently deleting CLIN(s) or Task(s).  A 30-day written preliminary notice of intent to exercise will be given before the TO expires. Any option may be exercised subject to the Availability of Funds Clause in Section I.	

(b) Prices set forth in Section B for the options exercised, will be firm fixed priced (both the unit price and the total price) that are established from the Price Breakout Worksheet (Attachment Marine ATS PBW-1) with the corresponding task that is exercised for that option period.

c) Changes to Stepladders – For a change in level of support within optional priced stepladders,  the Government may unilaterally change the level of support requested, if a 60 day written advance notice is provided to the contractor.

(d)  The Transition period will normally occur during the last two months of the TO.  However, the two-month Transition (phase out) of any or all TO CLINs, SLINs, or Tasks may be unilaterally initiated by the Contracting Officer at any time during the TO's period of performance (basic and/or option periods).  When occurring at a time other then the last two months of the TO (basic and all option periods), the Government will provide sixty days notice prior to the onset of Transition.  In the event of early initiation of a Transition period, the Government shall pay only the stated Section B and/or Price Breakout Worksheet prices for services performed and no additional termination costs shall be due. 

H.3 SCHEDULE OF DEDUCTIONS

Section M - Evaluation Factors for Award

SECTION M
[bookmark: PD000772]The Government expects to select one offeror on the basis of its proposal providing the best value to the Government, all factors considered.  "Best value" means the expected outcome of an acquisition that, in the Government's estimation, provides the greatest overall benefit in response to the requirement.  The offeror is advised that the proposal meeting the solicitation requirements with the lowest price may not be selected for an award if award to a higher priced offeror is determined to be more beneficial to the Government.  Based on evaluation results, offerors are advised that there may be perceived benefits between offerors assigned the same rating in Past Performance or Technical.  However, the perceived benefits of the higher priced proposal must merit the additional price. 

The Government reserves the right to hold discussions; however, award may be based upon the initial offer.  Therefore, the offeror’s initial proposal should contain the offeror’s best terms.  All proposals will be evaluated for compliance with the terms, conditions, and requirements set forth in the solicitation.  Failure to address each of the areas identified in Section L.5 may make the offeror’s proposal deficient.

M.1 EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD

The Government will evaluate proposals using the following factors:

a. Factor 1: Past Performance 

b. Factor 2: Technical

c. Factor 3: Price

The Past Performance Factors and Technical are approximately equal.  The Past Performance and Technical Factors, when combined, are significantly more important than the Price Factor. 

The Small Business Participation Plan must be acceptable to be eligible for award.
 
M.1.1 Past Performance

The Government will not take into account past performance information regarding predecessor companies or key personnel.  

M.1.1.2 Performance Confidence Assessment Rating

The offeror’s past performance will be assessed to establish a Performance Confidence Assessment Rating.  This rating will reflect the Government’s confidence that the offeror will successfully perform the requirements in the solicitation.

	Based on the offeror’s recent/relevant performance record, the Government has a high expectation that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.

There are two aspects to the Performance Confidence Assessment Rating assessment:  Relevancy and demonstrated past performance (qualitative).  

M.1.1.3 Relevancy

In determining relevancy, the Government will assess the scope, magnitude, and complexity of the past performance efforts.  This includes the similarity of the service and support effort, the contract dollar value, the dollar amount of the effort actually performed under the contract, the contract type; the type of work performed; the complexity of the effort; the division of the company that will perform the work; and, the period of performance.  Another aspect of relevancy is how recently the performance occurred.  Generally, more recent performance is more relevant than less recent performance, all things being equal.  Any contract deemed to be “Not Relevant” will receive no further consideration, with no opportunity to submit a replacement.  

The past performance relevancy ratings & definitions below will be used by the Government to categorize how relevant a past performance effort is to this requirement.

After relevancy is established, the Government will evaluate the offeror’s demonstrated past performance in the following areas:

a. Quality of Product or Service 

b. Business Relations 

c. Management 

M.1.1.5 Show Cause Notices, Cure Notices, Terminations for Default, and Subcontractor Significance

As part of this assessment, the Government may also take into account any show cause notices, cure notices and terminations for default deemed relevant to this effort.		
	  
M.1.2  TECHNICAL

For the Technical factor, a separate Technical Rating and Technical Risk Rating will be assigned.  The Government will evaluate the Technical proposal to determine the offeror's understanding of, approach to and ability to meet the Task Order requirements.

The Technical Rating is an assessment of an Offeror’s staffing approach in meeting the Task Order requirements.  For this solicitation there is no benefit to the Government of exceeding a requirement or by providing merit that enhances performance or operations.  Therefore, only the Technical rating definitions of Acceptable, Marginal and Unacceptable will be used to relate the results of the evaluation.

The Technical Risk Rating considers the risks associated with the staffing approach in meeting the requirement.  Assessment of technical risk considers potential for disruption of schedule, increase in costs, degradation of performance, the need to increase Government oversight, or the likelihood of unsuccessful contract performance.  The Technical Risk Ratings of Low, Moderate and High will be used to relate the results of the evaluation.

In addition, the offeror’s Technical proposal will be reviewed to determine if it is consistent with the Price proposal.

M.1.3 Price

Each offeror’s price proposal shall be evaluated to determine if it is complete, reasonable and contains no unbalanced pricing per FAR 15.404-1(g).  The Government will verify if the evaluated prices for the task order will be the prices used in the Government’s “best value” trade-off to select the awardee.  In its evaluation, the Government may use commercial published data, same or similar DoD contracts; Government estimates; industry standards; DCAA audit information; or, other information as deemed appropriate by the Government.  The evaluation will not bind the Government to purchase any of the options.

The Total Evaluated Price (TEP) will be the sum of the extended prices for Mobilization, and the base and option CLINs/Tasks as shown in Attachment PEW-1 Price Evaluation Worksheet (PEW).  The extended price for a CLIN or Task is the unit price multiplied by the unit quantity.  The TEP also includes the option available to the Government under FAR 52.217-8, Option to Extend Services.  As such, the Government will extend the offeror’s unit prices, in the last option Lot, by six months to arrive at the TEP.  This is also shown at the end of the PEW. 

Reasonable – Normally, competition establishes price reasonableness. It is expected that there is adequate price competition and that the proposed prices are reasonable. If additional analysis is needed, the Government may compare an offeror’s TEP to the other offerors’ TEPs and the Government cost estimate to determine reasonableness. 

Verification - The Attachment L-5, Price Staffing Chart, will be verified against the L-4 Staffing Correlation Chart provided in the Technical volume to ensure the labor categories and hours proposed match.  There is to be no escalation in Attachment L-5. The Government will compare the labor costs in the L-5 Staffing Price Chart to the applicable Price Evaluation Worksheet (PEW) to ensure the labor costs, including direct labor and Health and Welfare costs at a minimum, comply with applicable WD or CBA for FY16 and are included in the FFP for each evaluated CLIN or Task for FY16.  If the TEP is found to be lower than Price Staffing Chart, the offeror may be ineligible for award.  If hours differ between Attachment L-4 and L-5, the hours on the L-4 Staffing Chart will be used for calculation of the TEP. 

Unbalanced - The Government will compare the PEW stepladder prices to the other mutually exclusive stepladders that are not included in the TEP to determine if unbalanced pricing exists. The comparison will use a per unit hour per day (HPD); hour per week (HPW); or, hour per year (HPY) basis for the analysis. In accordance with FAR 15.404-1(g)(3) an offer may be rejected, if the contracting officer determines that the lack of balance poses an unacceptable risk to the Government.

M.1.4 Small Business Participation Plan

The Government will evaluate for acceptability the offeror's small business Participation Plan to identify and commit to small business in the performance of the task order.  Acceptability is defined as:

a. The proposal addresses the strategy for utilizing small business concerns in the performance of this task order, whether as a joint venture, teaming arrangement or subcontractor.  This includes utilization of Small Disadvantaged Businesses; Veteran-Owned SBs; Service-Disabled Veteran-Owned SBs; HUBZone SBs; Women-Owned SBs; and Historically Black Colleges/Universities and Minority Institutions (HBC/UMI).

b. The plan adequately describes the extent of participation of the above SB Concerns on this task order, including sufficient detail describing the work scope and its complexity to be performed by SB Concerns;

c. The plan describes the extent of commitment to utilize Small Businesses for the identified scope of (for example, enforceable commitments are to be assessed more favorably than non-enforceable ones);

d. The small business Participation Plan is consistent with the Subcontracting Plan (for Large Business offerors only);

e. The plan  provides targets, expressed as dollars and percentages of total task order value for SB participation in each SB category; and,

f. Small business utilization for this task order is provided or the offeror has provided reasonable and detailed explanation if not.  

g. Additionally, any proposed small disadvantaged business goal will be evaluated in accordance with 5252.219-9501.  The offeror’s Small Business approach to meeting the 5% goal will be evaluated.
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
