INTRODUCTION: The Naval Air Warfare Center Training Systems Division (NAWCTSD) Contracts Department, Orlando, FL announces its intention to procure, on a sole source basis, P-8A Poseidon Mission Seats and associated installation kits and footrest kits from Martin-Baker Aircraft Company Ltd., Higher Denham, near Uxbridge, Middlesex, UB9 5AJ, England. Sole source authority is provided under 10 USC 2304(c)(1) as implemented by FAR 6.302-1. The P-8A Program is an International Cooperative Program between the United States Department of Defense (DoD) and the Australian Department of Defense (ADoD), Royal Australian Air Force (RAAF). As such, aircraft and training devices have been procured in support of the ADoD’s transition to the P-8A platform. The United States Navy (USN) and the RAAF are in the process of replacing the Maritime and Reconnaissance P-3C “Orion” aircraft (P-3C) with the Multi-mission Maritime Aircraft P-8A “Poseidon” (P-8A).  In order to meet both fleets’ training requirements for the transition of the P-3, the USN and the RAAF have procured, under a separate contract action, P-8A Operational Flight Trainers (OFTs) and Weapons Tactics Trainers (WTTs). To ensure the OFT and WTT training devices maintain the same configuration as the P-8A aircraft, there is an immediate need to procure P-8A Mission Seats and associated components. The Mission Seats will be provided as Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) to the P-8A’s Prime Contractor, The Boeing Company (Boeing). 



Description of Supplies: The acquisition will include the procurement of P-8A Poseidon Mission Seats along with technical data and engineering support services. In accordance with the RFP, the following Mission Seats and associated installation kits and footrest kits with be required:
