REQUIREMENTS SPECIFICATION:
1.0 Background/Introduction: 

At the Naval Postgraduate School Rocket Lab, the combustion research is heavily dependent upon the facility air system.  Currently the system is need of an upgrade from the original system constructed in 1962.  The Rocket Lab is tasked by sponsors for continued detonation testing which requires additional capacity and upgrades.  A critical element of the upgrade includes the plumbing of the new tanks, replacing air supply regulators and heat exchanger for delivery of hot dry air.  The plumbing of these components require high pressure welding with the appropriate standards and certifications.
This high pressure air system project requires high quality workmanship and quality control to include current ANSI/ASME B31 Boiler and Pressure Vessel Certification to ensure high quality workmanship with references. Proof of certification shall be submitted by the offeror along with past performance and quote. This project consist of high pressure welding connecting pipes to socket joint elbow, flanges, etc. originating from the high pressure tanks through filtration and distribution system, regulators to deliver clean and dry  high pressure, high mass flow air to the respective test cells. The contractor must be within 150 statute miles to reduce travel time for transporting completed plumbing and direct communication with the contactor throughout the project.
