The Naval Postgraduate School (NPS) Center for Multi-INT Studies (CMIS) has an immediate requirement for contractual services from a TS/SCI cleared subject matter expert in data science with experience working in and/or with the United States Intelligence Community (IC).  Services required are for the development and delivery of one (1) 11-week introductory graduate level course in data science to be offered in the winter quarter of academic year 2015-2016 (4 January 2016 – 18 March 2016).   This course is to be developed and taught at the TS/SCI classification level and is expected to include technical content tailored to an audience cleared at the same level.  Contractor is required to have access to the Government Wide Area Network (GWAN) and/or Contractor Wide Area Network (CWAN) for transmission of classified information related to this effort.

While discussions are not anticipated, the Government reserves the right to do so. Award will be Firm-Fixed Price (FFP) for the services detailed in the accompanying SOW. Travel is NOT anticipated.

Naval Postgraduate School

1.0 Background/Introduction 

The Naval Postgraduate School (NPS) Center for Multi-INT Studies (CMIS) specializes in the study, teaching, and research of topics related to intelligence integration.  Topics are primarily focused on data science and data fusion but also include United States intelligence and security policy and processes.   Multi-INT is an emerging, interdisciplinary field seeking to understand how to integrate intelligence streams to vastly improve sensemaking, situational awareness, and decision making.

CMIS brings together faculty from electrical engineering, computer science, operations research, space systems, and mathematics.  The Center’s mission is to expand the breadth and depth of Multi-INT research, develop high-quality Multi-INT education programs, and facilitate and advance cohesion among Multi-INT practitioners.

2.0 Scope 

CMIS has an immediate requirement for contractual services from a TS/SCI cleared subject matter expert in data science with experience working in and/or with the United States Intelligence Community (IC).  Services required are for the development and delivery of one (1) 11-week introductory graduate level course in data science to be offered in the winter quarter of academic year 2015-2016 (4 January 2016 – 18 March 2016).   This course is to be developed and taught at the TS/SCI classification level and is expected to include technical content tailored to an audience cleared at the same level.  Contractor is required to have access to the Government Wide Area Network (GWAN) and/or Contractor Wide Area Network (CWAN) for transmission of classified information related to this effort.

This course will be prepared and presented as part of the CMIS research and academic program only and is not intended to be included in the NPS course catalog and/or offered as an NPS course at this time.  However, course content and presentation materials will remain the property of the United States government and may be reused, published, and/or otherwise disseminated for future government purposes related or unrelated to this statement of work.  Students will register for the course on a pass/fail basis and the contractor will be responsible for providing a certificate of completion to all students receiving a passing score.  Students will not be enrolled in, or receive graduate education credits from NPS.  

The mechanism for delivery will be a hybrid model consisting of 4 units.  Each unit will consist of one (1) 3-day live, in-person, instructor lead class session with 2-3 weeks of student self-paced learning activities such as homework, projects, reading, laboratory assignments, etc. in between sessions.  The 4 units are to be offered consecutively with no break between units.    Total course time is to be 11 weeks, 4 January 2016 – 18 March 2016. 

In-person class sessions will be held in Chantilly, Virginia.  The government will provide the teaching facility and up to 20 government owned computers (PC’s only) for use during live class sessions if needed.   If the contractor intends to use these computers, the contractor must provide software and hardware configuration requirements no later than 60 days prior to the class session for which they are needed.  The government will provide and install the software and set-up the hardware but reserves the right to use alternate software and/or hardware configurations to meet the needs of the instructor.  The computers and software will remain the property of the United States government.

The contractor shall be available to respond to student questions by phone and email not less than 30 days prior to the start of the course to field questions from potential students as well as for the entire 11 week duration of the course.  The contractor shall be responsible for providing and delivering classroom lectures, preparation and grading of homework, quizzes, and/or papers, projects, examinations and assignments.  

The student roster is expected to include 20-30 working professionals from the IC consisting of a mix of civilian and military personnel, most with academic and/or work related backgrounds in engineering disciplines.  The contractor is to provide course prerequisite requirements that can be satisfied either through academic or work-related experience.

3.0 Tasks   

The contractor shall perform the following tasks:

3.1 Course Preparation
3.1.1 The contractor shall develop and prepare all materials required to offer and deliver an 11-week graduate level course titled, “Introduction to Data Science”.  Course shall include technical breadth and depth appropriate for a Master Degree level student in a technical field such as engineering, computer science, and/or operations research.  Content is to be tailored to an audience of  IC professionals and shall include discussion of current and/or emerging IC data science issues, policies, and technical challenges.

3.1.2 In consultation with the NPS Contracting Officer Representative (COR), the contractor shall develop a set of learning objectives for the course no later than 30 days after award of the contract.

3.1.3 Using a Government provided course syllabus as a template, the contractor shall deliver, not later than 45 days prior to the course start date, a draft course syllabus, schedule, course announcement, and instructor CV or bio electronically to the NPS COR in MS Word format for approval.

3.1.4 Using a Government provided course syllabus as a template, the contractor shall deliver, not later than 15 days prior to course start date, the final course syllabus and schedule electronically to the NPS COR in MSWord format, for approval.

3.1.5 Contractor shall prepare electronic versions of the course lecture materials, notes, PowerPoint slides, videos, and/or other materials used in the presentation of lectures and course content including readings, exams, and written assignments.  Contractor shall deliver all materials to the NPS COR, no later than 4 January 2016.

3.1.6 If text books are required, the contractor shall provide the title/s, author/s name/s, version numbers, and ISBN numbers to the NPS COR no later than 1 December 2015.  The Government will provide students with textbooks if required.  Government reserves the right to satisfy this requirement by providing alternate means of obtaining and/or disseminating the required information.

3.1.7 Contractor is responsible for developing and incorporating into the course, appropriate hands-on learning activities such as labs and/or other mechanisms to reinforce learning objectives through direct student engagement.  

3.1.8 Contractor is responsible for ensuring all course materials are labeled with appropriate security markings.  

3.1.9 Contractor is responsible for ensuring appropriate classification of documents and transmission through appropriate classified systems.

3.2 Course Presentation
3.2.1 Contractor shall teach this course in Chantilly, VA between 4 January 2016 – 18 March 2016.  Course shall be taught via the hybrid teaching model descripted in section 2.0.  In-person class sessions shall be held during normal M-F business hours.

3.2.2 Contractor shall arrive at the training site with a set of event-specific course material. Course work shall commence no later than 4 January 2016 and shall conclude on 18 March 2016.

3.2.3 Each lecture/course, as well as all course materials, shall be presented in English and shall adhere to the approved course outline.  If changes to the syllabus and/or outline are required during the course, the contractor will submit a written request describing the changes to the NPS COR for approval.

3.2.4 The contractor shall develop homework readings, assignments and/or projects to support the learning objectives of the course. The contractor shall periodically monitor student progress by evaluating students through a series of quizzes and/or exams, papers or projects.

3.2.5 The contractor shall respond to student requests within 48 hours and provide written feedback on papers and projects within 5 business days.

3.2.6 The contractor shall develop a final exam or project that will assess the students understanding of the overall course.  The contractor shall provide a copy of the final exam or project requirements to the NPS COR no later than 5 business days prior to exam administration or the project deadline.  If projects are used as the final student mechanism, the contractor shall provide copies of the project reports to the NPS COR no later than 10 business days after the conclusion of the course.

3.2.7 The contractor shall provide 2 hours per week of regularly scheduled office hours for the 11 week duration of the course.  Office hours must be scheduled between 8:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time.  Office hours can be provided in-person or by phone but must be at regularly/consistently scheduled times each week.  If office hours are provided in-person, they must be at a location within the city of Chantilly, VA.  The contractor is responsible for providing the in-person office hour facility site if needed.   Contractor shall provide periodic reports via email describing how students are utilizing office hours.

3.2.8 The contractor shall submit student Pass/Fail recommendations to the to the NPS COR by an agreed upon date but not later than 10 business days after the conclusion of the course.

3.2.9 At the end of the course, the contractor shall perform an out brief session to the NPS COR and revise any course content concepts that may have not been grasped by students. 

4 Deliverables  

4.1.1 Lectures, syllabus, and all course supporting materials given to the NPS COR for approval. After approval is received, the Contractor may disseminate materials to students as needed.
4.1.2 Developed homework readings, assignments, and/or projects to support the learning environment for the course, along with tests and quizzes.  Copies of these materials are to be given to the NPS COR.
4.1.3  Instruction via the hybrid instruction model described in section 2.0 for one graduate-level course titled “Introduction to Data Science”.

In-person class sessions will be held between 8:00 a.m. and 4:00 p.m. Eastern Standard Time on 3 consecutive days Monday-Friday.

“Pursuant to Title 5 United States Code 552a(m)(l), the contractor and all employees of the contractor working under this contract are required to comply with the requirements of 5 U.S.C. 552a (“The Privacy Act of 1974”).”  


13.0	Identification of Contractor Employees.

In accordance with DFAR 211.106, there shall be a clear distinction between Government employees and service contractor employees.  Service contractor employees shall identify themselves as contractor personnel by introducing themselves or being introduced as contractor personnel.  Contractor personnel will be required to obtain and wear badges or other visible identification for meetings with Government personnel to provide a clear distinction between service contractor employees and Government personnel. In addition, contractor personnel shall appropriately identify themselves as contractor employees in telephone conversations and in formal and informal written correspondence.  They must also ensure that all documents or reports produced by contractors are suitably marked as contractor products or that contractor participation is appropriately disclosed. 

14.0	Non-Personal Services Statement 

Contractor employees performing services under this order will be controlled, directed, and supervised at all times by management personnel of the contractor.  Contractor management will insure that employees properly comply with the performance work standards outlined in the SOW.  Contractor employees will perform their duties independent of, and without the supervision of, any Government official or other Defense Contractor.  The tasks, duties, and responsibilities set forth in the task order may not be interpreted or implemented in any manner that results in any contractor employee creating or modifying Federal policy, obligating the appropriated funds of the United States Government, overseeing the work of Federal employees, or otherwise violating the prohibitions set forth in Parts 7.5 and 37.1 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR).  The Government will control access to the facility and will perform the inspection and acceptance of the completed work.
