This Request for Quote (RFQ), N62271-16-Q-1208, is prepared in accordance with the format in FAR 13 and supplemented with additional information included in this notice.  This RFQ intends to result in a Firm Fixed Price (FFP) Purchase Order. 
The Naval Postgraduate School has a requirement, to be provided by one vendor, for a Brand Name or Equal components and kits in support of instructional laboratories.  The award will be evaluated on a technically-acceptable-lowest-price basis. The NAICS associated with this purchase is 334519.  This is to be a competitive procurement to an unrestricted business size.
Brand name or equal – FAR 52.211-6 is hereby incorporated in full text.  Must provide information required by FAR 52.211-6 when submitting offers for brand name or equal.

Minimal Technical Requirements/Salient Characteristics: 
Numerous (50) small temperature loggers are required to deploy on ocean moorings to accurately measure passage of internal waves with high vertical resolution (1-2m).
· Must be able to record time-stamped seawater temperature measurements

· Small form factor required for mooring use.  Dimensions should not exceed 1-inch diameter, 10-inches in length and should weigh less than 5-oz (in air).

· Clock drift of no more than +/-60 seconds/year for long term deployments

· Temperature measurement range -5oC to 35oC

· Temperature resolution 0.00005 oC or better

· Stable accuracy over long periods .002 oC/yr

· Onboard sample storage capacity of >60million readings

· Must be depth rated to at least 1500m

· Sample at a rate at minimum of 2 samples/sec

· Units must be self-contained and battery operated allowing for easy reconfiguration of the array of sensors as needed on the mooring

Minimum Technical Requirements/Salient Characteristics

Several (6) small temperature & depth loggers are also required to simultaneously acquire both temperature and depth readings to ensure accurate depth reference measurements along the mooring line to correct for “blowdown” effects of significant currents.  These loggers must meet the following requirements:

· Must be able to record time-stamped seawater temperature and depth (pressure) measurements

· Small form factor.  Dimensions should not exceed 1-inch diameter, 10-inches in length and should weigh less than 5-oz (in air).

· Must be depth rated to 1000m

· Sample at a rate at minimum of 2 samples/sec

· Must be able to be store 12-million samples

· Units must be self-contained and battery operated allowing for easy reconfiguration of the array of sensors as needed on the mooring

Any equivalent or substation specification must be noted on the vendor submission.  Products offered should be submitted with documentation that provides conformation of satisfaction of the salient characteristics

52.211-6 -Brand Name or Equal (Aug 1999)
(a) If an item in this solicitation is identified as “brand name or equal,” the purchase description reflects the characteristics and level of quality that will satisfy the Government’s needs. The salient physical, functional, or performance characteristics that “equal” products must meet are specified in the solicitation.
(b) To be considered for award, offers of “equal” products, including “equal” products of the brand name manufacturer, must—

(c) The Contracting Officer will evaluate “equal” products on the basis of information furnished by the offeror or identified in the offer and reasonably available to the Contracting Officer. The Contracting Officer is not responsible for locating or obtaining any information not identified in the offer.

(d) Unless the offeror clearly indicates in its offer that the product being offered is an “equal” product, the offeror shall provide the brand name product referenced in the solicitation.

Optional Quantities
