1.0 Background/Introduction: At the Naval Postgraduate School (NPS) certain courses have dual accreditation or accompanying Defense Acquisition University (DAU) certifications. NPS courses that meet the learning objectives of one or more DAU courses are called "equivalent products" or "equivalents”. The certification of a course, gives credit for DAU learning objectives to students at the same time they attend an NPS course.  These certifications are validated by an objective third party who reviews NPS course materials and makes recommendations for certification to DAU.  The reviews provided by the third party organization are required by DAU Directive 708 in order to maintain DAU certification.  The DAU certification is critical to the Military Officers whom attend NPS and is required by the Defense Acquisition Workforce Improvement Act (DAWIA) and the respective DoD services.  The DAU certification is also crucial to the NPS mission in providing advanced education to increase the combat effectiveness of commissioned officers and enhancing the security of the United States. 
2.0 Scope: NPS seeks a qualified third party review organization to perform equivalency reviews on the NPS courses identified below.  Courses will be treated as individual contract line items as each course will incur its own individual cost.  The cost associated with each option course will be equal to the cost of the review of an identified course. 
3.0 Tasks: The Naval Postgraduate School has a requirement for Defense Acquisition University (DAU) Equivalency Certifications for several courses in within the Graduate School of Business and Public Policy’s various curriculums.  Each course required is between 35-79 DAU course hours.  

The contractor shall conduct DAU equivalency reviews and report to DAU on the following NPS courses:  

3.1 ENG 101 Fundamentals of Systems Engineering: This course is a technically rigorous, comprehensive introduction to Systems Engineering and the various Technical Management and Technical Processes involved in its application. Based around the Systems Engineering processes outlined in the Defense Acquisition Guidebook (DAG), this course provides the essential foundations needed for systems engineers and others to effectively participate in the application and the management of DoD Systems Engineering processes and their related activities.
3.2 ENG 201 Applied Systems Engineering in Defense Acquisition, Part I: This distance-learning course provides an understanding of how DoD’s systems engineering technical and technical management processes can be applied to a notional system within the context of the acquisition life cycle. The course content provides the student with information on the scope and role of systems engineering, its major inputs and outputs, timing of technical baselines, the role of technical reviews, important design considerations, and other related areas.
3.3 ENG 202 Applied Systems Engineering in Defense Acquisition, Part II: This course allows students to use the DoD systems engineering processes and techniques learned in Part I. Participants will work in integrated product teams and apply systems engineering technical processes and technical management processes to a defense system as it gets developed across the various phases of the acquisition lifecycle.
3.4 ENG 301 Leadership in Engineering Defense Systems: Designed for senior DoD technical acquisition personnel, ENG 301 is focused on the application of technical leadership skills within a typical DoD systems engineering environment. Participants are expected to have sufficient background knowledge of the DoD’s systems engineering management processes, knowledge of the application of systems engineering to each acquisition phase, and the capability to apply these concepts to complex technical management problems involving critical thinking. This two week course will instruct students on how to lead engineering teams in the execution and technical risk management of complex, multi-disciplinary technical projects while promoting a holistic lifecycle perspective to defense system development. Its 21 modules combine lectures with extensive exercises, to cover a variety of topics including system security engineering, open architectures, reliability and maintainability. Pre-course work and a pretest are also required of the student.
3.5 ISA 101 Basic Information Systems Acquisition:  This course covers introductory-level concepts in DoD information systems and software acquisition management. Key areas covered include DoD regulatory and technical frameworks, common software risks, software and system architectures, lifecycle reviews and software development and integration processes. Software standards, information assurance, software and system measures, testing, contracting issues, software quality, and the role of process maturity, as well as best practices for the management of software systems are also introduced.
3.6 Additional courses per the CLIN structure.
