This Request for Quote (RFQ), N62271-16-Q-1223, for the Naval Postgraduate School (NPS) is prepared in accordance with the format in FAR 13 and supplemented with additional information included in this notice. This RFQ intends to result in a Firm Fixed Price (FFP) Purchase Order (PO). This is sole source to a small business, Interstel Technologies, Inc. set aside. 
Method of payment will be via Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF).

The Naval Postgraduate School (NPS) Space Systems Academic Group (SSAG) requires powerful and flexible software architecture for operating a variety of research satellites and their corresponding ground stations.  The Mobile CubeSat Command and Control (MC3) ground station network is comprised of geographically distributed nodes that are operated from NPS and may be responsible for the communications links of an increasing number of US Government small satellites.

To further expand the capabilities of the MC3 network and the satellites the stations can support, NPS requires a technology demonstration with the COSMOS mission operation software originally developed by Hawaii Spaceflight Laboratory (HSFL) and integrated into a Government Furnished Equipment (GFE) MC3 ground station on Hawaii.  The COSMOS software will demonstrate its capability to be used as a distributed system across the entire MC3 network to support operations of many diverse small satellites.

The contractor shall facilitate the integration of COSMOS into the MC3 ground station network to facilitate and further enhance the Government’s ability to perform low cost mission operations for an increasingly diverse population of small satellites conducting valuable research.
