Statement of Requirements
Center for Joint Services Electronic Warfare
Naval Postgraduate School

Background/Introduction: 
 Naval Postgraduate School Center for Joint Services Electronic Warfare CJSEW) requires software defined radars to conduct research of different multi-static radar configurations and to evaluate target characteristics. For that purpose, they require three K-band and one X-band SDR evaluation kits which can be customized with software to manage receive and transmit functions of different signal processing waveforms on their experiments.  

These SDRs will be used to support Electrical Warfare research and education in the Department of Electrical and Computer Engineering.  They are also used to support current and on-going student thesis work.   

Minimal Technical Requirements/Salient Characteristics:  
The SDRs should be compact, lightweight and come with all the necessary radio frequency and processor modules, the graphic user interface software, power adapters, cables, and transmit/receive antennas.
