This is a COMBINED SYNOPSIS/SOLICITATION for commercial items prepared in accordance with the information in FAR Part 13, Simplified Acquisition Procedures, and as supplemented with additional information included in this notice. This announcement constitutes the only solicitation on FedBizOpps; quotes are being requested and a written solicitation will not be issued. 

This is a sole source request for quote in accordance with FAR Part 6.302-1 Only One Responsible Source.

This request for quote will result in a sole course purchase order to Specialty Air Services for the manufacturing of a solar arrays MDX Wing Set to be used in autonomous vehicle educational research at the Naval Postgraduate School.  

Solicitation  is issued as a request for quotation (RFQ). 

In support of ongoing research on the Tactical Long Endurance Unmanned Aerial System (TaLEUAS- pronounced talus) project (supported by CRUSER and Marines E2O), an MXC airframe needs to be constructed with embedded photovoltaic (PV) arrays and support for electric propulsion. Aerodynamic concerns require that the PV cells be embedded during the initial composite layup of the wings, rather than being glued on to the exterior of an existing wing, the later which would disrupt the laminar flow over the wing, degrading the glide performance. NPS has a completed MXC airframe as Government Property and requires the manufacture to recreate an additional airframe that incorporates the PV arrays.

The contractor shall acquire sample cells and become familiar with the PV arrays and develop the methodology for incorporation into the MXC airframe manufacturing process.  The development and methodology shall include the design and fabrication of an electric fuselage.   The contractor shall manufacture one full, extended wing set with embedded arrays and fuselage setup for electric propulsion. The contractor shall be required to acquire the sample cells and full arrays and all materials for the construction.  The Government, NPS, will provide engineering drawings of the intended array layout as well as the location of intended battery slots in the wings, as well as servos and a geared motor for the final assembly. NPS will also provide manufactured CF plate trays to be glued in by the vendor for mounting internal equipment.

While discussions are not anticipated, the Government reserves the right to do so. Award will be Firm-Fixed Price (FFP) for the services detailed in the accompanying Statement of Work (SOW). Travel is NOT anticipated.
