MINIMUM TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS: Vendor must submit a capabilities statement or proof that the unit quoted will meet the minimal technical requirements to be eligible for award.
Naval Postgraduate School (NPS) needs to acquire an automated particle size analyzer system for examining all particles generated following high-velocity impact fragmentation of brittle materials. This analyzer must be capable is analyzing the entire debris sample generated by impact (up to 1 kg) and provide information on each individual particle of sizes between 34 micrometers and 4 millimeters. The system must provide a high-speed video capture system that can analyze the debris, take images of individual particles and provide their shape and other statistical characteristics, and create overall particle size distributions following analysis of the entire debris. The system must also provide a means of automatically separating particles before they pass into the plane of the camera, by a vibratory conveyor or other equivalent system. The particle size analyzer must not require any liquids to be in contact with the debris during the analysis process. In addition to these general characteristics, the system must contain the following required features:

· Real-time particle size analysis via digital high-speed video capable of distinguishing particles as small as 34 micrometers and up to at least 4mm in size.

· An integrated LED lamp to illuminate particles as they pass in front of the video system.

· A feeder for the particle debris that separates fragments before being passed in front of the camera focal plane. The feeder should vibrate to encourage separation of debris and the amplitude of this should be able to be controlled by the user.

· Automated particle size analysis software that can read video data from the camera discussed above, do automated analysis on the shape of the particles, and provide overall statistics on the size distribution of the debris, the circularity, and other common sieving statistics.

· The above software should be customizable by NPS to allow for different virtual “bins” to be set up so that data can be compared to a traditional sieve stack analysis.

· A computer system that can be fully integrated with the particle size analyzer and will run the above software and provide statistics and images of particles.

· A feeder funnel that particles can be dumped into prior to being passed into the feeder mechanism.

· All power cables and plugs to operate the entire system and computer. The system should plug into a standard 115 V wall plug.

· Complete setup at Naval Postgraduate School’s campus in Monterey of the equipment and demonstration of its effectiveness in analyzing debris of interest to NPS.

· On-site training of students and faculty on the particle analysis, software, camera setup, and statistical analysis.

· A minimum of two days of on-site setup and training of operators.

· A 12 month warranty for repair or replacement of any defective parts.

Delivery must occur within 4 weeks of award of contract.
