Statement of Requirements
Infrared Sea Surface Temperature measurements during PIPERS cruise 2017
Department of Meteorology
Naval Postgraduate School

1.0 Background/Introduction: 
The Naval Postgraduate School needs two infrared pyrometers to properly measure radiant energy from ice/water surfaces and the sky at ambient temperatures as cold as -20C during the Polynyas, Ice Production and its Seasonal Evolution in the Ross Sea (PIPERS) cruise in the Antarctic Sea.  Pyrometer temperature range will be -100C to +60C (or higher).

2.0 Minimal Technical Requirements/Salient Characteristics: 
A brand name sole source manufacture, Hentroinics, has been identified to meet the below minimum requirements of the Government: 

Requirements for Infrared radiation pyrometer sensor are:  

· Chopper-stabilized infrared pyranometer measuring in the 8-14 micrometer wavelength band.  
· Pyrometer temperature range will be -100C to +60C (or higher) and be able to operate at ambient temperatures as cold as -20C.  
· Lens shall provide 9 degree field of view.  
· Output shall have RS-232 interface and/or analog proportional to temperature within the range of 0 to 5 VDC.  
· Power shall be 10.5 to 30 VDC.  Cable of 5 m or longer will be included.  
· Sensor shall have IP67 protection.  
· Weatherproof housing shall also be provided giving an extra level of protection to sensor and cable entry.

(a) Comptroller General Examination of Record. The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of this paragraph (a) if this contract was awarded using other than sealed bid, is in excess of the simplified acquisition threshold, and does not contain the clause at 52.215-2, Audit and Records -- Negotiation.
