	Used to classify items of highest priority.  A unique system used to secure material needed to repair mission essential equipment.  The MICAP system provides a method of obtaining the types of items required by organizations to maintain mission capability.

	Naval Air Training and Operating Procedures Standardization Program

	OCONUS
	Outside Continental United States

	PAR

	Stowaway
	Any person who boards or attempts to board an aircraft for travel without proper authorization and manifesting.

	Wide Body Aircraft
	Generally, a passenger airplane with two or more aisles, or a cargo airplane that can accommodate 7or more type 463L cargo pallet loads. Examples of typical wide-body aircraft transiting this location are: C-5, C-17, DC-10, MD-11, KC-10, AN-124, A-300, A-330, B-747, B-767, B-777, IL-76 and L-1011.

	Narrow Body Aircraft
	Generally, a passenger airplane with a single aisle, a cargo airplane which can accommodate up to 6 type 463L cargo pallet loads.  Any combination of two (2) narrow-body aircraft equate to one wide-body aircraft. Examples of typical narrow-body aircraft transiting this location are:  B-200, B-727, B-737, B-757, C-9, C-20, C-21, C-22, C-26, C-35, C-37, C-40, C-43, DC-8, Casa 212, C-130, KC-135, C-235, L-100, P-8, and P-3.

	Aircraft Tactical 
	Generally, a tactical aircraft is a helicopter, jet fighter not capable of transporting 463L pallets. Any combination of four (4) Tactical aircraft equate to one wide-body aircraft. Examples of typical Tactical aircraft transiting this location are:  F-15, F-16, F-18, F-22, F-35, EA-6, AV-8B, MV-22, AH-1, UH-1, H-60, CH-47, H-53, AH-64.   

	Working Maximum on Ground (MOG).
	The air terminal’s capability to provide and sustain simultaneous Passenger Terminal and Cargo Handling servicing (physical activity at the aircraft or services en-route to and from the aircraft).
