1.7 Navy Approach to

The Department of Navy (DoN) spends over $1 billion in annual 
obligations to meet global requirements for facility operations and 
maintenance provided through Facility Support Contracts (FSC) and 
additional billions to provide other base operations support services 
(OBOS).  The Head of the Contracting Activity (HCA) of the Naval 
Facilities Engineering Command (NAVFAC) has focused increased 
attention on re-engineering FSC contracts in response to customer and 
industry feedback, budget constraints, and the impact of a variety of 
contracting, program management and financial management regulations.  
The Navy also supports the following principles: 
 

1.7.1 Partnering Philosophy The first principle is that the Navy views its contractors as partners and 
not just abstract service providers.

The Contractor shall submit 
evidence of such permits and licenses to the KO or COR before work 
commences and at other times as requested by the KO per Section F of the 
solicitation and resultant contract. 
 
The Contractor as the “Operator of Record” for Government provided 
permitted equipment and facilities shall comply with all permit conditions.  
The Contractor shall submit to the COR all requests for changes to 
Government provided permitted equipment and facilities.  The COR shall 
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approve or reject the permit change request.  Permits that require prior 
approval and submittal to the COR include, but are not limited to the 
following: 
 

• CUPA permits 
• RCRA permits 
• IUDP permits 
• APCD permits 
• NPDES permits 

 
2.3.4.1 Environmental Permits All environmental permits are held by the Government. The Contractor 

shall be responsible for compliance with all terms and conditions of 
environmental permits. The Government reserves the right to add, delete, 
or modify its permits, as needed. See Attachments J-1604000-05 and J-
1800000-03 Regulatory Permits, for a complete listing of current 
environmental permits. 
 

2.3.5 Insurance Within 15 days after the award of this contract, the Contractor shall 
furnish the KO with a Certificate of Insurance per Section F of the 
solicitation and resultant contract as evidence of the existence of the 
following insurance coverage in amounts not less than the amounts 
specified below in accordance with FAR 52.228-5 INSURANCE - 
WORK ON A GOVERNMENT INSTALLATION clause in Section I of 
the solicitation and resultant contract. 
 
In the performance of various activities in this contract, the Contractor 
will be listed as the Operator on various regulatory permits. (For example 
Hazardous Waste Facility permit, Air Pollution Control District 
Equipment permits, and Hazardous Waste and Hazardous Waste 
Transporter).  The Service Provider shall comply with the insurance 
requirements specified in 40 CFR 260 et seq., Title 22, CCR, Chapter 13, 
Article 1 and Chapters 14/15, Article 8, and CA Motor Vehicle Code as 
applicable in the performance of the activities defined in the contract.   
 

2.3.5.1 Certificate of Insurance The Certificate of Insurance shall provide for at least 30 calendar days 
written notice to the KO by the insurance company prior to cancellation or 
material change in policy coverage.  Other requirements and information 
are contained in the aforementioned insurance clause. 
 

2.3.5.2 Minimum Insurance 
Amounts 

The Contractor shall procure and maintain the following minimum 
insurance coverage during the entire period of performance of this 
contract: 
 
• Comprehensive General Liability:  $500,000 per occurrence. 

 
• Automobile Liability:  $200,000 per person, $500,000 per occurrence, 

$20,000 per occurrence for property damage. 

• Workmen's Compensation:  As required by Federal and state worker's 
compensation and occupational disease statutes. 
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• Employer's Liability coverage:  $100,000, except in states where 
worker's compensation may not be written by private carriers.  
 

2.3.6 Protection of 
Government Property 

During execution of the work, the Contractor shall protect Government 
property.  The Contractor shall return areas damaged as a result of 
negligence under this contract to their original condition at no cost to the 
Government. FAR Clause 52.237-2 Protection of Government Buildings, 
Equipment, and Vegetation provided in Section I of the solicitation and 
resultant contract applies.  
 

2.3.7 Key Control The Contractor shall establish and implement methods of ensuring keys 
including credentials/access tokens issued by the Government for 
Contractor employee use are not lost or misplaced and are not used by 
unauthorized persons. Immediately report to the COR any occurrences of 
loss, unauthorized use, or unauthorized duplication of keys. In the event 
keys, other than master keys, are lost or duplicated, the Contractor may be 
required, upon written direction of the KO, to re-key or replace the 
affected lock or locks without cost to the Government. In the event a 
master key is lost or duplicated, all locks and keys for that system shall be 
replaced at Contractor expense. The Contractor shall control access to all 
Government provided lock combinations to preclude unauthorized entry. 
Contractor employees shall surrender keys including credentials/access 
tokens when leaving employment. 
 
The Contractor shall establish and implement methods for controlling 
Contractor employee credential/access tokens, e.g., keycards, combos, 
bio-metric scanners, retinal scanners, etc. which are management 
information systems controlled. The Contractor shall interface with 
system administrators to preclude unauthorized entry, and remove 
Contractor employees when leaving employment. For systems under 
Contractor control, the Contractor shall preclude unauthorized entry, and 
remove Contractor employees’ access when leaving employment. 
 
The Contractor shall provide a Key Control Plan, in accordance with 
Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract, to the COR for 
approval within 30 calendar days of award. The Key Control Plan shall 
address distribution and tracking of keys including credentials/access 
tokens, and Contractor’s actions regarding lost keys including 
credential/access token security.  
 

2.3.8 Directives, Instructions, 
and References 

Department of Defense (DoD), Secretary of the Navy (SECNAV), Chief 
of Naval Operations (OPNAV), and other applicable Directives, 
Instructions, and References are listed in Attachment J-0200000-02.  The 
Contractor shall comply with the most current version of directives, 
instructions, and references including versions published during the term 
of the contract as they apply to the services covered under this contract.  
This is not intended as a complete list of directives, instructions and 
references and at a minimum, also includes those directives, instructions 
and references cited in the text of any directive, instruction and reference 
identified in Attachment J-0200000-02. 
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2.3.9 Invoicing Procedures Refer to DFARs Clause 252.232-7006 Wide Area Workflow Payment 

Instructions of the solicitation and resultant contract for invoicing 
instructions.   
 

2.3.10 Forms Any required forms will be provided on an as needed basis. 
 

2.4 Government-Furnished 
Property, Materials and 
Services 

In accordance with FAR 52.245, GOVERNMENT PROPERTY and 
NAVFAC Clause 5252.245-9300, GOVERNMENT-FURNISHED 
PROPERTY, MATERIALS AND SERVICES, and the following 
paragraphs, the Government will furnish or make available to the 
Contractor certain Government-owned facilities, utilities, materials, 
equipment and services for use in connection with this contract as stated 
below.  
 
The Government will furnish or make available to the Contractor, in “as 
is” condition, certain government-owned facilities, utilities, and 
equipment in connection with this contract. A list of Government 
Furnished Property, Materials, and Services is provided in Attachment J-
0200000-03. Attachment J-0200000-03 may or may not be representative 
of all assets but will be used as a basis for a joint initial inventory. 
Contractor shall prepare and submit Inventory in accordance with Section 
F of the solicitation and resultant contract. 
 
Initial Inventory Inspection: The Contractor shall conduct a joint 
inventory with the COR no later than 30 calendar days after full 
performance start date and shall at a minimum record and maintain the 
name, part number and description, manufacturer, model number, serial 
number, quantity received, any unique-item identifier information, unit of 
measure, location down to the building and room number for each place 
of performance, and condition of the item(s) at time of inventory. The 
Contractor shall contact the COR to coordinate an inspection date and 
time and shall submit a copy of the completed inventory, signed by both 
the Contractor and COR, to the KO no later than 45 calendar days after 
the full performance start date. 
 
The Contractor shall maintain the inventory and conduct reviews on an 
annual basis. After full performance start date, the contractor shall utilize 
the “Add Date” and “Removal Date & Disposition” columns so that any 
property added to/removed from the inventory can be tracked. Any other 
revisions to the inventory format require the consent of the COR and the 
KO. 
 
Annual Inventory Inspection: The Contractor shall conduct a joint 
inventory with the COR no later than 30 calendar days after the start of 
each new contract Option Year.  The Contractor shall contact the COR to 
coordinate an inspection date and time. The Contractor shall submit a 
copy of the option year inventory, signed by both the Contractor and 
COR, to the KO no later than 45 calendar days after option year start date. 
 
Final Inventory Inspection:  The Contractor shall conduct a joint 
inventory, using the updated inventory record developed during the initial 
inventory and maintained throughout the contract period, no later than 30 
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calendar days prior to the completion of the contract and shall contact the 
COR, who may be accompanied by successor Contractor personnel to 
coordinate an inspection date and time.  The Contractor shall submit a 
copy of the completed final inventory, signed by both the Contractor and 
COR and annotating any damage other than reasonable wear and tear, to 
the KO no later than 15 calendar days prior to expiration of the contract 
per Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract. 
 

2.4.1 Government-Furnished 
Facilities (GFF) 

The Government will furnish existing facilities for mandatory use and 
operation in support of the IW/OW and Containerized Solid Waste 
services.  Existing facilities will include existing furnishing (tables, chairs, 
desks, cabinets, book cases, etc.).  Existing facilities will also include 
government-furnished maintenance and repairs for utilities (sewer, 
electric, gas, landline, telephone, and water) and HVAC (Heating, 
Ventilation, and Air Conditioning) systems at no cost to the Contractor. 
Facilities may be shared with the Government as identified in Section J-
0200000-03. 
 

2.4.2 Government-Furnished 
Utilities 

The Government will furnish water and electricity at existing outlets 
required for the work to be performed under the contract at no cost to the 
Contractor.  Information concerning the location of existing outlets may 
be secured from the KO.  The Contractor shall provide and maintain, at its 
expense, the necessary service lines from the existing Government outlets 
to the work site.  Provide and maintain backflow prevention devices on 
connections to domestic water lines and electrical transformer provisions 
on connections to electric lines.  Meet all Federal, State, local, and 
installation codes and regulations for backflow prevention devices and 
electrical transformer provisions.  Services required by the Contractor, for 
which there are no available Government outlets, shall be provided by the 
Contractor at no cost to the Government. 
 

2.4.3 Government-Furnished 
Materials (GFM) 

The Contractor will be responsible to furnish all material to perform the 
work requirements of the contract except as otherwise specified.  The 
Government will furnish or make available at no cost to the Contractor the 
following materials under the following terms and conditions:  
 

2.4.3.1 Containers The Government will provide, at no cost to the Contractor, waste 
containers, bins and roll-offs as necessary to perform HW and IW/OW 
work under this contract. 
 

2.4.3.2 Treatment Chemicals The Government will provide, at no cost to the Contractor, chemicals such 
as, acids, sodium hydroxide, ferrous sulfate, hydrogen peroxide, activated 
carbon, cleaning detergents, de-foaming agents, etc., necessary for 
treating IW/OW. 
 

2.4.4 Government-Furnished 
Equipment (GFE) 

The Government will furnish the GFE only to the extent such GFE is 
specifically identified in Attachment JC-0200000-04 and identified in the 
Initial Inventory Inspection set forth in Spec Item 2.4.   
 
The Contractor shall notify the COR within 3 business days of damage to   
GFE.  If the Contractor is at fault for the damage, the Contractor shall be 
responsible for repair or replacement of the damaged equipment. 
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Replacement equipment shall be added to the GFP within 10 days. 
Damaged equipment shall be disposed through an appropriate outlet and 
removed from the inventory within 30 days. 
 

2.4.4.1 NMCI Computer and 
Peripherals 

The Government will furnish, for mandatory use, existing NMCI (and/or 
successor networks) computers and peripherals, including maintenance, 
repair, replacement, and access to various Navy management information 
systems or successor systems (e.g., Navy Knowledge Online [NKO], etc.). 
The Government will continue to pay for seats under a successor 
system/network. 

Contractor-provided computers and peripherals shall not be connected to 
NMCI.  No unauthorized software may be loaded onto a Government-
provided NMCI computer or peripheral.  The Government will provide 
approved software for use on NMCI computers. 

Computers are located where utilization is currently required, and any 
relocation of any installed computer equipment shall be approved by the 
COR and NAVFAC Command Information Office (CIO) – Information 
Technology Division. 
 

2.4.5 Government-Furnished 
Services (GFS) 

The Government will furnish the following GFS under the following 
terms and conditions: 
 

2.4.5.1 Security The Government will furnish the Contractor workforce with National 
Agency Check (NAC).  However, the Contractor shall be responsible for 
the timely and accurate submission of all investigative documents. 
 

2.4.5.2 Common Access Card 
(CAC) 

The Government will furnish common access cards to eligible Contractor 
employees.  The CAC is the property of the U.S. Government.  The 
Contractor shall ensure all employee CACs are returned to the Contractor 
Verification System (CVS) Trusted Agent upon end of contract or 
termination of an employee. 
 
RAPIDGate is an optional alternative for contractor employees that are 
ineligible for a CAC. The RAPIDGate Program was established to allow 
contractors to obtain more ready and convenient entry onto our 
installations and facilities. Information about the fees for enrolling can be 
found on the following website:  http://www.rapidgate.com/index.php. 

2.4.5.3 Communication 
Systems 

The Government will furnish communications systems located in GFF. 
Communications systems may be used by the Contractor for work related 
purposes and emergency personal calls only, at no cost.  Use of 
Government communication systems constitutes consent to monitoring at 
all times.  

The Contractor shall not move, remove, add, alter, or reconfigure 
Government communication systems or networks, without COR and CIO 
Information Technology Division approval, which may be obtained by 
written request.  The Contractor shall notify the COR, and CIO 
Information Technology Division when maintenance or repair of 
telephones or telephone lines is required.  The COR will provide the CIO 
Information Technology Division point of contact information upon 
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award of the contract.  

The Government will not provide pagers, radios, or cell phones. 
 

2.4.5.4 Contractor Orientation During Phase-in, the Government will provide associated 
training/orientation to Contractor personnel on the current environmental 
data management applications and any follow-on training due to upgrade 
or replacement of the system listed.  The Government may provide the 
Contractor with documents/materials or on-line training sites for 
completing mandatory training requirements set forth in Attachment  
J-0200000-04. The Contractor shall ensure mandated requirements are 
met, maintained and retain proof of course completion for each employee. 
 

2.4.5.5 Disposal – Non 
Hazardous Waste 
(Trash or Municipal 
Solid Waste) 

The Government will provide outside waste trash bins or recycle bins for 
disposal of refuse, trash, debris, rubbish, and recyclable items.  The 
Government will provide for the removal and ultimate disposal of the 
waste and recyclable items in those bins.  It is the Contractor’s 
responsibility to place the waste and recyclable items in the bins and 
notify the Command Navy Region Southwest (CNRSW) Recycling 
Facility when bins are full and need to be swapped out.   
 

2.4.5.6 Disposal – Hazardous 
Waste 

The Government will pay the cost of final disposal (off-site transportation 
and disposal by DLA Disposition Services or other private contractor) for 
all government-generated and co-generated hazardous waste.  The on-site 
management of hazardous waste for ultimate off-site disposal is the 
responsibility of the Contractor. 
 

2.4.5.7 Elevator Services Repair and maintenance of elevators located in government furnished 
facilities will be provided by the Government at no cost to the Contractor. 
 

2.5 Contractor-Furnished 
Items 

Except for items identified as Government Furnished, the Contractor shall 
provide all equipment, materials, parts, supplies, components, and 
facilities to perform the requirements of this contract.  The KO may 
inspect Contractor-furnished items for adequacy and compliance with 
contract requirements.  Inadequate or unsafe items shall be removed and 
replaced by the Contractor at no cost to the Government.  Materials 
containing asbestos, lead, and polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) shall not 
be brought onsite.  Energy efficient tools and equipment shall be used 
when available.  The KO may at any time require Samples, Safety Data 
Sheets (SDS) or Manufacturer’s Data Cut Sheets of Materials used in this 
contract.  
 

2.6 Management The Contractor shall manage the total work effort associated with the 
services required herein to meet the performance objectives and standards.  
Such management includes but is not limited to planning, scheduling, cost 
accounting, report preparation, establishing and maintaining records, and 
quality assurance.  The Contractor shall provide a staff with the necessary 
management expertise to ensure performance objectives and standards are 
met. 
 

2.6.1 Work Reception The Contractor shall provide service call reception services.  See Annex 
16 and Annex 18 for specific working hours.  The Contractor service call 
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and work reception function shall have the capability to receive, screen 
for validity, classify, issue, dispatch, and respond to service.  The 
Contractor shall implement an electronic Service Call Log for tracking 
and documenting all service calls.  The Contractor shall establish 
processes and procedures to ensure work is routed to the appropriate shop 
for service.  The Contractor shall work with the customer to schedule 
requested services and coordinate site access.  The Contractor shall submit 
the Service Call Log to the COR the 1st business day of each month per 
Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract.  Customers are to 
provide their Job Order Numbers (JON).  If the customer does not know 
their JON, the Contractor shall refer them to the COR in the functional 
area for assistance. 
 

2.6.2 Emergency Service 
Work Reception 

The Contractor shall provide at least two (2) phone contacts that can 
supply the appropriately trained manpower (24 hours a day seven (7) days 
a week, 365 days a year) to address emergency events within one (1) hour 
of notification.  Answering machines shall be prohibited for use on these 
phones. 
 
The Contractor shall accept verbal requests for emergency service from 
the after-hours utility duty desk, Incident Commander, Fire Station 
personnel, Command Duty Officer, Installation Environmental 
Management Office, or On-Scene Commander.  Written work requests 
based on the verbal requests will be issued during the next normal work 
day.  Generally, emergency services are authorized only in situations in 
which either human life or health is endangered, Government property is 
at risk, or the environment is at risk.  Emergency work shall take priority 
over all other work orders and requires immediate action, including 
diverting of craftsman/technicians from other jobs, if necessary, to address 
the emergency. 
 

2.6.3 Work Control The Contractor shall implement all necessary work control procedures to 
ensure timely accomplishment of work requirements, as well as to permit 
tracking and reporting of work in progress.  The Contractor shall plan and 
schedule work to assure material, labor, and equipment are available to 
complete work requirements within the specified time limits and in 
conformance with the quality standards established herein.  Verbal 
scheduling and work status updates shall be provided when requested by 
the KO.   
 

2.6.4 Work Schedule The Contractor's work shall not interfere with normal Government 
business.  In those cases where some interference is unavoidable, the 
Contractor shall minimize the impact and effects of the interference.  The 
Contractor shall provide advance access of all of its work schedules to the 
Government.  The Contractor shall notify the KO of any difficulty in 
scheduling work due to Government controls. 
 

2.6.5 Deliverables Records and reports are specified in Section C of the solicitation and 
resultant contract and are listed as deliverables in the Deliverable 
Schedule in Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract.  The 
Contractor shall submit accurate and complete documents within the 
required timeframes as specified in the Deliverable Schedule in Section F 
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of the solicitation and resultant contract. 
 
Government acceptance of deliverables will not relieve the Contractor of 
the responsibility for any error or omission which may exist in the 
deliverable, as the Contractor is responsible for all requirements of this 
contract. 
 
The Contractor shall submit deliverables to an approved/authorized 
Government system. 
 

2.6.6 Service Interruptions The Contractor will experience work delays due to Government 
requirements, emergencies, and functions such as activity exercises, drug 
enforcement inspections, fire drills, nuclear alerts, security checks, 
terrorism threats and visiting dignitaries.  The following list, which is not 
all inclusive, sets forth examples of other delays the Contractor may 
encounter: badging ceremonies; clarifying work information; classes in 
session; colors; conferences; identity checks; lack of parking; location of 
work (difficult to reach); location of work (distance); obtaining keys; 
other work being performed by other forces in the same area; parades; 
personnel searches; radiological testing; signing in and out of secured 
areas; unavailability of customer point of contact; unavailability of work 
area due to higher priority base operations; waiting for areas to be 
secured; waiting for escorts; work in nuclear clean rooms.  When work is 
temporarily delayed, rescheduled and performed at a later time, such 
delays shall be considered part of the work.  No adjustments will be made 
by the Government.  The Contractor shall perform work within the time 
and quality standards specified regardless of these circumstances, unless 
otherwise approved by the COR. 
 

2.6.7 Customer Expertise Customers receiving Containerized Solid Waste (CSW) and Industrial 
Waste/Oily Waste (IW/OW) services generally do not have employees 
specialized in hazardous waste management.  Customers may fail to 
properly identify wastes; may have incomplete or erroneous information 
on labels or shipping documents; may not have waste ready for transport 
at scheduled times; may have improperly packaged wastes; etc.  The 
Contractor is responsible for adjusting his work effort, schedule, and 
procedures to accommodate customers’ levels of expertise.  The 
Contractor is presumed to be the expert and is responsible for proper 
management of wastes regardless of customer expertise. 
 

2.6.8 Government’s 
Computerized 
Maintenance 
Management Systems 
(CMMS) 

The Contractor shall maintain records stored in the Government's CMMS 
as current and accurate.  The Government will make these systems 
available for the Contractor's use in managing the effort required under 
this contract.  The Government will provide all associated training to 
Contractor personnel and any follow-on training due to upgrade or 
replacement of the systems listed as they are phased-in.   
 
MAXIMO® is an automated, on-line, maintenance management system 
used for planning, scheduling, managing, purchasing, controlling, tracking 
work, billing and managing resources associated with contract 
performance, where applicable.

The Contractor shall document and maintain 
a file of all scheduled and performed inspections and surveillances, 
inspection and surveillance results, and dates and details of corrective and 
preventive actions.  The quality inspection and surveillance file shall be 
the property of the Government and made available during the 
Government’s regular working hours.  The file shall be turned over to the 
KO within 5 calendar days of termination of the contract, per Section F of 
the solicitation and resultant contract. 
 

2.6.10.3 QC Monthly Reports The Contractor shall submit a monthly, written QC Report to the COR, in 
accordance with Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract. At a 
minimum, the monthly QC report shall summarize the overall 
performance metrics based on actual performance of the workload and the 
performance standards in this Contract for Annexes 1604000 and 
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1800000, including any other work performed as a modification to the 
basic contract.  In addition, a summary of work related to the following 
categories shall be provided: Spill Response and Clean Up (oil and 
hazardous substance); Hazardous and Regulated Waste Processing, 
Disposal, and Recycling; Bulk Waste Transporting (Industrial); IW/OW 
Treatment Operations; Facility Inspections; and Customer Service 
Requests.  
 

2.6.11 Workload Reports The Contractor shall continually monitor and track the workload 
requirements of this contract and shall submit to the COR a monthly 
workload report detailing the services performed, the frequency of those 
services, the count/total of those services (to include labor hours expended 
for each labor category), and the source of count/total for each service 
reported. This report shall be submitted, in the Government 
approved/authorized format, to the COR no later than the 10th workday 
following the end of each month, per Section F of the solicitation and 
resultant contract, and shall reflect both current workload for the month 
and cumulative workload, by exhibit line item number (ELIN).  The 
Workload Report format shall be developed in coordination with the 
COR. 
 
The IWOW Workload Report shall, at a minimum, include the following: 
 

• Number of Bulk Pumping Notices and EWBATS records 
produced 

• Gallons of waste received into the facilities via, pipeline, truck, 
and containers. IW and OW waste volumes shall be tracked 
separately.

• Number of Waste Profiles Completed 
• Gallons of Recovered Oil sent off for recycling from each facility

• Volume of containerized waste turned into the CST facility for 

all locations 
• Number of Leak Detection Alarms responded to 
• Number of repairs addressed 
• Number of Personnel Trained for OW transfer operations 

 
The CSW Workload Report shall, at a minimum, include the following: 
 

• Number of pounds of HW processed 
• Number of pounds of Non-HW processed 
• Number of pounds of Universal Waste processed 
• Number of pounds of material recycled 
• Number of waste collection (waste pickup) events 
• Number of San Clemente Island collections 
• Number of manifests/shipping papers prepared 
• Number of pounds of each of the following recyclable materials 
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processed: textiles (rags), lead-acid batteries, oil/fuel, empty 
containers, light bulbs 

• Number of spill cleanup events that occurred 
 

2.6.12 Property Management 
Plan 

The Contractor shall establish and maintain a plan that meets the contract 
clause requirements of Specification Item 2.4, Government-Furnished 
Property, Materials and Services, of this Annex.  This plan shall identify 
the Contractor’s policies, procedures, and practices in receiving and 
performing physical inventories, repairing and maintaining, preserving 
and protecting, and reporting the disposition of accepted government 
property in its possession.  The Property Management Plan shall be 
submitted per Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract. 
 

2.7 Personnel 
Requirements 

The Contractor shall comply with the personnel requirements stated 
below:  
 

2.7.1 Key Personnel Personnel designated as key includes the Project Manager (PM), Quality 
Manager (QM), Site Safety Health Officer (SSHO), Industrial Waste/Oily 
Waste (IW/OW) Manager, and Containerized Solid Waste (CSW) 
Manager.   
 
Key personnel are skilled management and supervisory personnel 
essential for successful performance of services required under this 
contract.  The Contractor shall not remove or replace key personnel 
without approval of the KO. See NFAS 5252.237-9301 Substitution Of 
Key Personnel for further direction as defined in Section I of the 
solicitation and resultant contract.  The contractor is required to have the 
key personnel positions filled at all times. The Contractor shall submit a 
List of Key Personnel and Qualifications per Section F of the solicitation 
and resultant contract.  The Contractor shall provide any additional 
information requested by the KO necessary to certify their qualifications. 
 
The Contractor shall submit an Organizational Chart per Section F of the 
solicitation and resultant contract, which shows the lines of authority of 
for the key personnel and on-site supervisor(s) for this contract.  The chart 
shall include names of personnel and their position title in this contract.  
As a minimum, include the PM, Quality Manager, SSHO, IW/OW and 
CSW managers, and on-site supervisor(s) and who they will report 
directly to for this contract.   
 

2.7.1.1 Program Manager (PM) The Contractor shall identify a PM and alternate, and provide contact 
information for each to include office and cellular phone numbers and 
email addresses to the COR prior to the contract start date and within 
three (3) calendar days in the event of a change.   
 
Required Qualifications include the following: 
 

a. B.S. in Science or Engineering from an accredited institution. 
b. Minimum of fifteen (15) years of experience managing a 

workforce on projects of similar size, scope, and complexity. 
 
The PM or alternate shall have full authority to act for the Contractor on 
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all contract matters relating to this contract.  The PM or alternate shall be 
on-site during the Government's regular working hours.  The PM or 
alternate shall be available to respond to the Government's phone calls or 
email within 30 minutes during regular work hours, and respond within 
one (1) hour during after-hour periods. 
 

2.7.1.2 Quality Manager The Contractor shall provide a QM independent of the PM.  The QM must 
have relevant experience at a comparable level of responsibility in 
projects of similar size, scope and complexity.   
 
Required Qualifications include the following: 
 

a. Bachelor’s degree in a technical discipline or business from an 
accredited institution. 

b. Minimum of five (5) years of experience in preparing and 
enforcing QMS programs on contracts of similar size, scope and 
complexity. 

c. Must be able to demonstrate experience in QMS such as ASQ 
certification, ISO, Six Sigma, etc. 
 

The QM shall have full authority and responsibility for assuring 
performance objectives and standards identified in this contract are met. 
 
The Contractor shall provide a Quality Manager or designated alternate 
shall be on-site within during the Government's regular working hours and 
shall be available on-site within two hours after the Government’s regular 
working hours. The Quality Manager must report directly to a senior 
corporate official and shall not report directly to the Project Manager. 
 
The Quality Manager shall have fulfilled the following pre-requisite 
training and experiences before being hired as the Quality Manager under 
this contract:   
 
The Quality Manager shall not be the same person as the SSHO.  
 

2.7.1.3 Site Safety and Health 
Officer (SSHO) 

The SSHO must meet the requirements of EM 385-1-1 Section 1 and 
ensure that the requirements of 29 CFR 1926.16 are met for the project. 
 
Required Qualifications Include the following: 
 

a. Certified Safety Professional (CSP) or safety and health degree. 
b. Minimum of five (5) years of satisfactory experience in preparing 

and enforcing safety programs on contracts of similar size and 
complexity in the past or three years. 

c. Shall have completed the OSHA 30-hour construction safety 
class or equivalent and maintain competency through 24 hours of 
formal safety and health related coursework every four years. 

 
For the CSW and IW/OW operations, there shall be one SSHO 
responsible for all project sites. At each project site, the Contractor shall 
have one employee designated as a part-time SSHO representative, as 
identified in the APP.  
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The SSHO and designated representative must have completed the 30-
hour OSHA Construction safety class or as an equivalent, 30-hours of 
formal construction safety and health training covering the subjects of the 
OSHA 30-hour course applicable to the work being performed. 
 
The SSHO or an equally-qualified Designated Representative/alternate 
shall be on-site at all times when work is being performed to implement 
and administer the Contractor's safety program and government-accepted 
Accident Prevention Plan.  The SSHO's training, experience, and 
qualifications shall be as required by EM 385-1-1 paragraph 01.A.17, 
entitled SITE SAFETY AND HEALTH OFFICER (SSHO), and all 
associated sub-paragraphs. 
 
A Competent Person shall be provided for all of the hazards identified in 
the Contractor's Safety and Health Program in accordance with the 
accepted Accident Prevention Plan, and shall be on-site at all times when 
the work that presents the hazards associated with their professional 
expertise is being performed.  Provide the credentials of the Competent 
Persons(s) to the Contracting Officer for acceptance in consultation with 
the Safety Office. 
 
The Contractor shall provide a SSHO whose primary duty and 
responsibility is to prepare and enforce the Contractor’s safety program on 
this contract.  The SSHO shall have fulfilled the following pre-requisite 
training and experiences before being hired as the SSHO under this 
contract: 
 
The SSHO shall not be the same person as the Project Manager.  
 

2.7.1.4 Industrial Waste/Oily 
Waste (IW/OW) 
Manager 

Required Qualifications include the following: 
 

a. B.S. in Science or Engineering from an accredited institution. 
b. A minimum of five (5) years wastewater treatment operations 

experience. 
c. A minimum of three (3) years operational experience at a 

Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) permitted 
hazardous waste facility (preferable in California). 

d. A minimum of two (2) years supervisory experience. 
e. Must have current Hazardous Waste Operations and Emergency 

Response Training (HAZWOPER in accordance with 29 CFR 
1910.120) and provide the training certificates. 

f. Must have current DOT Training in accordance with Title 49 
CFR 172.700 and provide the training certificates. 
 

2.7.1.5 Containerized Solid 
Waste (CSW) Manager 

Required Qualifications include the following: 
 

a. B.S. in Science or Engineering; or any B.S. degree from an 
accredited institution with a professional environmental 
registration/certification (such as Certified Hazardous Materials 
Manager (CHMM), Qualified Environmental Professional 
(QEP), Registered Hazardous Substance Professional). 
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b. A minimum of three (3) years operational experience at a 
Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) permitted 
hazardous waste facility (preferably in California). 

c. A minimum of two (2) years supervisory experience. 
d. Must have current Hazardous Waste Operations and Emergency 

Response Training (HAZWOPER in accordance with 29 CFR 
1910.120) and provide the training certificates. 

e. Must have current DOT Training in accordance with Title 49 
CFR 172.700 and provide the training certificates. 
 

2.7.2 Employee 
Requirements 

The Contractor shall provide experienced, qualified, and capable 
personnel to perform the work in this contract.  Personnel shall be fully 
knowledgeable of all safety and environmental requirements associated 
with the work they perform.  Personnel shall speak, read, and comprehend 
English to the extent that they can read and understand printed 
regulations, detailed written orders, operating procedures, and training 
instructions and materials.  
 
The Contractor shall ensure that all Contractor personnel have received, 
and continue to receive throughout the period of performance of the 
contract, proper safety training, appropriate to their respective jobs.   
 
The Contractor, to include all subcontractors, shall verify employment 
eligibility and identity of all employees or representatives who will 
perform these contract services.  Contractor and subcontractors shall 
submit the completed Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Form I-9, 
Employment Eligibility Verification, to the Installation Security Officer or 
designee prior to any Contractor or subcontractor employee or 
representative beginning work.  All Contractor and subcontractor 
employees or representatives performing in IT-II positions as set forth in 
SECNAV M-5510.30, DoN Personnel Security Program, shall be United 
States Citizens with the exception of those with approved waivers. Waiver 
requests may be submitted in compliance with SECNAV M-5510.30, 
Exhibit 5-B, paragraph 5B-2.2.c. 
 

2.7.2.1 Employee Certification 
and Training 

The Contractor shall provide a written training plan and documentation of 
training for all personnel to demonstrate technical proficiency per Section 
F of the solicitation and resultant contract.  The Contractor shall maintain 
personnel certification, training, and licensing records for employee 
requirements specified herein and within all technical annexes/sub-
annexes.  Certification, training, and licensing records shall be kept 
current and on file for the duration of the contract including all option 
periods.  Records shall be made available for Government review upon 
request. 
 

2.7.2.2 Employee Appearance The Contractor shall ensure that all employees present a professional 
appearance that is appropriate for their position.  The KO reserves the 
right to determine the acceptability of any clothing worn.   
 

2.7.2.3 Employee Conduct Contractor employees shall conduct themselves in a proper, efficient, 
courteous and businesslike manner. 
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Contractor Employee 
Contractor employees shall identify themselves as Contractor personnel 
by introducing themselves or being introduced as Contractor personnel 
and displaying distinguishing badges or other visible identification for 
meetings with Government personnel.  All Contractor employees shall 
appropriately identify themselves as contractor employees in telephone 
conversations and in formal and informal written correspondence. 
 

2.7.2.5 Removal of Employees The Contractor shall remove from the site any individual whose continued 
employment is deemed by the KO to be contrary to the public interest or 
inconsistent with the best interests of National Security. 
 

2.7.2.6 Proof of Legal 
Residency 

No employee or representative of the Contractor will be admitted to the 
site of work unless satisfactory Proof of Legal Residency is furnished per 
Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract. 
 

2.7.3 Enterprise-wide 
Contractor Manpower 
Reporting Application 
(eCMRA) 
 

The Contractor shall report all contractor labor hours (including 
subcontractor labor hours) required for performance of services provided 
under this contract via a secure data collection site.  The contractor is 
required to completely fill in all required data fields using the following 
web address:  https://doncmra.nmci.navy.mil. 
 
Per Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract, reporting inputs 
will be for the labor executed during the period of performance during 
each Government fiscal year (FY), which runs October 1 through 
September 30.  While inputs may be reported any time during the FY, all 
data shall be reported no later than October 31 of each calendar year.  
Contractors may direct questions to the help desk, linked at 
https://doncmra.nmci.navy.mil. 
 

2.8 Security Requirements The Contractor shall comply with all Federal, State, and local security 
statutes, regulations, and requirements.  The Contractor shall become 
acquainted with and comply with all Government regulations as posted, or 
as requested by the KO when required to enter a Government site.  The 
Contractor shall ensure that all security/entrance clearances are obtained. 
 

 
2.8.1 

 
Trustworthiness 
Security 

 
Although this solicitation and resultant contract is not classified and 
Contractor employees may or may not be required to obtain a National 
Agency Check (NAC) trustworthiness determination, the DoN has 
determined that all DoD and DoN networks and information systems are 
sensitive regardless of whether the information is classified or 
unclassified.  A Contractor whose work involves access to sensitive 
unclassified information warrants a judgment of an employee's 
trustworthiness.  Therefore, all personnel accessing DoD and DoN 
networks and information systems must pass a NAC to verify their 
trustworthiness and the Contractor shall provide acceptable substitute(s) 
for those personnel that are rejected.  
 
If Contractor personnel currently have a favorable NAC the Contractor 
shall prepare an Access Request Letter on company letterhead. The letter 
shall identify the KO as a point of contact, and be submitted to NAVFAC 
SW Security Department not later than 30 calendar days after the start of 
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phase-in.  The Access Request Letter will be renewed annually or for the 
duration of the contract if less than one (1) year. 
 
If no previous investigation exists the Contractor personnel will complete 
the requirement for a Trustworthiness NAC. 
 
The Trustworthiness NAC is processed through the Command Security 
Manager.  The Contractor shall provide the completed SF-85P and two (2) 
applicant fingerprint cards (FD 258). The Security Manager will review 
the form for completeness, accuracy and suitability issues.  The completed 
SF 85P along with attachments will be forwarded to the Office of 
Personnel Management (OPM) who will conduct the NAC. 
 
The Department of the Navy Central Adjudication Facility will provide 
the completed investigation to the requesting command security manager 
for the trustworthiness determination.  The command will provide written 
notification to the Contractor advising whether or not the Contractor 
employee will be admitted to command areas or be provided access to 
unclassified but sensitive business information. 

 
Trustworthiness determinations are the sole prerogative of the 
Commanding Officer of the sponsor activity. If the Commanding Officer 
determines, upon review of the investigation, that allowing a person to 
perform certain duties or access to certain areas, would pose an 
unacceptable risk, that decision is final.  No due process procedures are 
required. 

 
The Contractor employee shall take all lawful steps available to ensure 
that information provided or generated pursuant to this arrangement is 
protected from further disclosure unless the agency provides written 
consent to such disclosure.  
 

2.8.2 Employee Listing The Contractor shall maintain a current Employee List and submit per 
Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract.  The list shall include, 
at a minimum, employee’s name, supervisor, company, and level of 
security clearance. 
 

2.8.3 Vehicles The company name shall be displayed on each of the Contractor's vehicles 
in a manner and size that is clearly visible.  All vehicles shall display a 
valid state license plate that complies with the State Vehicle Code.  
Vehicles shall meet all other requirement of the State Vehicle Code, such 
as safety standards, and shall carry proof of insurance and state 
registration, if applicable. 
 
Personally owned vehicles shall comply with the installation vehicle 
license and registration requirements. 
 

2.8.4 Passes and Badges All Contractor employees shall obtain the required employee and vehicle 
passes.  The Contractor employees must be able to obtain Common 
Access Cards (CAC) in accordance with security requirements.  When an 
employee leaves the Contractor's service, the employee's Passes and 
Badges shall be returned within 10 calendar days. 
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2.8.5 Access to Installation All Contractor personnel shall obtain access to the installation by 

participating in the Navy Commercial Access Control System (NCACS) 
(See Spec Item 2.8.5.1 for more details of this program), or by obtaining 
passes each day from the Base Pass and Identification Office.  Costs for 
obtaining passes through the NCACS are the responsibility of the 
Contractor.  One-day passes, issued through the Base Pass and 
Identification Office, will be furnished without charge.   

The Contractor shall furnish a completed EMPLOYMENT ELIGIBILITY 
VERIFICATION (DHS FORM I-9) form for all personnel requesting 
badges.  This form is available at http://www.uscis.gov/portal/site/uscis by 
searching or selecting Employment Verification (Form I-9).  Immediately 
report instances of lost or stolen badges to the Contracting Officer and the 
COR. 

2.8.5.1 NCACS Program NCACS is a voluntary program in which Contractor personnel who enroll, 
and are approved, are subsequently granted access to the installation for a 
period up to one year, or the length of the contract, whichever is less, and 
are not required to obtain a new pass from the Base Pass and 
Identification Office for each visit.   

The Government performs background screening and credentialing.  
Throughout the year the Contractor employee must continue to meet 
background screening standards.  Periodic background screenings are 
conducted to verify continued NCACS participation and installation 
access privileges.  Under the NCACS program, no commercial vehicle 
inspection is required, other than for Random Anti-Terrorism Measures 
(RAM) or in the case of an elevation of Force Protection Conditions 
(FPCON).   

Information on costs and requirements to participate and enroll in NCACS 
is available at http://www.rapidgate.com/vendors/how-to-enroll or by 
calling 1-877-727-4342. 

2.8.5.2 One-Day Passes Participation in the NCACS is not mandatory.  Should the Contractor 
choose to not participate in the NCAC program and/or their personnel are 
not eligible to obtain a CAC card, the Contractor's personnel will have to 
obtain daily passes, and may be subject to daily mandatory vehicle 
inspection, and will have limited access to the installation.  The 
Government will not be responsible for any cost or lost time associated 
with obtaining daily passes or added vehicle inspections incurred by non-
participants in the NCACS. 

2.8.6 Access to Buildings  The Contractor shall monitor and control access into restricted areas under 
their responsibility, allowing only those individuals who have been 
properly cleared into restricted areas or other controlled access areas.  The 
Contractor shall comply with security requirements, plus those imposed 
by the installation Commander at all times.  Personnel with access to 
special areas will have the appropriate screening and/or security clearance, 
and personnel requiring routine access to restricted areas will wear special 
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badges authorizing access for those areas.  Contractor personnel shall not 
enter restricted or controlled areas or installation facilities unless 
specifically authorized in performance of their duties.  The Contractor 
shall secure all buildings and facilities entered during non-duty hours and 
will secure all building and facilities under the Contractor’s cognizance at 
the end of each work day or shift period. 
 
The Contractor shall maintain a visitor log for each facility they are 
required to operate and provide to the COR per Section F of the 
solicitation and resultant contract.  The contractor shall not allow other 
contractor’s employees or other visitors to visit or tour the Government 
facilities without express written permission from the KO or the COR, 
unless they have legitimate business onsite at our facilities, (i.e. janitorial 
services, forklift and vehicle preventive maintenance, scale calibration, 
etc.).  
  

2.8.7 Access Arrangements The Contractor shall make all arrangements through the appropriate office 
necessary to obtain access to buildings, facilities and other work areas, 
and when necessary, arrange for them to be opened and closed by the 
controlling authority.  The Government may issue keys to the Contractor.  
The Contractor shall use due diligence and be responsible for 
compromised security systems to include replacement costs that result 
from its action or inaction. 
 

2.8.7.1 Escort Arrangement for 
Secured Areas 

The Contractor shall make arrangements for Government escort into 
secured areas requiring escort.  The KO will provide information on 
applicable buildings, spaces and the appropriate point of contact. 
 
The Contractor may experience delays while waiting for escorts.  The 
Government estimates the wait period can be up to 15 minutes.  The 
Contractor shall notify the COR and appropriate point of contract if an 
escort is not available after 15 minutes and access to accomplish the work 
is denied.  Unscheduled requirements, e.g., trouble calls, may require a 
longer wait for an escort. 
 

2.8.8 Notice of Security Lead 
Time for Installation 
Common Access Cards 

The Contractor shall meet all Government requirements for site, 
installation or base access.  These include, but are not limited to, the CAC, 
Basic Background Investigations, Check-In processes and Installation 
Access requirements.  Due to increased security requirements, and 
investigation time, processing requests for CAC cards may take up to 60 
days, or longer, depending on the existence and adequacy of each 
potential employee's information in the Joint Personnel Adjudicating 
System (JPAS) system.  The JPAS system is the Navy's clearance 
database.  For information purposes and at the lowest level of national 
security threat level, here are the MINIMUM estimated processing 
timeframes for CAC receipt in the specified cases: 
 

• Contractor employee is a US Citizen and has adequate 
information in JPAS (clearance database) - Minimum 10 up to 30 
Days. 

• Contractor employee is a Foreign National and has adequate 
information in JPAS - Minimum 10 up to 30 Days. 
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• Contractor employee is a US Citizen and no information is on 
file in JPAS – 

o Contractor must submit SF-85P (basic background 
investigation) and two sets of fingerprints to 
NAVFACSW Security;  

o NAVFACSW Security will then review and submit 
package to initiate an investigation; and, 

o Contractor will not be able to get a CAC until 
fingerprints clear FBI review (could take approximately 
20 business days from date package is submitted to 
initiate an investigation). 

• Contractor employee is a Foreign National and no information is 
on file in JPAS – 

o Contractor must submit SF-85P (basic background 
investigation) and two sets of fingerprints to 
NAVFACSW Security; 

o NAVFACSW Security will then review and submit 
package to initiate an investigation; and Contractor will 
not be able to get a CAC until basic background 
investigation reflects completed in JPAS (could take 
approximately 60 days from date package is submitted 
to initiate an investigation).  

 
2.8.9 Access to Sensitive 

Unclassified 
Information 

The Contractor personnel whose work involves access to sensitive 
unclassified information shall undergo a National Agency Check 
Investigation (NACI) to verify their suitability.  If the Contractor 
personnel currently have a favorably adjudicated NACI the Contractor 
shall notify the Government Command Security Manager who will 
validate this in the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS). 
 
The Contractor shall request from the Government for access to the E-QIP 
Direct program for the Contractor employees to complete the SF-85 form 
on line for an NACI.  The Security Manager will determine suitability.  
Upon a favorable NACI, the Contractor personnel shall provide the 
completed Personnel Security Investigation (PSI) to the Security Manager 
along with the original signed release statements, applicant fingerprint 
card (FD87), and an OF-306 Declaration for Federal Employment per 
Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract.  The Contractor shall 
be responsible for providing the fingerprint card. 
 
The request shall be renewed annually or for the duration of the contract if 
less than one year. 
 
The Contractor shall also submit to the COR a DD Form 2875, System 
Authorization Access Request (SAAR), for each employee requiring 
access to DoD systems and information prior to beginning work. 
Government validation of each SAAR and completion of government-
furnished information assurance training is required prior to accessing 
DoD systems and information.  A list of personnel requiring log-ins and 
access to these systems and DD Form 2875 for each person requiring 
access to a DoD system shall be submitted to the COR no later than 30 
calendar days prior to start of the base year as outlined in Section F of the 
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solicitation and resultant contract. 

Informational Note: Information Assurance training may be obtained 
through the Defense Information Systems Agency website:

2.8.10 Employee Status The Contractor shall notify the KO of any changes to any employee’s 
status to include, but not limited to, termination, convictions/arrests, 
adverse actions taken on the job for any reason or any other documented 
misbehavior that may affect, or have the potential to affect, security 
standing in terms of access to federal facilities or IT systems. 
 

2.9 Contractor Safety 
Program 

The Contractor shall develop and implement a Safety Program detailing 
how the Contractor plans, staffs, performs, and controls all safety 
practices while delivering best value services to the Government without 
any accidents or mishaps.  The Contractor’s safety program shall comply 
with all safety standards identified in the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers 
Safety and Health Requirements Manual, EM 385-1-1 (or most current 
version) and Public Law 91-596, Occupational Safety and Health Act. 
 

2.9.1 Accident Prevention 
Plan (APP) 

The Contractor shall develop and implement a site Accident Prevention 
Plan (APP).  The APP shall be prepared by the Contractor’s SSHO and 
shall be followed by all Contractor employees, subcontractors, and 
vendors at each service site. 
 
The APP shall follow the format and include all elements addressed in 
Appendix A of EM 385-1-1 (or most current version).  The APP shall 
incorporate Activity Hazard Analyses (AHAs) and Occupational Risk and 
Compliance Plans and Programs that are relevant to the site specific 
hazards and controls for each activity and type of work that may be 
encountered in the performance of this contract. 
 
The Government considers the Contractor to be the "controlling authority" 
for all work site safety and health.  The Contractor is responsible for 
informing its subcontractors of the safety provisions under the terms of 
the contract and the penalties for noncompliance, coordinating the work to 
prevent one trade from interfering with or creating hazardous working 
conditions for other trades, and inspecting subcontractor operations to 
ensure that accident prevention responsibilities are being carried out. 

The Contractor shall submit an APP for acceptance per Section F of the 
solicitation and resultant contract.  The Contractor shall review, update, 
and submit revisions to the APP whenever a change in work conditions, 
hazards, or activities occur.  Submittal of the APP shall include Activity 
Hazard Analyses (AHAs) and Occupational Risk and Compliance Plans 
and Programs as specified below. 
 

2.9.2 Activity Hazard 
Analysis (AHA) 

The Contractor shall prepare Activity Hazard Analyses (AHAs) for all 
applicable common recurring work activities performed under this 
contract.  AHAs for recurring work shall be submitted with the APP and 
shall be updated as work activities or conditions change and additional 
AHAs prepared as new work activities are required.  AHAs for non-
recurring and one-time (e.g., non-recurring work task orders) work 
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occurrences shall be submitted at least two working days prior to start of 
work.  Specifically:  
 

• For contract modifications to recurring work requirements 
where changes are germane to the original contract, the 
Contractor shall revise applicable AHAs within 15 calendar 
days after modification is signed. 

 
AHAs shall follow format of Figure 1-2 of EM 385-1-1 (or most current 
version) and shall explain the following as detailed in the EM 385-1-1 (or 
most current version): 
 

• The steps of the service process; 
• Identify potential hazards that exist as a result of the Contractor’s 

service process within the environment; 
• Measures or plans of actions to safely remove potential hazards 

away from people in and around the service process and 
environment; 

• Specific materials and equipment necessary to safely remove 
potential hazards away from people in and around the service 
process and environment; 

• Inspection requirements to assure service activity is safe; and 
• Training of service personnel to be aware of potential hazards 

and measures or plans of actions to be used to remove hazards 
from service environment. 

 
During performance of services, the SSHO shall periodically review the 
AHA at each service site and for each sub-annex to assess the 
effectiveness of the Contractor’s overall APP.  If changes to the AHAs are 
required, such changes shall be submitted to the COR for review and 
acceptance. 
 

2.9.3 Occupational Risk and 
Compliance Plans  

The Contractor shall develop, provide and implement occupational risk 
and compliance plans, as specified below, as necessary for the situation or 
types of work to be performed under this contract.  These plans shall be 
submitted with the APP and shall be updated as situations change.  
Additional plans as referenced in Appendix A of EM 385-1-1(or most 
current version) shall be developed as applicable when new types of work 
are required under this contract.  These plans may include, but are not 
limited to the following plans listed below.  The Contractor shall 
determine which plans are appropriate and required to comply with the 
requirements of EM 385-1-1(or most current version).  The Contractor 
shall also make sure the plans are in compliance when any updates or 
revisions to the EM 385-1-1are made.  
 

2.9.3.1 Abrasive Blasting Plan The Contractor shall develop an abrasive blasting plan to include written 
operating procedures addressed in paragraph 06.H of EM 385-1-1(or most 
current version). 
 

2.9.3.2 Access/Haul Road Plan The Contractor shall develop an access/haul road plan to include the 
elements addressed in paragraph 04.B of EM 385-1-1(or most current 
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version).    
 

2.9.3.3 Alcohol and Drug 
Abuse Prevention Plan 

The Contractor shall develop an alcohol and drug abuse prevention plan 
to explain how it will satisfy the drug-free work force requirement as 
stated in DFARS Clause 252.223-7004 and include elements addressed in 
paragraph 01.C.02 of EM 385-1-1(or most current version). 
 

2.9.3.4 Chemical Hazard 
Communication 
Program 

The Contractor shall develop a project-specific chemical hazard 
communication program to include elements addressed in paragraph 
06.B.01 of EM 385-1-1(or most current version) and 29 Code of Federal 
Regulations (CFR) 1910.120 or 1926.59 requirements. 
 

2.9.3.5 Confined Space 
Program 

The Contractor shall develop an activity/site-specific confined space 
program to include elements addressed in paragraph 34.A of EM 385-1-
1(or most current version) and comply with relevant requirements in 29 
CFR 1910, 29 CFR 1915, and 29 CFR 1926, and any other Federal, state 
and local regulatory standards. 
 

2.9.3.6 Emergency Response 
Plans 

The Contractor shall develop emergency response plans to ensure safe 
evacuation and personnel safety in the event of fire or other emergency 
that include elements addressed in paragraphs 01.E, 03.A, 03.D, and 
19.A.04 of EM 385-1-1(or most current version). 
 

2.9.3.7 Excavation/Trenching 
Plan 

The Contractor shall develop an excavation/trenching plan to include 
elements addressed in paragraph 25.A.01 of EM 385-1-1(or most current 
version). 
 

2.9.3.8 Fall Prevention and 
Protection Plan 

The Contractor shall develop site specific fall prevention and protection 
plan to protect and prevent its service workers from falling from heights 
of 1.8m (6 feet) or more.  This plan shall include elements addressed in 
paragraph 21.C of EM 385-1-1(or most current version) and ANSI 
A10.32, ANSI Z359.1, and ANSI/ASSE A10.34.  A competent person for 
fall protection shall prepare and sign the plan. 
 

2.9.3.9 Fire Prevention 
Program 

The Contractor shall develop a fire prevention program to include a fire 
prevention plan and annual survey to include elements addressed in 
paragraph 06.C and 09.A of EM 385-1-1 (or most current version), NFPA 
10, NFPA 241, NFPA 51B, NFPA 70, and NFPA 70E. 
 

2.9.3.10 Hazardous Energy 
Control Program 

The Contractor shall develop a hazardous energy control program to 
include elements addressed in paragraph 12.A.12 of EM 385-1-1 (or most 
current version). 
 

2.9.3.11 Health Hazard Control 
Program and Hazard 
Communication  
Program 

The Contractor shall develop a project-specific health hazard control 
program and chemical hazard communication program to include 
elements addressed in paragraphs 06.A and 06.B of EM 385-1-1 (or most 
current version) and 29 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 1910.120 or 
1926.59 requirements. 
 

2.9.4 Accident and Damage 
Reporting 

The Contractor shall notify the KO and COR as soon as practical, but no 
more than four hours after any accident, mishap or near misses through 
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email or telephone call.  This initial report may not have all the facts and 
information regarding the actual incident or near miss; however, it is the 
Government’s desire to receive notification of all mishap situations as 
early as possible.  
 
After notification, the contractor shall also complete the NAVFAC 
Contractor Incident Reporting System (CIRS) form.  Information required 
in CIRS includes:  Contractor name; contract title; type of contract; name 
of activity, installation or location where accident occurred; date and time 
of accident; names of personnel injured; extent of property damage, if 
any; extent of injury, if known, and brief description of accident (to 
include type of equipment used, PPE used, etc.).  The Contractor will then 
coordinate with the COR and the Base Site Safety Manager (SSM), to 
electronically submit the report via the NAVFAC Enterprise Safety 
Applications Management System (ESAMS) per Section F of the 
solicitation and resultant contract.  The Contractor shall preserve the 
conditions and evidence on the accident site until the Government 
investigation team arrives on-site and Government investigation is 
conducted.  The Contractor shall conduct an accident investigation for 
recordable injuries and illnesses, for accidents requiring Medical 
Treatment, property damage accidents resulting in at least $20,000 in 
damages, and near misses as defined in EM 385-1-1, to establish the root 
cause(s) of the accident.   
 
The Contractor shall conduct an accident investigation for any weight 
handling equipment accident (including rigging gear accidents) to 
establish the root cause(s) of the accident, complete a WHE Accident 
Report (Crane and Rigging Gear) report and submit per Section F of the 
solicitation and resultant contract.  No crane operations are allowed to 
proceed until cause is determined and corrective actions have been 
implemented to the satisfaction of the KO. 
 
The Contractor shall develop a follow-on report and shall provide a copy 
to the KO and COR by the close of business the day of the accident, or if 
the accident occurs after hours, at start of business the following morning.  
Follow-on reports shall be required daily until the Contractor can send a 
final, conclusive report of the nature, cause, and outcome of the accident. 
 
The Contractor shall provide a final report of the accident to the KO and 
COR within 24 hours after completing the investigation of the accident. 
Closeout in ESAMS is also required thru coordination with the COR and 
the Base SSM. 
   

2.9.4.1 Accident Reporting and 
Notification Criteria 

The following criteria and definitions apply to the accident reporting 
requirements specified above: 
 
Recordable Injuries or Illnesses.  Any work-related injury or illness that 
result in the following: 
 

1) Death, regardless of the time between the injury and death, or the 
length of the illness; 

2) Days away from work (any time lost after day of injury/illness 
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onset); 
3) Restricted work; 
4) Transfer to another job; 
5) Medical treatment beyond first aid; 
6) Loss of consciousness; or 
7) A significant injury or illness diagnosed by a physician or other 

licensed health care professional, even if it did not result in (1) 
through (6) above. 

 
High Visibility Accident.  Any mishap which may generate publicity or 
high visibility. 
 
Medical Treatment.  Treatment administered by a physician or by 
registered professional personnel under the standing orders of a physician. 
Medical treatment does not include first aid treatment even through 
provided by a physician or registered personnel. 
 
WHE Accident.  A WHE accident occurs when any one or more of the 
eight elements in the operating envelope fails to perform correctly during 
operation, including operation during maintenance or testing resulting in 
personnel injury or death; material or equipment damage; dropped load; 
derailment; two-blocking; overload; or collision, including unplanned 
contact between the load, crane, or other objects.  A dropped load, 
derailment, two-blocking, overload and collision are considered an 
accident even though no material damage or injury occurs.  A component 
failure (e.g., motor burnout, gear tooth failure, bearing failure) is not 
considered an accident solely due to material or equipment damage unless 
the component failure results in damage to other components (e.g., 
dropped boom, dropped load, roll over, etc.). 
  

2.9.5 Fire Protection The Contractor shall know where fire alarms are located and how to 
activate them.  The Contractor shall handle and store all combustible 
supplies, materials, waste and trash in a manner that prevents fire or 
hazards to persons, facilities, and materials. 
 

2.9.6 OSHA Citations and 
Violations 

The Contractor shall correct violations and citations promptly and provide 
a copy of each OSHA citation and OSHA report with written OSHA 
Citations and Violations Corrective Action Report per Deliverable 
Schedules in Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract. 
 

2.9.7 Safety Inspections and 
Monitoring 

The Contractor shall conduct inspections of its work areas, job sites, and 
work crews every day work is being performed to ensure that all 
Contractor operations are being conducted safely.  These inspections shall 
ensure the following items are adhered to:   
 

• The site is safe and free of job-site hazards  
• Proper PPE is being utilized and worn.  
• Safe work practices and processes are being followed. 
• Workers are familiar with the hazards covered in the respective 

AHA for that work activity.  
• All equipment and tools are in good condition and being used 
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safely. 
 
The Government reserves the right to inspect and monitor Contractor 
operations for safety compliance.  In general, the Government approach 
will be to conduct Performance Assessment on the quality and 
effectiveness of the Contractor’s safety program.  The Government 
reserves the right to stop any work activity when it deems danger is 
imminent.  Contractor personnel shall work in a safe manner and comply 
with all applicable safety regulations.  The Contractor shall be subject to 
safety inspections of its work sites by the Government.  Contractor safety 
records shall be available to the KO upon request. 
 
Whenever the KO becomes aware of any safety noncompliance or any 
condition which poses a serious or imminent danger or hazard to the 
health or safety of the public or Government Personnel, the KO will notify 
the Contractor orally, with written confirmation, and request immediate 
corrective action.  This notice, when delivered to the Contractor’s 
representative or SSHO, shall be deemed sufficient notice of 
noncompliance and that corrective action is required.  After receiving this 
notice, the Contractor shall immediately take corrective action.  If the 
Contractor fails, delays, or refuses to promptly take corrective action, the 
KO may issue a stop work order for all or part of the services or work 
until satisfactory corrective action has been taken.  Whenever such a stop 
work order has been issued, the Contractor shall waive all equitable 
adjustments to the contract related to the stop work ordered issued.  The 
Contractor shall include this requirement in all of its subcontracts and 
vendor contracts in support of contract safety. 
 

2.9.8 Safety Certification The Contractor shall submit copies of all the required Federal, state, 
county, city and industry Safety Certifications for work performed under 
this contract per Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract.  These 
certifications shall be kept up to date by the Contractor.  The Contractor 
shall submit new versions of certifications as the old certifications expire.  
No work, that requires a certification, shall start without a valid and 
approved certification. 
 
 

2.9.9 Safety Apparel on 
Jobsites 

The Contractor personnel shall wear appropriate high-visibility safety 
apparel (garment, vest, or harness of retro-reflective and fluorescent 
material) meeting ANSI/ISEA 107-2010 requirements.  Appropriate 
garment shall be based on the worker hazards and tasks, complexity of the 
work environment or background, and vehicular traffic and speed.  As a 
minimum, the Contractor personnel shall wear ANSI/ISEA 107-2010 
Class I compliant apparel. 
 

2.10 Environmental 
Management and 
Sustainability 

The Contractor shall perform work under this contract consistent with the 
following Environmental Management System (EMS) goals and policy. 
 
       GOALS: 
 

• Reduce purchase and use of toxic and  hazardous materials; 
• Expand purchase of green products and services; increase 
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recycling; 
• Reduce energy and water use; 
• Increase use of alternative fuels and renewable energy; 
• Integrate green building concepts in major renovations and new 

construction; 
• Prevent pollution at the source; and 
• Continual improvement. 

        
       POLICY: 
 

• Protect public health and the environment by being an 
environmentally responsible member of the community; 

• Preserve our natural, historic and cultural resources; 
• Conserve natural resources by reducing what we discard, reusing 

items, and recycling materials, which includes purchasing 
products made from recycled materials; 

• Integrate sound environmental practices into all our operations 
and business decisions; Integrate environmental protection 
requirements and pollution prevention initiatives into the early 
planning, design and procurement of facilities, equipment and 
material, as well as the planning and implementation of military 
training activities; 

• Prevent or minimize pollution at its source as we seek out ways 
to eliminate or further minimize use of hazardous materials and 
generation of hazardous waste; 

• Maintain a sound partnership with regulatory agencies to sustain 
our compliance with existing and new environmental laws and 
regulations; 

• Enhance our program as we develop and implement an 
Environmental Management System; and 

• Adhere to this policy, remind one another to do so, and ensure 
that our entire community knows this is our policy by our actions 
as well as our words. 

 
The Contractor shall maintain monitoring and measurement information 
to address the EMS goals and policy and provide the EMS Goals and 
Policy Measurement Information to the KO when requested.  In the event 
an EMS nonconformance or environmental noncompliance associated 
with the contracted services, tasks, or actions occurs, the Contractor shall 
take corrective and/or preventative actions, assume legal and financial 
liability for the noncompliance and take corrective action immediately to 
remedy the noncompliance.  The Contractor shall ensure that its 
employees are aware of their roles and responsibilities under the EMS and 
how these EMS roles and responsibilities affect work performed under the 
contract. 
 

2.10.1 Environmental 
Protection 

The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, state, and local 
laws, regulations, and executive orders, and with base-wide instructions, 
standards, and permit requirements.  All environmental protection matters 
shall be coordinated with the KO.  Inspection of any of the facilities 
operated by the Contractor may be accomplished by the Installation 
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Environmental Protection Coordinator, or authorized officials on a no-
notice basis during Government regular working hours.  In the event that 
a regulatory agency assesses a monetary fine against the Government for 
violations caused by Contractor negligence, the Contractor shall 
reimburse the Government for the amount of that fine and other costs.   
 
The Contractor shall comply with the instructions of the cognizant Navy 
Medical Department with respect to avoidance of conditions which create 
a nuisance or which may be hazardous to the health of military or civilian 
personnel.   
 
The Contractor is responsible for ensuring that its employees receive 
applicable environmental and occupational health and safety training; and 
they are kept up to date on regulatory required specific training for the 
type of work to be conducted onsite.  All on-site Contractor personnel, 
and their subcontractor personnel, performing tasks that have the potential 
to cause a significant environmental impact shall be competent on the 
basis of appropriate education, training or experience. 
 

2.10.1.1 Non-Hazardous Waste 
Disposal 

The Contractor shall dispose all wastes in accordance with all applicable 
Federal, state, and local laws, regulations, and executive orders, and with 
base-wide instructions, standards, and permit requirements.   
 
All non-hazardous, non-regulated debris and rubbish resulting from the 
work under this excluding recyclable materials shall be disposed of in 
Government provided trash bins or recycle bins as applicable.  All 
regulated, non-hazardous waste shall be disposed of in accordance with all 
applicable Federal, State, and local laws, regulations, and with base-wide 
instructions. 
 

2.10.1.2 Hazardous Waste 
Disposal 

The Contractor shall dispose of all hazardous waste in accordance with 
the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, CNRSW Hazardous Waste 
Management Plan (HWMP) and all other applicable Federal, state and 
local laws and regulations.  No disposal of hazardous waste onboard the 
installation is allowed. 
 

2.10.1.3 Special Waste The Contractor shall dispose of all special waste in accordance with 
federal, state, and local policy.  No on-installation disposal of special 
waste is allowed.  Special waste is defined as: Any waste that does not 
meet the definition of a hazardous waste, but, because of its physical 
characteristics, chemical makeup, biological nature, or because it poses an 
unusual threat to human health or the environment, requires special 
management procedures.  Special waste is not municipal solid waste 
(trash, garbage). 
 

2.10.1.4 Spill Prevention, 
Containment, and 
Clean-up 

The Contractor shall prevent, contain, clean up, and report all spills on 
Government property caused by the Contractor, in a manner that complies 
with applicable Federal, state, and local laws and regulations, CNRSW 
Instruction 5090.1 and HWF Permit conditions at no additional cost to the 
Government. 
 
Upon discovery of a spill that is not a result of the Contractors activities, 
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the Contractor shall immediately contact the Federal Fire Department and 
COR within 30 minutes of the discovery to report the spill and take action 
to contain the spill. 
 
 

2.10.1.5 Hazardous Material 
Management 

The Contractor shall support the Consolidated Hazardous Material 
Reutilization and Inventory Management Program (CHRIMP).  
 

2.10.1.6 Protection of 
Endangered and 
Threatened Species 
(Flora and Fauna) 

The Contractor shall not disturb endangered and threatened species and 
their habitat.  The Contractor shall carefully protect in-place and report 
immediately to the KO endangered and threatened species discovered in 
the course of work.  The Contractor shall stop work in the immediate area 
of the discovery until directed by the KO to resume work. 
 

2.10.1.7 Noise Control The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local 
laws, ordinances, and regulations relative to noise control.  
 

2.10.1.8 Salvage All material and equipment removed or disconnected that is sound and of 
value shall remain the property of the Government.  The Contractor shall 
notify the KO or COR to determine the appropriate disposition of non-
expendable materials and equipment, and when directed by the KO or 
COR, the Contractor shall deliver this material and equipment to the DLA 
Disposition Services location at the Contractor’s expense.  The Contractor 
shall make every attempt to recycle excess materials utilizing the Navy 
Recycling Program, prior to turnover to DLA Disposition Services. 
 
Upon approval from the KO, the Contractor shall collect, process, and 
deliver to DLA Disposition Services all excess Government property 
acquired in the performance of this Contract.  The disposal, salvage, 
reclamation, re-use, recycling, or other disposition of excess property 
including equipment, with the current exception of recovered oil  under 
the control of the Contractor, is DLA Disposition Service’s responsibility 
(the Contractor shall manage recovered oil as specified in Annex 16, Spec 
Item 3.1.3). 
 
The Contractor shall request disposition instructions from the KO or COR 
for Government property rejected by DLA Disposition Service.   
 
The Contractor shall segregate recyclable materials from hazardous 
wastes in accordance with the base recycling plan. 
  

2.10.1.9 Asbestos Containing 
Material (ACM) 

Asbestos containing insulation, flooring, and other building materials may 
be encountered by the Contractor during the performance of work under 
this contract, and the Contractor shall remain alert to this possibility.  If 
ACM is encountered or suspected in the performance of work, the 
Contractor shall avoid removing, sanding, abrading, or disturbing the 
material.  The Contractor shall verbally notify the KO within one hour and 
follow-up with written ACM Notification within 24 hours per Deliverable 
Schedule in Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract. 
 

2.11 Disaster Preparedness The Contractor shall comply with the installation's Contingency 
Instruction.  The Contractor shall prepare the installation before, and 
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perform damage evaluation and emergency recovery after, natural 
disasters and other emergencies as directed by the KO.  Typical 
preparation and recovery work may include, but is not limited to, securing 
waste containers, locking or securing doors and windows, posting safety 
signs.  Requirement is dependent on nature of contract function and 
applicable Annex. 
 

2.12 Standard Operating 
Procedures (SOP) 

Standard Operating Procedures identified in Attachment J-0200000-06, 
address 1) processes, procedures, and equipment; and 2) general work 
processes and tasks that have high risk potential.  The Contractor shall 
finalize all SOP’s within 30 days of contract award and shall maintain up-
to-date environmental SOPs that accurately reflect all phases of current 
environmental activities, including, but not limited to, at a minimum, 
containerized solid waste services, hazardous waste/hazardous material 
services, industrial waste/oily waste services, and environmental 
remediation services. SOPs shall be updated, maintained and utilized by 
the Contractor. SOPs shall be periodically reviewed and updated to ensure 
they are efficient and cost-effective. 

If a new SOP is required, the Contractor shall prepare the SOP.  All SOPs 
shall be reviewed annually and revised as changes are needed per 
Deliverable Schedule in Section F of the solicitation and resultant 
contract. The Contractor shall maintain an historical file of SOPs and all 
revisions.  

The Contractor shall either agree to utilize existing SOPs or develop 
alternative SOPs.  Alternative SOPs will be monitored by the Government 
through performance assessment.  Generic SOPs are not acceptable. 
Contractor developed SOPs shall address all the relevant requirements in 
the DoD Quality System Manual.  

The Government reserves the right to use, duplicate, or disclose the 
Contractor’s operating logs, SOPs, and forms, in whole or in part, for 
purposes associated with the execution of the contract. If the Contractor 
considers a document proprietary, it must submit a written request to the 
COR for a determination of whether access should be restricted. Access 
will only be restricted when approved by the KO. 
 

2.13 Technical Library The Contractor shall maintain and manage the Technical Libraries. 
Existing technical library contents will be furnished by the Government. 
The Contractor shall continually update to ensure all data is current, 
complete, accurate and suitable for intended use.  Technical libraries shall 
include, but are not limited to, instruction, directives, references, facility 
drawings, operation and maintenance manuals, warranties, Government 
publications, permits, and other appropriate materials.  The Contractor 
shall maintain and keep current a computerized index of the contents of 
the technical libraries, which is accessible via local information 
management system.  This index shall be turned over to the COR two (2) 
weeks prior to contract completion or termination.  The Contractor shall 
monitor the use of the libraries to ensure materials are returned and data 
integrity is not compromised. 
 
The Contractor shall continually update library material to ensure all data 
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is current, complete, accurate and suitable for intended use.  The 
Contractor shall monitor the use of the libraries to ensure materials are 
returned and data integrity is not compromised.  The Contractor shall 
maintain the libraries until completion or termination of the contract and 
make the libraries available for inspection by prospective offerors for 
successive contracts.  The technical library contents are the property of the 
Government and shall be turned over to the KO upon completion or 
termination of the contract. 
 

2.14 Documentation The Contractor shall, for purposes of management control, Government 
oversight, and environmental compliance, audit, and inspection, document 
all work performed under this Contract.  The level of documentation 
required of the Contractor is that which will allow reconstruction of all 
work performed, to include customer information, for purposes of 
accurate tracking, billing, and internal Navy reporting and record-keeping.  
The Contractor shall prepare and preserve required documentation on an 
ongoing basis, substantially contemporaneous with work being performed. 
 
Any documentation, other than invoices, company letters and company 
proposals, referenced in this contract will become government property 
and shall not contain any reference to the Contractor, e.g., Contractor's 
logo, address, name, etc.  The Contractor may provide a cover page 
specifying “prepared by,” “prepared for,” document name, and date; 
however, the document itself shall be generic.  Examples include permit, 
project, and site specific SOPs/Sampling Analysis Plans (SAP), which are 
the property of the Government and as such will not contain the 
referenced Contractor items. 
 

2.15 Warranty Management Prior to performing repair work, the Contractor shall report to the KO any 
defect in workmanship, material, or parts, and any improper installation of 
equipment and components that are covered by a warranty.  The 
Contractor is responsible for knowing which equipment and components 
are covered by the original warranty and the warranty duration.  The KO 
will provide available warranty documents. 
 

2.16 Work Procedures  
2.16.1 Notification to the 

Government for Work 
Above the Work 
Limitations 

The Contractor is fully responsible for work up to the work limits.  Work 
limits are specified in subsequent annexes or sub-annexes.  When work is 
expected to exceed the work limits, the Contractor shall notify the KO 
within one business day of identification for further direction.

2.17 Transition The Government will host a pre-performance meeting 75 calendar days 
prior to the start date (full performance).  The purpose of this meeting is to 
describe in detail the approach each party intends to take to ensure 
successful performance of the work described in this PWS.  The 
Government will introduce CORs and will describe its plan for providing 
Performance Assessment over this PWS.  The Contractor shall introduce 
its key personnel and describe how it intends to implement QMS.  The 
COR will schedule subsequent meetings between the Government and the 
Contractor. 
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2.18 Phase-In The services provided by this contract are vital to the Government's 
overall effort, and continuity must be maintained at a consistently high 
level without interruption.  The Contractor is expected to meet full 
performance requirements within 90 calendar days of contract award.  The 
Phase-in period shall be approximately 90 calendar days starting from 
contract award.  The Government during the Phase-in period will not 
provide office space to the successor contractor, but the successor 
contractor will have access to all of the facilities.  The Contractor's phase-
in plan shall be submitted within 7 calendar days of contract award per 
Deliverable Schedule in Section F of the solicitation and resultant 
contract, and shall include the following: 

(1) A schedule for transferring (accepting) responsibilities for each 
division of work described in the contract. 

(2) A training program, including a plan of action to ensure all personnel 
requirements (certifications, permits, medical requirements, etc.) is met.

With regard to the successor contractor’s access to incumbent 
employees, a recruitment notice may be placed in each facility.  The 
incumbent Contractor shall provide a comprehensive transition plan not 
later than the follow-on contract pre-performance conference for approval 
by the KO. The transition plan shall include provision for the incumbent 
Contractor to assist and coordinate with the Government and the 
successor contractor in the changeover of all functions on the contract 
performance start date. The incumbent Contractor shall provide sufficient 
number of personnel to conduct a joint inventory of all government-
furnished property.  

The Contractor shall cooperate with the Government and successor 
Contractor to ensure an orderly transition of responsibilities to include 
conducting joint inventories of Government-Furnished Property, 
permitting observation of performance, permitting access to incumbent 
Contractor personnel for recruitment purposes, and to otherwise ensure 
the continuity and consistency of the services required by this contract for 
a period of no less than 90 calendar days prior to expiration of the 
contract. Phase-out services required beyond the last period of full 
performance shall be furnished pursuant to FAR Clause 52.237-3, 
CONTINUITY OF SERVICES, when directed by the KO.

Naval Base Point Loma.

2.1 Definitions and 
Acronyms

2.2 Personnel  The Contractor shall provide personnel with the qualifications, technical knowledge, 
experience and skills required to efficiently operate, maintain and repair the IW/OW 
Wastewater Treatment Plants and Collection Systems. 
 

2.2.1 Certification, 
Training and 
Licensing 

The Contractor shall employ certified wastewater treatment plant operators who are 
experienced in similar plants and systems to meet the performance objectives 
described in this PWS.  
 
Each Wastewater Treatment Plant Operator must possess or have received through 
reciprocity a current/valid operator's certificate for Industrial Waste Treatment Plant 
Operator in the state of California. 
 
The chemist and the laboratory analyst shall complete yearly training in order to 
keep the personnel updated with the latest local and Federal environmental 
regulations, public health concerns, laboratory procedures, and safety requirements. 
 
The Contractor is responsible for identifying and providing all required 
certifications, training, and licenses to perform the activities described in this PWS. 
 

2.3 Special 
Requirements 

 

2.3.1 Work 
Coordination 

The Contractor shall coordinate all maintenance and repair work and outages in a 
manner that minimizes the disruption of wastewater collection and treatment 
services at Naval Base San Diego, Naval Base Coronado (Naval Air Station, North 
Island), Naval Base Coronado (Naval Amphibious Base), and Naval Base Point 
Loma. Tanks and equipment that require inspection and re-certification shall be 
scheduled and coordinated to minimize outages and disruption of services. An 
example of the current schedule for equipment inspections and certifications is 
provided in Attachment J-1604000-01. 
 

2.3.2 Treatment Plants The Naval Base San Diego (NBSD) Bilge and Oily Waste Treatment System 
(BOWTS) is a tiered-permitted facility treating non- Resource Conservation and 
Recovery Act Hazardous Waste (RCRA HW).  The oily waste (OW) collection 
system consists of risers along the piers which transport OW to the treatment facility 
through a series of subsurface double-walled pipelines, manholes, and pump 
stations.  Integral to the system is a pipeline and manhole leak detection system.  
The collection system contains approximately 8.5 miles of pipeline, 63 manholes, 5 
pump stations exterior to the plant and 2 pump stations interior to the plant.  The 
treatment plant is a continuous-discharge process that consists of load equalization 
tanks (LETs), recovered oil tanks (ROTs), oil/water separators (OWS), induced air 
flotation (IAF) polishing units, sludge tanks, filter presses, and associated 
equipment.  OW treatment is by initial phase separation and final treatment of the 
aqueous phase by chemical flocculation. 
 
Naval Base Coronado, Naval Air Station North Island (NASNI) has two RCRA-
permitted treatment plants, an industrial waste (IW) treatment plant, and an oily 
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waste (OW) treatment plant: 
 
The NASNI IW plant is a batch treatment plant primarily treating RCRA metal 
finishing wastes.  There is no pipeline collection system for IW.  IW is delivered to 
the plant by tanker trucks and bowsers.  Wastes are accumulated and treated in 
twinned LETs dedicated to particular waste types.  Treatment is by chemical 
precipitation of metals and oxidation of organics.  Treated IW is discharged through 
a clarifier, which removes metals-bearing particulates, and is polished in mixed 
media filters and wet carbon adsorbers.   
 
The NASNI OW plant is similar to the NBSD OW treatment plant described above, 
but the tank arrangement and sizes vary.  Refer to the process flow diagrams in 
Attachment number J-1604000-02 for more details.  A 2.5-mile pipeline/pump 
station collection system delivers OW to the plant, which uses the same sorts of 
treatment processes as the NBSD plant.  The OW plant also treats general industrial 
waste (GIW) generated from wash racks and maintenance activities which is non-
HW but cannot be discharged to sewer without treatment.  GIW has a dedicated 7.5-
mile pipeline collection system; however, because GIW is not HW, the GIW 
pipeline collection system contains single-walled pipeline and is not equipped with a 
leak detection system. 
 
Naval Base Point Loma (NBPL) has a tiered-permitted BOWTS system similar to 
the two OW plants already mentioned, the primary difference being that the NBPL 
plant has a smaller treatment capacity and discharge capacity.  It uses a 1-mile 
pipeline collection system and the same sorts of treatment processes as the larger 
plants. 
 
Naval Base Coronado, Naval Amphibious Base (NAB) has a tiered-permitted OW 
system that is similar to, but smaller, than any of the other OW treatment plants.  
The NAB collection system differs in that the risers consist of pumps mounted 
directly on the piers and the pumps actively transfer from boats into the OW 1.5-
mile pipeline collection system.  At the other OW plants mentioned above (NASNI, 
NBSD, and NBPL), vessel pumps are the initial means by which OW is initially 
transferred into the collection system. 
 
See Attachment J-1604000-03 for diagrams of pipelines and pump stations. 
 

2.3.3 Notification to 
the Government 
for Work Above 
the Per-Repair 
Liability Limit 

The Contractor shall be responsible for all repairs within a per-repair liability limit 
of $10,000.  If repair or replacement work on an individual job exceeds the 
Contractor’s per-repair liability limit, the Contracting Officer at its discretion, may 
request the Contractor to submit a proposal.  The Government will only be liable for 
the amount exceeding the Contractor’s $10,000 liability limit.  For the purposes of 
this section, per-repair means a discrete, non-severable, repair to a facility 
component capable of independent operation.  In accordance with Section F of the 
solicitation and resultant contract, and prior to the start of the repair the Contractor 
shall provide to the KO a written report identifying the required repairs, 
specifications for the repair, repair options, and estimated time necessary to 
complete the work.  The Contractor shall proceed only after obtaining a written 
modification to the contract signed by the Contracting Officer.  The modification 
funded amount will be the cost of the work less the $10,000 liability limit.  
However, when an emergency service order is in progress and the cost is expected 
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to exceed $10,000, the Contractor shall continue performance to eliminate the 
emergency and notify the Contracting Officer the next business day.  Historical 
workload for work above the per-repair liability limit is provided in Attachment J-
1604000-04. 
 

2.3.4 Workload 
Fluctuations 

The plants can, and routinely do, discharge at capacity; however, they do not 
continuously discharge over the course of a year.  See Attachment J-1604000-05 for 
historical workload information. 
 

2.3.5 Records and 
Reports  

Records and reports are listed in Section F of the solicitation and resultant contract.  
The Contractor shall submit accurate and complete documents within the required 
timeframes. 
  

2.3.6 Fees, Fines, and 
Penalties 

The Contractor shall be responsible for all fees, fines, and penalties assessed by the 
State, County, or City, if permits are violated in the course of operations or 
maintenance.

EVALUATION 
 
EVALUATION FACTORS FOR AWARD 
 
1.  The solicitation requires the evaluation of price and the following non-cost/price factors:  
 
   Factor 1 - Past Performance  
   Factor 2 - Safety 
   Factor 3 - Corporate Experience 
   Factor 4 - Contract Management Approach 
 
2.  The distinction between experience and past performance is that experience pertains to the volume of work 
completed by a contractor that is comparable to the types of work described under the definition of recent, relevant 
projects, in terms of size, scope, and complexity.  Past performance pertains to both the relevance of recent efforts 
and how well a contractor has performed on the contracts.

(a)  Project Data Sheets that show the firm’s specialized corporate experience in performing services that are 

similar in size, scope and complexity as described in Annexes 16 and 18.  
 

(b)  Key Personnel Qualifications Sheets that show requisite education, professional qualifications, and 
experience with IW/OW Treatment Plants and Collection Systems and HM/HW management programs. 
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FACTOR 4: CONTRACT MANAGEMENT APPROACH  
  
Basis of evaluation for Factor 4 Contract Management Approach will consider the effectiveness of the Offeror’s 
management approach to adequately perform the requirements of the contract.  The evaluation for Factor 4 will 
consider the following: 

 
(a) Organization Chart clearly showing the proposed program management organizational structure, lines of 

authority for key personnel, and organizational relationships with any proposed subcontractors.  In the event that the 
use of subcontractor(s) in a “team” approach is proposed, wherein the sub(s) will accomplish significant portions of 
a clearly identifiable scope of work on a consistent basis, a “team” relationship will be considered.  In such 
instances, the prime shall clearly identify the limits of responsibility for each team subcontractor. 
 

(b) Contract Management Systems.  The Government will evaluate the effectiveness and viability of the 
Offeror’s approach to managing the contract.  The Government seeks management approaches that result in optimal 
use of resources, are cost effective, and are highly responsive to the interests of the Navy.  The proposed contract 
management systems that will be employed in support of the resulting contract, shall include but not be limited to 
general contract administration, project controls and scheduling, quality control systems, management information 
systems, and use of electronic and paperless acquisition systems. 

 
(c)  The proposed plan for staffing/resourcing including all locations covered by this contract. Describe how 

staffing and equipment needed to perform this contract will be acquired. Demonstrate the efficiency and cost 
effectiveness of the plan. 

  
(d) Summary Quality Control Plan:  The basis of evaluation will focus on the Offeror’s quality control 

approach to planning, assessment, prevention/mitigation and monitoring of potential service performance 
deficiencies.  The basis of evaluation will also focus on the Offeror’s ability to effectively measure, track, analyze, 
and report performance trends and deficiencies and implement corrective actions in a timely and acceptable 
performance level to meet the requirements of the PWS. 

  
(e) 90-Day Phase-In Plan:  The basis of evaluation will focus on the Offeror’s ability to provide a 90-day 

Phase-In Plan to demonstrate a clear understanding of the effort required to be ready to provide services on day one 
of the base period, including a clear understanding of the problems that may be encountered and provide proposed 
reasonable solutions.   

 
i. The following will be considered in evaluating the Offeror’s ability to fully perform the requirements of 

the PWS upon the notice to proceed.  
 
1.  Offeror provides a Plan of Action and Milestones (POA&M) identifying the steps necessary to            
      transition to full performance. 

 
2.  The Offeror’s ability to provide personnel with the required certifications, licenses, initial       
      training, indoctrination, and orientation by the end of the Phase-In period. 

 
3.  Offeror provides a plan for assumption of workload from the incumbent workforce and  
     minimization of associated disruptions. 
 
4.  Offeror outlines the measures for the development of operating instructions, procedures and  
      administrative control mechanisms. 
 
5.  Offeror provides procedures for equipment and material management, including inventory and  
      assumption of Government furnished property. 
 
6.  Offeror provides procedures for vehicle acquisition. 
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7.  Offeror provides procedures for managing profiling requirements. 
 
8.  Offeror provides a plan for maintaining personnel availability for emergency spill response. 
 

 (f) If applicable, Joint Venture (JV) Agreements or LLC Agreements or  Teaming Agreements:  Basis of 
Evaluation.  Offerors, that elect to propose as a formal Joint Venture (JV) or Limited Liability Company (LLC), (as 
a separate legal entity) or a Teaming Agreement shall be evaluated based on whether they submitted their legally 
binding formal JV, LLC agreement or Teaming Agreement with their proposal, and whether all such agreements are 
signed by the parties and demonstrate the relations between firms and identify contractual relationships and 
authorities to bind them.  In addition the Joint Venture, LLC or Teaming Agreement shall be evaluated to ensure it 
meets the requirements of 13 CFR §§ 121.103 to 121.106, and 13 CFR §125.6, and any other applicable statutes 
and/or regulations. 
 
 
FACTOR 5 - PRICE: 
 
Basis of Evaluation:  The Government will evaluate price in accordance with FAR 15.404 and DFARS 215.404.  
Price evaluation will be based on the total price of all proposed Exhibit Line Item Number (ELIN) prices.  Total 
price consists of the base year and all option years (see Section B of the solicitation).  The Government intends to 
evaluate all options and has included the provision FAR 52.217-5, Evaluation of Options (JUL 1990) in Section M 
of the solicitation. In accordance with FAR 52.217-5, Evaluation of Options will not obligate the Government to 
exercise the option(s). Analysis will be performed by one or more of the following techniques to ensure a fair and 
reasonable price: 

 
• Comparison of proposed prices received in response to the RFP 
• Comparison of proposed prices with the IGCE 
• Comparison of proposed prices with available historical information
