Section C:   STATEMENT OF WORK- 

This request for video production services is to provide NCIS with video production services in accordance with the Statement of Work.  The contractor shall provide a minimum of one video not to exceed 20.  The governments estimates based on historical data  approximately ten videos for the base period beginning Date of award through 12 months with the option for 2 (1 year option periods to be determined or exercised upon completion of Base year.  

Objective: 

NCIS will provide raw video footage and a rough script which the post production facility will use as a foundation to create short videos for the intended audience of Department of Navy personnel (CIV, Military, Navy and Marine Corps).  The videos are not intended for broadcast, but are to be broadcast quality. 

Specific Requirement: 

The creation and delivery of videos varying in length from one to 20 minutes, that can be used for educational, historical, promotional, and/or training purposes.  The short videos will convey the energy, talent and attention to detail that is commensurate with NCIS personnel and the agency mission. The video, audio, music and graphics must make a connection with the viewer.  The contractor must understand the specific intent/end use of the videos and produce a product which appropriately represents the branding of NCIS while relaying the desire message, such as a call to action. 

Technical Requirements:  

Each video will include but not be limited to the use of material provided by NCIS such as interview and b-roll, music and light graphics. All videos will be of broadcast quality and suitable and compatible for use on a variety of digital platforms. Post production facility (contractor) will correct any editing issues including audio mix, sweetening and possibly add original score or licensed music cuts and sound effects.  Post production facility will provide color correction for entire video.  Production facility will provide in house 2D and 3D motions graphics for video, NCIS will require lots of motion effects and moving graphics for this project.  

Deliverables:

The final produce will include: Script Refinement- conceptualization, scripting and suggested revisions as needed Graphics- generation and animation of graphics and visuals (both supplied and not supplied by NCIS) Edit- Provide one complete version, one major revision, and up to three minor revisions
