INTRODUCTION

The Contractor shall provide software and hardware support for Base Communications, telecommunications, telephone switching systems, programming, database management, Unique Corporation CAIRS.NET systems, hardware and software support, administrative management, and application support services located at the Base Communications Office (BCO), Naval Computer and Telecommunications Station (NAVCOMTELSTA) Jacksonville, Pensacola Division Pensacola, FL. The physical office site is located at 280 Taylor Road, Building 3261, Naval Air Station (NAS) Pensacola.  

All records, documentation and other data generated and maintained by the Contractor are the property of the government. This information shall be provided to the government within a minimum of seven days of any request.

Scope

This PWS provides guidance for telecommunications telephone support services on Government owned switches and associated hardware and software systems programming, fiber and copper telecommunications cable plants including analog, digital, ISDN lines and end user devices. The switch telecommunications technician services include telecommunications switch programming, switch  computer and networking hardware and software administration, database management and development, application programming and maintenance, and application support services requirements necessary to support the Switch Telephone Management System (TMS) automated operations for NAVCOMTELSTA Jacksonville Base Communications Department, Pensacola Division, Pensacola, FL Area of Responsibility (AOR). Additional services required include supporting the NAVCOMTELSTA Jacksonville Base Communications Department in configuring telecommunications CAIRS.NET work flow procedures; configuring telecommunications call collection data patterns for Call Detail Recording (CDR); identify and resolve application and data deficiencies, design, develop, and implement telecommunications custom packages, work flows, work centers and reports, resolve CAIRS.NET problems, train CAIRS.NET users; and develop system  software enhancements to correct faulty codes, and install telecommunications modifications to support the current and legacy Telephone Manager Systems.  Contractor shall have a minimum of five years’ experience except where noted. 

The Government will award a Firm Fixed Priced contract to provide BCO Pensacola/Whiting and NAVCOMTELSTA with support services 0700 to 1600 during the principal period of performance, Monday through Friday excluding Federal Holidays. Effective contract date is 1 October 2015 through 30 September 2016, with three (3) one year option periods.

Mission Statement

The mission of the NAVCOMTELSTA BCO is to provide Base Telecommunications Services to Navy shore activities, home ported and visiting fleet units, and authorized Navy activities within the NAVCOMTELSTA AOR.

1.2
Areas of Responsibility

The AOR for NAVCOMTELSTA Pensacola Division are all customers located on NAS Pensacola (NASP), NASP CID Corry Station, NASP Saufley Field, NAS Whiting Field, Naval Support Activity (NSA) Panama City and NSA Mid-South Millington.

The contract shall be to provide telecommunications support services on Government owned switches and associated telecommunications hardware and telecommunications software systems programming, fiber and copper telecommunications cable plants including analog, digital, ISDN lines and end user devices consisting of approximately 11,700 users.

NAVCOMTELSTA BCO is responsible for the day-to-day management and administration of base telecommunication services. The BCO functions include the administration of Government owned inside and outside cable plants, both fiber and copper, switch and voice mail system administration and maintenance support, TMS administration and maintenance support to include hardware and software, coordinating and consolidating telecommunication service requirements for new and existing customers. The BCO must be capable of providing modern telecommunications support for new and existing subscribers in all areas of telecommunications including telecommunications requirement analysis, design, development, deployment, operations and maintenance.

Requirements

3.1
Contractor Personnel Requirements

The Contractor shall provide personnel who are qualified to perform the work described in this PWS. Those who provide direct customer service (e.g., Business Service Representatives) shall be able to communicate in English, both written and orally. When performing work for the Government, the Contractor shall employ only qualified technicians. The Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining personnel who are fully qualified, versatile, and competent to perform the specified data technician requirements, CAIRS and Avaya switch services both on an emergency and routine basis during the established contract period.

The term Contractor used herein shall refer to both the prime Contractor and any subcontractors. The prime Contractor shall ensure that his subcontractors comply with the provisions of this PWS.

3.2
General Requirements

3.2.1
The Contractor shall administer and maintain the telecommunications Unique Communications Solutions, Unique Configuration Accounting Information Retrieval System (CAIRS). Configure CAIRS work flow procedures, identify and resolve telecommunications application and data deficiencies; design, develop, and implement custom Work Packages, Work Flows, Work Centers, Custom Reports, resolve CAIRS problems, and train CAIRS users. CAIRS has been fully customized for specific BCO Pensacola, Whiting Field, Mid-South Millington and Panama City requirements. CAIRS operates on the Windows 7 Professional and 2008 Server Operating System and the Contractor shall be responsible for hardware and software configuration management. Contractor shall have a minimum of five years’ experience in the Unique Communications Solutions CAIRS application systems.

3.2.2
The Contractor shall administer the telecommunications CAIRS database hosted on the Microsoft SQL Server Relational Database Management System (RDBMS). Develop custom telecommunications SQL queries, Transact SQL Procedures and Views and implement custom telecommunications reports through integration with Microsoft Office via Visual Basic for Applications (VBA) and other methods. Identify data deficiencies and design, develop and provide to telecommunications Unique Communications solutions to resolve problems. CAIRS telecommunications system operates on the Microsoft Windows 2008 Server and SQL Server RDBMS; the Contractor shall be responsible for telecommunications hardware and software configuration management, backup, restoration and maintenance for Pensacola Division. Contractor shall have a minimum of five years’ experience with RDBMS systems.

3.2.3
The Contractor shall administer the telecommunications CAIRS Unique Collectors Edition (UCE) Call Detail Recording (CDR) collection system. Configure call collection data patterns for CDR, administer telecommunications Asentria Teleboss 850 Pollable Remote Access Units, remote access computers, identify and resolve problems, application and data deficiencies, design, develop, and implement custom telecommunications reports and train users. The telecommunications CAIRS UCE operates on the Windows 7 Professional and 2008 Server Operating System; the Contractor shall be responsible for telecommunications hardware and software configuration management, backup, restoration and maintenance. Contractor shall have a minimum of five years’ experience in the Unique Communications UCE CDR collection systems.

3.2.4
The Contractor shall administer Avaya Communications Manager telephone switches, CISCO routers and switches, ION Networks SA5600 modems, Callware Technologies Callegra voice mail systems for NAS Pensacola, NASP Saufley Field, NASP Corry Station and NAS Whiting Field. Contractor shall be required to perform moves, adds, and changes on Voice Mail systems as required as well as future Avaya telephone switching systems upgrade implemented during the duration of this contract.

3.2.5
The Contractor shall develop test procedures and data for telecommunication support systems, which test the total system to ensure satisfaction of all functional and technical requirements, and associated reports. Analyze configuration management plans, and other materials relative to the application, use, and performance of the systems to include hardware and software.

3.2.6
The Contractor shall administer the dedicated telecommunications TMS and networks on which BCO associated switching automated systems reside. The BCO Telecommunications Active Directory is hosted on Windows 2008 Server Operating System and Contractor shall be responsible for hardware and software configuration management, backup, restoration and maintenance. 

3.2.7
The Contractor shall be required to develop telecommunications technical documentation and Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) for all applications and hardware referenced in this PWS.

3.3
Travel Requirements

Travel shall be required to support the requirements of this award. The specific locations and timeframes cannot be identified at this time. All travel must be pre-approved by the Government prior to the Contractor traveling. If prior approval is not obtained, the Contractor may not be reimbursed.  Local travel on NAS Pensacola, to NASP CID Corry Station, NASP Saufley and to NAS Whiting is required and use of the government vehicle for these local travel requirements must be pre-approved. 

3.4
Specific Requirements

a.
The Contractor shall be proficient in Telecommunications Unique Communication Solutions CAIRS System for designing, developing and implementing telecommunications CAIRS Work Packages, Work Flows, Work Centers, Custom Reports, maintaining and administering client-server database telecommunications applications to include both hardware and software that interface with the telecommunications CAIRS Servers. Contractor shall have a minimum of five years’ experience with Unique Communication Solutions CAIRS.

b.
The Contractor shall be proficient in Telecommunications Unique Communications CAIRS Unique Collectors Edition (UCE) Call Detail Recording (CDR) collection system for designing and implementing call pattern masks for collecting and reporting on Avaya CM6, Tadiran, and NORTEL telephone switch CDR. Maintain and administer telecommunications client-server database applications to include both hardware and software that interface with the Telecommunications CAIRS UCE Server including telecommunications Asentria Teleboss 850 Pollable Remote Access Units. Contractor shall have a minimum of five years’ experience in Unique UCALL UCE.

c.
The Contractor shall be proficient in the telecommunications Microsoft SQL Server Relational Database Management System (RDBMS) configuration, operations, administration, backup, restoration and maintenance which is used on telecommunications switching systems. Contractor shall develop custom telecommunications SQL queries, Transact SQL Procedures and Views and implement custom reports through integration with Microsoft Office via Visual Basic for Applications (VBA) and other methods. The Contractor shall have adequate experience to meet the minimum needs of the Government in telecommunications RDBMS configuration, operations and administration. 

d.
The Contractor shall be proficient in performing telecommunications database and module design, code and test source modules and develops custom source queries including Transact SQL Procedures and Views. The Contractor shall perform data input from various sources and formats as required and produce custom reports via RDBMS integration with Microsoft Office components as required. 

e.
The Contractor shall be proficient with basic telecommunications configuration management principles and practices and have adequate experience to meet the minimum needs of the Government. 

f.
The Contractor shall be proficient in the telecommunications applications, coding standards and databases listed in this PWS.  

g.
The Contractor shall install, repair, maintain, and service the existing BCO telecommunications TMS and networks, including Active Directory, CAIRS and UCE according to the technical documentation referenced in this PWS.  

h.
The Contractor shall be conversant with Department of Defense (DOD) Information Assurance (IA) policies, techniques and procedures; shall be experienced with Telecommunications Symantec Endpoint Protection Manager (SEPM) and procedures for updating the SEPM software and antivirus signature files.  

i.
The Contractor shall be proficient with Avaya switching systems and shall provide Telecommunications system administration and translations for Telecommunications switching systems, Telecommunications CISCO routers and switches, Telecommunications voice mail systems, caller applications, Telecommunications call accounting systems, Telecommunications cable tracking systems, and Telecommunications secure access systems based on Windows, Linux, or UNIX operating systems on a variety of hardware platforms.  

j.
The Contractor shall be familiar with CISCO IOS and shall provide system administration and programming for routers and switches connecting with the Avaya switching systems. Contractor shall be responsible for telecommunications hardware and software configuration management, backup and restoration. The Contractor shall have a minimum of two years’ experience.

k.
The Contractor shall be proficient with Callware Technologies Callegra.UC JTIC voicemail system and shall provide system administration, moves, adds and changes (MAC) and develop and implement caller applications. Contractor shall be responsible for telecommunications hardware and software configuration management, backup and restoration.  The Contractor shall have a minimum of two years’ experience.

l.
The Contractor shall be proficient with telecommunications ION Networks SA5600 secure modems and shall provide telecommunications system administration and configure endpoints. The Contractor shall be responsible for telecommunications software configuration management, backup and restoration.  The Contractor shall have a minimum of two years’ experience.

m.
The Contractor shall maintain/update telecommunications module definitions and identify problems/barriers to work completion including technical difficulties to include Telecommunications hardware and software, critical path items required and design issues.  

n.
The Contractor shall provide on-site support; no remote access to system is available. The Contractor shall provide qualified replacement support during absence of Telecommunications Programmer.  

o.
The Contractor shall be able to confer with key user representatives, translate and implement stated requirements, work/resolve technical details and manage workloads and time schedules under tight deadlines.  

p.
The Contractor shall monitor the status of telecommunications software license agreements and initiate action to procure and perform upgrades as required (software and hardware provided by the Government).  

q.
The Contractor shall perform database backups weekly and perform administrative system readiness checks, as required.  

r.
The Contractor shall analyze system hardware equipment/software, system configurations, and identify system capabilities that shall satisfy requirements based on current and projected system utilization.  

s.
The Contractor shall provide troubleshooting, maintenance (preventative and corrective), repair, and installation including hardware/software support, including equipment and associated peripherals.  

t.
The Contractor shall provide recommended alternative approaches that could be taken to accomplish required changes for modifications or enhancement of systems and/or hardware/software.  

u.
The Contractor shall develop and maintain Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) for all BCO systems, technical logs and documents, system specifications, and database maintenance logs of system troubles.  

v.
The Contactor shall maintain and support BCO TMS systems, connect and integrate new with existing workstations or systems,; and provide system configuration and testing. Technical services required include, but are not limited to, troubleshooting, fault isolation, problem management, hardware/cabling testing and installation, hardware installations, and configuration maintenance including implementing software and operating system patches and updates.  

w.
The Contractor shall provide training and technical advice within existing guidelines/procedures on various communication functions, i.e., installation, expansions, consolidations, facilities and equipment; provide recommendations for communication requirements.  

x.
The Contractor shall contact appropriate vendors, for troubleshooting and/or repair using existing maintenance or lease contracts. 

y.
The Contractor shall perform other functions as required by the government that are consistent with the PWS.

z.
The Contractor shall participate in and support Government requested conferences, technical and operational meetings and reviews which pertain to the performance or proposed performance of this PWS.  

The list of essential functions, as outlined herein, is intended to be, but shall not be limited to the programming and database management support services to be performed by the contractor. The omission of an essential task does not preclude the Government from requesting the contractor perform tasks not listed herein if such tasks are logical to the profession.

3.5
Security Requirements

3.5.1
Physical Security

The Contractor shall comply with physical security standards for a Level One restricted area per OPNAV1NST 5530.14C and NAVCOMTELSTAINST 5530.1D (series) for the protection of the BCO and supporting structures and facilities.

3.5.1.1
Physical Access

The Contractor shall coordinate with the Contracting Officers Representative (COR) and NAVCOMTELSTA Security Officers for lock and key control and access badges for designated spaces. The NAVCOMTELSTA Security Officer maintains access and lock and key control for all BCO buildings. The Contractor shall sign for assigned keys and/or swipe cards as appropriate with coordination provided by the COR.  For base access, contractors shall be required to participate in Common Access Card (CAC) issuance program.  Contractors shall obtain long-term credentials through enrollment, registration, background vetting, screening, issuance of credentials, and electronic validation of credentials. 

3.5.1.2.1     Identification and Vehicle Passes

The Contractor shall comply with the host and NAVCOMTELSTA regulations for obtaining personnel identification and vehicle passes. Certifications of need for access to the base and assigned buildings may be coordinated with the COR.

**NOTE: The use of mobile phones when operating a vehicle on a Naval Base is prohibited.

3.5.1.3
Military and Federal Government Regulations while on Base

Department of Defense (DOD), Department of the Navy (DON), U.S. Fleet Forces Command (FLTFORCOM), Naval Network Warfare Command (NAVNETWARCOM), Naval Network and Space Operations Command (NAVNETSPAOPSCOM), Naval Computer and Telecommunications Area Master Station Atlantic (NCTAMSLANT), NAVCOMTELSTA Jacksonville BCO and Federal government laws, regulations, and policies apply to Contractor employees while on the premises.

3.5.2
Personnel Security

On-site Contractor personnel shall be retained subject to a favorable National Agency Check with Law-Enforcement/Credit (NACLC) under the Facility Access Determination program (SECNAVMAN 5510.1 (series)). A copy of NACLC Information shall be furnished to NAVCOMTELSTA (N1) for each Contractor employee.  Contractors shall be required to participate in Common Access Card (CAC) issuance program.  Contractors shall obtain long-term credentials through enrollment, registration, background vetting, screening, issuance of credentials, and electronic validation of credentials. The resultant contract requires that the prime contractor and any subcontractor have a Secret security clearance. 
3.5.3
Information Security

Information systems used by Contractor personnel shall be operated in accordance with SECNAVINST 5239.3A and NAVCOMTELSTAINST 5239.9A and 5239.10B.

The Contractor shall comply with Federal, State, local and base regulations pertaining to security regulations and instructions.

3.5.4
Safety and Environmental Plan

The Contractor shall comply with Federal, State, local and base regulations pertaining to the environment, including but not limited to, water, air, solid waste, and noise pollution.

3.6
Administrative Requirements

3.6.1
Normal Work Days

The majority of the work is to be performed on normal Government workdays, which currently excludes the following legal holidays: New Year’s Day, Martin Luther King’s Birthday, President’s Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor Day, Columbus Day, Veterans’ Day, Thanksgiving Day, and Christmas Day.

3.6.1.1
Working Hours
The normal working hours may be Monday through Friday between the hours of 0700 and 1600 but maybe required to work if an emergency occurs. 

3.6.2
Sanitation and Cleanliness

The Contractor shall maintain all of its assigned space in a neat, clean, orderly, and sanitary condition. The premises shall be kept free at all times from accumulations of waste material or debris resulting from work performed under this contract. These areas shall be subject to fire safety and health inspections by Government personnel. The Contractor shall be responsible for correcting any violation cited.

3.7
OSHA Compliance
Government facilities have been inspected for OSHA compliance. Any hazards for which a work-around has been made shall be identified to the Contractor. Should a hazard be subsequently identified, the Government will correct OSHA hazards according to base-wide Government developed plans of abatement, after taking into account safety and health priorities. A higher priority for correction will not be assigned to the facilities provided hereunder merely because of this contract initiative. The identification of any hazardous conditions does not warrant or guarantee that no other possible hazards exist, or that the work-around procedures currently employed will be adequate to meet the responsibilities of the Contractor.

Compliance with OSHA and other applicable laws and regulations for the protection of employees is exclusively the obligation of the Contractor. Further, the Government will assume no liability or responsibility for the Contractor’s compliance or noncompliance with such requirements, with the exception of the aforementioned responsibility to make corrections according to approved plans of abatement subject to base-wide priorities.

3.7.1
Facilities and Buildings

Under this contract, the Government will provide office space located at BCO Pensacola, Building 3261, NAS Pensacola.

3.9
Telephones

The Contractor shall be authorized to use local, DSN, and long distance telephone services in support of this contract while working within BCO facility.

3.10
Utilities/Facility Services

The Government shall provide electricity, air conditioning, water, sewage, janitorial, pest control, and outside receptacle refuse collection services necessary to support this contract, at no cost to the Contractor while working within the BCO Facility.

3.10.1
Utilities Conservation

The Contractor shall instruct employees in utilities conservation practices. The Contractor shall operate under conditions, which preclude the waste of utilities, which include:

3.10.1.1
Lights
Lights shall be used only in areas where and at the time work is actually being performed.

3.10.1.2
Mechanical Equipment Controls

Contractor employees shall adjust mechanical equipment controls for heating, ventilation, and air conditioning systems to comply with government standards and equipment environment specifications.

3.10.1.3
Water
Water faucets or valves shall be turned off after the required usage has been accomplished.

3.11
Security Police and Fire Protection

The Government will provide security police and fire protection services 24 hours a day, seven days a week, at no cost to the Contractor while on Station.

3.12
Contractors-Furnished and Contractor-Owned Property

The Contractor shall be responsible for the maintenance, repair, and safekeeping of Contractor-owned supplies, materials, and equipment.  The  Government is not responsible for the personal property of Contractor employees from loss, damage, or theft.

52.209-5     CERTIFICATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (APR 2010)

(a)(1) The Offeror certifies, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that- 

(i) The Offeror and/or any of its Principals- 

(A) Are (  ) are not (  ) presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, or declared ineligible for the award of contracts by any Federal agency; 

(B) Have (  ) have not (  ), within a three-year period preceding this offer, been convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered against them for: commission of fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a public (Federal, State, or local) contract or subcontract; violation of Federal or State antitrust statutes relating to the submission of offers; or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements, tax evasion, violating Federal criminal tax laws, or receiving stolen property (if offeror checks “have”, the offeror shall also see 52.209-7, if included in this solicitation); and

52.212-4      CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-- COMMERCIAL ITEMS (MAY 2015) 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights (1) within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and (2) before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Assignment. The Contractor or its assignee may assign its rights to receive payment due as a result of performance of this contract to a bank, trust company, or other financing institution, including any Federal lending agency in accordance with the Assignment of Claims Act (31 U.S.C. 3727). However, when a third party makes payment (e.g., use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card), the Contractor may not assign its rights to receive payment under this contract.

(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to 41 U.S.C. chapter 71, Contract Disputes'', as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement or any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer of the cessation of such occurrence.

(g) Invoice. 

(1) The Contractor shall submit an original invoice and three copies (or electronic invoice, if authorized) to the address designated in the contract to receive invoices. An invoice must include--

(i) Name and address of the Contractor;

(ii) Invoice date and number;

(iv) Description, quantity, unit of measure, unit price and extended price of the items delivered;

(v) Shipping number and date of shipment, including the bill of lading number and weight of shipment if shipped on Government bill of lading;

(vi) Terms of any discount for prompt payment offered;

(vii) Name and address of official to whom payment is to be sent;

(viii) Name, title, and phone number of person to notify in event of defective invoice; and

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information.

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract.

(i) Payment.--

(1) Items accepted. Payment shall be made for items accepted by the Government that have been delivered to the delivery destinations set forth in this contract.

(2) Prompt payment. The Government will make payment in accordance with the Prompt Payment Act (31 U.S.C. 3903) and prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315.

(4) Discount. In connection with any discount offered for early payment, time shall be computed from the date of the invoice. The interest rate shall be the interest rate established by the Secretary of the Treasury as provided in 41 U.S.C. 

7109, which is applicable to the period in which the amount becomes due, as provided in (i)(6)(v) of this clause, and then at the rate applicable for each six-month period as fixed by the Secretary until the amount is paid.

(A) The date fixed under this contract.

(B) The date of the first written demand for payment, including any demand for payment resulting from a default termination.

(vi) The interest charge shall be computed for the actual number of calendar days involved beginning on the due date and ending on--

(A) The date on which the designated office receives payment from the Contractor;

(B) The date of issuance of a Government check to the Contractor from which an amount otherwise payable has been withheld as a credit against the contract debt; or

(C) The date on which an amount withheld and applied to the contract debt would otherwise have become payable to the Contractor.

(vii) The interest charge made under this clause may be reduced under the procedures prescribed in 32.608-2 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation in effect on the date of this contract.

(j) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until, and shall pass to the Government upon: 

(1) Delivery of the supplies to a carrier, if transportation is f.o.b. origin; or 

(2) Delivery of the supplies to the Government at the destination specified in the contract, if transportation is f.o.b. destination. 

(k) Taxes. The contract price includes all applicable Federal, State, and local taxes and duties. 

(l) Termination for the Government's convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor's records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(m) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(n) Title. Unless specified elsewhere in this contract, title to items furnished under this contract shall pass to the Government upon acceptance, regardless of when or where the Government takes physical possession. 

(o) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(p) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(q) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract.

(s) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: (1) the schedule of supplies/services; (2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other 

Compliances, Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts, and Unauthorized Obligations paragraphs of this clause; (3) the clause at 52.212-5; (4) addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software; (5) solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation; (6) other paragraphs of this clause; (7) the Standard Form 1449; (8) other documents, exhibits, and attachments; and (9) the specification. 

(t) System for Award Management (SAM). (1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the SAM database, and for any liability resulting from the Government's reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. 5252.204-9400 Contractor Unclassified Access to Federally Controlled Facilities, Sensitive Information, Information Technology (IT) Systems or Protected Health Information 

(July 2013)

Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD)-12, requires government agencies to develop and implement Federal security standards for Federal employees and contractors.  The Deputy Secretary of Defense Directive-Type Memorandum (DTM) 08-006 – “DoD Implementation of Homeland Security Presidential Directive – 12 (HSPD-12)” dated November 26, 2008 (or its subsequent DoD instruction) directs implementation of HSPD-12.  This clause is in accordance with HSPD-12 and its implementing directives.

APPLICABILITY

This clause applies to contractor employees requiring physical access to any area of a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoN or DoD computer/network/system to perform certain unclassified sensitive duties.  This clause also applies to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information, provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Position, as advised by the command security manager. It is the responsibility of the responsible security officer of the command/facility where the work is performed to ensure compliance.  

Each contractor employee providing services at a Navy Command under this contract is required to obtain a Department of Defense Common Access Card (DoD CAC).  Additionally, depending on the level of computer/network access, the contract employee will require a successful investigation as detailed below. 
ACCESS TO FEDERAL FACILITIES

Per HSPD-12 and implementing guidance, all contractor employees working at a federally controlled base, facility or activity under this clause will require a DoD CAC.  When access to a base, facility or activity is required contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy Command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract. 

ACCESS TO DOD IT SYSTEMS

In accordance with SECNAV M-5510.30, contractor employees who require access to DoN or DoD networks are categorized as IT-I, IT-II, or IT-III.  The IT-II level, defined in detail in SECNAV M-5510.30, includes positions which require access to information protected under the Privacy Act, to include Protected Health Information (PHI).  All contractor employees under this contract who require access to Privacy Act protected information are therefore categorized no lower than IT-II.  IT Levels are determined by the requiring activity’s Command Information Assurance Manager. Contractor employees requiring privileged or IT-I level access, (when specified by the terms of the contract) require a Single Scope Background Investigation (SSBI) which is a higher level investigation than the National Agency Check with Law and Credit (NACLC) described below. Due to the privileged system access, a SSBI suitable for High Risk public trusts positions is required. Individuals who have access to system control, monitoring, or administration functions (e.g. system administrator, database administrator) require training and certification to Information Assurance Technical Level 1, and must be trained and certified on the Operating System or Computing Environment they are required to maintain.  

Access to sensitive IT systems is contingent upon a favorably adjudicated background investigation.  When access to IT systems is required for performance of the contractor employee’s duties, such employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager and Information Assurance Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The decision to authorize access to a government IT system/network is inherently governmental.  The contractor supervisor is not authorized to sign the SAAR-N; therefore, the government employee with knowledge of the system/network access required or the COR shall sign the SAAR-N as the “supervisor”. 

The SAAR-N shall be forwarded to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date may result in delaying the individual’s start date.   

When required to maintain access to required IT systems or networks, the contractor shall ensure that all employees requiring access complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.  

INTERIM ACCESS

The Navy Command's Security Manager may authorize issuance of a DoD CAC and interim access to a DoN or DoD unclassified computer/network upon a favorable review of the investigative questionnaire and advance favorable fingerprint results.  When the results of the investigation are received and a favorable determination is not made, the contractor employee working on the contract under interim access will be denied access to the computer network and this denial will not relieve the contractor of his/her responsibility to perform.   

DENIAL OR TERMINATION OF ACCESS

The potential consequences of any requirement under this clause including denial or termination of physical or system access in no way relieves the contractor from the requirement to execute performance under the contract within the timeframes specified in the contract.  Contractors shall plan ahead in processing their employees and subcontractor employees. The contractor shall insert this clause in all subcontracts when the subcontractor is permitted to have unclassified access to a federally controlled facility, federally-controlled information system/network and/or to government information, meaning information not authorized for public release.

CONTRACTOR’S SECURITY REPRESENTATIVE

The contractor shall designate an employee to serve as the Contractor’s Security Representative.  Within three work days after contract award, the contractor shall provide to the requiring activity’s Security Manager and the Contracting Officer, in writing, the name, title, address and phone number for the Contractor’s Security Representative.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall be the primary point of contact on any security matter.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall not be replaced or removed without prior notice to the Contracting Officer and Command Security Manager. 

BACKGROUND INVESTIGATION REQUIREMENTS AND SECURITY APPROVAL PROCESS FOR CONTRACTORS ASSIGNED TO NATIONAL SECURITY POSITIONS OR PERFORMING SENSITIVE DUTIES 

Navy security policy requires that all positions be given a sensitivity value based on level of risk factors to ensure appropriate protective measures are applied.  Navy recognizes contractor employees under this contract as Non-Critical Sensitive [ADP/IT-II] when the contract scope of work require physical access to a federally controlled base, facility or activity and/or requiring access to a DoD computer/network, to perform unclassified sensitive duties.  This designation is also applied to contractor employees who access Privacy Act and Protected Health Information (PHI), provide support associated with fiduciary duties, or perform duties that have been identified by DON as National Security Positions.  At a minimum, each contractor employee must be a US citizen and have a favorably completed NACLC to obtain a favorable determination for assignment to a non-critical sensitive or IT-II position. · SF-86 Questionnaire for National Security Positions (or equivalent OPM investigative product)

· Two FD-258 Applicant Fingerprint Cards (or an electronic fingerprint submission)

· Original Signed Release Statements

Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date.   Background investigations shall be reinitiated as required to ensure investigations remain current (not older than 10 years) throughout the contract performance period.  The Contractor’s Security Representative shall contact the Command Security Manager for guidance when reinvestigations are required.

Regardless of their duties or IT access requirements ALL contractor employees shall in-process with the Navy Command’s Security Manager upon arrival to the Navy command and shall out-process prior to their departure at the completion of the individual’s performance under the contract.  Employees requiring IT access shall also check-in and check-out with the Navy Command’s Information Assurance Manager.  Completion and approval of a System Authorization Access Request Navy (SAAR-N) form is required for all individuals accessing Navy Information Technology resources.  The SAAR-N shall be forwarded

to the Navy Command’s Security Manager at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date.  Failure to provide the required documentation at least 30 days prior to the individual’s start date shall result in delaying the individual’s start date. 

The contractor shall ensure that each contract employee requiring access to IT systems or networks complete annual Information Assurance (IA) training, and maintain a current requisite background investigation.  Contractor employees shall accurately complete the required investigative forms prior to submission to the Navy Command Security Manager.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will review the submitted documentation for completeness prior to submitting it to the Office of Personnel Management (OPM).  Suitability/security issues identified by the Navy may render the contractor employee ineligible for the assignment.  An unfavorable determination made by the Navy is final (subject to SF-86 appeal procedures) and such a determination does not relieve the contractor from meeting any contractual obligation under the contract.  The Navy Command’s Security Manager will forward the required forms to OPM for processing.  Once the investigation is complete, the results will be forwarded by OPM to the DON Central Adjudication Facility (CAF) for a determination.  

If the contractor employee already possesses a current favorably adjudicated investigation, the contractor shall submit a Visit Authorization Request (VAR) via the Joint Personnel Adjudication System (JPAS) or a hard copy VAR directly from the contractor’s Security Representative.  Although the contractor will take JPAS “Owning” role over the contractor employee, the Navy Command will take JPAS "Servicing" role over the contractor employee during the hiring process and for the duration of assignment under that contract.  The contractor shall include the IT Position Category per SECNAV M-5510.30 for each employee designated on a VAR.  The VAR requires annual renewal for the duration of the employee’s performance under the contract.
