Questions and Answers
Question (1):  Conflict with “Place of Performance,” between page 3 and 4 of the solicitation.  Page 3 states a 2 week period pier-side at NDSTC before going to a shipyard and then returning to NDSTC pier-side for 3 weeks to wrap up chamber work.  Page 4 under Section II. 2) states a 10-week period pier-side at NDSTC to perform chamber work.  Please clarify.

The SOW in the solicitation states, "II. Period/Place of Performance Yard Diving Tender (YDT-18) 2)  2)  Place of Performance: The YDT-18 will have a ten (10) week period alongside the Naval Diving and Salvage Training Center (NDSTC) pier located on Naval Station Activity (NSA) Panama City (PC), Florida to perform the required chamber work as outlined below."

Question (2):  Conflict between “Key Personnel,” and requirements of recompression chamber drawings.  An ASME qualified welder and ASME qualified NDT Inspector is called out in 2 places in the solicitation, XIV. KEY PERSONNEL REQUIREMENTS (pg 14) and under Sub-factor Two: Management and Staffing Plan (pg 22).  The drawings specify welding and inspection IAW NAVSEA S9074-AR-GIB-010/278 which is a different requirement than ASME.  Please clarify the specific welder requirements.

NAVSEA S9074-AR-GIB-010/278 is simply the approved welding procedure the vendor must use to complete this request.  However, the Welder and NDT Inspector must be ASME qualified to allow them to complete this welding procedure on a Diving Life Support System.  
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
