Statement of Work
Fleet Readiness Center Southeast
Penetrant Wastewater Treatment System Service

1. Introduction:
This Statement of Work (SOW) defines the Penetrant Wastewater Treatment System Service required by Fleet Readiness Center Southeast (FRCSE), Jacksonville FL.

2. Scope:
The scope of this effort involves providing Penetrant Wastewater Treatment System (PWTS) service to FRCSE industrial sites which use this process. PWTS services includes the delivery and pickup of sufficient number of fluids, filters, and other associated material to the industrial sites to ensure a reliable and continuous PWTS service to the FRCSE.

3. Requirements:
The contractor shall supply all labor and supplies necessary to service the treatment system including, but not limited to removal/replacement of filters on scheduled intervals as provided in section six (6).

Prior to commence of work under this contract, the contractor shall provide current Safety Data Sheet (SDS) to the points of contact listed in section sight (8).

If new fluids will be utilized in service treatment after commencement of work, the contractor shall supply a copy of the SDS to FRCSE Environmental Office for approval prior to its use.

The contractor shall adhere to hours of operations as stated: Monday through Thursday 0700-1500 and Friday 0700-1400. The contractor shall notify FRCSE Environmental Office and Public Works Department (PWD) Hazardous Waste Office 48 hours prior to commencement of work to be performed.

The contractor shall comply with 40CFR manifesting requirements and provide a copy of the manifest to FRCSE Environmental Office and PWD Hazardous Waste office 48 hours in advance of scheduled service date. In addition, the contractor shall provide a report of service being performed by service date to FRCSE Environmental Office and PWD Hazardous waste Office. At a minimum, the report shall identify the plant account number and/or serial number of the item and description type of service fluids and/or filters to be replaced as well as the type of distillation sludge to be removed. Refer to section 7 FRCSE Service Log.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The contractor shall provide a copy of the invoice for PWTS serviced to include identification number corresponding to deliverables and service preformed(i.e. amount & type of service fluids and /or filters replaced as well as the amount and type of distillation sludge removed) to the government technical representative.

The contractor shall comply with all requirements of United States Department of Transportation (DoT) regulations, 49 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) regarding waste transportation under this contract.

The contractor shall provide necessary training to FRCSE Artisans for proper use of PWTS units. All contractor employees must be capable of obtaining legal access to FRCSE facilities and shall follow FRCSE work instructions (SEE ATTACHMENT A)

4. Spill Responsibility:
The contractor shall be solely responsible for any and all spills or leaks during the performance of this contract that occurs as a result of, or are contributed to by, the actions of its agents and/or employees. The contractor shall clean up such spills or leaks to the satisfaction of the Government and in a manner that complies with applicable federal, state, and local laws and regulations. The cleanup shall be at no cost to the Government. In the event that a spill and /or leaks requires the replacement of a vessel or container supplied by the contractor, the newest vessel(s), containers shall be installed at the earliest availability and at the point in the system where conditions are most severe. This shall be at no cost to the Government.

5. Training:
All contractor personal performing work at FRCSE shall complete the FRCSE Environmental General Awareness training prior to the state of any on-site work. The contractor shall maintain training records which will be made available for inspection upon request by the FRCSE Point of Contact (POC)

6. Deliverables:
The contractor shall provide PWTS services assessment, including PWTS equipment, Type fluid, and any malfunctions, chemical analysis of used fluids and any other improvements. Deliver the report within sixty (60) days after contract award.
