STATEMENT OF WORK

AIRCRAFT ESCORT SERVICES

1. BACKGROUND: 

The Naval Air Station Jacksonville (NAS JAX) located in Jacksonville, Florida is shutting down its runway for repair in 2015. While the runway is closed, aircraft cannot land or take off from NAS JAX. As a tenant on NAS JAX, the Fleet Readiness Center Southeast (FRCSE) will be affected from 01 June 2015 to 31 December 2015.  Transportation of aircraft on public roads between NAS JAX and Cecil Commerce Center (CCC) will therefore be required to complete overhaul and repair of aircraft. 

2. SCOPE: 

Unless otherwise specified herein, the contractor shall provide all equipment and labor, to include law enforcement personnel, to escort the transport of aircraft between NAS JAX and CCC, in both directions, in compliance with Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Oversize/Overweight Permits. Contractor shall establish a secondary employment with the law enforcement and fulfill any documentation as requested by the City of Jacksonville. Aircraft platforms include F/A-18 A-D, F/A-18 E/F, EA-6B, T-6, T-34, and T-44.

3. DIRECTIVES: 

FRCSE will obtain and renew three (3) month blanket permit from FDOT for each aircraft type authorizing the tow of aircraft on public roads between NAS JAX and CCC.  

The contractor shall meet the appropriate escort requirements as stated in the FDOT Oversize/Overweight Permit for escorting oversize/overweight loads and carry sufficient and appropriate insurance to cover the risks of this requirement.  

FRCSE Letter of Essentiality will be provided to the contractor authorizing the tow of aircraft on public roads for national security and defense. The contractor and JSO shall retain a copy for their records. 

4. REQUIREMENTS:  

AIRCRAFT DIMENSIONS

FRCSE is required to move six (6) different aircraft models between NAS JAX and CCC. The aircraft are listed below along with dimensions. Aircraft have been reduced to the smallest size possible with wings folded or removed when possible.

TOW ROUTE

TOW SPEED

For vehicles preceding the load, the contractor shall be cognizant of the speed of the aircraft.  Through narrow areas, the aircraft will slow down in order to safely navigate through tight areas. This will likely occur but not be limited to areas of construction, medians with trees, or FDOT regulatory signs. 

FORECASTED AIRCRAFT TOWS

AIRCRAFT TOW TIMES

The aircraft tow times are provided in Attachment A, available upon request.  

FDOT PERMIT

FRCSE will secure a Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) oversize/overweight three (3) month blanket permit for use during the timeframe of the runway closure.  The contractor shall furnish the following requirements listed on our FDOT permits: 

· TWO (2) WARNING LIGHTS

· FOUR (4) LAW ENFORCEMENT ESCORTS

· HIGH VISIBILITY FLAGS (MIN. 18 INCHES SQUARE) ARE REQUIRED.

· ONE (1) QUALIFIED ESCORT WITH A VERTICAL HEIGHT INDICATOR IS REQUIRED TO PRECEDE THE LOAD.

· WARNING SIGNS WITH 12 INCH HIGH BLACK LETTERS ON A YELLOW BACKGROUND ARE REQUIRED ON THE FRONT & REAR OF THE VEHICLE. 

The contractor shall adjust the vertical height indicator to accommodate the height of each aircraft type towed.   In the event any of these FDOT permit requirements change or new requirements are imposed, this SOW may need to be revised accordingly.

REMOVAL OF VEHICLES 
Due to varying sizes of aircraft, wider aircraft cannot maneuver down Timuquana Rd with vehicles parked on the side of the street. The specific location on Timuquana Rd with such a restriction is from the intersection of Roosevelt Blvd and Timuquana Rd to the bridge over the Ortega River.  Towing of aircraft models EA-6B, F/A-18 E/F, T-6 and T-34 will require that this section of road be cleared of all curbside parked vehicles in the direction of the tow.  The contractor shall coordinate with local law enforcement personnel and ensure that the necessary parking restrictions are properly imposed and enforced upon notification of an impending tow, including towing of any parked vehicles, if necessary.  The contractor shall ensure that the route is clear of all obstructions for the impending tow(s). 

5. Government Furnished Equipment/Personnel:

FRCSE will provide the personnel and equipment to specifically tow the aircraft between NAS JAX and CCC.

1 June 2015 - 31 December 2015  

Option:  1 January 2016 – 29 February 2016

ATTACHMENT A

TOW ROUTE

The contractor’s escort services shall run from the Yorktown Gate entrance of NAS JAX to Hangar 1845 at CCC. The general directions of the route taken from NAS JAX to CCC Hangar 1845 are listed below with the same route for CCC Hangar 1845 to NAS JAX, except in reverse order. Construction lane shifts and detours may cause deviations from the provided route. The distance of the route one way is approximately 16 miles. 

1. Yorktown Gate of NAS JAX

2. North on Roosevelt Blvd/US-17

3. West on Timuquana Rd/103rd St/SR-23

4. South on Aviation Ave

5. East on Cecil Pines

6. Hangar 1845 at CCC

FORECASTED AIRCRAFT TOWS

The total number of aircraft tows is projected at 50 aircraft over the time period of 1 June 2015 - 31 December 2015.  

The total forecasted quantity during the time frame for each aircraft type is listed below. The quantity for each aircraft type and total quantity are subject to change.

*Currently there are zero (0) F/A-18 E/F aircraft scheduled for tow; however, the quantity is subject to change, as stated above.

The number of aircraft can range from 0 aircraft to 6 aircraft per week.  The average number of aircraft moves is forecasted to be approximately 2 aircraft per week. The number of aircraft forecasted to move in a month ranges from 6 aircraft to 11 aircraft.

TOW SCENARIOS

In order to meet FRCSE workload requirements to support the Fleet, below are four (4) aircraft tow scenarios. Scenario one (1) and three (3) are the most likely scenario to occur; however, there will be occasions where scenarios two (2) or four (4) will be required. The contractor shall possess ability to support all four (4) of the listed scenarios for every available tow day. 
Scenario 1: Towing one aircraft in one direction. One aircraft will be towed from NAS JAX to CCC or vice versa.

Scenario 2: Towing two aircraft in the same direction. Two aircraft will be towed one behind the other from NAS Jax to CCC or vice versa. The two aircraft can be either the same aircraft type or two different aircraft types. 

Scenario 3: Towing aircraft round trip. Aircraft #1 will be towed from NAS JAX to CCC then aircraft #2 will be picked up at CCC and towed back to NAS JAX. The route could occur in reverse and start at CCC. The two aircraft can be either the same aircraft type or two different aircraft types. 

Scenario 4: Towing two aircraft in the same direction with four aircraft roundtrip. Aircraft #1 and #2 will be towed from NAS JAX to CCC then aircraft #3 and #4 will be picked up at CCC and towed back to NAS JAX. The route could occur in reverse and start at CCC. Aircraft can be either the same aircraft type or different aircraft types. 

AIRCRAFT TOW TIMES

Aircraft tows will occur Monday-Friday with the majority of aircraft tows occurring Tuesday-Thursday.  The tow times will range from 1:00 am –5:00 am Eastern Time for scenario one (1) and two (2) but may start as early at 10:00 pm. However, for round trip tows as noted in scenario three (3) and four (4) above, tow times will be expanded to 10:00 pm - 5:00 am Eastern Time.  Therefore, the contractor shall have the capacity to provide escort services to support aircraft tows Monday-Friday from 10:00 pm - 5:00 am Eastern Time. The Government Point of Contact will notify the contractor with the details of the impending tow.  FRCSE will provide the contractor 1-2 week forecasts of aircraft moves by e-mail or phone so the contractor can plan accordingly. At least one day prior to the aircraft move, FRCSE will provide the contractor a final confirmation by e-mail or phone verifying the aircraft move date and time. 

FRCSE will contact and inform the contractor of any changes to the tow by 2:00 pm the day before the tow or the same day of the tow depending on the start time. For example, if the tow is scheduled for 1:00 am on Tuesday, FRCSE will contact the contractor by 2:00 pm on Monday of the scheduled tow. For example, if the tow is scheduled for 10:00 pm on Tuesday, FRCSE will contact the contractor that same day by 2:00 pm of any changes with the tow. The contractor shall coordinate with the associated parties of the changes. 

If all the necessary escort entities are not available then the contractor shall contact the Move Crew Supervisor or acting supervisor as listed in Section 7 by 2:00 pm Eastern Time the day before for the tow.

CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.212-2     EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (OCT 2014)

(a) The Government will select an awardee based on the evaluation criteria set forth below. Award will be made to firm whose quote conforming to the solicitation is the lowest price technically acceptable. Non-price factors will be evaluated on an acceptable or unacceptable basis. To be considered technically acceptable, offerors’ quote must receive a rating of “acceptable” for each non-price factor.

Factor 1: Technical Capability
A.  Quoters shall submit evidence of having experience in moving oversized and overweight loads through city and densely populated areas. Evidence must demonstrate, at a minimum, the following:

1) Moves were conducted for loads at a minimum of 15’4” high, 27’6” wide, and 56’ long.

2) Moves were conducted for evening and early morning hours (Hours of 10:00 pm – 5:00 am).

3) Moves were conducted at least 10 times in the last 18 months.

4) Provide incident rate and safety records for the last 8 years.
B.  Quoters shall provide evidence that they meet the escort requirements stated in the FDOT  Oversize/Overweight Permit.  The quoters shall provide evidence that they carry sufficient and appropriate insurance to cover risks and that personnel have appropriate qualifications for escorting oversized loads.  

The following adjectival ratings apply to Technical Capability: 

Acceptable: The Contractor has  provided a proposal that demonstrates sufficient experience to meet the requirements of the SOW. The proposal has included evidence that the contractor meets FDOT escort requirements, insurance requirements and personnel qualifications to perform the services. The proposal provides minimal risk in performance completion. Subfactors A and B above are determined to be acceptable.

Unacceptable: The Contractor has not proposed acceptable experience or personnel.

Factor 2: Past Performance - Contractor shall have two (2) customers provide past performance surveys (template attached to this solicitation) from work performed similar in scope and size within the past three (3) years. Past Performance shall also be verified in the Past Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS) by the Contracting Officer. Contractor shall have acceptable performance. 

The following adjectival ratings apply for past performance: 

Acceptable: The Contractor’s current and past performance is acceptable. There are no past performance issues of concern known to the Contracting Officer. PPIRS does not contain negative past performance ratings. In the event that there is no past performance information available, the Contractor shall be rated as acceptable.

Unacceptable: The Contractor’s past performance or other information available to the Government indicates unacceptable performance. 

Factor 3: Price Quote 
Pricing shall be firm-fixed pricing and include all cost associated with the labor required to perform the work listed in the Statement of Work. Contractors shall return a fully executed SF 1449 to include unit prices and total extended price for all Contract Line Items of the Solicitation. The price quote shall be submitted as a separate file as indicated under FAR Clause 52.212-1 Instructions to Offerors. Pricing will be evaluated based on total price provided in a fully completed, fully executed SF1449.

Failure to furnish the price quote in accordance with the instructions above shall render the quote unacceptable. 
(b) Options. The Government will evaluate offers for award purposes by adding the total price for all options to the total price for the basic requirement. The Government may determine that an offer is unacceptable if the option prices are significantly unbalanced. Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise the option(s).

(c) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.
