CLAUSES INCORPORATED BY FULL TEXT

52.209-5     CERTIFICATION REGARDING RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS (APR 2010)

(a)(1) The Offeror certifies, to the best of its knowledge and belief, that- 

(i) The Offeror and/or any of its Principals- 

(A) Are (  ) are not (  ) presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, or declared ineligible for the award of contracts by any Federal agency;

IMPORTANCE OF FACTORS:  If the contractor receives an unacceptable rating in any one factor and/or sub-factor, they will be considered overall “Unacceptable.”

(a) The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered. The following factors shall be used to evaluate offers:

Lowest Price Technically Acceptable Evaluation

The Government will award a contract resulting from this solicitation to the responsible offeror whose offer conforming to the solicitation will be most advantageous to the Government, price and other factors considered.  The lowest price technically acceptable source selection process will be utilized.  Award will be made on the basis of the lowest evaluated price of proposals meeting or exceeding the acceptability standards for non-cost factors.  The following factors will be used to evaluate offers:

(ii) Past Performance

(iii) Price

Proposals shall have three sections. Each section shall have a cover sheet marked with the section number, title, Request for Quotation (RFQ) identification, and offeror’s name.  The proposal shall be submitted in a Microsoft Word or PDF document file.  

FACTOR I:  TECHNICAL 

Offeror’s proposal will be evaluated first under Factor (I) above.  Offeror’s proposal will be evaluated based on their demonstrated technical capability.  Contractor shall provide descriptive literature on hotel and amenities package.
Technical criteria:  The Offeror’s technical information will be evaluated and determined technically acceptable or technically unacceptable.  Technical proposals with an omission(s) or one that takes exception to any requirement of the solicitation or received an unacceptable rating in any sub-factor will be rendered technically unacceptable.  Offeror’s determined to be technically unacceptable will not be considered for award unless discussions are held and offeror’s are given an opportunity to revise their offers.

Section I. Technical –

m. Facility shall have a self-service laundry facility located within the building.

n. Commercial exercise/fitness equipment shall be available in the building or access to a commercial exercise/fitness shall be made available free of charge and within reasonable distance to the lodging facility.

Past Performance will be evaluated based on the Offeror’s applicable performance under existing and prior contracts for providing similar supplies consistent with the scope and complexity of the functions in the solicitation.    

The contractor shall submit a minimum of two Past Performance Surveys (Attachment II) for the past 2 years for similar work, as stated in the Performance Work Statement. The Past Performance Survey is attached as a Word document.  The Survey shall be submitted by the individual completing the questionnaire prior to RFP closing date.
