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STATEMENT OF WORK
SERVICE AND REPAIR OF LINDE HYDRAULIC PUMPS

1.  SCOPE OF WORK:  EXWC Construction Equipment Department (CED2) Gulfport requires repair of four (4) Linde Hydraulic Pumps (Serial Numbers H2X205S01777, H2X25S01789, H2X265S01785 and N/A) by a certified Linde Service Center.  All pumps are to be serviced/repaired to “LIKE NEW” original manufacturers (OEM) specifications.

2.  The contractor will provide services and materials necessary to disassemble, clean, preserve and reassemble the hydraulic pumps to “like new” condition utilizing OEM approved replacement parts.  All pumps shall be specifically set to start at the same time, to transmit the Ramp-up to full output at the same rate, to produce the same flow in GPM and to produce the same pressures throughout the spans.  The OEM will identify those pumps with unique series of serial numbers that identify them as remanufactured to light amphibious resupply cargo (LARC) vehicles specifications.

3.  After disassembly of pumps and prior to reassembly, the contractor shall inspect all parts for wear of damages utilizing guidance provided in OEM’s service and maintenance manual.  Manufacturer will retain and re-use all serviceable parts for the rebuild.

4.  If unserviceable parts and components are identified, the contractor shall provide a detailed price estimate of all unserviceable parts, all seals, O-rings and gaskets for government approval, prior to continuation of work. The price estimate shall be submitted to the contracting officer for approval.

52.212-2     EVALUATION--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (OCT 2014)

(a) The Government will select an awardee based on the evaluation criteria set forth below. Award will be made to firm whose quote conforming to the solicitation is the lowest price technically acceptable. Non-price factors will be evaluated on an acceptable or unacceptable basis. To be considered technically acceptable, offerors’ quote must receive a rating of “acceptable” for each non-price factor.
Factor (1): Technical Capability 

1. The quoter shall provide evidence of or certify in writing that they are certified service representative for the original equipment manufacturer. 

Acceptable - The contractor submit evidence to verify they meet the requirement for technical capability. 

Unacceptable - The contractor does not submit required certification documents
Factor 2: Past Performance - Contractor shall submit information on two (2) contracts for work performed similar in scope and size within the past three (3) years. The information should include a contract number and total value, customers’ name and address, and a point contact name with telephone number. Past Performance may also be verified in the Past Performance Information Retrieval System (PPIRS) by the Contracting Officer. Contractor shall have acceptable performance. 

The following adjectival ratings apply for past performance: 

Acceptable: The Contractor’s current and past performance is acceptable. There are no past performance issues of concern known to the Contracting Officer. PPIRS does not contain negative past performance ratings. In the event that there is no past performance information available, the Contractor shall be rated as acceptable.

Unacceptable: The Contractor’s past performance or other information available to the Government indicates unacceptable performance. 

Factor 3: Price Quote 

Pricing shall be firm-fixed pricing and include all cost associated with the labor required to perform the work listed in the Statement of Work. Contractors shall return a fully executed SF 1449 to include unit prices and total extended price for all Contract Line Items of the Solicitation. The price quote shall be submitted as a separate file as indicated under FAR Clause 52.212-1 Instructions to Offerors. Pricing will be evaluated based on total price provided in a fully completed, fully executed SF1449.

Failure to furnish the price quote in accordance with the instructions above shall render the quote unacceptable. 

(b) A written notice of award or acceptance of an offer, mailed or otherwise furnished to the successful offeror within the time for acceptance specified in the offer, shall result in a binding contract without further action by either party. Before the offer's specified expiration time, the Government may accept an offer (or part of an offer), whether or not there are negotiations after its receipt, unless a written notice of withdrawal is received before award.
