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Fleet Readiness Center Mid-Atlantic, Aircraft Department (FRCMA AC DEPT) requires a quantity of 10 P/N: SPIKA UMS-72 (“Brand Name or Equal”) Universal Maintenance Stands and 10 P/N: SPIKA UMS-72 (“Brand Name or Equal”) with VP (variable pitch) stairs. 

The UMS-72 Universal Maintenance Stands provide Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) required Fall Protection for F-18 Planned Maintenance Interval (PMI) work cells while facilitating depot artisans’ access to elevated portions of airframes undergoing depot level inspection, repair and modification.  

   This equipment will allow FRCMA to comply with OSHA requirements for fall protection requirements, particularly around the tail sections of aircraft undergoing inspection.  These areas are not adequately protected by the current nose and wing stands in use at FRCMA.  The maintenance stands are identical to six others previously procured by FRCMA AC DEPT.  Spare parts, troubleshooting, and maintenance plans will be shared within the Maximo tool and will minimize training and operational costs for these pieces of equipment.
