INTRODUCTION
1.1
The Fleet Readiness Center Southeast (FRCSE) Region Depot Jacksonville, Florida requires assistance with the repair of the bevel gears which are used in the Power Take Off assembly (PTO). FRCSE does not have the capability to insert the carbon seal necessary to complete the repair. The TF34-100 engine powers the Air Force A-10 Thunderbolt II aircraft. The A-10’s primary mission is to provide close air support to the ground forces of the United States Military.

SCOPE

This Statement of Work (SOW) defines the services and material required to be completed under this contract. In any instance where there are conflicts between the SOW and other sections of the contract, the SOW will have precedence over the conflicting section, unless notified in writing by the contracting officer with a contract modification resolving the conflict.

Provide repair services for replacement of carbon seal material of the TF34-GE-100 Engine PTO bevel gear.

TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS

Instructions for this repair are not available in the DEPOT maintenance manuals. The Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) is General Electric (GE). GE’s requirements take precedence and sources must be certified through GE’s Qualified Vendor List and hold a current certification for this repair.

3.2
The contractor shall replace the carbon seal of the PTO Bevel Gear IAW applicable GE drawing 4048T27 and specifications.

Components will be preserved and packaged in accordance with generally accepted commercial practices, which meet the intent of MIL-STD-2073. Additionally, the packaging for the Air Force Bevel Gears shall be labeled with the applicable P/N, NSN 3020-01-044-7856, serial number, contract number/delivery order number, and incorporate bar code labeling.

Components returned to the FRCSE shall have the same information cited in paragraph 3.3 documented on the shipping documents. Commercial invoicing practices may be utilized in lieu of a DD250.

PTO Bevel gears provided to the vendor under this contract shall be processed and returned to FRCSE Jacksonville, FL within 45 calendar days after the date of receipt at the vendor’s facility. Specific delivery requirements will be provided with each delivery order.

If PTO bevel gears are not received at the vendor’s facility within 60 days after issuance of a delivery order, the vendor shall immediately notify the contracting officer.

3.7
Fall out PTO bevel gears (beyond repair) are estimated not to exceed 10 percent. There will be no compensation for non-repairable PTO bevel gears. The government will pay for repaired, ready for issue (RFI) gears only. The vendor shall return all fall out gears to FRCSE for exchange/receipt of additional repairable within 14 calendar days after receipt of gears for each delivery order.

A qualified Government representative of the DCMA located at the vendor’s facility shall approve material condition and configuration and destination acceptance prior to shipment. DCMA will assure that all work accomplished is in accordance with current technical instructions and drawings provided by the government and GE. DCMA will provide inspection /acceptance documentation to FRCSE upon request. First article testing will not be required.
