6. Contractor must apply a light coat of antiseize compound, high temp, MIL-PRF-907 to all moving parts. Per MRC R-2S. 

7. Contractor will remove and replace all rubber pads part number 3022485-002 which is cellular rubber MIL-R-6130, type 1, Grade A condition medium.  The Rubber pad must be 16 inches in length, 3 inches wide and .437 inches thick.  Contractor can use an ASTM equivalent material, ICD’s attached.
8. Once all work is complete contractor will reassemble chocks.
