STATEMENT OF WORK

USS IWO JIMA (LHD-7) STATEMENT OF WORK: DEMINERALIZER

USS IWO JIMA’s gets underway about once a month and must light off the boilers to make steam to get underway. The ship need’s a demineralizer available on the pier every time the ship starts the steam plant in order to make the quality water needed to operate the steam plant. Before light off, the ship is completely unable to make this pure water. In order to start the steam plant, the ship requires between 30-100k gals of water depending on if there is some water left over in the tanks, or if the engineers have to start fresh, or if it has to be dumped half way through the process due to contaminants and started over. 
USS IWO JIMA needs pier-side ion exchange equipment (aka demineralizer), for ship’s boiler feed-water requirements, meeting the quality requirements of Par. 220-22-20 of SX9086-GX-STM-20/CH-220. 

Ship needs delivery and setup of the demineralizer meeting capable of making up to 75k gals of feed-water meeting the stated requirements for up to 10 consecutive days. 
The demineralizer is not to be left on the pier while the ship is underway. Provider is to drop it off on the pier 10 days prior to an underway and then picked it up the afternoon that we leave. If we get these services expedited due to a short fused timeline they will still be picked up later on the same day we get underway.
