1.0 Background

In support of the Navy’s F/A-18 critical parts manufacturing vision, Code 7.2 in collaboration with Code 6.2 have identified the need to purchase additional manufacturing software licenses for SigmaNEST software.  This will allow Codes 62146 (Pattern Layout) and 62145 (Sheet Metal Manufacturing) shop personnel the ability to maximize productivity and to save material through standardizing pathing layout and posting G-code to multiple CNC machines. This will eliminate the requirement for training of pattern layout personnel on multiple pathing layout/posting software. Inaddition, auto nesting multiple jobs will save on materials and delays in aircraft turnaround time. SigmaNEST works in conjunction with NX drawing software which has become FRC’s enterprise solution for editing and viewing Model-Based Definition (MBD) files.

2.0 Scope of Work:

Maintenance support shall include product updates and telephonic technical assistance during the hours specified below.  If during a service/support call the representative determines support/services are not covered by the maintenance agreement, the contractor shall not perform the support service.  The contractor shall inform FRCSE technical representative as to the nature of the support services not to be performed, the reason why it is not covered in the maintenance agreement and the anticipated cost.  Support services performed outside of the maintenance agreement will be contracted on a separate purchase order. 

2.2 	The contractor shall perform the following:

a. Installation of purchased software
b. Testing and verification of Post Processors on both the Flow and Omax 80160 machines,
c. Training on:
1. Full SigmaNEST Power Pack
2. Waterjet Bevel  
3. NX integration/file import 

2.3 	FRCSE is an industrial facility.  Contractor shall provide all personnel protective equipment, ex. eye, hearing and safety shoe protection.

2.4 	Support services shall be performed between the hours of 6:00 A.M. and 2:30 P.M. (Eastern Time), Monday through Friday, excluding federal holidays.
