STATEMENT OF WORK (SOW)
PRESCRIPTION SAFETY EYEWEAR

Title: PRODUCTS AND SERVICES TO BE RENDERED BY PROSPECTIVE PRESCRIPTION SAFETY
EYEWEAR (PSE) VENDOR TO FLEET READINESS CENTER, SOUTHEAST (FRCSE), NAVAL AIR STATION JACKSONVILLE, FL, 32212-0016

1. SCOPE

This SOW defines the effort required for the provision of the services of fitting, dispensing, adjusting, and repairing
(including the provision of parts and services) of PSE to the FRCSE workforce.

1.1 Background

The Sight Conservation Program (SCP) at FRCSE exists based on higher level instructions requiring same as noted in paragraph 2 below.  The intent of the program is to protect worker vision in a variety of sight-hazardous areas or
operations at FRCSE and remote locations. This SOW will provide for PSE procurements and upkeep only for FRCSE personnel located in the greater Jacksonville/NE Florida area.  (FRCSE employees at remote locations in other states have their PSE needs addressed by a local purchase program that incorporates reimbursements for their expenditures via Direct Deposit.)

2. APPLICABLE DOCUMENTS

2.4 Availability of Documents

3. REQUIREMENTS

The vendor sha1l fulfill or otherwise conform to all of the requirements of this paragraph as stated herein and below.
Where special situations arise, the Safety Eyewear Coordinator, the Sight Conservation Program Manager (SCPM) or the FRCSE Mission and Workforce Safety Division (Occupational Safety and Health [OSH]) Director shall be consulted in that order for guidance.

3.1 A broad selection (at least 12 different styles) of plastic and metal ANSI/ISEA Z87.1-2015, Z87-2+ compliant frames shall be made available to employees as standard FRCSE PSE selections.

3.2 Provide all necessary frame selection, measurement and fitting services on site at FRCSE via at a minimum, a licensed optician or other fully qualified person according to the laws of the State of Florida.  Fittings shall be conducted at a designated location within FRCSE a minimum of once every two weeks.

3.3 Provide at a minimum, manufacturer’s warranty coverage for a minimum of two (2) years for eyewear frames dispensed under this contract.

3.4 All eyewear shall be furnished with permanently attached sideshields.  In the case of metal frames, sideshields shall be riveted to temple pieces; plastic frames shall have sideshields permanently cemented to the temple pieces; otherwise, an alternative attachment method may be used for either which meets or exceeds the above specification for permanence.

3.5 All necessary adjustments to ensure employee satisfaction with PSE provided shall be performed at the time the eyewear is dispensed or as soon as possible following dispensing.

3.6 Provide comprehensive repair capability at the contractor's facility including a full line of replacement parts either kept on hand or obtainable within a reasonable period of time from the eyewear manufacturer(s), including sideshields, for all styles of eyewear currently dispensed as well as PSE previously in service at FRCSE.

3.7 Provide comprehensive repair services, including parts, on-site at FRCSE a minimum of once every two weeks.
Weekly repair availability sessions at the customer's location may be conducted concurrently with fittings.

3.8 Provide courier "runner" service between the vendor's facility and the FRCSE OSH office for urgently needed
PSE repairs upon demand up to twice per day.

3.9 Pricing of complete sets of PSE to the FRCSE shall be based on polycarbonate lenses rated for “high impact” for best durability in the industrial environment and shall be structured on the following schedule:

3.10 Offer generally available optional eyewear features available to employees for their PSE to be paid at their
own expense above and beyond the maxima given in item 3.10.  All optional items shall be paid for in full in advance by the employee directly to the vendor's representative at the time of PSE order.

3.11 A frame warranty for a period of two (2) years shall be included with the price of each pair of frames.  The warranty shall cover frame replacement in the event they are no longer serviceable from two years after the frames were first delivered to FRCSE.  

3.12 Prior to processing all orders, the vendor shall submit the list below to the technical point of contact at FRCSE for review and approval.  Only after approval is granted shall the vendor process the order.

3.13 Billing shall be made directly to and paid through Wide Area Work Flow (WAWF).

3.14 Employees already in possession of PSE which is still serviceable and for whom a prescription change has occurred shall only be authorized replacement lenses.  In this situation, the contractor's representative performing fitting services shall review each new lens prescription in consultation with a similarly qualified person in the Contractor's employ, if necessary, in order to determine if the change in lens prescription is of sufficient significance to warrant the manufacture and subsequent cost, of lens replacement.  Any optional features selected by an employee for replacement lenses shall be paid for in full in advance by the employee directly to the vendor's representative at the time of order placement in a form acceptable to the vendor.  No frames shall be arbitrarily replaced due to style, color, personal preference, etc.

3.15 Only employees who present a properly validated PSE requisition from the Integrated Support Division (Safety) office and shall be entitled to place an order with the vendor.

4.0 GOVERNMENT-FURNISHED INFORMATION

4.1 A Government representative will provide a completed Request for Vision Screening/Prescription Safety Glasses (FRCSE 5100/16) to initiate a request for vendor services.

5.0 DELIVERABLES

5.1 The Contractor shall provide to the Government an annual report detailing the supplies and services provided
during the preceding fiscal year (Oct 1- Sept 30). This report shall consist of a listing sorted by shop code with the
date the service was provided, name of the employee, nature of service provided (e.g., single, bifocal, etc., or repair
only), cost of the service, and whether or not the work was performed under warranty.

5.2 In complying with the terms of this SOW, it is understood that the Contractor will need to maintain some records
on FRCSE employees. The Contractor is reminded that the provision of FAR clause 52.239-1, Privacy or Security
Safeguards (Aug 1996) have been invoked in the contracting process associated with this SOW and apply to such
records.
