1.0 	Background 

The FRCSE located in Jacksonville, FL maintains the T-44C flight trainer aircraft. As part of the maintenance process, the interior cabins of these aircraft require refurbishing to replace aging cabin interior items/components.   

2.0 	Scope

2.1 The contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, supplies, facilities, transportation, tools, materials, and other non-personal services necessary to completely refurbish the T-44C Cabin Interior items/components as identified in this Statement of Work (SOW).  Except for those items/services specified herein as Government furnished, the contractor is solely responsible for completing all requirements of the contract.

[bookmark: _Toc283639105][bookmark: _Toc187199932]2.2 The contractor shall refurbish T-44C cabin interior items using the same form, fit, function, and color type interior items as used by the Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM).  See Table 1 enclosed and entitled: “Cabin Interior Refurbishment Materials” for material specifications. The items listed in Table 1 are the responsibility of the contractor and will NOT be provided by the Government. All material substitutions shall be approved by the Government PRIOR to purchase. All material utilized during interior refurbishment shall meet or exceed requirements of FAA/AC 25.853-1.  The contractor shall obtain burn certifications for all materials used to show compliance with FAA/AC 25.853-1and shall be provided to the Government when refurbished items/components are delivered to FRCSE.

4.0	Order of Precedence & Technical Deviations

4.1. Order of Precedence. In the event of a conflict between the text of this SOW and the applicable standards and directives cited herein, the text of the standards and directives shall take precedence.

4.2. Technical Deviations: The contractor shall comply with all instructions within this SOW, including all standards and directives. Any technical deviation shall be requested in writing to the Government Technical Point of Contact (TPOC) for consideration. A technical deviation is a one-time waiver, granted on a case-by-case basis. Technical deviations may be granted for instances such as substitute or out of stock material that would impact schedule. Any approved deviation shall not be considered precedent for future concessions and will not constitute a revision to the SOW specifying the technical requirements. Any approved deviation will only be applicable to the unique scope of work for which it is approved. 

5.0	Inventory 

An inventory of all aircraft components transferred between the Government and contractor will be conducted, recorded in writing, and signed by both parties PRIOR to the items transferring between entities.  The contractor shall ensure all items transferred to its possession are returned to the Government.

6.2 The contractor shall immediately report any discrepancies found during inspection to the TPOC prior to continuing with refurbishment.  If repairs are required, the Government will provide shipping instructions of the discrepant item, repair it, and then return it to the contractor for refurbishment completion within 30 business days.  

6.3 The contractor shall provide new carpet and padding, cut to size, to replace the existing (old) carpet.  All exposed edges of the carpet shall be bound.  A center runner extending from aft of the spar cover to the baggage area shall be fabricated using the same carpet material.  The spar cover carpet shall be replaced with new carpet and shall have a step pad sewn into the center using vinyl step material.  The contractor shall measure the aircraft interior dimensions in lieu of using the old carpet as a template.

7.0	Government Furnished Material 

In addition to aircraft items/components requiring refurbishment, the Government will provide the following T-44 Technical publications: LESs; TEIs; local SOPs, and Navy and NAS Jacksonville Instructions, as required.

8.0	AS9100 Standards for Aeronautical Items- FRCSE

8.1. The contractor is required to notify the Government immediately following a determination that a non-conforming item has been tendered for acceptance. Furthermore, the contractor is required to notify the Government of any component product or manufacturing process change implemented by the contractor on any item identified in this contract.

8.2. The contractor is required to “flow-down” all requirements identified herein to sub-contractors and vendors that supply products and/or perform services under this contract. All contracts and related documentation supporting this acquisition are required to be maintained for period not to exceed three (3) years.  

8.3. All aircraft component quality standards shall be in accordance with SAE AS9100C- Quality Management Systems-Aerospace requirements.  All components shall conform to OEM specifications, technical data, and other applicable directives as identified in the SOW to meet acceptable requirements to the Government.

9.0	Quality Control 

The contractor shall maintain a quality control system which meets the requirements of the Federal Aviation Administration, and best commercial practices.  The contractor is responsible for the quality of all work performed at its facilities, as well as, subcontractor operational sites.  Quality shall be ensured throughout the process, in all areas of fabrication, assembly, inspection, testing, and shipping sites.

10.0	Pickup and Delivery

10.1. The contractor shall pick up all components for each T-44 interior cabin refurbishment from FRCSE and shall deliver the refurbished components within 60 days after receipt of order.  Items/components requiring Government replacement, due to material conditions found that prevent accomplishment of refurbishment work, shall be delivered within 60 days after receipt of replaced components.

10.3. The following documentation shall be provided with delivery:

10.3.1 Burn certificates for all material used showing compliance with FAA/AC 25.853-1

10.3.2 Work order consisting of an itemized list of completed parts delivered           

11.0	Destination Acceptance 	

11.1. All items/components will be inspected by Quality Assurance Specialists at FRCSE upon delivery from the contractor.

11.2. Any discrepancies noted during the inspection will result in discrepant component(s) being rejected. The contractor shall correct all discrepancies and redeliver components within five (5) days at no additional cost to the Government.

3. Manufacture: G. Baker Steeves Corporation or Equivalent
4. Manufacture: Wilsonart Laminate or Equivalent
5. Wood trim around rear partition shall be stained to match the Nepal Teak Laminate.  Any durable oil-based wood stain is permissible. 
6. Manufacture: Tapis Corporation or Equivalent
7. [bookmark: 14:1.0.1.3.11.4.181.74]Multiple manufactures. Foam must meet the requirements set forth in the Federal Aviation Regulations (FAR), Chapter 25, §25.853 (Compartment Interiors) and Appendix F, Part II, of Part 25 of the FAR (Flammability of Seat Cushions).
8. Manufacture: E-A-R Aero Technologies (a 3M company) or Equivalent
9. The basic foam stack-up is provided for reference.  Foam type and size used for bolster, kidney, and side support is at the discretion of the contractor.
10. Manufacture: Skandia Inc. or Equivalent
