The following have been added by full text:

1. The proposal due date has been extended to Wednesday, April 8, 2015 at 2PM EST.

2. Section 00150 1.6.3(b)(1) Factor 1 Construction Experience is revised to correct the Construction Experience
Project Data Sheet attachment letter, increase the project completion date from five to seven years, revise Joint
Venture language under general construction experience and seed project construction experience, and to add
language regarding substitution of subcontractors. The change is as follows (changes are in bold):

(i) Solicitation Submittal Requirements:

For all projects to be submitted for the Experience factor (general and seed), the attached Construction
Experience Project Data Sheet (Attachment A) is MANDATORY and SHALL be used to submit project
information. The project description must describe the scope of work performed to demonstrate its relevancy
to the applicable requirements of the RFP. Individual blocks on the form may be expanded; however, total
length for each project data sheet cannot exceed two (2) single-sided pages.

If a joint venture/partnership arrangement is being proposed, include copies of agreements and letters of
commitment signed by an Officer of each firm with the authority to bind the company. Agreements must
include company name, DUNS number, address, point of contact, email address, phone number and fax
numbers. The agreements shall demonstrate the relationship between firms, the percentage of work that each
firm will complete, and the type of work each firm will perform. The experience of any member for the joint
venture/partnership will be evaluated as that of the Offeror.

(1) General Construction Experience:

Submit a minimum of two (2) to a maximum of five (5) Relevant General Construction Projects that best
demonstrate the Offeror’s experience successfully executing and managing projects similar in size, scope, and
complexity to the one under this RFP.

DEFINITION OF A RELEVANT GENERAL CONSTRUCTION PROJECT: New construction or
renovation project completed by the Offeror as the Prime Construction Contractor within the past seven years
from the date of the RFP with the following construction values:

1. At least two (2) projects (e.g. Projects 1 & 2) shall have a minimum construction value of $1.5M or
higher.
2. Any additional projects (e.g. Projects 3, 4, and 5) shall have a minimum construction value of $500k.

For relevant general construction projects, desirable (not mandatory), significant features include the
following:

i. Management of multiple projects at the same time
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ii. Management of multiple subcontractors
iii. Multi-phased work in congested areas or adjacent to existing facilities remaining operational during
work
iv. Anti-terrorism force protection (ATFP) standards
v. Progressive collapse construction principles & guidelines
vi. LEED Certification
vii. Enhanced commissioning
viii. High performance energy systems
ix. Plumbing & HVAC systems
x. Communications, control, and security systems
xi. Electrical Lighting systems
xii. Fire protection systems (fire alarm and automated sprinkler system)
xiii. Exterior load bearing wall and foundation construction
xiv. Roof construction
xv. Extensive site work with above or below ground electrical distribution
xvi. Extensive civil site work, filling, grading, wetland mitigation, paving

(2) Seed Construction Project Experience:
Submit a minimum of one (1) to a maximum of three (3) Relevant Seed Construction Projects that best
demonstrate the Offeror’s experience successfully executing and managing projects similar in size, scope, and
complexity to the one under this RFP.

DEFINITION OF A RELEVANT SEED CONSTRUCTION PROJECT: Renovation project or window
replacement project completed within the past seven years from the date of the RFP with a construction value
of $500k or higher for renovation projects or $250K or higher for window replacement projects. The Offeror
may utilize experience of a subcontractor to demonstrate experience for the seed construction project,
however the Offeror must provide a letter of commitment and an explanation of the meaningful involvement
that the subcontractor will have in performance of this contract.

Each relevant seed construction project(s) must include the following minimum mandatory features:

i.  Removal and replacement of existing window glazing and frames
ii. Installation of new window/frames compliant with Anti-terrorism force protection (ATFP)

For relevant seed construction projects, desirable (not mandatory), significant features include the following:

i. Construction work experience compliant with Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for the
Treatment of Historic Properties
ii. Repair of damaged brick and stone masonry
iii. Repointing of mortar joints
iv. Repair of steel lintels and/or jambs
v. HVAC ductwork relocation
vi. Removal and disposal of hazardous waste (lead based paint and asbestos)
vii. Removal and disposal of mold
viii. Multi-phased work in existing facilities remaining operational during work

(i) Basis of Evaluation:

Projects that are not submitted on the mandatory Construction Experience Project Data Sheet (Attachment A)
will not be evaluated. If a project form exceeds two pages, only the first two pages will be evaluated.
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(if) Basis of Evaluation:

Projects that are not submitted on the mandatory Construction Experience Project Data Sheet (Attachment A)
will not be evaluated. If a project form exceeds two pages, only the first two pages will be evaluated.

(1) General Construction Experience:
The Government will evaluate the relevant general construction experience of the Offeror as a Prime

Construction Contractor directly responsible to the owner. Projects completed by the Offeror in any capacity
other than a Prime Construction Contractor will be considered non-relevant. Projects completed by a
proposed subcontractor will be considered non-relevant. Projects not yet accepted by the owner as of the date
of the issuance of the RFP or projects completed more than seven years prior to the issuance of the RFP will
be considered non-relevant. Projects not satisfying the minimum construction values listed in the
requirements will be considered non-relevant. With regard to significant features, while not mandatory,
offerors whose projects demonstrate more or better significant features may be rated higher. Offerors’ that
demonstrate experience self-performing significant features of work may be rated higher.

experience should be submitted for projects completed by the Joint Venture entity. If the Joint
Venture does not have shared relevant experience, projects shall be submitted for each Joint Venture
member. Offerors who fail to submit relevant experience for all Joint Venture partners may be rated
lower. Offerors are still limited to a total of five (5) general construction projects combined. For
multiple award contract (MAC) or indefinite delivery / indefinite quantity (ID/IQ) contracts, the specific
relevant task order (not the entire MAC or ID/1Q contract) will be considered the project for evaluation
purposes. Offerors’ who demonstrate experience that exceeds general construction experience requirements
may be rated higher.

2 Seed Project Construction Experience:

The Government will evaluate the relevant seed project construction experience of the Offeror, as a prime
construction contractor or subcontractor, or a proposed subcontractor. Projects not yet accepted by the owner
as of the date of the issuance of the RFP or projects completed more than seven years prior to the issuance of
the RFP will be considered non-relevant. Projects with a total value below $500k for renovation projects or
$250k for window replacement projects will be considered non-relevant. Projects not including all
mandatory features will be considered non-relevant. With regard to significant features, while not mandatory,
offerors whose projects demonstrate more or better significant features may be rated higher. Offerors that
demonstrate experience self-performing mandatory & significant features of work may be rated higher.

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If, after award the key subcontractor identified in the proposal is not able to fulfill this obligation, a
replacement subcontractor with skills and experience equal to those presented in the proposal shall be
presented to the Contracting Officer for approval. The Contractor shall obtain the Contracting
Officer’s written consent before making any substitutions for this designated subcontractor. There will
be no time extension or financial consideration for a change in subcontractor.

2. Keynotes on the Demolition Plans and Demolition Elevations describe specific window conditions from a
March 2012 visual assessment to assist in establishing the magnitude of work. All windows that are to receive
new storm windows, as shown in the “Building 38 Window Schedule” on Sheet 38-A-601, shall be repaired as
described in the notes under “General Wood Window Maintenance and Repair, Typical for Existing Building
38 Windows”. The intent is to remove all window sashes and transoms so the condition of the entire window
can be fully assessed and all sashes can be repaired and repainted. Existing window frames shall be repaired
in-place. The work also includes removal of paint from all interior and exterior window surfaces.

b) SPECIFICATION SECTION 01 30 00.00 25, PARAGRAPH 1.6 SUPERVISION

Delete the entire paragraph

Replace With the following:

1.6 SUPERVISION

Have at least one qualified superintendent or competent alternate capable of reading, writing, and conversing
fluently in the English language, on the job-site at all times during the performance of contract work. In
addition, if a Quality Control (QC) representative is required on the contract, then that individual must also
have fluent English communication skills. Approval of the project superintendent is required prior to the start
of construction. Submit qualifications in resume format including a list of previous projects worked on and
dollar amounts. The Contracting Officer reserves the right to interview the proposed Superintendent and
Project Manager prior to approval in order to verify the submitted qualifications.

1.6.1 Superintendent Qualifications

The project superintendent must have a minimum of 10 years’ experience in construction with at least 5 of
those years as a superintendent on projects similar in size and complexity. The individual must be familiar with
the requirements of EM 385-1-1 and have experience in the areas of hazard identification and safety
compliance. The individual must be capable of interpreting a critical path schedule and construction drawings.
The qualifications requirement for the alternate superintendent are the same as for the project superintendent."”

DUTIES
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Delete: Provide a QC Manager at the work site to implement and manage the QC program. In addition to
implementing and managing the QC program, the QC Manager may perform the duties of project
superintendent.

Replace With: Provide a QC Manager at the each work site to implement and manage the QC program. In
addition to implementing and managing the QC program, the QC Manager may perform the duties of the
project superintendent.

d) SPECIFICATION SECTION 01 45 00.10 25, SECTION 1.6.1 PERSONNEL QUALIFICATIONS,
PARAGRAPH 1.6.1.1 SITE SAFETY AND HEALTH OFFICER (SSHO)

Delete: The only duties and responsibilities of the SSHO are to manage and implement the safety program on
this contract.

4) Section 2.2 PROPOSAL SUBMISSION INSTRUCTIONS paragraph 2.2.4.1 is revised to change the AMAG
form submission date from no later than five working days to seven working days. The change is as follows:

2.2.4.1 If you are hand delivering your proposal and do not already have a vehicle pass to access the base, you
MUST submit an AMAG Form (Attachment D) for the individual who will be "driving a vehicle" onto the
base, and any passengers. Forms must be submitted via email as an attachment no later than seven working
days prior to the solicitation closing date/time and forwarded to Kendra McMahon at
kendra.mcmahon@navy.mil. An AMAG form has been uploaded to NECO under the Additional Documents
section.

5. An updated PPI Log (PPI Log as of 3-25-15) has been posted to NECO/FBO.

All other terms and conditions remain unchanged.
